(xviii) Regarding modernisation of Trichy International Airport
in Tamil Nadu
SHRI SU. THIRUNAVUKKARASAR (TIRUCHIRAPPALI): Trichy International
Airport is the third-largest airport in Tamil Nadu in terms of total passenger
traffic next to Chennai and Coimbatore. The airport is served by two Indian and
four foreign carriers providing direct connectivity to 3 domestic and S
international destinations. This airport is Iso 9001:2008 quality certified and

was declared an international airport on 4 October 2012.

At present, Trichy international Airport is connected with just 05
international cities i.e. Kuala Lumpur, Singapore, Dubai, Sharjah, Colombo and
03 domestic cities i.e. Chennai, Bengaluru and Kochi. Only 07 airlines are
operating flight services from Trichy International Airport namely Air Asia, Air
India Express, Alliance Air, IndiGo Malind6 Air and Sri Lankan Airlines. It is
pertinent to mention here that there is no Air India domestic flight service to
any domestic destinations in the country. So an Air India domestic flight be

operated from Trichy to Delhi via Chennai or via Hyderabad or via Bengaluru.

Trichy has high catchment of passengers for Singapore Malaysia and
various Gulf countries. Around 8 lakh people are working in Singapore and
Malaysia. More than 10 lakh people from Tamil Nadu are working in Gulf
countries. Trichy Pillaiyar Kovil (Vinayaka Temple) built on top of the hill in
Trichy is the world famous temple and lots of people from various countries

visit this temple every day particularly during the festival season. Further, holy
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cities of Vailankanni and Nagoor can be reached in just 2 to 3 hours from
Trichy by road. Further, Trichy is situated in the centre of Tamil Nadu and also
called educational hub of Tamil Nadu. Further all the Central & State
government departments/offices and many public sector
undertakings/industries like BHEL, BEL, Railway Coach Factory, Ordinance
Factory and lot of small scale industries are there in which thousands of
employees are working in Trichy area. So this airport can be connected with
more international cities and domestic cities for the convenience of pilgrims,
tourists and govt officials. Due to increase in air traffic, Trichy International
Airport needs to expand both its flight operations to more foreign destinations
as well as expand its present runway to facilitate landing and take off of jumbo
jets/flights and also needs to construct a modern Air Traffic Control (ATC)
tower in the airport. Hence, | urge upon the Union Govt through this august
House to take immediate steps to expand the Trichy International Airport as
well as to expand the present runway to facilitate operation of more flights to

more foreign destinations and domestic cities.

8 lakh people in Singapore and Malaysia
and more than 10 Lakh people in Gulf countries are working from Tamil Nadu
alone. Madurai is not included in bilateral air services agreement (BASA) with
any country except Sri Lanka. Many countries and many airlines have evinced
interest to operate flight to Madurai, Air-Asia, Silk-Air, Tiger Airways, Air-
Arabia, FlyDubai are awaiting MOCA nod to start flight services to Madurai for
the last 9 years. Indigo airlines are presently operating international flight
service from everywhere except from Madurai. For the development of
southern Tamil Nadu the following action to be taken at the earliest: (i) Madurai
airport be given international status and to operate 24X7 hours. (H) Madurai
airport needs appointment of permanent plant quarantine and customs officers
in international cargo section to support 24X7 hours loading and unloading of
international cargo (Hi) an Air-India/Air India Express International flight from
Madurai to Kuala Lumpur, Sharjah, Muscat, Dubai and Kuwait will benefit 3

million ethnic Indians of Tamil Nadu origin in Malaysia & Singapore and Gulf

NITI Aayog also warns that 21 Indian
cities including cities of Chennai, Bengaluru and Delhi will run out of
groundwater by 2020.

Sir, 43.4 per cent of India is reeling under severe drought and early
global warming system. The pre-monsoon rain is the lowest in the last 65
years. Four reservoirs supplying water to Chennai have dropped below one
per cent and are literally zero. In fact, | would like to say that there is going to
be a severe water crisis. A similar situation happened in 2004. At that time,
my late leader, Dr. Kalaignar, while he was campaigning, saw the pitiful
situation in Chennai. He had promised: “If given a chance, we will bring in a

Our Party is
assuring full support to the Government in providing women their rightful place
in the decision making process. | would also like to draw the attention of the
House relating to a gruesome incident in Lucknow. The first women President
of the Uttar Pradesh Bar Council, Darvesh Singh Yadav perished by her
colleague’s bullets. This underscored the perilous circumstances of women at
work. Safety issues apart, gender biases, socio-religions, attitudes and
misconduct, along with long hours of minimal wages, confirmed by India’s
latest official employment data, initiate the working environment for women. It
is learnt that Female Labour Force Participation Rate fell from 42.6 per cent to
31.2 per cent between 1993-94 and 201112. More than three out of four
women over the age of 15 are out of the earners’ category, irrespective of
whether they are in urban or rural India. Of the Rs. 3600 crore, corpus
transferred to Public Account for the Nirbhaya Fund till 2018-19 this
Government has released no more than Rs. 1513.40 crore between 2015 and
December, 2018. There is a urgent requirement to provide triple security that
is gender security, income security and social security for 50 per cent of the

Indian population, not just one class of women of the community.
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Democracy is not an absolute state but an evolving process, anywhere
in the world. The arrival of xenophobic leaders in various parts of Europe
exposes the contingent core of the so called advanced democracies. India is
comparatively a young democracy, leading a path to recognition of majority
rule and trying to bring in a balance between individual and group rights,
including minority rights. India’s polytheistic religion with great theological
diversity that allows little space for deeming any religion as deviant, its
multicultural society and history actually help India evolve swiftly as a
democracy. But diversity at time has become a source of schism, of the violent
kind that produces lynching.

More than 47 per cent of our population is engaged in agricultural
activities which account for less than 15 per cent of our GDP. This highlights
the poor returns from agricultural. Party in power has resolved to double
agricultural income by 2022. Today middlemen continue to purchase from
farmers, at rates which are sometimes even below the production cost. The
Government having failed to alleviate agricultural distress launched the PM-
KISAN scheme which provided Rs. 500 per month to small farmers. Many
States like Telangana, Odisha, Andhra, West Bengal are provided cash
directly to farmers, and States like Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Maharashtra
have announced loan waivers for farmers yet agricultural distress refuses to go
away. What India needs today is a production system by the masses, not for
the masses. It is critical to make farming economically viable and

environmentally sustainable. Hon'ble President in his speech has stated that
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Rs. 25 Lakh crore investment will be made in Agriculture in the next five years.
In this Budget a beginning will be made with Rs. 5 crore. That would be a
welcome step.

One issue that needs wider attention is unemployment crisis. At last
count the number of unemployed persons registered with Employment
Exchanges was 4.83 crore. More than 3 crore applications were received for
90,000 class 3 railway jobs. An advertisement for recruitment of 1.137
constables in Mumbai Police got more than 2 lakh responses, which comes to
175 candidates for each post. Many qualified young person work as guest
teachers, contingent policemen etc. A partial solution could be to fill up all
vacant Government positions which would provide employment to about 30
lakh unemployed and provide better services to the people.

Now, | come to the disaster that brought havoc in Odisha. A headline in
New York Times report on cyclone FANI dated 4" May, 2019 stated- “How do
you save a million people from a cyclone? Ask Odisha.” New York is a long
way from Puri, which faced the burnt of FANI. New York Times profoundest
complement is certainly something our indigenous media should inculcate. We
didn’t blow our trumpet. Three days after, Prime Minister along with Chief
Minister held review on the spot after aerial survey and funds were provided.
By this date final report of devastation been submitted. Rescue, relief being
over now, restoration of the affected areas are being taken up. There is a need
to build resilience so that we could face such severe cyclonic storm in future.

Further | would like to draw the attention of the Government that Odisha has

been repeatedly asking to be accorded Special Category Status. Now Chief
Minister Naveen Babu has said in NITI that make Odisha a Focus States for
some years and treat those States as such which are facing disaster of high
magnitude in repeated succession so that they can recoup themselves and
march along with other States in the path of development.

Hon'ble President in his speech has mentioned about Namami Gange
and the endeavour to clean up other major rivers including Mahanadi by
closing drains releasing effluents into the river. The World Bank estimates that
more than a fifth of all communicable diseases in India are caused by
contaminated water. Over 500 children die every day in India due to diarrhoeal
diseases. According to the Central Pollution Control Board 63 per cent of
urban sewage flow into rivers. Sewage treatment is fully or partly dysfunctional.
Just like the nation is building toilets in mission mode, why can’t the civic
administration build sewage treatment plants with same zeal?

AMRUT covers 500 so called mission cities. Of these only 217 pitched
for a sewage treatment plant. In smart cities, which are spending Rs. 2 Lakh
crore collectively over 5 years from 2015, only 2.4 per cent money is being
spent on waste management. It is blatantly clear that waste management is
not the priority and treatment of sewage is not in the centre state in our policy
debates. Unless that happens, we run the real risk of eventually either choking
or being poisoned by our own waste.

Lastly, | would say corruption in India is not limited to collusive high level

scams. Petty corruption impacts the poor and marginalized who are most
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dependent on public provisioning of rations, pensions, health and education.
This form of corruption thrives primarily due to lack of effective mechanisms to
hold officials accountable. A legislation to fix this problem was introduced in
Parliament in the form of Grievance Redress Bill in 2011. Unfortunately it
lapsed with the dissolution of the Lok Sabha in 2014. Why there is no attempt
to introduce such Bill when the present Government wants to ensure proper

delivery of services to citizen? With these words, | conclude.
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*SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): According  to
survey by All India Manufacturers’ Organization (AIMO), micro, small and
medium scale enterprises (MSMES) in the country experienced steady job loss
and declining profits since 2014. While 43% job loss was experienced by the
trader segment, micro enterprises experienced job loss of 32%, small scale
enterprises reported 35% and medium scale industries reported 24% job
losses. Also, since 2014 operational profits of traders dropped by about 70%,
micro enterprises dipped by 43%, small scale enterprises reduced by 35%,
medium scale industries reduced by 24%. As per the survey, demonetization
and GST had an adverse effect on the financial health and job growth in
MSMEs. To revive the MSMEs, the Government can consider providing
MSMEs with subsdised raw materials, finance with reduced interest rate,
higher procurement of government purchases from MSMEs.

The report on Integrated Child Development Scheme (ICDS) released in
September 2016, reveals that more than one lakh children (below six years of
age) are severely underweight in Maharashtra. Because underweight is an
important indicator of malnutrition, this figure is an estimate of number of
children suffering from malnutrition in Maharashtra, which is one of the highest
in the country. Accordingly to the report, the number of severely underweight
children shot up by 5,635 cases from August 2016. Similar health emergency

occurred between April to August, 2016, when 124 children died due to

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malnutrition from district of Palghar alone. The Maharashtra Government
under the ICDS and Supplementary Nutrition Programme has been providing
nutritional supplements to children between 7 months and 6 years of age. But
the State Government is facing resource deficit, as the budget of ICDS is
slashed by the Centre. Experts have also suggested correlation between
malnutrition and droughts, since the drought affected areas are also the
regions with severe malnutrition. In order to deal with these twin problems, the
Central Government must assist the State Government by supplementing its
budgetary resources.

My party has made a similar recommendation to develop aspirational
districts as centres of local crafts, with special attention to agriculture, during all
party meeting. | am glad that the Government has considered this suggestion
and the President has mentioned in his address that promising work is ongoing
in 112 aspirational districts.

As per the data released by the Ministry of the total loans sanctioned
under Prime Minister Mudra Yojana (Pradhan Mantri MUDRA Yojna), 92.89%
were less than Rs. 50,000 (classified as Shishu loans) in 2015/16. In 2017/18
without much improvement, 88.65% of Mudra loans disbursed were less than
Rs. 50,000. The Prime Minister himself has announced in May, 2018 that Rs.
6 lakh crore was disbursed to 12 crore beneficiaries. This would mean that on
an average Rs. 50,000 amount of loan was disbursed per beneficiary for
starting small scale business. Also, as of August, 2018, these Shishu loans

(which constitute 90% of the loan accounts) amount to only 44.44% of total
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loan amount disbursed. In the state of Maharashtra, Shishu loans constitute
mere 40% of total loan amount sanctioned in the State. Thus nearly 90% of
beneficiaries are getting only 40% of loan amount. In addition to this variance
in distribution of loan amount, the increasing cost of inputs, makes it difficult to
start a micro enterprise. | request the Government to increase the limit of
Shishu loans to Rs. 1 lakh and sanction higher average loan per beneficiary, to
better enable them to open and operate successful micro enterprises.

Less than average rainfall in 2018 monsoon season and delay in 2019
monsoon have led water shortage in dams and reservoirs to drop to critical
levels in Maharashtra. This water scarcity has resulted in 40% fall in
agricultural output in 2019/20 and resulted in fodder shortage in the state.
Recognizing the right of every citizen to affordable water, Government must
consider sending water tankers to drought affected areas and cloud seeding
techniques to facilitate early monsoon in 2019. There is also lack of sufficient
funds to drought hit states, so that States can provide more work here and
address this severe drought condition. Water shortage levels in as many as 26
reservoirs, including Ujjani Dam in Maharashtra, have reached zero level. This
is primarily due to poor water management by Government authorities. There
is a need to check the menace of tanker mafia by private sector in the state, for
Maharashtra to be truly tanker mukt. The Government must also consider
multiple stakeholder consultations before undertaking water conservation

measures like Jalyukt Shivar Yojana.
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While OROP was conceptualized to ensure uniform pension irrespective
of the date of retirement to all ex-servicemen of the armed forces of the same
rank and equal length of service, actual implementation of OROP in its true
form and sprit is facing challenges. The report of Justice Reddy Committee,
which studied the issues relating to OROP implementation is yet to be made
public. The veterans are demanding for annual revision of pension, as
opposed to five year revision proposed by the Government. Also, when
considering pension revision annually, it is demanded that 2015 be taken as
base year, and not 2013. Since majority of the army personnel opt for pre-
mature retirement (PMR), such personnel must also be eligible for OROP. In
armed forces where rank system is given importance and to ensure that the
senior defence personnel do not draw less pension than their juniors, | request
the Government to consider these demands to ensure true implementation of
OROP in its true sense. The Government must consider other important
welfare issues of ex-servicemen and their families like pension of defence
widows, pensions of defence reservists (members of military reserve force),
ensure second career for the early defence retirees till the age of 60 years,
ensure new medical procedures be on Ex-servicemen Contributory Health
Scheme (ECHS) Procedure list and increase disability pension for defence

personnel.

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industries by giving Tax Holiday for 10 years. There is ample scope for wind
and solar energies in the district.

Already there is a proposal to set up a Solar Plant in
Ramanathapuram district, although there is considerable delay by the State
Government in land acquisition. | urge the Hon'ble Minister to give suitable
directions to the State Government to immediately take necessary action for
land acquisition so that the Solar Power Plant can be set up.

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“DR. NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): GDP growth under Narendra Modi was
faster than under Manmohan Singh. The question, though, is : does this pass

the basic smell test?

The quality of India's economic data in general, and gross domestic
product (GDP) data in particular, has come in for questioning in recent
months. Those questions only acquired more urgency in January, when the
GDP growth in 2016-17 was revised to 8.2% - the highest in any year between
2011-12 and 2018-19.

In 2016-17, a large section of the informal economy, which forms a
significant portion of the Indian economy, was severely hit by demonetisation.
Hence, the question: how did the economy grow at 8.2% during the year?

Between 2009-10 and 2013-14, the period during which Manmohan
Singh was the Prime Minister, the Indian economy grew by 6.7% per year.
Between 2014-15 and 2018-19, the Indian economy is supposed to have
grown at 7.5% per year. Narendra Modi has been Prime Minister during this
period (from 26 May 2014 onwards).

Hence, the economic growth during the Modi years has been faster in
comparison to the growth during the Manmohan Singh years. The question,
though, is : does this pass the basic smell test? One way of figuring this out is
to take a look at real-time economic indicators which capture the economic

decisions of the average Indian.

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Since January 2015, when India adopted a new way of calculating the
GDP, the growth figure has not been in line with high-frequency economy
indicators that reflect the economic decisions of individuals. Unlike GDP
growth, the economic indicators used here, from domestic car sales to steel
output, are real numbers (except inflation) and not theoretical constructs. So, if
domestic car sales are growing, it is a reflection of robust urban consumer
demand. If steel production is growing, it shows a robust car industry which
uses a lot of steel and a better physical infrastructure that can be used by
individuals, among other things.

Let's look at economic indicators and see that they suggest. The growth
of 11 out of the following economic indicators was better during the second
term of Manmohan Singh than Modi's term. It is worth reminding here that the
United Progressive Alliance's (UPA's) second term was by all accounts worse
than its first term. Hence, we are comparing the worst of Manmohan with the
best of Modi.

What this again tells us is that urban India, in particular corporate India,
has not been very confident on the economic front during years, irrespective of
what they say in public forums. Of course, the growth of cab aggregators Uber
and Ola has also played some role in the slowdown of domestic car sales
growth in recent years.

Retail loan given out by banks the Modi era are expected to grow at

19.92% per year in comparison to 22.47% per year during the Manmohan era.
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This is one point that is perpetually brought by everyone who believes
that Modi Government has done well on the economic front. In Manmohan
years, the number of airline passengers grew by 9.20% per year. It is expected
to grow at 15.28% per year during the Modi years.

Robust consumer demand should translate into more investment, with
companies expanding to cater to the increasing demand. A good way to check
whether this is happening or not is to take a look at domestic commercial
vehicle sales. Faster sales indicate robust activity on the infrastructure front as
well as the industrial front, which ultimatley benefits individuals. Commercial
vehicles are used to move around finished as well as semi-finished goods.

During the Modi years, commercial vehicles sales grew at 19% per year.
In the Manmohan years, they had grown at 10.50% per year. In fact, the
growth in commercial vehicles sales during the Modi years has been robust,
though it might have been slower than that of Manmohan years. This is
primarily on account of the road building programme carried out by the Modi
Government.

Steel consumption is another great indicator of the investment scenario
in the country, as the construction of any new infrastructure requires steel. And
better infrastructure essentially leads to an improvement in the ease of living
of individuals. Data from India Brand Equity Foundation, a trust established by
the Ministry of Commerce and Industry, suggests consumption of finished steel
is expected to increase 5.18% per year during the Modi era, in comparison to

7.18% per year during the Manmohan era.
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Companies pay a higher tax when they sell more stuff, and consequently
make a higher profit. They sell more when people consume more. People
consume more when they are doing well on the financial front. And that's
possible when the overall economy is doing well. During the Modi years,
corporation tax collections are expected to grow by 11.20% per year against
13.09% in the Manmohan years.

The consumption of fuel is a economy which is doing well tend to grow
at a faster rate. The consumption of fuel products during the Modi years is
expected to grow at 5.91% per year against 3.47% during the Manmohan
years. This is another economic indicator that has fared better in the Modi
years than the Manmohan years. A simple explanation of this lies in the fact oil
prices were much higher between 2011 and 2014 than they have been since
then.

One of the genuine successes of the Modi Government has been on the
inflation front. In May 2014, when Narendra Modi took over as Prime Minister,
inflation, as measured by the Consumer Price Index (CPl), stood at 7.72%,
with food inflation 9.21%. In February 2019, inflation was 2.57%, with food
prices falling by 0.66%. during 2018-19, food prices have risen by just 0.13%.

On the flip side, the lack of food inflation is hurting farmers.

This is another area where the Modi Government has done significantly
better than the Manmohan Singh Government. As of 31 March 2009, the total
length of national highways stood at 70,548 kilometres. By 31 March 2014, this

had increased to 91,287 km, at the rate of 5.29% growth per year. By March
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2019, the length of national highways is expected to touch 135,676 km, with
10,000 km of road expected to be constructed during 2018-19. This means an
increase of 8.25% per year. Between April and December, 6,715 km had
already been built.

To conclude, the Manmohan Singh years come out to be much better
than the Modi years, in 11 out of the 15 indicators.

This essentially brings us back to the question: when so many economic
indicators grew faster in the second term of Manmohan Singh vis a vis the first
term of Modi, why doesn't reflect in the GDP growth figures of the two eras?
The Modi years growing at a faster pace than the second term of the
Manmohan doesn't make much sense.

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SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Mr. Speaker, Sir, | thank you for giving
me the opportunity to thank the hon. President for his Address.

Sir, at the outset, | would like to congratulate, Shri Narendra Modi Ji, the
BJP and the NDA for their victory in the recently concluded Lok Sabha
elections.

The TDP had been a partner in NDA-1, with Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee Ji,
and in NDA-2 with Shri Narendra Modi Ji, who promised us that post the
unscientific and unfair bifurcation of Andhra Pradesh, he would ensure all
provisions of the AP Re-organisation Act and the assurances given by the
then Prime Minister, Shri Manmohan Singh, especially the granting of Special
Category Status (SCS), would be fulfilled. Indeed, we had to walk out of the
NDA due to the fact that the SCS was being denied to us, and the
implementation/ execution of the AP Re-organisation Act was being delayed
beyond a reasonable time limit. The TDP left the NDA after a long escalation
process, in which we gave the Central Government every opportunity to deliver
our rights. We fought hard to get our rights.

The people of India have given a massive mandate to the BJP and NDA
but in Andhra Pradesh, both the BJP and the TDP have suffered heavy losses.
The BJP went down to less than one per cent vote share and did not even win
a single MLA or a single MP seat in our State. The people of AP punished the

BJP for not delivering, and decided to give the YSR Congress Party and their
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leader, Shri Y. S. Jaganmohan Reddy Garu one chance to get from the Centre
what the Telugu Desam Party was unable to get. In fact, this was and
continues to be the single most important issue for the people of Andhra
Pradesh. The responsibility now lies with Shri Y. S. Jaganmohan Reddy Garu
and the YSR Congress Party to deliver on our rights.

Now, after meeting the Prime Minister and the Home Minister, Shri YS
Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu is saying that he will keep on asking, while we
understand that the response from the Prime Minister has been categorical
that Andhra Pradesh will not get special category status. Even the Finance
Minister in a written response to an Unstarred Question in Rajya Sabha
yesterday has also said that no State would be given this status. With the
mandate given by the people of Andhra Pradesh to the YSRCP, giving them
22 MPs, all eyes are now on them to see how they will succeed where we
were unable to do so. |, indeed, wish for them all success for the sake of
Andhra Pradesh.

| also wish the Prime Minister all success and hope that his slogan of
Sab ka Saath, Sab ka Vikas, Sab ka Vishwas will apply to all regions, States,
and people equitably.

Since | have very limited time, | will directly come to a couple of points |
wish to focus on. We have built our institutions brick-by-brick over decades,
destroying, tinkering, weakening or weaponizing these institutions will cripple
our democracy which we are proud of; and if corrective measures are not

taken, it will ultimately destroy our freedom and liberty.
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| am neither saying that this was started by the BJP nor am | blaming
any other Government. All | am saying is that it reached its peak during the
Emergency and we are seeing a similar scenario now as well. There are many
examples but | will give only three examples.

The first is the notification issued by the Home Ministry in December,
2018 under the IT Act on monitoring, decryption of information generated,
transferred, received or stored in a computer source without any requirement
to get any authorization from anyone in the Government.

The second is the misuse of the Election Commission during recent
elections, which many of the hon. Members have spoken about.

The third and the latest one is how the BJP is breaking our party and
grabbing four of our Rajya Sabha MPs by resorting to coercive politics and
weaponizing institutions.

The hon. Prime Minister in all his speeches is using the phrase Sab ka
Saath. But what is happening on the ground and in Parliament and State
Assemblies is the other way around. They were happening earlier and are
continuing even today. So, | ask the hon. Prime Minister: “Does he want history
to show that this Government is making it worse or that it is making it better?
Sir, what is the meaning of these slogans? Does he want that all parties should

join BJP? Is that the meaning of Sab ka Saath? Can we not be together if we
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are in different parties? Can we not be together if we speak different
languages? Can we not be together if we have different beliefs? Can we not be
together if we have different diets? Can we not be together if we wear different
clothes? So, what is the meaning of Sab ka Saath?

The real meaning of Sab ka Saath is that you should be taking us along
with you to build this great country. It does not mean that you gobble MPs from
other parties. It does not mean that you scare others by using CBI, IT, ED and
other agencies. No party, however powerful it may be; no leader, however
powerful he or she may be and no institution should be able to dictate terms or
impose their wishes on smaller and regional parties. If this is allowed, it is
tantamount to giving liberty to wolves which results in death of lambs.

Sir, the second point which | want to make is a very important point.
Then, | will conclude it. The former Chief Economic Advisor to the Government,
Shri Arvind Subramaniam has sent ripples and contested the GDP figures
between 2012 and 2017. In his Working Paper presented to Harvard
University, he mentioned that the growth figures have been inflated by 2.5
percentage points during this period. If this is true and if we had known, the
Government could have taken necessary steps on the banking system and
challenges in agriculture which may have resulted in reduced NPAs and also
helped the farmers a lot. Now, the entire country is worried what the correct

figures are.
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The fourth quarter growth figure of 2018-19 stands at 5.8 per cent which
is less than that of China for the first time in the last few years. This figure is
really putting a question mark in the minds of people whether the Government
has really inflated the growth figures or not.

It is not just the economic data, even the unemployment figures had also
been suppressed, which stands at an all-time high in the last 40 years. This
puts a cloud of doubt on our data and figures because we are not able to get
the correct picture. If we cannot trust the figures, how do we plan, how do we
make policies, how do we make laws and how do we measure their impact on
the people? If we make laws in the absence of correct and trusted figures, this
Parliament will be driving in the dark without the lights on. | am saying this
because if we legislate with either inflated or with suppressed figures, how do
we know if our decisions will have positive impact on the people or not. In such
a scenario, the whole planning, budgeting and law-making process becomes
meaningless. How are you going to ensure sab ka vikas when the data given
by the Government is being questioned?

Sir, the correct figures are all the more important since we are in the
Budget Session now and the Finance Minister is going to present the Budget
just in a few days from now. The Economic Survey is also going to be
presented to the House on the 4" of next month. | am sure, the figures of the
Economic Survey have already been finalised and we cannot change them

now, but the moot point is: Can we trust this data?
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Sir, | suggest for the consideration of the hon. Prime Minister to
constitute a Task Force consisting of national and international experts,
statisticians, macro-economists and policy-users who will be able to verify the
data. This will then give the country a real and credible picture.

Sir, how are you going to win sab ka vishwas when there is already a
sense of doubt in the minds of people on the economic growth figures,
credibility of institutions, and shattering moral and ethical values in polity?

These are some of the observations | wish to make within the limited

time at my disposal. Thank you.

SHRI P.C. MOHAN (BANGALORE CENTRAL): Hon. Speaker, Sir, | thank
you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Motion of Thanks on the
President’s Address. | stand here in support of the Motion.

In the elections, the people of the country gave a massive mandate to
the leadership and policies of Shri Narendra Modiji's Government. People have
hailed the corruption-free, sincere and capable development, governance and
performance of Shri Narendra Modiji's Government and the Sab ka Saath, Sab
ka Vikas principle.

Sir, people wanted a stable and able leadership that they could find with
BJP and Shri Narendra Modiji. What has not been developed in the last 70
years has been developed just in the last five years of Shri Narendra Modiji's
Government, be it the robust economy, Ayushmaan Bharat Yojana, health
protection initiatives, Saubhagya Yojana or Electricity to All Homes. For the
last 65 to 70 years, even after Independence also, most of the villages in the
country did not have electricity, but after our Government came, electricity has
reached each and every village of the country. This Government launched PM
Awas Yojana, Housing for Poor, Swachh Bharat Abhiyan. Today, there are
toilets in every village. Even after 65 to 70 years of Independence, we did not

have toilets in all the villages. Ladies used to go for toilet in the early morning

or late in the night. Now, toilets are there in all the villages due to the initiative
taken by this Government. This Government also launched Ujjwala Yojana,
giving free LPG connection to the poor. Then, there were also started Jan
Dhan Yojana, Beti Bachao Beti Padhao, Atal Pension Yojana, MUDRA loans,
loans for empowering the poor, Jan Aushadi Centres for providing quality
medicines at lower cost.

Sir, in the guiding spirit of National Ambition and Regional Aspiration
(NARA) as envisaged by our Hon. Prime Minister, | wish to speak on three
important topics from Hon. President’'s Address to the Parliament which are
also important for my State and my Constituency.

Sir, | represent Bangalore Central Constituency. Once upon a time,
Bangalore was called ‘lake city’. Today, the lakes have been encroached
because of negligence by the local bodies. Lakes have been neglected and
water bodies have been encroached. There are lakes and water bodies but
there are no water sources for that. There are some lakes in which water is
there, but the water is polluted. | have a request to the Central Government.
Already, in the AMRUT Scheme, they have given adequate funds. | want to
bring it to your notice that Bangalore is called Silicon Valley of India. In my
Constituency, Mahadevapura Constituency, there is Bellandur Lake. That is in
news not only in Bangalore, in Karnataka but throughout the country and even
in the world also because the frothing is there. Sometimes, new person comes
to Bangalore. He will think whether it is snow or froth. It is in such a bad

condition. | request the Central Government and the Urban Development
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Ministry. They have already given adequate funds to lake development and
rejuvenation for Karnataka. But as a special case, | request the Government
to take up this lake as a special case and give adequate funds to the State
Government or take directly under the Central Government and develop this
lake.

Sir the second thing is that | request the Central Government to release
more funds for Sewage Treatment Plant (STP) so that where water bodies
have no water source, this treated water can be left into that.

My next subject is relating to urban transport. Today, Bangalore has
more than 1.2 crore population. By another 10 years, it is expected that
around 2 crore population is going to be there. Bangalore is becoming a bad
news for our traffic. There are traffic jams. Everybody talks about Bangalore
traffic. When | call anybody from here in Bangalore, they say, “Bangalore traffic
is so much. How will | reach there?”

| thank our Government that in the last Budget, for suburban project,
Rs.17,000 crore had been sanctioned. But the State Government is not very
keen. So, | request the Government also to take extra initiative. Last time, in
the month of February, the Railway Minister, Shri Piyush Goyal also came to
Bangalore. He met the Chief Minister of Karnataka. There were lot of issues
which were sorted out also. Even then, the Government is delaying in making
a Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) and implementing the project.

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SUSHRI MAHUA MOITRA (KRISHNANAGAR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | rise
to oppose the Motion and to speak in support of the amendments made by our
Party.

First of all, let me begin by humbly accepting the resounding mandate
that this Government has got. But it is the very nature of the overwhelmingness
of this mandate, of the totality of this mandate that makes it necessary for us to
be heard today, for the voice of dissent to be heard today. Had the mandate
been any less, there would have been a natural check and balance woven into
the narrative. That is not the case. The House belongs to the Opposition. So, |
stand today to reclaim this inch that has been guaranteed to us.

Let me first start by quoting Maulana Azad, whose statute stands tall
outside this great hall. He once said of the country that he was fighting to build
that it is India’s historic destiny that many human races and cultures should
flow to her, finding a home in her respectable soil and that many a caravan
should find rest here, where our cultures, our languages, our poetry, our
literature, our art, the innumerable happenings of our daily life shall bear the
stamp of our joint endeavour. This is the ideal that was carved into our
Constitution. This is the very Constitution that each of us has sworn to protect.
But this Constitution is under threat today. Of course, you may disagree with
me. You may say achhe din are here, and the sun would never set in this
Indian Empire that this Government is seeking to build. But then you are

missing the signs. You are missing the signs and if you would only open your
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eyes, you would see that there are signs everywhere. That this country is
being torn apart.

In the few minutes that has been allotted to me, let me list out these
dangerous signs. The first sign is this. There is the powerful and continuing
nationalism that is searing into our national fabric. It is superficial, it is
xenophobic.... ... (Interruptions) Sir, there is no room for professional hecklers;
inside the corridors of this great Hall. There is no room. | urge you to put the
House in order.

There is a powerful and continuing nationalism being sneered into our
national fabric. It is superficial; it is xenophobic; and it is narrow. It is the lust to
divide; it is not a desire to unite. Citizens are being thrown out of their homes
and being called illegal immigrants. People who have lived in this country for
50 years are having to show a piece of paper to prove that they are Indians. In
a country where Ministers cannot produce degrees to show that they have
graduated from college, you expect dispossessed poor people to show papers,
to show that they belong to this country.

Slogans and symbols are being used to test allegiance. There is no one
symbol or there is no one slogan that can show any Indian that he is a patriot.
There is no one test!

The second sign: There is a resounding disdain for human rights that is
permeating every level of the Government. There has been a ten-fold increase

in the number of hate crimes between 2014 and 2019. It is like a valuation of
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an e-commerce start-up. There are forces in this country that are sitting there
just pushing this number up. The lynching of citizens in broad daylight is being
condoned from Shri Pehlu Khan in Rajasthan last year to Shri Ansari in
Jharkhand yesterday, the list is not stopping.

The third sign: There is an unimaginable subjugation and controlling of
mass media today. Five of the largest news media organisations in India are
today either indirectly controlled or indirectly indebted to one man in this
country. TV channels spread a majority of airtime broadcasting propaganda for
the ruling party, coverage of every opposition party is cut out. Let the
Government come out with facts and figures to show ad-spend per media
house, what they are spending the money on and which media house they are
blocking out. The Information and Broadcasting Ministry employs over a 120
people solely to check the content on TV channels every day to make sure that
there is no anti-Government news being put out.

Fake news is the norm. This Election was not fought on farmers’
distress, this Election was not fought on unemployment but this Election was
fought on Whatsapp, on fake news and on manipulating minds. Every piece of
news that this Government repeats, every piece of news that they put out,
every lie that they put out, they repeat and repeat till it becomes a truth. This is
the Goebbels’ Doctrine. They talk of Namdar and Kamdar. Let me tell you, the
Congress Party may have put up 36 dynasts since 1999 in Parliament but the
BJP has put up 31. | tell you that every time they put out one figure, one fact,

that is not the truth. They are destroying the fabric of India...(Interruptions).
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Sir, this is not a place for professional heckling. | urge you to put the

House in order. | will wait. | urge you to put the House in order...(Interruptions).
HON. CHAIRPERSON : The House is in order. You may continue.
SUSHRI MAHUA MOITRA : Yesterday, the Floor Leader of the Congress
Party said that the cooperative movement has been a failure in West Bengal. |
urge him to check his facts. The one cooperative that he is referring to is the
Bhagirathi Dairy in Murshidabad which is now in profit. Every small
misinformation that is put out serves to destroy this country.

The fourth sign: There is an obsession with the national
security...(Interruptions). Sir, it is my maiden speech. | will conclude. There is
an obsession with the national security and the identification of enemies. When
we were children, my mother would say, “Do this and do that, otherwise, kala
bhoot will come”. It is as though all of us in this country are today in fear of
nameless, shameless ‘kala bhoot. There is fear pervading everywhere. The
achievements of the Army are being usurped in the name of one man. Is this
correct? New enemies are being created every day...(Interruptions). | urge
you, Speaker Sir, no professional heckling should be allowed. The irony is that
over the last five years, terrorist attacks have gone up manifold. There has
been a 106 per cent increase in the death of Jawans in Kashmir.

The fifth sign: Religion and Government are now intertwined in this
country. Do | even need to speak about it? Neither should | remind you that we

have redefined what it means to be a citizen. With the NRC and the Citizenship
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(Amendment) Bill, we are making sure that it is only one community that is the
target of anti-immigration laws.

Members of Parliament today are more interested in the fate of 2.77
acres of land than in the 812 million acres of the rest of India.

Scientific temperament is enshrined in article 51
of the Constitution.

SUSHRI MAHUA MOITRA : This is my maiden speech, Sir, please give me
two more minutes.

Article 51 of the Constitution demands a scientific temperament.

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SHRI MAGUNTA SREENIVASULU REDDY (ONGOLE): Thank you very
much, Sir. | would like to thank my YSR Congress Party for giving me an
opportunity to speak on this subject. | thank my Ongole people for sending me
to this august House as a Member of the 17" Lok Sabha.

Firstly, | would like to congratulate BJP and its allies headed by our hon.
Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi Ji for a victorious comeback. Sir, it is
appropriate for me to put before you the hard work done by my young leader,
the hon. Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy Ji.
He took padyatra, walked a long distance of 3,448 kilometres. He went to
every nook and corner of all the villages, understood the problems of the
people there and also came up with nine Navratna welfare schemes. In
Telugu, there is one saying that “nadichinavadu nashtapodu”. It means that the
people who have walked during padyatra will never lose. The people of Andhra
Pradesh have rewarded him also by giving him a landslide victory of 22
Parliament seats out of 25 seats and 151 Assembly seats out of 175 seats.

Now, | will come to the main topic, that is, the Motion of Thanks on the
President’s Address. This Government, headed by the hon. Prime Minister,
Shri Narendra Modi Ji, is for the farmers.

40 per cent of the country’s tobacco is grown in my Parliamentary

| would request our hon. Minister of Commerce and Industry to intervene in this
matter and to see that this thing is done through Tobacco Board.

Now, | come to the livestock development. Ongole bull is very famous. It
is known throughout the world. The livestock has to be developed. | request
the concerned hon. Minister to look into this matter.

Sir, infrastructure means waterways. Andhra Pradesh has got a long
coastline of 1073 kilometres. You can develop a lot of ports. About 50 years
back, centrally-funded Visakhapatnam major port was created. As per the
Reorganisation Act, the construction of Dugarajapatnam Port is proposed, but
there is no progress. Also, the foundation stone for Ramayapatnam Port in
Prakasam District has already been laid. My request to you is that the work on
this project should be taken up expeditiously.

The work regarding modernisation of Buckingham Canal, that starts from
Kakinada to Chennai, which is about 971 kilometres, is also pending.

The Visakhapatnam-Chennai corridor project, which is on the sea side,
is also pending. Then State roads have to be developed into national
highways. The conversion particularly from Amravati to Anantapur, which was
decided in the AP Reorganisation Act, has to be implemented.

Regarding Railways, Visakhapatnam Zone project is still pending and
nothing has been said about it. Nadikudi-Srikalahasti is the biggest Railway
project for Andhra Pradesh. It is also going at a slow pace. Regarding

irrigation, Polavaram project is the lifeline for Andhra Pradesh.  Sufficient
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funds are not being allotted by the Centre even though it is a national project.
It has to be taken care of.

| would request the Government to take up the Veligonda project in
Prakasam district as a national project. Andhra Pradesh has got a lot of
natural resources like natural gas, granite, uranium and gold is also there.
Therefore, the Government of India has to seriously think about developing
them.

We have also got a lot of tourism facilities. We have 1073 kilometres of
coast line. So, these beaches can be developed with the Government funds.
In Andhra Pradesh, our youths are in an aggressive mood. They have studied
software technology. They have gone to work in other countries like the USA
and the UK. They have to be supported.

Our State is in dire need of funds. Our young Chief Minister is facing a
lot of problems with a negative cash balance of Rs.35000 crore. The previous
Government did over-spend and had not cleared the bills also. So, the
Government of India has to come forward and try to help our young Chief
Minister. This is our request.

Then, there is a long pending demand of providing Special Category
status to Andhra Pradesh. Our Chief Minister, Shri Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu
is doing padayatras. A lot of people have asked him “Jagan anna, maaku
pratyeka hoda ippinchandi. Industries vaste maa pillalu bagupadataru.” That

means, the Special Category status has to be given immediately to Andhra

allotted to the educational institutions in our State. In medical colleges, the
number of seats is very less. | would request you to increase the number of
these seats.

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SHRI TEJASVI SURYA (BANGALORE SOUTH): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, |
thank you for this opportunity that you have given me to speak in support of the

President’'s Address.

Sir, as | stand here, | am overwhelmed with the feeling of gratitude that
my Prime Minister gave me an opportunity to come to this temple of
democracy, sit here and speak here in this hallowed hall where the great
Sardar Patels, the Baba Saheb Ambedkars, the K.M. Munshis, the
Chakravarty Rajagopalacharis and the Atal Behari Vajpayees stood, spoke
and crafted the country’s present, future and history.

Sir, the very fact that a 28 years old young man, hailing from a middle-
class family can even dream of coming into an institution as great as this
shows how the Bhartiya Janata Party under the leadership of the great Prime
Minister Shri Narendra Modi has radically transformed the country’s electorate,
country’s polity in such a manner that our country’s democracy is only being
strengthened every single day.

Sir, | remember in 2014, as a volunteer of the hon. Prime Minister in
Bengaluru and in other parts of the State, | was distributing pamphlets, writing
slogans and making speeches in small gatherings in support of the hon. Prime
Minister. | never dreamt that in five years’ time, | will have the opportunity to be
speaking in this great institution because for a very long time, politics was
more of a family business and the country’s political institutions and the
country’s political geography, more or less, seemed to be under the control of

a few oligarchs and more and more, it seemed like a kleptocracy. Today if a
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chaiwallah has risen to the post of the country’s Prime Minister, not for once
but for two times, it only shows that the country’s democracy is being
strengthened and along with him he is bringing people like us as faces of new
India; as faces of young India to come and speak on the aspirations of the
country.

Sir, this victory is historic in so many counts. It is not only the result of
the workers of the Bhartiya Janata Party but the common Indians fought this
election. The hon. Prime Minister, many a times, has spoken that this election
was an election where the common Indians fought. He fought this election
because he wanted to see a better India. In his mind and in his heart, he had
hopes that his tomorrow will be better than what his yesterday was -- from the
autorickshaw driver who plastered NAMO again on his autorickshaw to the IT
savvy guy in Bengaluru who wore a t-shirt of NAMO again to those NRIs sitting
in different time zones woke up and tweeted their support for the hon. Prime
Minister. The common Indians felt that the victory of the hon. Prime Minister is
a victory for a new India which is why they all came together.

We speak of different quotients in this country. We speak about
intelligent quotient of a person; we speak about emotional quotient of a person.
| think, from 2014 to 2019 one of the greatest transformations that have taken
place in the country is that the political quotient of the electorate of this country
has tremendously increased. We are today a much more an enlightened
society and a great more matured and an enlightened democracy and this is

the result of the Opposition’s fake news, the Opposition’s untruth and the
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Opposition’s propaganda and it all fell flat because the young people of today
did not believe in the narrative that was crafted by a handful of editors or
anybody sitting in the Lutyens Club in Delhi, but they speak, write and edit
what they want to do on their own because today social media has given a
democratic platform where | can speak what | want unhindered by the fact that
a few people with prejudices can stop me. This has also contributed to the rise
in the country’s political narrative back among the young Indians.

Sir, from 2014-19, we have achieved a lot of things. Some great
transformations took place. As a young Indian who read in his social sciences
text book that we are a developing country for the last 60 years, there was a
sense of frustration, a sense of anger when he found that other countries,
much smaller in size than ours, with much less population than us were
galloping faster and developing. Why was it that our country was not
progressing in the same pace?

If Indians could prosper outside of India and if they could do well for
themselves and their families in countries, say, UK and US and other parts of
the world, why was it that Indians were not performing well in India? These
questions troubled all of us. But from 2014 to 2019, howsoever much the
Opposition may oppose us, the foundation for building a new India started — an
India, which respects performance over pedigree, an India which votes and
elects its leaders on the basis of what they deliver and not on the basis of what
surnames they have next to their names. A new India rose in 2014 where the

country’s economy got such major changes and structural reforms so much so
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that honesty, transparency, integrity in our professional lives were respected,
were encouraged and the country’s economy rose through the effects of
demonetisation, through the effect of GST and through the effect of IBC.

| must fondly, with great reverence and gratitude, remember the way
Shri Arun Jaitley has piloted and pivoted the GST which is such a complicated
constitutional and financial structure. The country will be ever indebted to him.

Today, India’s economy is more formal, more organised, transparent
and clean. It is not just that. In the last five years, the kind of achievements we
made are excellent, whether it was in Foreign Policy, in international relations,
in building ties with other countries, or whether it was in the field of ensuring
that the most necessary public services reach the last man in the line. Truly,
this country saw that the Indian Government, if it wants to touch the common
man, can actually touch the common man’s life.

Sir, Babasaheb Ambedkar had once prophetically said one point, on the
25" November, 1949, while introducing the Constitution of this country in this
very hallowed House. He was asked as to what he thought about the
Constitution and whether it was a good Constitution or a bad Constitution.
This is what Dr. Ambedkar said:

“| feel, however good the Constitution may be, it is sure to turn out
bad because the people who are called to work on it happen to be
a bad lot. However bad a Constitution may be, it may turn out to
be good, if those who are called to work it happen to be a good

lot.
Sir, nothing has changed from 2014 to 2019. It is the very same

Constitution, the very same laws, the very same officers, the very same
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workers and the very same loopholes in the organisations. But what has
changed was the change of the leader. A good leader became the Prime
Minister and therefore, the country’s fortunes have changed.

For a very long time, our economy was in shambles. Ten years under
the UPA Government was a decade of decay, a decade of lost opportunities, a
decade where young India felt that the world was zipping past them but we just
stood like mute spectators. But, Sir, we have made a massive turnaround in the
last five years. It is a turnaround that inspires all of us to put in one extra hour
of work because our Prime Minister tirelessly works 20 hours a day and we, as
young Indians, are inspired by him.

For a very long time, the Lutyens economists of this country very
derisively labelled the 2.5 to 3 per cent economic growth that the country
achieved under Jawaharlal Nehru as the Hindu rate of growth. Sir, | beg to
disagree with this because what we saw then was a myopic confused
economic policies and action, but what we are witnessing today is an India,
under the leadership of our Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, which is
galloping as the world’s fastest economy. Today, we are witnessing the real
Hindu rate of growth in this country.

Sir, the other most important thing that we witnessed was that a
culturally repressed country, which could not wear its identity up its sleeve and
proudly say that we belong to a civilisation as great as ours, and when a young
Indian in school was made to cringe and feel apologetic that he belonged to a

great Hindu faith, has changed in the last five years.
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That, | think, is one of the irreversible changes which is beyond the
confines of Indian polity.

Today, Sir, what the great Atal Bihari Vajpayeeji had given the poetic
expression — ‘f%r—q;\aq-lﬁ %r—g’jﬁa? XX %r_qC’\fRT T — has found to be a
socio-political expression under the Prime-ministership of Shri Narendra Modi.
Whether it is the Kumbh Mela which attracts millions and millions of people
from around the world or the Prime Minister, proudly doing the Ganga Arti on
the banks of the Varanasi, whether it is the meditation in Kedarnath or the
Yoga Day which is celebrated by hundreds of countries, including the Islamic
countries in the world, we feel proud that we belong to a Hindu civilisation as
great as ours.

Sir, the people of this country gave us a very big mandate in 2014. They
gave a big mandate to the Prime Minister because they wanted him to do bold
things. In 2019, they have given us a bigger mandate because they want us to
do bolder things in 2019, and the next five years will witness the rise of a new
India.

Sir, in summation, | want to say as to what this new India will look like.
The hon. Rashtrapati’s Address outlines as to how the new India will look like.
A ‘New India’, Sir, would mean that each common Indian, the poor man on the
street and the last proverbial man in the line — he will feel that he is a part of
the national mainstream and no one is left out. ‘Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas’ is
not merely a slogan. The common Indian women in the village also got the

benefit of Ujjwala Yojana at her doorstep, as did the young start-up in
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Bangalore received his start-up funding. Every single person was touched by
the Modi Government. This will continue in an unprecedented fashion in the
next five years.

Sir, in the President’s Motion, a great stress has been laid on education.
As a young Indian, Sir, | must thank the Narendra Modi Government for having
come up with a spectacular education policy. The Draft National Education
Policy, 2019 which is out for discussion and debate, in my personal opinion,
will promise a route and branch reform of the Indian Education system. A
young Indian today takes loans to the tune of lakhs of Rupees.

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"SHRI A. K. P. CHINRAJ (NAMAKKAL) : | thank Hon. President of India for
his Address to the Members of Parliament. | have been elected to this 17" Lok
Sabha as a Member of Parliament. Hon. President in his Address, stated about
India’s development and it's sovereignty. We the Members of Lok Sabha took
oath in the same way. Similarly all the Union Ministers should get along with all
the people of different States of the Country. There should be several schemes
for the development of agriculture by using less water and producing more.
Agriculture related sectors should also concentrate on increasing productivity.
From Godavari to Cauvery, all the rivers have to be linked in order to get
sufficient water for drinking and agriculture.

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"SHRI SUNIL DATTATRAY TATKARE (RAIGAD) : India is an agrarian
country with around 70% of its people depending directly or indirectly upon
agriculture. But farmers’ suicides in India is worrying.

As per the Central Government despite a multi-pronged approach to
improving income and social security of farmers, over 12,000 suicides were
reported in the agricultural sector every year since 2014. Farmer suicides
account for approximately 10% of all suicides in India.

What are the reasons behind farmers’ suicides in India?

The reasons behind farmers suicides in India are the surge in input costs
and the increasing burden on the farmers due to inflated prices of agricultural
inputs. Be it the fertilisers, crop protection chemicals or even the seeds for
cultivation, farming has become expensive for the already indebted farmers.
The input costs, moreover, aren’t limited to the basic raw materials. Using
agricultural equipment and machinery like tractors, submersible pumps etc
adds to the already surging costs. Besides, these secondary inputs have
themselves become less affordable for the small and marginal farmers.
Likewise, hiring labourers and animals is getting costlier too. NCRB data points
out that in 2474 suicides out of the studied 3000 farmer suicides in 2015 the
victims had unpaid loans from local banks. This is clear enough an indication
for drawing correlations between the two. Whether or not the banks had been

harassing them, however, is a long-drawn debate and needs more specific

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empirical evidence. Although initiatives like the National Agricultural Market
and contact farming are helping integrate the farmers’ produce directly with the
market, cutting the role of intermediaries, the reality is still lagging behind. The
Maharashtra, is a manifestation of how the water-deficit regions of states like
meet production demands have intensified the menace.

This spending was aimed at writing of part of
loan principal as well as the interest owed by the farmers. 2013 diversify
income sources package — In 2013, the Government of India launched a
Special Livestock Sector and Fisheries Package for farmers suicide-prone
regions of Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra, Karnataka and Kerala. The package
was aimed to diversify income sources of farmers.

Apart from these Central Government initiatives, there are many efforts
from the State Governments side like Maharashtra Bill to regulate farmer loan
terms, 2008 and Kerala Farmers’ Debt Relief Commission (Amendment) Bill,

2012.

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SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Sir, | thank you for allowing
me to speak in this august House. | oppose the Motion of Thanks to the
Address made by the Hon. President of India to both Houses of Parliament.

Sir, the President’'s Address is a policy statement of the Government
which has failed miserably in every field. Sir, The Government has failed in
terms of growth of economy. The level of unemployment has reached the
highest level in the last 45 years. The agricultural production has gone down.
The small and marginal farmers are in distress.

Sir, the farmers are not getting the fair price for their produce. The
Government could not do anything to help the people in spite of serious
drought in many of the States in the country.

Sir, two major economic policy-decisions taken by the Government, GST
and Demonetisation, proved to be an utter failure. While the poor farmers and
small borrowers are being intimidated and threatened by the banks and
financial institutions for recovery of loans, Nirav Modi and Vijay Mallya who
have availed bank loans to the tune of tens of thousands of crores are
roaming scot-free in foreign countries, leading a luxurious life. Banks are not
ready to provide education loans to poor students.

Sir, 95 per cent of natural rubber production in the country is from the
State of Kerala, especially from the district of Kottyam. More than 11 lakh small

and marginal farmers holding less than 1 hectare of land are major producers
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of natural rubber. They are in deep trouble due to the fall in the price of natural
rubber.

Sir, the Government has done nothing to improve the conditions of the
poor rubber growers. The former UDF Government in Kerala did introduce a
noble scheme of Price Stabilisation Fund which was not continued by the LDF
Government. The Central Government is not giving any consideration to the
farmers.

Sir, according to Dr. M.S. Swaminathan, the father of the Green
Revolution in India, farming will be economically feasible only when the
farmers get the price for their products at least 50 per cent above their cost of
production.

Sir, the cost of production of rubber is around Rs.170 per kg as per the
Rubber Board. The farmers are getting only Rs.100 to Rs.120 now. Earlier it
went down even to the level of Rs.85 per kg. The Government of Kerala at that
time introduced a scheme which gave the farmers Rs.150. The difference
between the market price and Rs.150 was deposited in the farmers’ bank
accounts. Sir, now, | demand that the farmers should be given at least Rs.200
per kg. for which the Central Government has to take steps for price
stabilisation.

Sir, Kerala has faced unprecedented floods during August-September,
2018. The farmers are not in a position to repay the bank loans because of the

loss they have faced due to the unprecedented floods. Their livelihoods have
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been lost and they do not have anything now. Most of the farmers have lost
even their lands in which they were doing the farming. Today, all the Members
of Kerala in the Lok Sabha made a dharna before the Parliament demanding
the Central Government to intervene and not allow the banks to resort to
intimidatory steps for recovery of the loans.

Sir, banks are going with recovery measures. The farmers are not in a
position to pay off their loans. The Government of Kerala have declared a
moratorium. The first declaration was upto 31° July. Now, it has been extended
upto 31% December. But the banks and RBI are not ready to accept this. The
Central Government have to direct the RBI to allow the moratorium upto 31% of
December, 2019.

Farmers want that the repayment of the agricultural loans be waived.
Even the poor students who have availed education loans are being asked to
repay the laons before due date. The students are not in a position to repay
the loans because they have not been employed so far.

The Government should give ample time to the students to repay the
loans, and also waive at least the interest on loans given for educational
purposes.

| have to express one more issue here. The second resignation from the
hierarchy of the RBI has happened yesterday. The world-renowned
Economists, who earlier used to work with the Government of India, have all

quit, namely, Shri Urjit Patel, Governor of the RBI; Shri Arvind Panagariya, NITI
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Aayog Vice-Chairman; Shri Arvind Subramanian, Chief Economic Advisor to
the Finance Minister; Shri Surjit Bhalla, Member of the Prime Minister's
Economic Advisory Committee; and now Shri Viral Acharya, Deputy-Governor
of the RBI. All renowned Economists are not in a position to work with this
Government because the Government’s economic policies are not in favour of
the poor people of India. Why are all these experts hesitating to work with the
Government? This Government is in favour of the rich. The rich people are
becoming richer, and the poor people are becoming poorer. Under such
conditions, the Government should not follow the present economic policies
that they are following right now.

The Government may come out with an audacious plan for genuine
disinvestment in the public sector by getting out of businesses like aviation,
hotels, telecommunications and monetising many of its other enormous
unproductive assets like surplus land, etc.

Sir, as you know, | come from Kottayam, which is known as the land of
lakes, letters and latex. | have already mentioned about latex here. Now, |
would like to mention about the lakes also that are there. The hon. President of
India has pointed out the steps being taken to clean-up river Ganga and to
make it pollution-free. It is also mentioned that the Government will endeavour
to clean-up other rivers like Kaveri, Periyar, Narmada, Yamuna, Mahanadi and
Godavari. The Vembanad Lake is the longest lake in India and the largest in
the State of Kerala. It is rich with various species of flora and fauna. It is

included in ‘The Ramsar Convention’ as a wetland of international importance.
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It is a major source of tourist attraction. The world-famous tourist centre
‘Kumarakom’ is beside this Lake. The Vembanad Lake is facing high-levels of
pollution. A recent study has shown that if this rate of pollution continues, then
the Vembanad Lake may vanish in 50 years.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Member, please conclude now.

SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN : Sir, kindly give me one more minute to
speak.

Similarly, the Meenachil River, which flows through the heart of
Kottayam District, is a source of drinking water for several lakhs of people. It is
also dying due to pollution.

Sir, Changanacherry is also a place near to it. Therefore, | am speaking
on behalf of you also.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: It is agreed, but time available with us is also limited.
SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN : Sir, the River Pamba that flows through
Sabarimala -- the world-famous pilgrim centre and where crores of pilgrims
take bath -- is also polluted.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Member, please conclude now.

SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN: Therefore, | would urge upon the
Government of India to take immediate steps to make these important water
bodies pollution-free.

Sir, last but not the least, in paragraph number six of his Address, the
hon. President of India has mentioned that almost all the professions have

been represented in both the Houses of Parliament. | belong to the profession
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of Chartered Accountancy. There are two Chartered Accountants in this Lok
Sabha, and five in the Rajya Sabha.

Ours is a profession which acts as a 'Partner in Nation Building'. Sir, |
request that this profession of Chartered Accountancy be given due

consideration.
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DR. RAJDEEP ROY (SILCHAR): Sir, at the outset, | would like to thank you
for giving me an opportunity to present our viewpoint in the Address by the
hon. President, Shri Ram Nath Kovind ji.

| stand here to support the Presidential Address. Sir, as | stand here, |
bring blessings from the land of Maa Kamakhya for each and every one
present in this august House today. Currently, we are celebrating an
auspicious occasion of Ambubachi and | take this opportunity to extend an
invitation on behalf of the Chief Minister of Assam, Shri Sarbananda Sonowal ji
to the hon. Members of this august House to make a short visit to Maa
Kamakhya and seek her blessings.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, we have been talking about national integration when
it comes to North-East. We have been hearing this for the last seventy years.
We have had a Prime Minister for the last five years whom we can proudly call
a ‘hands-on Prime Minister’. Why hands-on? It is because he has more
knowledge on issues related to Assam and the North-East than the briefing we
do. Ever since he has become the Prime Minister, as per the records available,
he has made eighteen trips to Guwahati and the entire North-East and during
those trips, he has made around forty-eight public addresses over the last five
years, other than the Government or the official programmes which were
allocated by the Prime Minister’s Office.

The hon. Prime Minister today knows what is going on in and around of
North-East. As | speak, | must express our gratitude to him because it is

because of him that we have Hima Das, an athlete from a remote village in
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Assam or Rima Das who makes a film which is recognised world over. The
celebration is not confined today within the geographical limits of Guwahati or
North-East but the whole country erupts in joy.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, for the last few years, when we get up in the morning
and switch on our TV and see our hon. Prime Minister putting on an Assamese
Gamocha over his shoulders, it gives us an immense sense of pride, not just
for the people for Assam but for the entire North-East. He is capable of
carrying the entire country on his shoulders.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, we have been talking of national integration but we
have not been talking of mental integration. Today, the people of North-East
are mentally integrated with the idea of India. When the hon. Prime Minister
puts on an Assamese Gamocha or speaks of the new engine, he is not only
saying that Guwahati is the gateway of the North-East India but also that
Guwahati is the gateway of the entire South-East Asian countries.

We have had an 'Advantaged Assam' two years back under the
patronage of our hon. Prime Minister. Today, we have business consulates of
Bhutan and Bangladesh established in Guwahati. Sir, | would like to draw your
attention to the stark differences that have come out because of the fact that
we had a Prime Minister for ten years who represented our State but | do not
have a record of how many visits he had made to Guwahati or the entire North-
East. But, at least, | can talk about my Constituency, in Silchar in South
Assam, that during those ten years, between 2004 and 2014, we did not have

a single Prime Ministerial visit to my home Constituency.
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And as | stand here, | can proudly say that my Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi Ji visited Silchar four times during those five years.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, we must acknowledge the fact that this election has
been a transcending election because during this election corruption has not
been an issue and price rise has not been an issue. Those had always been
issues during the previous elections. In this election, the vote was for
incumbent government and the massive support that we have received across
the country including the North-East has given us more responsibility and has
made us more humble.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, the world becomes actually a better place if only the
teacher practices what he preaches. Since yesterday we have been seeing my
friends, hon. Members of the Opposition, speaking on lofty ideals, speaking of
various ideas. But if this hallowed hall is not for screaming and shouting; this
hall is also not for theatrics. If you had practiced what you preach, then you
would have been sitting here today and we would have been sitting on the
other side. But our Prime Minister, as | said, is a hands-on Prime Minister and
he practices what he preaches.

| would like to draw your attention to a few issues pertaining to Assam.
You have got a chance for long years, you were there in the State for 15 long
years, and you were there at the Centre for ten long years in the recent past, |
am not talking of the previous years. You have got lots of chances to do a lot of
good things for the people of the North-East which included the following

things that | am going to enumerate. You failed to complete those projects.
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These projects include the Second Bridge over Saraighat, the Dhola-
Sadia Bridge in Upper Assam, and the Bogibeel road-cum-rail bridge in Upper
Assam. Work on gauge conversion project of 213 km Lumding-Silchar railway
line started in the year 1996 and for 18 long years you could not complete the
project. Gas cracker project at Lepetkata could not be completed. It was only
after our Prime Minister took charge in 2014 that this project picked speed and
ultimately saw the light of the day.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, | would like to bring to your notice today that around
50 kms of new track has been laid under the Railways in the last few years .
Today we have connections with Tripura. Today we are having eight Rajdhani
trains plying from eastern part of the country to Delhi. In the coming years,
maybe within a year or 18 months, we will be connected through railway to the
remotest of the States like Manipur and Mizoram. This will be only done under
the able guidance of our Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi Ji.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, the new projects that have come up in the North-East
need to be mentioned because for five years our Government has worked
relentlessly. In addition to the Central Government for the last five years, we
have had Sarbananda Sonowal Ji's Government in the State since 2016
summer. We are having five new bridges to be constructed over the mighty
river Brahmaputra. We are having four new national highways to be made of

around 160 kms under NHIDCL, which was set up in the year 2014 in July.
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Mr. Chairman, Sir, around 12,000 kms of new roads are being laid under
the PMGSY scheme. You can well imagine that with 12,000 km roads in the
villages, in the remotest villages of Assam, today the villagers of Assam feel
connected with the country’s mainstream. Other than these roads of 12,000
kms, we are also seeing the completion of 1,069 RCC bridges under the
PMGSY scheme.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, the refinery at Numaligarh is coming up.
Approximately, Rs.1,100 crore has been sanctioned for the modernisation of
Guwahati airport.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | can proudly say that the Guwahati Airport today
is the 5" busiest airport in the country. The A.lLILM.S is coming up in Guwahati.
The Barauni-Guwahati Gas Pipeline is coming up in the near future. The
production of the NRL has been multiplied by three times. It has gone up from
3.0 MMTPA to 9.0 MMTPA. The Indian Agricultural Institute will come up at
Gogamukh in the very near future. Today, we are having international flights
from Guwahati to Dhaka and Bangkok. We are having our Lokpriya Gopinath
Bordoloi International Airport for carrying cargo, produce of the farmers and
vegetables, which are going to five different airports all across the world from
our Airport.

DR. RAJDEEP ROY: Sir, | would also like to draw your attention to another
paragraph where our President has enumerated about the Jan Dhan Yojana.

Today | must bring on record what has happened in the State of Assam.
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Before 2014, the reach of the sanitary latrine was 37.9 per cent, today it is 100
per cent. Before 2014, 42 per cent beneficiaries were under the Saubhagya
Yojana, now it is 100 per cent. LPG was available to 41 per cent, today it is 92
per cent. Financial inclusion was 45 per cent, today it is 90 per cent.

Sir, this brings to the last part of my topic. If | do not say or speak on this
topic, | would be doing dishonour to a lot of families from North East. | stand
here proudly and | am having goose bumps now because | carry the
aspirations of the displaced persons of the entire north-eastern people.

Sir, my grandfather was a freedom fighter. He served in Indian jails for
almost four years of his life in Jorhat Jail and Nagaon Jail. Sir, you have also
carried a Committee under your chairmanship. You have done a commendable
job for the North-Eastern region. You have recommended the passage of the
Citizenship Amendment Bill which was placed and passed in the last Lok
Sabha. There are many fears which are being discussed in the Parliament and
back there in the State, but | assure you that if this Citizenship Amendment Bill
needs to be passed, it is necessary to atone for the mistakes at the time of
partition . We have had our national leaders during the time including Jawahar
Lal Nehruji saying that, “if the law is inadequate in this respect, the law needs
to be changed." We should protect and give security to the people whose
forefathers fought for the freedom of our country.

Last but not the least, hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would reiterate our
commitment on the protection of the indigenous people of the entire North-

East. As has been laid out in the Assam Accord, we should take care of the

cultural, the linguistic and the other issues which are so dear to the people of
North-East. Sir, | assure you that the Government will do everything to provide
the constitutional safeguards to indigenous people.

This is my last point. We come from a land of Lachit Borphukan. He

said, *“My uncle (Mama) is not bigger than my country.” He fought the Mughals
17 times and defeated the Mughals 17 times. He said when he had given a
work to his own maternal uncle, his maternal uncle failed to do so and Lachit
Borphukan chopped off the head of his maternal uncle by saying, “Desotkoi
momai dangor nohoi”. It means — Your mama cannot be bigger than the
country. It should be reminded to those who without any fear today stand with
the tukde tukde gang and do their theatrics.*

Chairperson, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Motion of
Thanks proposed by Shri Pratap Chandra Sarangiji.

At the outset, | wish to extend my heartfelt gratitude to the hon.
President of India who came to the Parliament to address us all a few days
back. Hon. Chairperson, Sir, the President’'s Address consisted of a detailed
description of the welfare schemes and programmes which the Government
pursued in the past five years and also the achievements it made in the period
between 2014 and 2019.

| wish to point out some of those achievements which the Government
has made in this duration.

Sir, 2.5 crore households have got free electricity connections. More
than 2 crore people, who are poor and needy, have got a roof over their heads
under the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana. Sir, 12 crore women across the
country, who did not have access to cleaner fuel, got gas connections under
the Ujjwala Yojana of the Government of India. More than 9 crore toilets
across the country have been constructed under the Swachh Bharat Mission.
And, 38 crore bank accounts have been opened under the Jan Dhan Yojana
for the poor and needy of this country. There are 22 crops for which the MSP
has been raised to 1.5 times the cost of production. | feel the biggest
achievement of this Government has been to give a befitting reply to the terror
factories which are running across the borders of India by means of the

surgical strike and the air strike which has been lauded by the nation and
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which can be seen in terms of the massive mandate that has been given to this
Government by the 90 crore people who voted in the 2019 elections.

Hon. Chairman, Sir, it is all encompassing what all the Government has
done in these five years. Our hon. Prime Minister has a vision to create a new
India and the President’s Address talks of it. It talks of how the economy will
grow to become a five trillion-dollar economy in the next five years and how
India would be contributing to leadership on the global development front.

| am glad the Government has allocated Rs.13,000 crore to treat cattle-
related diseases. It is a very good decision. | also congratulate the
Government for its decision to carve out a separate Ministry altogether in order
to overcome the water crisis in the country. So, Modi Ji has a vision to make a
new India and | think the historic mandate which the NDA has got under his
leadership, gives him all power to reshape the agenda and future of the
country.

However, Sir, | wish to draw the attention of the House towards certain
issues which | feel are very relevant for the country. The first such issue being
the creation of an All India Judicial Service. | have been talking of this issue off
and on in the Parliament at various occasions. | recollect our hon. Law
Minister, Shri Ravi Shankar Prasad ji talking about it on the floor of the House.
He said that the time has come for us to think about the creation of an All India
Judicial Services on a serious note because there are as many as 5,000

vacancies which lie in the district and the subordinate courts which make it
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even more important for us to consider the proposal seriously and remove all
the roadblocks which fall in the way of realising this proposal.

Even the policy think-tank of the Government, the Niti Aayog has talked
about this proposal, says that the examination should be conducted through
the UPSC and appointments and recruitments should be made in the lower
judiciary. This, Chairman, Sr, would not only Just address the issue of long-
pendency and vacancies in the lower judiciary but also will provide
representation to the marginalised communities in the Indian judicial system.
So, | urge the Government to step up its efforts in order to make this proposal
be realised and the creation of All-India judicial services becomes a reality.

The second issue that | wish to raise here relates to the Iron Man of
India, the great unifier of nation, Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel, whose tallest
statue in the world has been erected by the NDA Government led by Modi Ji
as a mark of gratitude. | thank the hon. Prime Minister for this thought and
initiative. Perhaps one of the biggest ironies of an independent India is that
for a man like Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel, who gave India much more land
than it was born with, we do not even have an inch of land to give in order to
build his samadhi in the national Capital of Delhi. This is an irony of
independent India.

So, the question arises as to where does the common man go to pay
homage to this great leader. Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru’s house has been

made into a Museum. Why cannot the same be done for Sardar Vallabhbhai
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Patel? He lived at 1, Aurangzeb Road, when he was the Home Minister of
India. | would request and urge my Government to take over that house, get
back that property and build a National Memorial as a mark of respect for
the great leader who will continue to inspire the generations of India.

Lastly, | find the hon. President's Address mentioning about the
Constitution providing guidance to ensure social justice. Here, | wish to point
out that despite the constitutional arrangement of reservation of 15 per cent for
the Scheduled Castes, 7.5 per cent for the Scheduled Tribes and 27 per cent
for the Other Backward Castes in various posts and services of the Central
Government, the representation of these castes and communities has not
reached adequate levels. As per the Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances
and Pensions, as on 1% January, 2017, there are as many as 28,713 backlog
vacancies of the SCs, STs and the OBCs in the Central Government. This is a
very important issue which relates to the direct interests of the marginalised
and the weaker sections of the society -- the SCs, STs and the OBCs. So, |
urge the Government to initiate measures for filling up these backlog vacancies
by means of a special recruitment drive.

These were the three important issues that | wish to raise. | once again
thank the hon. President of India for addressing us. | urge the House to adopt

the Motion of Thanks. With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much.
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SHRIMATI PRENEET KAUR (PATIALA): Hon. Chairman, Sir, thank you for
giving me an opportunity to address this august House in the opening session
of the 17" Lok Sabha. Let me begin by thanking the people of my
Constituency, Patiala, for giving me the opportunity to represent them here in
Parliament. | assure them that | will do my very best to carry their voice to be
heard in this august House.

Hon. Chairman, we are indeed blessed to be here at a time when we
observe a very historic year. This is the year of 550" Birth Anniversary of our
First Guru, Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji. It is also the year of 150" Birth Anniversary
of our Father of the Nation, Mahatma Gandhi Ji and the Centenary of the
Jallianwala Bagh and also the 70" year of our Constitution. The importance of
these historic events can be underscored by a strong affirmation of the ideals
of the Constitution and the vision of our forefathers. | am sure that all of us
collectively, irrespective of parties and States that we represent, will strive to
strengthen our commitment to the values of our Constitution and in the
process, strengthen our democracy.

In his Address to both the Houses, the hon. President of India touched
upon many important issues. Some of these have been highlighted by many of
the esteemed Members. Allow me to draw your kind attention to some of the
issues which, | consider, will impact the people of Punjab whom | represent.

Punjab has always occupied a very special place in the hearts of the
people of India. Punjabis have always been at the forefront of everything — be

it giving the nation its much-needed food security or guarding its frontiers. In
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the State, we witnessed two decades of militancy-related violence and was
also the theatre of two wars with Pakistan. In the 1970s and 1980s, we
witnessed the Green Revolution which gave great prosperity to our State. But |
am sorry to say this. Today, this ‘Annadaata’ State, is in a severe crisis. Our
groundwater table stands totally depleted and our farmers are in an acute state
of debt. The treatment that the Centre has given us is unfair; it has not done
much; and there is a need for a total debt waiver scheme for all the farmers.
The State Government of Punjab has done its bit by giving some relief
because it has very limited resources. | call upon the hon. Prime Minister to do
a one-time debt waiver scheme and help us out as the situation is similar with
the farmers all over the country.

To add insult to injury, the State of Punjab has been burdened with a
huge financial debt of Rs. 31,000 crore, which has been imposed on us due to
non-reconciliation of the food account. Its is quite ironic that we purchase food
for the Government of India and then end up by paying over Rs. 3000 crore
every year as interest on this debt. This will probably continue for the next 20
years. So, | call upon the Finance Minister to find an equitable solution to end
this.

Punjab is facing a very serious water problem. On the one hand, its
irrigation system is old and dilapidated; and it needs urgent upgradation for
which | hope the Government of India will clear a project soon. On the other
hand, its water table is declining alarmingly and the reality of Punjab becoming

a dessert State is quite real. | call upon the Agriculture Minister to increase
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the subsidy on underground irrigation pipe scheme and save our precious
water resource.

Our State's border areas are very thickly populated unlike other States.
The meagre grants given by the Central Government under the Border Area
Development Programme are like a small drop of water in the ocean. The
Government of India must come forward to assist the State through a special
package for development of its border areas. Further, the flight of industry from
these areas first due to militancy and later due to special packages given to the
neighbouring hill states has seriously compromised the economic health of
Punjab.

Let me now turn to some specific issues related to Patiala, my
Constituency. There has been a long pending proposal to declare Patiala-
Sirhind-Morinda road as a National Highway and to four lane it. This road
connects many shrines of historical and religious importance - Patiala with
Fatehgarh Sahib and further with Chamkaur Sahib. There is a demand to
name this highway after Mata Guijri Ji, the mother of Dasam Pitah Sri Guru
Gobind Singh Ji. | request the Union Transport and Highways Minister to
conclusively approve this project as it has been approved earlier but work was
never initiated.

A related issue is, the approval of construction of Ring Road in Patiala
as part of the Bharatmala Scheme. | am given to understand that none of the
six towns proposed by the State Government have been approved. | can only

request the Union Minister, Gadkari Sahib to not deprive our State of its
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legitimate share of development. Patiala, as you know, is declared as a
counter-magnet town of the NCR by the Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs.
This only strengthens our case for approval of the Ring Road project.

| also call upon the Union Housing and Urban Affairs Minister to include
Patiala in the list of new towns to be taken up under the Smart Cities
Programme. In fact, | feel all the counter-magnet towns in the States around
Delhi, should be included in this scheme whether it is Patiala or Hissar.

| will conclude by saying that the people of Punjab look at the
Government of India with hope - that they will provide them their rightful due -
in the true spirit of Cooperative Federalism. Mr. Chairman, Sir, Punjab has
always stood by the nation. So, its high time the nation stood by Punjab and
recognised and redressed its legitimate demands.

According to our UN census, tree ratio per person in Canada is
8,953. In US, it is 716 and in India, it is 28. We have started a one tree one

citizen campaign.
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"KUMARI SHOBHA KARANDLALJE (UDUPI CHIKMAGALUR): The
Address delivered by the President is not only our parliamentary procedure
and culture but also a manifestation of the spirit and expectations of the
common man, women, farmers, labourers and different sections of our society.
Today a big change appears to be happening in the country. This is a pleasant
perceptible change that now the common man has started debating the
development and the achievements of the Government instead of scandals
and corruption.

Several schemes have been introduced by the Government to eradicate
discrimination against daughters. Government had introduced the ‘Beti Bachao
Beti Padhao’ Scheme that addresses the issue of declining Child Sex Ratio, is
yielding encouraging results. The Government has expanded the
implementation area of ‘Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao’ Scheme from 161 districts
to 640 districts.

The Government has also taken a big step by amending the Maternity
Benefit Act. It now provides for 26 weeks of paid leave in place of 12 weeks.
Under the Sukanya Samridhi Yojana, launched with an objective of ensuring a
secure future to girls, over one crore accounts have been opened.

Government has tabled a Bill on Triple Talaq in Parliament once again. |
hope that the Parliament will soon pass it into a law. After making law on Triple

Talaq, Muslim women will also be able to live a fearless life with self-respect.

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The present Government is committed towards the weaker section of the
society. The Government has given opportunity to poor women to be equal to
prosperous women through ‘Pradhan Mantri Ujjwala Yojana'. The Ujjwala
Yojana aims to provide clean cooking gas via free LPG connection to 50
million BPL women, with 15 million connections to be provided within the
current financial year.

The Government has also set a target of providing of 2 crores toilets
under the Swachh Bharat Mission in 2018-19 which directly impact the safety
of women and girls. Today, the work related to toilet construction is also
helpful in enhancing the spirit of social justice.

Bank accounts of about 31 crore poor people have been opened so far
under ‘Jan Dhan Yojna’ and the Government has laid emphasis on providing
loan without bank guarantee to promote self-employment. About 10 crore
loans have been approved and loan to the tune of more than Rs. 4 lakh crore
has been provided so far under ‘Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojna’.

Under Jan Dhan Yojana, bank accounts of approximately 130 crore poor
people have been opened. Around 10 crore loans have been sanctioned under
the ‘Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojna’ so far and loans of more than four lakh crore
rupees have been disbursed. Poor people have received claims amounting to
Rs. Two thousand crore under the ‘Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana’,
‘Pradhan Mantri Jeewan Jyoti Yojana’ and the ‘Pradhan Mantri Crop Insurance

Scheme’ which aimed to prevent damage of farmers’ crops before it reaches
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markets. The Government has emphasized over giving loans without
guarantee in order to encourage self-employment.

Around 8000000 senior citizens are getting benefits under Atal Pension
Scheme of the Government.

The Government has made the biggest tax reform after independence
as Goods and Services Tax for economic integration. The Government has
decided to do recapitalization of the public sector banks through investment of
more than Rs. 2 lakh crore to strengthen the banking system and to bring
transparency in this. The fight against corruption is going on.

India’s growth rate has been effective enough despite global slowdown.
The average rate of inflation, current account deficit and fiscal deficit has been
lowered during the last three and a half year. The foreign exchange reserve
has crossed the level of 410 billion USD in 2017. Foreign Direction Investment
has risen from 36 to 60 billion USD during the last three years due to effective
policies of the Government.

Due to policies of the Government and hard work of the farmers, there
has been record production of more than 275 million ton foodgrains and about
300 million ton fruits and vegetables. The Government is committed to double
the income of the farmers by the year 2022. The production of pulses has
been increased by more than 38 per cent due to the new policy made for
pulses. The farmers are being provided and accessible insurance policy at low
cost under ‘Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojna’'. Besides, the work of linking

agriculture markets online is in progress. There is a increase in the production
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of pulses due to new policy of pulses. Government is expeditiously working for
the revival of closed fertilizer factories. Affordable and easy insurance is being
provided to farmers under ‘Prime Minister Crop Insurance Scheme’.

Foodgrains at affordable prices are being provided in all states under
National Food Security Act. While the production of urea has increased and
on the other hand, its black marketing has been checked.

The Government is providing power connection to 4 crore poor people
under ‘Saubhagya’ Scheme. More than 82 per cent villages are connected to
roads now.

The expansion of power capacity in the country has been increased
more than the target for the first time. The government has ensured availability
of power in the States at cheaper rates by completing the work ‘One Nation,
One Grid’. More than 28 crore LED bulbs have been distributed in the country
so far under ‘Ujala Yojana'. The production of solar energy has been
increased 7 times during the last three years. Work of providing power to
18000 villages is progressing towards its completion.

Persons with Disabilities (PwDs) have been provided 4 per cent
reservation in Government job and 5 per cent reservation in higher education.

New National Health Policy — Ayushman Bharat has been made to
provide better and low cost health facilities to the pp of poor and middle class.
The poor are being provided 800 types of medicines at cheaper rates through

‘Pradhan Mantri Jan Aushadhi’ centers. 60 per cent to 90 per cent discount is
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being provided on more than 5,200 life saving branded drugs and surgical
implants through 111 outlets under ‘Deendayal Amrit Yojna’.

About 5 lakh youth have been benefitted through ‘National
Apprenticeship Promotion Scheme’.

Digital payment is being done in more than 400 Schemes of the
Government. ‘Bheem App’ is playing significant role for promoting digital
transactions.

A new major programme ‘Bharatmala’ has been approved in National
Highway sector and an amount of Rs. 5 lakh 35 thousand has been proposed
to be provided for it. Work related to the Pradhan Mantri Sadak Yojana is being
done at fast pace.

This new Government is implementing programmes like ‘Start-up India’,
‘Skill India Mission’ so that youth in the country can turn their dreams into
reality.

More than 2400 ‘Atal Tinkering Lab’ has been given approval under ‘Atal
Innovation Mission’. Government has given approval to constitution ‘Nation
Testing Agency’, an autonomous testing organization for conducting all exams
of higher educational institutions.

Government has also formulated a new policy for metro projects and at
present work for the same is going on in 11 cities.

After independence, only 76 airports were linked with commercial flights
whereas work of linking 56 airports and 31 helipads has been done within 15

months of the introduction of ‘UDAAN’ Scheme.

Even Akbar led an expedition of conquest. He kept on moving forward. But, he
forgot to ensure his safe return. At the time of his return, his supply-line had
been blocked. So, beware.

Madam, | hail from Punjab. The farmers of Punjab are neck-deep in
debt. They are committing suicide. ‘Punjab’ means the land of five rivers. But,

today, the water-table has gone down in Punjab. Soon, Punjab will turn into a

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desert. Sadly Madam, no mention of Punjab was made in the President’s
Address.

Madam, earlier, the Punjabis were famous for their recruitment in the
Army. However, nowadays, our youths have to go to Saudi Arabian deserts to
do odd jobs, for getting employment. Our 6-foot tall Punjabi youths are herding
goats in poor countries like Armenia. It is because there is rampant
unemployment here. Travel agents are also cheating our youth. It is difficult to
bring back dead bodies of Punjabis from abroad.

Madam, Punjabis account for 90% of the total martyrs who gave up their
life during freedom movement. 100 years have passed since the Jallianwallah
massacre took place. It happened in 1919. General Dyer massacred over 2000
people over there. These people were paricipating in the freedom movement.
They wanted to expel the British from our country. Their souls must be agitated
because nowadays, due to lack of employment, our youth have to go to these
very countries of white people for getting jobs.

Madam, the White Englishmen left this country but the ‘Black
Englishmen’ are ruling nowadays. Same conditions prevail in the country.
Nothing has changed.

Madam, there are no industries in Punjab. It is said that we have NDRF.
Claims are made that we can face national disasters as we have all the

equipments to deal with such eventuality. But, a 2 year old child in my
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Constituency fell in a 120 foot deep bore-well. The NDRF people came...”

We cannot remove a small child from a depth of 120-foot. False and tall claims
are being made. We talk about going to Moon and Mars. Why proper
equipment is not there to deal with national disasters?

Madam, tax haven states surround Punjab. But, we have no industries.
We have railway lines. We have airports. But, we do not have industries. | urge
upon the Central Government to give us more industries, so that the youth of

Punjab can get employment. Thank you.

This has been
taken up under NHDP Phase-V. The company which was given to execute the
project is not able to execute it and has entered into Settlement-cum-Closure
Agreement with NHAI. | request Ministry of Road Transport and Highways to
take immediate decision on this and give this project to other company and
complete it in a stipulated time to avoid time and cost overrun.

This is very important one as it is one of the busiest sections
in the district. | request the Ministry of Railways to take this up without any
further delay.

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SO0 — because he has seen poverty, he has realized what it feels to be
oppressed and be deprived.

If not for PM Modi — could we have ever imagined that a Prime Minister
would ever talk about toilets from the red-fort and furthermore — it becomes a
mass movement? 91.6 million toilets built in 5 years, 5.5 lakh villages declared
open defecation free, sanitation coverage in rural areas rise from some 37-
38% in 2014 to 98% by the end of 5 years?

Along with being a member of the House, | am a doctor also. So, | would
like to express my views on the condition of healthcare in this country. The
country today has 0.62 doctors per 1000 patients. For a doctor patient ration of
1:1000 as per WHO — we need a minimum of about 14 Mn. Doctors. However
we just have one million doctors in the country out of which only eight lakh are
in active practice. So while there is acute shortage of doctors in the country — |
am sincerely grateful to this government to have sanctioned additional 4500
MBBS seats raising the number to 74,215 MBBS seats a year.

The overall allocation to health sector has also been accelerated to Rs.
61,398 crores. The National Medical Commission Bill and the Allied
Healthcare Professions Bill, which are needed to usher regulatory reforms in
health professional education are awaiting approval from this august house.
The Clinical Establishments Act be adopted across the country and regulatory
systems for drugs, devices and digital health must be strengthened.

Ayushman Bharat Yojana is the one of the most ambitious healthcare
schemes ever; providing health protection cover to close to 50 crore people out
of which about 26 lakh needy patients have already availed hospitalization

benefits. Realizing the agony faced by the poor and the un-affording in want to
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cheaper medicines -5300 Jan Aushadhi Kendras have been opened to provide
medicines at affordable rates. Our government’s initiative such as reducing
treatment costs for patients, price control preferred market access to local
suppliers, quality control and development of Indian standards are a witness to
our march in the right direction.

So, | may be permitted to speak for five
to six minutes.

Sir, this is the first speech of the hon. President during the 17" Lok
Sabha and also the first Presidential Speech of the NDA-II Government. The
Presidential Speech always speaks about the policy initiatives and directives of
the Government.

The historical records mentioned that Koar came under Chola rule in 1004
itself. Once the Kolar was producing gold and selling it to all over the world.
However, now a days my district is facing so many difficulties such as scarcity
of water resources, inadequate infrastructure for agro based and food
processing industries, lack of connecting roads and railways etc. Despite all
these lacunae my Parliamentary Constituency Kolar district has emerged as
an hub for agro and food processing industries base in the State of Karnataka.
It ranks No. 1 for productivity and yield of horticulture crops, Tomatoes, Mango,
Sericulture. It is famous for producing Milk and Silk. It has the biggest solar
power unit in India.

| would like to highlight some important contribution of my district.
Though there is no water availability and the ground water is depleted to more
than 1500 feet, even though the people never think of committing suicide,
instead they working dawn to dusk to earn their livelihood by utilizing the all
available resources and contributing to not only the district but also for the
country. The Cocoon productivity in Kolar is 900 kg/Ha, this is higher than the
State average of 601kg/Ha. Majority of our people is dependent on Sericulture

for livelihood.
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My district has a vibrant agricultural base, which is making it ideal
destination for food processing and agro based industries World class variety
of Tomato is grown in Kolar district. It has high potential for Food Processing
Industries particularly Mango pulp making industries. | request the Government
of India to take steps for developing Kolar into a Food processing Industrial
Zone-generate alternate rural employment opportunities.

There is a need to take to immediate effective measures for improving
ground water conditions by rain water harvesting and proper management of
tanks will improve agriculture yield.

| would like to point out that though district has rich human resources,
land resources and electricity there is huge scarcity of water resource. Kolar
has no perennial rivers. Palar is the only one seasonal river which flows across
Kolar district. The ground water level has dropped to alarming proportions that
immediate measures are required to restore water table. This can be done by
connecting network of tanks in Palar basin.

As far as tourism is concerned, Kolar district has many historically
famous destination. Some of the important religious destinations are
Kolaramma temple, which is a thousand year old temple built by the Cholas.
The temple itself has beautifully carved statues and designs all done using the
abundantly available granite stones.

Someshwara temple, which is situated in the heart of Kolar town. Lord
Shiva is worshipped as Someshwara. The temple is built in the 14" century

Vijayanagara Empire early Vijaynagara style.
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Antharagange is located 3 kms from Kolar, is a sacred stream known for
its scenic beauty and its varied flora and fauna.

In Mulbagal town of Kolar the Anjaneya temple is very famous religious
destination.

In  Bangarpet town Kotihingeswara Temple is another important
religious destination. In Kolar district, apart from these, there are famous
attractions are Chikka Thirupati at Malur — Lord Venkateshwara temple, the
Kurudamale temple and the tomb of Hayder Ali, Nawab Fateh Ali Khan Darga
in Kolar town are a few attractions found here.

| would like to make an humble submission to the Union Government
that considering all these issues of my Kolar district adequate funds should be
allocated for the all-round development of my Parliamentary Constituency.
Particularly for making availability of Water for drinking and irrigation,
encouraging people to set up of Food Processing Industries, Textile Park and
Connectivity for tourism destinations should be taken up on priority.

Kolar is centrally located and connects southern states of Karnataka,
Tamil Nadu and Andhra Pradesh. There is an urgent need for inter-state
connectivity by roads and railway lines. There is also a need to set up SEZ to
provide employment opportunities to young people of my district.

"SHRI H. VASANTHAKUMAR (KANYAKUMARI): | take this opportunity to
thank Madam Soniaji and my leader Rahulji and the public of my constituency,
who have been kind enough to send me to this temple of democracy.

| have come here with greater aspiration with many new innovations and
initiatives to develop the nation and to strengthen the democracy and economy
of the nation. Everybody is aware that recent elections were fought on
communal, caste, linguistic and what not basis. We all faced a tough time
during campaign. | take this opportunity to congratulate all Members who have
been elected to this Lok Sabha.

| have some issues, which | want the Government should focus on and
take corrective measures for a solution. My constituency, Kanyakumari is one of
the coastal areas and situated in the southern most part of the country. It is a
place where three oceans meet and frequented by lakh of tourists, both national
and international. Three lakh persons in my constituency are engaged in
fishing out of the total population of 15 lakhs. | certainly need to share their
concerns to the Government. Everyone knows that when there is a ban on
fishing or when there is a high tide or storm or difficult situation, fishermen are
not allowed to go for fishing for atleast 200 days in a year. Though they get
subsistence allowance, it is a paltry sum and it has to be enhanced. After 2012,
licenses given for deep sea fishing have been withdrawn. Kanyakumari is the

one place where there is ample scope for deep sea fishing. Therefore, | urge

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upon the Government to review this and provide licenses for deep sea fishing
with 115 feet boat length with 550 HP. Fishermen are also given diesel on
subsidized rates by the State Government, but it is not sufficient. Therefore, |
request the Government to increase the quantity of diesel to 2000 litres. for
bigger boats and 500 litres. for smaller boats and the expenditure can
reimbursed to the State Governments. Due to sea erosion and high tide, the
houses of fishermen are damaged and destroyed. Government should give
adequate compensation. A helipad should be constructed in order to locate
missing fishermen.

The Government is aware that Kanyakumari is a very important tourist
destination in the country. Every year, crores of people are visiting both from
India and abroad. But, | am sorry to say that infrastructure facilities are very
very poor. We are talking about Swacch Bharat but we do not have toilets even
in important tourist places like Kanyakumari. Even hotels are not sufficient to
meet the requirements of the tourists. Water is not available and the transport
facility is almost nil. The whole constituency depends on tourism and fishing. If
there is no facility for tourism, which also given considerable revenue to the
Government, how do we expect the tourists to arrive there.

Due to natural calamities or when there is storm or when there are high
tides or due to sea erosion, the high tides coming into places where people are
inhabited and houses are destroyed. But, as on today, there is no mechanism
for providing compensation for the houses damaged or any provision is there to

rebuild the houses. | take this opportunity to demand that a scheme should be
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evolved to provide for compensation for the houses damaged due to natural
calamities. | am sure everybody would appreciate the importance of
Kanyakumari as a tourist destination. In Mumbai we have a Gateway of India
structure, from where one can go into Arabian Sea. But, three oceans meet at
Kanyakumari and it is befitting that Gateway of India like structure should be
set up in kanyakumari.

Everybody would appreciate the great work done by the then Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu, Mr. Kamaraj. He was instrumental in the development
of Tamil Nadu, especially in the sectors of education and irrigation. He was also
instrumental in launching Mid Day Meal Scheme for children, and in fact, he
was the first Chief Minister to do this, and later on, other chief ministers
followed. He was very much anxious to ensure that no child was left
uneducated in Tamil Nadu. Under his able leadership, many major and minor
dams were built and he took efforts in the interest of farmers for irrigation,
power supply and good harvesting. He also took several steps for
industrialization of the state. He was respected and regarded by everyone
cutting across the party lines not only in Tamil Nadu, but the whole India.
Today, we have a giant statue of Sardar Vallabhai Patel in Gujarat. In the same
way, it would be befitting to install a statue of the late Chief Minister Mr.
Kamaraj at Kanyakumari like Gateway of India structure with an height of 1000
feet so that our young generation would remember him forever.

Neyyar River Left Bank Canal will help to irrigate an area of 9200 acres

Vilavancode Taluk in Kanyakumari. In 2012 Tamil Nadu government filed a
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petition against Kerala Government seeking uninterrupted water supply from
Neyyar River, and the matter is now pending in Supreme court. The Tamil Nadu
Government has contended that the Neyyar is an Inter State River because a
portion of the river's catchment area lies in the territory of Tamil Nadu. Tamil
Nadu Government has not received water since 2004, which has caused
serious hardship to the farming community. Previously, in 1999, the Kerala
Government took a stand that Neyyar was not an Inter State River. However, in
its own draft agreement, Kerala informed Tamil Nadu in 2010 that the water
shall be supplied subject to realization of water charges and payment of
distribution charges and making the agreement valid for five years to be
renewed by mutual consent. The Supreme court, in November 2016, had
framed certain issues including whether the legal obligation is imposed on the
Kerala Government to supply water from Neyyar to Kanyakumari under the
States’ Reorganisation Act, 1956. The matter is pending in Supreme Court now.
| request the Central Government to ensure water supply from Neyyar to
Kanyakumari to help farmers in the district for irrigation purposes.

Kanyakumari belt is an Education Hub, but unfortunately, there is no
University there. Therefore, | request a Central University to be set up. | also
request the Central Government to extend financial assistance for conversion of
the General Hospital at Nagercoil on the lines of Madurai, Salem and Tanjore. A
Cancer Institute may also be set up to provide assistance to the patients in and
around Kanyakumari. As you all know a large number of tourists visit

Kanyakumari every year. They enjoy the sun rise and sun set and also
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whenever possible they go for boating upto Vivekananda Rock. There is a
statue of Saint Thiruvalluvar located there. Public also want to visit the statue,
but due to paucity of boats they are unable to go there. There should be
adequate boat services so that that people can enjoy. A rope car between
Vivekananda Rock and Saint Thiruvalluvar statue over the sea would also boost
the tourism.

Tamil Nadu Government has formulated a Chennai-Kanyakumari
Industrial Corridor. But, there has been no progress. Detailed project report is
not even in place and financial provision is also no there. Considering that
southern districts of Tamil Nadu are backward in industries and rampant
unemployment in those districts, | urge upon the Government to set up the
Chennai-Kanyakumari Industrial Corridor on priority basis by providing
adequate funds or direct the State Government to implement it immediately.

My Constituency Kanyakumari consists of coastal areas and thousands
of fishermen go into sea for catching fish as it is their only livelihood. But due to
natural calamities, especially in storm, high tides they get lost in the deep sea.
Because of non-availability of satellite phones it is very difficult to locate them.
Therefore, | request that satellite phones should be provided to fishermen so
that they can be located during the emergency. | also take this opportunity to
request that a helipad may be constructed at Kanyakumari so that in
emergencies it can be used to locate fishermen. During non-emergency times

helicopters can be used for tourism purposes. Government can also consider

the setting up of a Naval Base with Coast Guard facility so that it will be easier
for locating the Fishermen who are lost in the mid sea.

| therefore, demand that a package should be extended immediately by
the Central Government for the development of tourism in Kanyakumari.

There are natural resources like honey and rubber, which are available
in plenty in Kanyakumari. This can be exploited by setting up of a Rubber Park
and Research Institute and Ayurveda Hospital to utilize the availability of honey.

A rosy picture is being given for economy of the country. It is said that
there is a growth rate of 7.6% of GDP, but experts and economists say the
there is only a growth rate of 4.5%. | do not know why the Government is giving
such a rosy picture. The whole country is aware that after GST, small and
medium enterprises have been affected and harassed. Every small
entrepreneur has to file innumerable applications with a result that hey are not
able to focus on the development of their companies. Though there have been
a demand for simplification of GST, nothing has been done by the Government.
On many items, the GST rate is 28% even now with the result that the prices
have gone up. | urge upon the Government to take a decision to reduce the rate
so that the consumers, businessman and the Government can be benefitted.
The real estate sector has been the most affected due to the GST. Thousands
of flats are not sold and builders are facing lot of problems. Recently, just before
elections with a popular move in mind, Government reduced the rate to 5% in
case of under construction houses. But, here is also a catch. The Government

would not reimburse the tax credit inputs to the builder with a result that the
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prices of houses have not come down. Millions of our youth have lost their jobs
due to demonetization and GST. There is no concrete action on the part of the
Government to provide employment. The skill development which was started
3-4 years back has not moved an inch forward. | do not know why crores of
money are being wasted on skill development when nothing has come out of it.
| want to demand from the Government — is there any plan to provide
employment to our millions of youth?

With a full heart | wish to express my views on the Internal Security.
Hundreds of our soldiers are getting killed, hundreds of our security forces
including police are getting killed through Naxalite activities. But what action has
been taken by the Government? Is there any preventive action taken by the
Government? If so, please come up. This Government does not have a clear
policy regarding Jammu and Kashmir, nothing has been specified clearly by
this Government regarding Jammu and Kashmir. We hear only media reports. |
demand the Government should come up with a White Paper regarding the
situation in Jammu and Kahsmir.

In the recent years the agriculture has seen its worst phase. Farmers are
committing suicide, they are not getting fertilizers. Water is not available. They
are not getting loans from banks and even in case of a single default they are
harassed, their houses are confiscated and sometimes they are thrashed by the
bank agents. | want to know from the Government why poor farmers are
humiliated, harassed and beaten by agents of banks when big ticket industrialist

go scot free even after taking crores of rupees as loans. |, therefore, urge upon
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the Government to come out immediately with a farmer user friendly scheme
and to provide further welfare of farmers.

Medium and Small enterprises have taken loans from banks and after
GST many of them are not able to continue their operations and they have
defaulted on loan repayment.
