DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Sir, Members may be curious as to why | am raising
this question in the House. When | was in the Ministry of Human Resource
Development, we discovered that one of the most serious challenges that is
facing the country is the dropout rate of girls from schools because either the
Government schools do not have toilets or if they have toilets, they have no
access to menstrual hygiene products. Children of a certain age will go home
because they have no choice but to change. Very often, if home is far away, they

would not come back.

If you realise, Sir, in the primary levels we have children of both sexes and
from class eight onwards there is a massive dropout rate of girls. This is a
national crisis because every international agency will tell you that the solution to
development is to educate girls. If you educate women, you will solve many of

the problems of development in our country.

So, my question is based on the fact that in the last Parliament, | tried to
bring a Bill that would have amended the RTI Act to actually oblige schools and
Government institutions to provide free menstrual hygiene products in the toilets
of girls. Are you prepared to bring such a legal change? My colleague sitting
behind me, Hibi Eden, when he was an MLA in Ernakulam, introduced this on

experimental basis in 25 schools and he found that it worked very well. They had
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to put a one-rupee coin to get the product. Thereafter, there was an incinerater
placed in the toilet to get rid of it. The Government can afford this. We have

been really, | think, derelict in our duty to save the girl children of this country.

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Hon. Speaker, Sir, Dr. Shashi Tharoor will be delighted
to know that whatever he had thought of doing when he was the hon. Minister, but
probably he could not implement at that time, our Ministry of Human Resource
Development has done it. There are four Ministries which are already helping for
this cause. Apart from my Ministry, Ministry of Human Resource Development,
Ministry of Drinking Water and Sanitation and also the Department of
Pharmaceuticals are helping for this cause. Through the Ministry of Human
Resource Development, in a specific programme, schools are being helped. Last
year, itself they had started with a modest 500 schools and this time, they have
got projects for almost 14,000 schools, where we propose to put the vending

machines and incinerators also.

Similarly, this issue is with the Ministry of Drinking Water and Sanitation.
The Ministry is working for this cause. Within the first year of our tenure, in 2014,
we could construct toilets which were specifically dedicated to the female students

in all the schools of this country.
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So, we are very much concerned and we appreciate you for raising this
issue here. Everything possible is being done and we intend to take it to the level

of extreme satisfaction and need of the whole country.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR : | do have a supplementary.

| am sorry to say that the answer is not fully satisfactory. You are saying
that everything is being done, but your own answer refers very specifically to a

particular scheme. | think it is called Rashtriya Kishor Swasthya Karyakram.

Now, the fact is this. You are only reaching the rural adolescents through
this scheme. If | were to look at the Government figures, female labour-force
participation in our country has fallen from 36.7 per cent in 2005 to just 26 per
cent in 2018. Fewer and Fewer women are able to work. One of the factors that
studies have established is that we do not give them enough facilities to take care

of their menstrual hygiene and menstrual health in the workplace as well.

Are you prepared to expand the Rashtriya Kishor Swasthya Karyakram to
go beyond just a few selected districts, but to cover the entire country and to go
beyond the adolescent girls who are in schools -- which was my first question -- to
also reach out to help the women of our country so that they can become more
productive members of our society by increasing again their participation in the

labour-force as was the case as recently as 20057 Thank you, Sir.
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DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Hon. Speaker, through you, | wish to inform the hon.
Member that we are implementing this scheme through the National Health
Mission. We have delegated all powers, including funds and everything in the last
five years itself. We gave something like Rs. 239 crore exclusively dedicated to
this project to various States. Earlier, when you were in Government, all these
sanitary napkins, etc., were being manufactured in HLL and then there were
issues about quality and their transportation to various parts of the country. So,
we have delegated all the powers to the States and now the States can
manufacture it. Now, it is no longer a rural issue; we have, in fact, expanded it to

the urban base also.

You have suggested expanding it further to women also. In the GST itself,
we had imposed no GST on this item. The Department of Pharmaceuticals is
even working on providing these disposable and reusable sanitary napkins
through their Jan Aushadhi Stores at a very nominal price. We are also
strengthening this aspect with research through ICMR to ensure the cost-
effectiveness and effectivity of all these newer innovative things that are being
supplied to the young girls of the country. So, that is why, we are looking at the

whole problem in its totality. We are taking a very comprehensive view of it.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Do you have a Budget for it?

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Yes, of course, we have.
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SUSHRI S. JOTHIMANI: Thank you, Sir.

Dr. Shashi Tharoor has rightly said that lack of menstrual management
creates a lot of diseases like cervical cancer. | would like to know from the hon.
Minister, through you, whether any special department can be created to deal with

women’s health, especially the menstrual health.

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: The women'’s issues are being dealt with by the Ministry
of Health and Family Welfare. | think the most important focus of this Government
is on the women and the child’s health issues. All these Janani Suraksha Yojana
and Immunization Programme for children and other antenatal programmes are

all dedicated to women.

Apart from this, we work very closely with the Department of Women and
Child Development. The Government is strongly focussed on the issues relating
to women in its totality. | think we are doing our best. Over the years, we have
seen that the maternal mortality rate has come down. We are striving to see the
day when we do not lose even one pregnant woman. Pregnancy is a boon for a
woman and it should not become a curse for her. So, we are very strongly
committed and we do not want to lose a child because he did not get a vaccine.
We do not want to lose a woman because she got pregnant and got all those

issues. So, this is a very focussed programme of the Government.
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Everything possible like coordination with other relevant Departments of the
Government is being done. On women empowerment issues, you know we have
Beti Bachao Beti Padao Programme. They are all very focussed programmes. In
the last five years, the Prime Minister has taken to these programmes with a lot of
passion. The Beti Bachao Beti Padao Programme has been extended to all the
districts of the country. There is a huge amount of focus. You know about
Ujjwala Yojana. Basically that was a health issue. All these sanitation
programmes which are being taken up are ultimately focussed on preventing

illnesses in women.

SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY: Sir, you are clubbing the questions now. The

SHRI THOL THIRUMAAVALAVAN : | got the details from the Ministry of Women
and Child Development regarding the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of

Children) Act, 2015.

According to the reply of the Ministry, | came to know that there are 10
States and Union Territories, including Tamil Nadu and Puducherry, which have
framed and notified their own rules under the JJ Act. Only five States and Union
Territories have adopted the rules of the Central Government and notified them.
But there are eight States and Union Territories which have drafted the rules
under JJ Act but are yet to be notified. There are thirteen States and Union
Territories which are in the process of framing rules under the JJ Act. It is really
shocking to know that about 21 States and Union Territories are yet to notify the
rules. It is really an injustice to the children. The Union Government enacted the
Juvenile Justice Act, 2015 to provide justice to the children who are affected by

various kinds of abuses and crimes.

The hon. Minister’s reply clearly shows that 21 States and UTs out of 36
are yet to comply with the directions of the Act. They failed to implement the Act.
This is a great injustice to the children. | request the hon. Minister to fix a time-

frame for the States which are yet to notify the rules.
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Recently, the Supreme Court took suo motu action regarding registering a
case on increase in the number of child abuses, particularly sexual abuse cases,
in our country. In the past six months, 24,212 FIRs were registered across the
country relating to child sexual abuse cases that are on the increase. So, | raise
the question to our hon. Minister as to what action has been taken by the Union
Government against the States and Union Territories which are yet to notify the

rules.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Sir, | would like to tell the hon. Member,
through you, that till such time, a State does not notify its own rules, the Central
rules and Act applies. Hence, there will not be any child in want of justice in the
absence of a State notifying its own rules. Insofar as the hon. Members
observation regarding the hon. Supreme Court of India is concerned, | believe, he
is quoting from the media reports which might not be substantiated. | have read
the ruling of the hon. Supreme Court which seeks to get the data with regard to
pendency across all districts in the country. Hence, for us, to presume that this is
the number of pendency in terms of FIRs registered or investigation by the State
Police or for that matter, pendency in terms of legally pending cases in court
would be a presumption which is best not done. | will only say that insofar as the
States which are yet to notify their rules, since the Central Act applies, | will take

the concern of the hon. Member under advisement. We are actively pursuing with
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the States which have not notified their rules to do so. But, be assured that the

Central Act applies till such time, the State does not notify its own rules.

SHRI MANISH TEWARI: Hon. Speaker Sir, thank you very much for giving me

this opportunity.

May | draw the attention of the hon. Minister towards the fact that the
condition of juvenile justice homes, what is colloquially called remand homes,
across the country, is very bad. Would the hon. Minister consider appointing a
commission which can study the condition of remand homes across the country,
and make certain recommendations with regard to how facilities in those remand

homes could be standardised and how they could be made better?

The difficulty is that when young juveniles, who are accused of a crime are
remanded to these Juvenile Justice Homes or what is colloquially called as
remand homes, they come back as hardened criminals rather than being
reformed. So, therefore, would the Minister consider a Commission of this sort?

That is my question.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Sir, | would like to inform the hon. Member,
through you, that I, as a Minister, have already communicated with all Chief

Ministers across all States in the country to look into this very aspect. That is
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because given the fact that these institutions are under the jurisdiction of the State
and given the mantra of cooperative federalism, you would not want to infringe on
the rights of the States to look at these institutions themselves. But at the same
time, | am seized of the matter and | take cognizance of the Member’s angst and
instead of appointing a Commission, which supersedes the rights and
responsibilities of the State, we will definitely engage more productively with the

States to ensure that condition in such homes is bettered.

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DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Thank you very much
hon. Speaker. On 18" December, 1993 when this Lok Sabha first debated and
adopted the Protection of Human Rights Bill, one of the first speakers in support
of the legislation was my distinguished predecessor, a Member of Parliament from
Thiruvananthapuram, Mr. A. Charles, the only other person apart from myself,
who has won three elections to this House from that seat. So, as a successor, |
am very proud to stand here to defend the spirit of the National and States Human
Rights Commissions.

13.03 hrs (Shri Rajendra Agrawal in the Chair)

Sir, in November 2016, the Report of the United Nations Sub-Committee
on Accreditation (SCA) had raised several serious concerns about the manner of
functioning of our National Human Rights Commission. The UN, therefore,
deferred the process of accreditation for India on the ground that we were not fully
complying with the Paris Principles as adopted by the UN General Assembly in
1993. To minimize the international embarrassment, the Central Government
promised to reform the National Human Rights Commission and based on this
assurance, we were reaccredited with ‘A’ status in 2017. This is why the
Government has brought the Bill to Parliament.

So, the entire logic of this Bill is to fulfil the assurance given to the
international community that we will strengthen our Human Rights Commission,

reform it in a way that matches the requirements of the Paris Principles.
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As lawmakers, Sir, we have to be concerned about whether the Bill does
what it is intending to do or what it is supposed to be intending to do. Does the Bill
live up to the Paris Principles and does it truly strengthen the Human Rights
Commission in defending our citizens’ fundamental rights as enshrined in our
Constitution?

| am afraid this Bill fails on both counts for six specific reasons that | would
like to place before this House. The first and most important is lack of autonomy.
The fact is that the most essential feature of the Paris Principles is having an
autonomous and independent Human Rights Commission in a country. None
other than our own Supreme Court has observed that the National Human Rights
Commission is a toothless tiger as the Government ignores its recommendations
and directions. As of March 2017, there were 32,085 cases pending with the
Commission out of which, 29,548 were pending either for want of reports from the
authorities concerned or the reports received being pending for consideration by
the Commission.

The authorities are not reporting to the Commission. The Commission had
acknowledged it and it requested the Government to vest it with powers of
contempt to punish civil servants who do not follow the Commission’s directions,
especially those who fail to submit independent reports on time. The Bill

completely ignores this recommendation. This is what the Human Rights
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Commission itself has asked our Government to do and our Government has
ignored it.

The Secretary General of the National Human Rights Commission is a
member of the Government and the investigation teams consist of policemen from
various State Governments. The SCA had encouraged the Government to open
up the post of Secretary General to persons who may not be civil servants; for
example, lawyers with human rights background, to diversify investigating teams
by including persons who are not part of the police force. But none of these
suggestions has been addressed by this Bill. It would have been very easy to do
it; the UN would have been very happy because it would show that we are doing
the best international practice. We have not bothered to do that; this is just more
bureaucrats, more police, and more Government control.

My second objection is on the reduction of tenure. The Bill reduces the
tenure of the Chairperson and Members from five years to three years without
providing any explanation or reasons for doing so. Reducing the tenure and the
subsequent increase in the frequency of the change of Members and staff can
lead to inconsistency in the functioning of the Human Rights Commission and it
will impact any long-term investigation undertaken by it because a long-term
investigation can often take more than three years.

My third objection is on the re-eligibility to hold the office. The Bill currently

allows the Chairpersons of the National Human Rights Commission and the State
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Human Rights Commissions to be eligible for re-appointment after their term.
Therefore, it is very much possible to foresee a situation where certain members
may turn pliable to the Government in the hope of re-appointment. The normal
practice around the world is to have longer terms but fixed one term, so that no
one has any desire to satisfy the Government in order to be re-appointed. The
independence of the National Human Rights Commission must be taken
seriously, especially after this Government had tried to appoint one of the Vice
Presidents of the Ruling Party as a member of the National Human Rights
Commission and finally civil society groups made such an agitation and went to
the Supreme Court, then he withdrew his own nomination. We need to expressly
bar politicians from becoming members of the Human Rights Commission and
that certainly this Bill does not do.

My next objection is on vacancies. The National Human Rights Commission
and the State Human Rights Commissions have been plagued by positions which
are left vacant for an unreasonable period of time. The post of the Chairperson of
the National Human Rights Commission was left vacant for almost eight months.
We could not probably discuss the RTI properly, but the positions in Information
Commissions were also kept vacant in the same way; the office of the Lokpal was
kept vacant for five years. The fact is that the post of DG (Investigations) of the
National Human Rights Commission was kept vacant for a period of three years

since 2014 until the Supreme Court hauled up the Government for its failure to
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make an appointment. The Bill should have provided for time-bound
appointments. But it does not do so. Thus, a hostile Government can cripple the
Constitution, letting posts lie vacant for a long time. Just as the RTI Act has been
hollowed out by simply not appointing commissioners and allowing cases to pend,
the same problem is there with the Human Rights Commission.

My fifth objection is on removal of the statutory bar. In order to strengthen
its functioning, the National Human Rights Commission had recommended
amending section 36(2) of the Act because it bars the Commission from taking
cognizance of a human rights violation beyond one year from the date of the
incident. The problem is that the Bill has completely ignored this recommendation.
So, the Commission cannot take care of a violation which, for various good
reasons, may not have been reported to it during the one-year period provided in
the Bill.

Finally, the Bill fails to provide clarity to the Human Rights Commission.
Section 30 of the Act empowers the Government to set up Human Rights Courts
in each district to handle cases of human rights violations.

But the Act is completely unclear about the exact nature of jurisdiction of
such courts, due to which very few Human Rights Courts have been set up,
thereby increasing the number of complaints before the Human Rights

Commission.
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In 2016, the Human Rights Commission had recommended that the Act be
amended to clarify this issue about the courts, but this has also been ignored by
the Bill.

So, | regret to state that this Bill is piecemeal and cosmetic. It does not
even scratch the surface of the problem that led to us initially being denied our
accreditation. The Minister must withdraw it, bring in the additional provisions to
address the specific gaps | have listed. This Bill could have been a golden
opportunity to reform the Human Rights Commissions and the State Human
Rights Commissions also, but it has instead turned out to be a damp squib. More
worrying, Sir, when the united Nations Sub-Committee looks at all of this, there is
a real fear that we will face an international embarrassment.

| want to say it to the Government that we had a situation where a special
monitor of the National Human Rights Commission, my old friend, Shri Harsh
Mander had visited Assam and prepared reports which revealed large scale
human rights violations in the detention centres that house people deemed to be
foreigners. It is said that two of these official reports were forwarded to the Centre
and one independent report he prepared has been released to the public. But
these reports were ignored by the Government. He has now resigned in protest.
| have now received a confirmed list of 57 people in Assam who have committed
suicide because the NRC has excluded them. Ironically, Sir, a majority of these

people are Hindus and they have committed suicide.
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| want to say to this Government: are they conscious of the fundamental
concerns relating to the non-inclusion of the citizens of India in the NRC list?
Many people cannot prove, even there are Ministers who cannot prove their birth
dates or college degrees. How can you say that people should be excluded from
the basic rights of this country because they cannot prove their birth dates? It
seems to me, that these are people who seemed to have believed that for their
life time they had a right to remain in India and it is a flagrant abusive of human
rights.

| want to ask the Minister, if you are not going to take any action on the
basis of Human Rights Reports, special reports of this nature, then ultimately,
what is the purpose of claiming that you are reforming the Human Rights
Commission.

| will conclude in a minute. | just wanted to say that it is ironic that we are
speaking about strengthening the Protection of Human Rights Act just days after
the International Commission of Jurists condemned the attempt of this
Government to stifle the voices of two of the most famous well-known,
internationally recognised human rights defenders in our country; two senior
advocates, Indira Jaising and Anand Grover, who have been in the forefront of
defending the rights of pavement dwellers, cancer patients, women, sexual

minorities and other vulnerable sections of society.
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At a time when the Harvard Law School was honouring the Human Rights
lawyer Sudha Bhardwaj for her work, our Government was busy arresting her and
other activists. While this Government did nothing to stop wilful defaulters from
fleeing the country, they were desperate to offload an environmental activist from
a plane only to be rapped by the Delhi High Court for doing so. The list goes on
and on. | will not elaborate, but you know that there are many more examples.

This is the dark time for human rights in our country in many ways. | urge
our human rights defenders to continue fighting as the conscience keepers of our
nation. | urge the Government to ensure that the international standards you
need to reach in conformity with the Paris Principles and the spirit of Paris
Principles, should be reflected in the Bill that you bring. | would suggest that you
take this Bill back. Please look at the points | have raised, all of which will help
you to get this Bill accepted by the international community and then come back
to this House. We will look at it in a sympathetic spirit because on this side of the
House we believe in human rights. As far as we are concerned, we will overcome
one day. Until then we have to keep the fight alive, the flame alive, for human
rights in this country. | would say it to the gentlemen on the other side, do not try

| do not think that this Bill has taken into consideration the

recommendations of the SCA. In the first place itself, it violates the rule.

Sir, coming to the next point, the Bill actually tries to include membership
deemed, membership from Chairpersons of National Commission for Backward
Classes, National Commission of Protection of Child Rights and the Commission
for Persons with Disabilities.

We cannot forget the fact that these people who have been appointed as
Chairpersons are close to the political parties in power. Be it in this Government
or any other Government, they are close political appointees. So, how can the
body like the NHRC work independently when the Members, who are being
included, are also political appointees here?

In many studies, we have come to know that most of the Chairpersons of
these Committees do not attend the meetings. It has been recommended that
independent NGOs -- whatever this Government has, in spite of it having a lot of
things against the NGOs — should be working for the Human Rights in this
country. Whenever the Human Rights, be it the Dalit Rights or the Minorities’

Rights or the Womens’ Rights, have been tampered, | think, it is the social
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activists, who try to make sure that the Human Rights of the citizens are
protected. So, such credible people have to be included as Members here.

Sir, in the BiIll, there is a change with regard to appointment of Chairperson.
From the Chief Justice, now, any Judge can be appointed as the Chairperson of
this Committee. This, actually, will open up a wide bracket of choices for the
Government, which in turn, will have a potential of resulting in an unhealthy
competition amongst the Members of the serving Judiciary, and more
politicisation of the same.

Sir, there is no transparency in these appointments. Also, the tenure of
reappointment has been reduced to three years. The person, who is taking his
charge will not have adequate time in these three years to even understand what
the issues are or what the problems are. Then, how would he be able to resolve
them?

They are talking about a second-term appointment. Obviously, a person
who is going to be appointed there second time, will be chosen by the present-
day Government. That would cause a lot of doubts in the minds of people, who
believe in Human Rights. On the point of giving a second-term, definitely, the
NHRC may have to compromise.

Just appointing one more person would not solve any purpose because

there are over one lakh cases, which are pending. Then, there are more 450
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cases which come up daily to the Human Right Commission in India. How would,
just appointing one more person, solve the problem?

Sir, they are saying that they would include one more woman Member. The
staff, which is nearly of 500, has only 20 per cent of women Members there. If
they include one more person to represent woman, it would not be enough. At
least, 50 per cent of it should be women. Adding one more woman would not
serve any purpose.

Sir, the powers of the Secretary-General have been shifted in this Bill.
Earlier, it was the Commission, which had the powers but now, the entire powers
have been shifted to the Chairperson. These powers rest solely with the
Chairperson, which is, definitely, not democratic.

We were talking about the Human Rights in India. How far they have come
and how important they have become? But sadly, the world looks at us in a very
different way. Today, India is ranked as the 28" worst offender of human rights in
the world. This is the position where all of us should be ashamed of. The
Minorities’ Rights have been taken away. About Dalits, we know how they are
being treated in this country.

There is, absolutely, no right of debate and dialogue in the country. The
writers, thinkers and activists have been arrested and killed for voicing their
opinion. Is this how we talk about human rights?

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Hon. Member, please conclude.
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SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI: Yes, Sir. The NHRC does not even have jurisdiction
over the Armed Forces. Whatever excesses the Armed Forces commit, the
NHRC do not have any control over them. They cannot call for any investigation
over there. They cannot look into what is happening over there. It is completely
toothless when it comes to the Armed Forces.

The cases of custodial deaths have doubled. After 2016, the Government
conveniently has stopped giving prison and crime statistics. This is the way the
Government solves the issues and questions. It stops giving out information.
That is the way they solve issues in this country.

So, these changes are very very superficial and, actually, diluting the power
of the Human Rights Commission in this country. Sir, through you, | ask the
Government to withdraw this Bill and bring a Bill which really cares about human
rights and upholds human rights in this country.

Here, | would like to quote Nelson Mandela, the icon of social justice and
human rights: “To deny people their human rights is to challenge their very
humanity.” We are all only human. So, we want the human rights to be

protected. Please, protect them. Thank you.
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PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): Sir, | rise to speak on the Bill. | am
opposed to the Bill. | am opposed to the Bill which is why | have given six
amendments to the Bill. | support whatever Shrimati Kanimozhi has said and |
oppose whatever Shri Satyapal Singh has said.

Shri Satyapal Singh is an antithesis of the Constitution. Article 51(A), sub-
Section (h) of the Constitution says that it shall be the duty of every citizen of India
to develop scientific temper, humanism and the spirit of inquiry and reform. What
Satyapal ji has said is that we have not evolved from monkeys. He is denying the
theory of evolution of Darwin.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please come on to the Bill dada.

... (Interruptions)

PROF. SOUGATA RAY: No, why did he say?...(Interruptions) Why did he say all
those things? It is strange that the Ruling Party has put up a former Police
Commissioner to speak on human rights. It is the police in the country,
everywhere, who violate the human rights and who beat the people to death in
police lockup. It is the police who beat up protesters at the slightest provocation.
So, for the police to speak on human rights, is strange.

| will also say that this logic is very often given by the Ruling Party. They
say: “Terrorism, terrorism, so, human rights should be taken away.” He was
saying: “Afzal Guru had so much human right that the Supreme Court heard his

case in the middle of the night.” According to the jurisprudence that we follow, no
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person is considered guilty unless proven otherwise. So, the benefit of doubt in
modern jurisprudence is given to every human being. Please read the Articles
from 14 to 22. Article 21 says that nobody can be deprived of his life and liberty
without due process of law. Article 22 says that you cannot arrest and detain a
person without producing him before a court within 24 hours.

All these are blatantly violated in our country. It is time that we improved
the human right consciousness of our police, our Central Forces and our Armed
Forces. The Armed Forces are protected by the Armed Forces (Special Powers)
Act (AFSPA). AFSPA is in operation in Jammu and Kashmir, in Manipur and in
many other places. The local people have protested.

PROF. SOUGATA RAY: Sir, speaking of the Bill, | oppose the Bill because it
reduces the term of the Chairman of the Human Rights Commission from five
years to three years and he is subject to reappointment. That means, the

Government will have him in his hand — “You give judgements in our favour; then
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we shall renew your term after three years”. That is the bait. ‘The carrot and the
big stick’ is the formula of the present Government. So, | am opposed to the
reduction of term of the Chairman of the Human Rights Commission. | am also
opposed to this. Instead of the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, you are
allowing any Judge of the Supreme Court. That will reduce the gravitas of the
post of Chairman; and that is the intention. There are so many retired Chief
Justices sitting and twiddling their thumbs. You can appoint one of them. Why do
you bring in a Judge of the Supreme Court? There are so many Judges; there
will be a scramble for becoming Chairman. It is not right at all. In case of High
Courts also, only the Chief Justice should have remained Chairman. Now you
have allowed a Judge to become a Chairman. | have proposed in my
amendments that you should at least make the senior-most Judge the Chairman
and not any Judge. There are 20 or 30 Judges; do not make any Judge the
Chairman.

The other thing to say is that they are including the Chairpersons of the
National Commission for Backward Classes, the National Commission for
Protection of Child Rights. ...(Interruptions) As Shrimati Kanimozhi has correctly
pointed out, these are deemed Members but these are all Government
appointees. They will be there with the Government of the day. They do not even

attend the meetings of the Human Rights Commission.
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You have to remember that it is a religious duty for all of us to abide by the
Constitution and to fight for human rights. Human rights should be protected at all
costs. You have to remember that in a civilized country like UK, they had the
worst form of terrorism during the IRA Sinn Féin Movement. Even then, their
ordinary rights were not curtailed. Even then, they did not enact any preventive
detention law. You have to bring an ordinary law for the country to deal with the
problems and not bring coercive laws. | want the police to be sensitized. | want
the security forces to be sensitized. We should give it to the Human Rights

Commission to conduct classes for police. Mr. Satyapal Singh has given an

Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Protection of Human Rights
(Amendment) Bill, 2019. | also thank my party YSR-CP for allowing me to

participate in this Bill.

*Sir, main objective of this amendment is to reduce term of commission’s
chairman. Also, eligibility criteria for chairman are being relaxed, as these posts
are vacant for quite some time. To ensure protection of human rights, Human
Rights Commission should be fully manned. | welcome these changes. At the
time of introducing this Bill, Hon. Minister Shri Kishan Reddy has explained
objectives of this Bill in detail. How this Bill will protect Human Rights? How
Human Rights Commissions functions? How these commissions are being
strengthened by the Union Government? — All these points were explained at that
time. Hon. Minister Shri Nityanand also explained few points. This amendment
will further strengthen Human Rights Commission. We welcome decision to
include chairpersons of National Women Commission, National Commission for

backward classes, National Commission for disabled, National Commission for

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Scheduled Tribes, National Commission for Protection of Child Rights as deemed

members of the Commission.

We also welcome decision to increase members to three and to include
woman as a member. In this context, | would like to bring few points to the notice
of the Government. Let there be any number of laws and amendments, we
witnessed many amendments in this session, but results are more important and
people should benefit from these changes. | would like to mention few
unfortunate incidents with heavy heart. After Nirbhaya incident also there were
many such atrocities on women. We hear about several incidents of rape of
women every day. Women are subjected to inhuman and heinous acts like gang
rape, but still plight of women is ignored and neglected in our country. In recent
past, a law has been amended wherein, any person who rapes a child below 12
years of age, would be sentenced to death.

But
unfortunately, a gruesome incident took place in Telangana recently, where a 9
months old girl was subjected to this inhuman act. Such incidents wrench my
heart. It's unfortunate that we cannot even safe guard our small and innocent
children.

changing. Nature of crime is changing; crimes on women are on rise.

Chairman Sir, through you | would like to ask the Government, where
should women go for safety? There are so many spy cameras everywhere. Let it
be a tube light, a button, a chair, bath room or bed room. There can be spy
camera anywhere. Spy cameras which are meant for safety and security are
being misused. Sir, | will take only two minutes. These cameras are available at
cheaper prices to everyone through off line and online means. These are sold
without any regulation. Where should we go Sir? Women will have to look around
with suspicion, wherever they go. We need to bring stringent laws to check
unregulated sale of such devices like spy camera. Spy cameras should not be
made available to everyone. They should be available for only safety and security

operations. Sir, we need to protect our children.

Recently, | read a report in which there is a mention of 21 million unwanted
girl children. Such reports bust our human rights. Women are deprived of her
right to give birth to a girl child. Sir, women’s rights are human rights. Where
women are protected and respected, only those societies prosper. Governments
are making efforts in this direction but people are not getting end results. To
ensure benefit to the people we should make necessary amendments to our laws.
We should provide teeth and strength to our Human Rights Commissions. We

should ensure independent working and autonomy of these commissions. |
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welcome these amendments. We should make efforts to ensure human rights
and women rights through effective functioning of these commissions. | request
the Government to bring in more stringent laws in the interest of protection of

human rights. Thank you.

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SHRI PINAKI MISRA (PURI): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for having called

upon the Biju Janta Dal to contribute in the deliberations on this Bill.

On the face of it, this Bill really has been brought about only to obviate
some of the obvious difficulties being faced by the Commission. Therefore, many
of these are unexceptionable clauses which have been sought to be amended or

sought to be inserted.

| think, some of my colleagues in the Opposition ranks have some
misgivings about why the Chief Justice’s position is being diluted to the judge’s
position both in the Supreme Court and the High Courts. They need have no such
misgivings. It is a matter of fact that in law the Chief Justice is only the primus
inter pares, that is, first among equals. Otherwise, he is only the master of rolls.
Otherwise, all other powers of all other judges are equal. Therefore, it does not

dilute the provision at all.

In fact, most Chief Justices who retire now-a-days are very much in
demand as umpires in arbitration panels where there are two judges on either
side. Therefore, the Chief Justice is obviously preferred. | personally know how
many Chief Justices have said ‘no’ to the National Human Rights Commission.
So, this is a practical difficulty. Therefore, there is no question of the Government

trying to dilute this. We understand that.
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The other provision of addition of a lady member is obviously welcome. To
include Chairperson of National Commission on Backward Classes, Chairperson
of National Commission on Child Rights and the Chief Commissioner for Persons

with Disabilities as deemed members is also a very salutary provision.

Then, reducing the term of office from five years to three years is also good
because it does not then bind you down to spend too long a time. Obviously, none
of these clauses can be taken exception to. So, we support it. The point is that it
needs a slightly larger debate on the position of the National Human Rights
Commission in India. What differentiates us from Pakistan, what differentiates us
or distinguishes us from China, Russia and many of our neighbouring countries is
the fact that we have such a bustling, such an importantly constitutionally valid
National Human Rights Commission, which has always been exceptionally bullish

in its outlook.

Otherwise, we would not have got the kind of reception we got in the
International Court of Justice in the case of Kulbhushan Jadhav where the
judgement was delivered 15:1. Not almost the entire world, in fact, the entire
world, except Pakistan, sided with us. It is because they understand that we have
such a sterling track record as far as human right issues are concerned.
Therefore, it is very important that we do not dilute this Commission over a period

of time.
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There are certain misgivings which | must point out. The sanctioned
strength of this Commission has been coming down over a period of time. Even
today, the Investigating Division has only 49 people which has come down from
59 people. That is not a happy situation. In fact, since its inception, the
Commission has never had the full sanctioned strength compared to the available

strength. This is not a happy situation.

The annual reports are routinely being filed with massive delays. In fact,
today the latest available annual report is of 2015-16. In the year 2019, if the
2015-16 report is available, that is not a happy situation at all and this must be

rectified.

The Supreme Court has, in the Extra Judicial Execution Victims Families’
Association matter, in fact, called the NHRC essentially a “toothless tiger”. This is
not a happy situation again. You will see that in many of these extradition claims
which are being fought against us in the courts abroad, the first ground that is
taken to try and stall the extradition is, ‘the human rights record of India is not a
happy record; there is torture happening in India; and there is illegal incarceration
happening in India.” Therefore, the moment we really buffer up our human rights
position, we will get a much better picture internationally and that is really what

distinguishes India from the rest of the world.
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| have to also say — | do not know whether the rest of the House is with me
on this — that the bar of the Armed Forces, including the paramilitary forces, from
being investigated directly by the Human Rights Commission is again not a happy
situation. There is no difference in an extra-judicial kiling when the police
undertake it or an Armed Force personnel undertakes it or a paramilitary force
personnel undertakes it. There is no difference at all. Therefore, according to me,
this is something which we must look at seriously because a vast number of

complaints, which are coming, are coming on that count.

The happy situation is that people, obviously, seem to have a great deal of
faith in the Commission because the number of complaints which are filed on a
daily basis apparently sometimes is exceeding 400 or 500, which means that
people truly have a great deal of faith in this Commission, but for them to be dealt
with efficaciously, we must staff the Commission adequately. The Government
must pay adequate attention to this particularly because the Commission does not
have a binding force in terms of its diktat. Therefore, whatever it gives even as a
recommendatory exercise, | think, will have great evidentiary value and great
publicity value for the country. So, it is in the interest of our country that all of us,
on a bipartisan basis in this House, ask for burnishing the credentials of the

Human Rights Commission.

Sir, | thank you very much for allowing me to speak.
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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Sir, actually | would like
to second even what my colleagues, who have spoken earlier, have said — Prof.

| am hugely disappointed by the attitude of the Treasury Benches. It is
unfortunate that the Speaker is not here, but | am deeply hurt and pained because
| represent liberal India and they challenge science. There is a word called
shradha in India and also something called andh-shradha. The hon. Member from

the Treasury Benches was talking about andh-shradha.

Sir, you all know what has happened in India. You remember the Kalburgi,
the Pansare and the Dabholkar of this country who were killed for liberal thinking.
Then, in this 21% Century Parliament - which is sabka sath, sabka vikas and
sabka vishwas — this Human Rights Commission is getting challenged and
science is getting challenged. | do not know what vikas and vishwas this

Government is talking about. | am really surprised.

There are two points that he said about Manav Adhikar Sangathan. He
talked more about the NGOs. We are not discussing NGOs today; we are
discussing what our rights are. Shri Pinaki Misra was telling that 500 people go to
the Commission every day. This is not about what NGOs are doing outside, but

what the common man feels. Today, the first step is to go to the police. If you do
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not get it, people go to judiciary and after that, they go to the Human Rights

Commission to ask for some fairness.

So, the first is that the one year gap that they have given, that the case has
to be decided in one year, | think, that needs to be extended. You are challenging

Human Rights Commission. It is just shocking and disappointing to me.

This whole Bill that we are discussing has to be gender neutral. It is not just
about women and children. Even the LGBT group should be included. We have
passed the 377 Bill here. Why are the LGBT not getting included in this? It is
because they also have human rights. The human rights is not only about
terrorists or police. | mean | am disappointed that they chose an ex-police officer
to discuss this. The minute you talk about human rights the first reaction that you
get is, it has to be about some custodial killing or about some terrorist. That is not
what this case is about. It has various sections of society that are affected by

human rights. So, | think we even need to get the LGBT groups involved in this.

There are a few suggestions that | would like to make. We need to
completely revamp this entire scheme. The hon. Minister of State for Home Affairs
is present here. Why are you bringing piece meal legislation? Why can you not
revamp the whole thing in the larger interest of the nation if you are truly
committed to equal rights? We need more decision-making power. There is no

decision-making power. When there is an enquiry, whom do you ask questions?
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Is it the State Government or the Central Government? So, it is the two arms
actually of the same body that are questioning and answering each other. So, it
may not be a fair trial. There has to be non-State actors here who have to be

given some voice here.

| am actually surprised and disappointed with his speech. | am worried
whether our freedom is going to be taken away by this Government because they
seem to be completely against any voice that anybody raises against it. | would
like to take this opportunity to quote Martin Luther King. He said, “Injustice
anywhere is a threat to justice everywhere”. | would like to quote Soli Sorabjee.
He said, “india’s teasing illusions” . So, this is an illusion about the human rights.
Especially after hearing the speech of the Member from the treasury benches, |
am actually devastated. It is unfortunate that Shri Jaishankar was not here to hear
that speech. He would have been as devastated. | have so much faith on him. He

is one of the few Ministers | am very hopeful about.

What is leadership all about? Leadership is about honesty. It is about being
fair and just. If the Members from treasury benches are going to make only
allegations, saying NGOs are doing this and that, then | would like to say that
human rights are not about NGOs. It is about being fair and just. A good
governance is not just about criticising somebody. It is about hearing the pain of

your people and being fair to them and just to them.
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| would request the entire treasury benches not to write off the human
rights. Human rights are very important. It is a right that my Constitution has given
me. The entire freedom struggle that we all went through was built on honesty,
freedom of speech and human rights. So, please do not write it off. Please bring
this Bill again. Let us have more detailed discussion on it. Increase the ambit of it
so that it is strengthened, so that no citizen of India ever goes without these

issues unaddressed. Thank you.
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SHRI P. R. NATARAJAN (COIMBATORE): Thank you, Sir.

The most notable weakness of the Protection of Human Rights Act 1993 is
its failure to check the excess of the Police and armed forces, especially, in
Kashmir and the North-Eastern States. Clause 19 of the Act of 1993 -- Procedure
with respect to armed forces -- only has provisions for recommendations against
the gross human rights violation by the armed forces in these States. Further,
Delhi, Arunachal Pradesh, Mizoram and Nagaland are some of the States, which
do not have a Human Rights Commission even after 26 years of passing of the
Protection of Human Rights Act in 1993. The basic human rights were being

ignored in the name of national security in these States.

In these areas the Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act,1958 (AFSPA) gives
armed forces unlimited powers with impunity in the name of national security.
Jammu and Kashmir tops the list of human rights violations committed under the
AFSPA with 92 complaints against the Indian Army and paramilitary forces in
2016. Assam comes in second with 58 complaints. Manipur comes third at 21
complaints while Meghalaya and Arunachal Pradesh follow next at fifth and sixth
places respectively with regard to complaints. Of the 186 complaints received, 74
were against the Indian Army; death in Army encounters saw 24 complaints;
death in Army firings saw 16 complaints; there were 21 cases of alleged fake

encounters; and 10 cases of rape and abduction.
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On 14 July 2017, in a breakthrough judgement, the Supreme Court for the
first time took cognizance of 1,528 cases of fake encounters under AFSPA in

Manipur ordering a Central Bureau of Investigation probe into 97 of them.

Alleged incidents of ongoing violation of human rights, violation and sexual
abuse by the Armed Forces had forced the Supreme Court to question the Army
whether it has rapists in uniform. Everybody knows about the case of 16 year old

hunger strike by Irom Sharmila. | don’t want to mention more.

| don’t agree with the proposed amendments to the Protection of Human
Rights (Amendment) Bill, 2019. | would request the Government to withdraw the

Bill. | would ask the Government not to dilute the Act.

| conclude my speech by registering my strong opposition to the laxity of
the Protection of Human Rights (Amendment) Bill, 2019 and urge the Government

to adhere to the international principles and standards on human rights.
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SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Sir, | am very happy to be speaking today
in the presence of the Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs, Shri
Kishan Reddy Garu, who was here earlier and just left, my Telugu brother, Shri
Nityanand Rai ji, who was my bench-mate in the 16" Lok Sabha, and also our

hon. Home Minister, Shri Amit Shah ji.

Sir, | rise to support the Bill. | agree with the statement of the hon. Minister
and the Statement of Objects and Reasons that there are problems in getting the
Chairpersons to head the State Human Right Commissions. It is because the
1993 Act made it compulsory to make the Chief Justice of High Courts as the
Chairpersons of SHRCs. Now, this Bill removes that. Henceforth, any Judge can

become the Chairperson of the SHRCs. In my opinion, it is a welcome move.

The positions of Chairperson and Members of the Andhra Pradesh SHRC
are lying vacant. There is not even an Administrative Officer in the Andhra
Pradesh SHRC. States such as Chhattisgarh, Gujarat, Manipur, Meghalaya,
Himachal Pradesh, Odisha and Maharashtra are also having no Chairpersons for
the SHRCs. This clearly indicates the state of affairs in the SHRCs. | hope that

this Bill paves the way for the full-fledged SHRCs in all States very soon.

Sir, we have to agree that human rights violations in the country are
continuing in an unabated manner. They vary from arbitrary killings, forced

disappearance, arbitrary arrest and detention, torture in police custody, lack of
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criminal investigations or accountability in cases such as rape, domestic violence,
dowry-related deaths and honour killings just to mention a few. Even if one looks
at the Country Report on the Human Rights Practices for 2018, the State
Department of the United States of America said that the Government of India is
imposing restrictions even on censorship, using libel laws to prosecute social

speech and site blocking in 2018.

The issue of human rights also plays an important role when foreign
investors come to India. So, in a way, human rights violations also impact our
growth trajectory. So, this has to be kept in mind.

Sir, we have been discussing various forms of human rights
violations. But | strongly feel that one such act that needs to be immediately
addressed is the act of manual scavenging, which is a flagrant violation of human
rights. There are studies which reveal that manual scavenging is even associated
with caste-based discrimination. It is a violation of Article 252 which prohibits
manual scavenging and of Article 16, which deals with right to equality. It is also
a violation of Articles 3, 5, 7, 8 and 12 of the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights, and also Article 2(1) of the International Labour Organisation's
Fundamental Conventions and Forced Labour Conventions. This indicates that
we have enough legislative backing but we do not have the will to stop these
brazen human rights violations. | think, even our Prime Minister has spoken on

this. | urge the House and the Government, through you, Sir, to please look into
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this and see how to remove manual scavenging.

Sir, | have one more very important issue. Even after the hon. Supreme
Court declared privacy as a fundamental right, the Government through Aadhaar
and other Bills is somehow still trying to encroach on that right. | have also raised
the issue many times in the House about one particular notification issued by the
Home Ministry on the 20" December, 2018 authorising 10 Central agencies to
intercept, monitor and decrypt any information generated, transmitted, received or
stored in any computer without any authorisation. This also, in my opinion,

constitutes a human rights’ violation. It is not acceptable and it should be stopped.

The Human Development Index of 2016 places India at 131% place out of
188 countries behind South Asian countries like Sri Lanka and the Maldives. This
needs to be improved and | assure the hon. Minister that we are with you when
you take steps to protect human rights of our citizens. Sir, nobody in this House
wants India to be projected as a human rights’ violator, but it is the Government of
the day which has to take steps to improve the status of India in the comity of

nations as far as human rights are concerned.
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SHRI E. T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, we are proud to say that
our country has a glorious tradition of peaceful co-existence. Citizens in this
country were really working together in all the fields as brothers and sisters.
Unfortunately, what is the latest position? Sir, | am sorry to say that the beautiful
face of this country is getting darker because of the human rights’ violation taking
place in this country. There are many reports. | have with me Amnesty
International Report and UN Human Rights Council’'s Report, but considering the

time frame, | do not want to quote all these things.
14.42 hrs (Hon. Speaker in the Chair)

| would like to say only one thing about what our hon. Supreme Court has
observed with regard to mob lynching. Our hon. Supreme Court on the 25" July,
2018 made an observation, kindly note it. Hon. Supreme Court not only
condemned the mob lynching incident but also remarked it as a horrendous act of
mobocracy, and said that it cannot be tolerated and cannot be allowed. Hon.
Supreme Court also said that it has to be curbed with iron hands. No citizen can
take law in his hand or become a law onto himself. The State Government and

Central Government must take punitive, preventive and remedial measures.

The hon. Supreme Court also suggested that the State Governments
should designate a police officer not below the rank of Superintendent of Police,

SP, as a Nodal Police Officer in each district to prevent mob violence. TV, radio
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broadcasting and online messages should be used to spread warning that
lynching and mob violence shall invite serious consequences. FIR must be

registered against the person spreading false and fake messages.

Sir, even after all this observation by the hon. Supreme Court, nothing has
been done. | want to quote two examples. There is one person, Shri Sanjiv Bhatt,
a very good officer, an honest officer, who did so many good things where he was
posted, but unfortunately, he is in a false case. A charge sheet was filed against
him, a poor fellow, and he is now in jail. He is under suspension. | met his family.
His wife and other family members were here, they were weeping. He was a very

good officer but the case was cooked up against him.

Another example is of Dr. Kafeel Khan in Uttar Pradesh. He was a very
good doctor. You all may be knowing about the gas tragedy in a hospital of Uttar
Pradesh. He did very good work but he was not in good books of Ruling Party and
its allies. Then what happened to him? He is under suspension now. The High
Court said that he is innocent. All other people said that he is innocent. In spite of
all these things, he is hunted again and again. | am telling you that there should

not be any victimisation on the part of the Government.

Sir, we have to realise that this country was famous in the world for its
communal harmony. Unfortunately, what is happening? | would like to say that

this Government has no moral right to talk about human rights violation because
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almost all the incidents of human rights violation are engineered and sponsored
by the Government. As far as this Government is concerned, it is your
reservation, only for you the human rights are there. You are not bothered about
what is happening to others. You should correct your mistakes. Then only this

country will move in a satisfactory manner. Thank you.
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Sir, the first reason | oppose this Bill is that in the selection process there is
going to be a member from the National Commission for BCs. Why not from the
National Commission for Minorities? The Minister is here. | say this because the
whole world knows that glaring violations of human rights takes place against
minorities - in minorities, Muslims - and Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

That should have been included.

Secondly, in the appointment of Secretary-General, the Paris Principles say
that Secretary-General and Director of Investigation should be independent of the

Government. You are not following the Paris Principles.

Thirdly, MPs are called deemed members. Why do you want to put MPs of
Ruling Party in Human Rights Commission? If you want to do it, let them be there

in advisory capacity.

Fourthly, as regards the Annual Report, when was the last time you had
published the Annual Report giving details like the recommendations of NHRC

and how many of them you have accepted?

Fifthly, the selection was very opaque and dominated by the ruling party.

Sixthly, as regards the Human Rights Courts, the States have not yet
formed State Human Rights Courts. That was a requirement under Section 30 of

Protection of Human Rights Act 1933.
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My seventh point is, recommendations of NHRC should be binding. It
should be given biting powers. Let them be given powers to perform judicial and

quasi-judicial functions. Let them sit in appeal or review. That is not being done.

My eighth point is about investigating officers. The Paris Principles clearly
said that police officers should be independent. If a police officer comes from
Telangana and if there is a human rights violation in Telangana, being an officer

belonging to the same cadre, what kind of investigation will he do?

My ninth point is, we signed the UN Convention against Torture and Other
Cruel, Inhuman and Degrading Treatment or Punishment (UNCAT) in 1997. We
have not yet ratified it despite the Law Commission headed by B.S. Chavan
submitting a report. Had we ratified it, we could have amended the Indian
Evidence Act. The police is now the holy cow. No Government will go against the
police. Even if | become the Prime Minister, fortunately or unfortunately, | will not
go against the police. That is because the police is the holy cow and we cannot

survive without the police. You have to ratify UNCAT.

The hon. Foreign Minister is sitting here. | want to warn the Government to
be careful with the US because the US Freedom Report now has become an
annual affair. | do not want the US to interfere in the matters of our country. To

hell with them! They have no right to poke their nose in our matters. But they are
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deliberately putting in their report. It is going to be an annual affair. So, the

responsibility lies more with the Government to control their elements.

As regards encounter killings, NHRC says that 179 incidents in 2015-16,
169 in 2016-17, 155 in 2017-18 took place. Majority cases are of lower castes and
Muslims. As regards deaths in police custody, 145 incidents in 2016-17 and 136
incidents in 2018-19 took place. As regards deaths in judicial custody, 1,797

incidents took place in 2018-19. That is why | say that this is very important.

Lastly, Sir, there is the mob lynching issue. The Member is right. The hon.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you Speaker Sir. | rise to
oppose the Protection of Human Rights (Amendment) Bill, 2019. | am opposing
the Bill not because of the contents of the Bill alone but | think, the Bill is not
sufficient to meet the situation which is prevailing in our country. That is the main

reason why | am opposing this Bill.

Sir, to my understanding and to my reading as Shri Owaisi has also said,
the National Minority Commission is also a part and parcel of the National Human
Rights Commission. If it is not there, then it is a grave mistake on the part of the
Government to omit the National Minority Commission. But to my understanding
and to my reading, according to the Section 3, sub-clause 3, the National Minority
Commission is also a part of the Human Rights Commission. | just need a

clarification on that.

Sir, | am not going into the details of the Bill. The Supreme Court Chief
Justices in most of the cases are not available. The post of Chairperson for the
National Human Rights Commission has been lying vacant for long. Most of the
Chief Justices of the Supreme Court of India are not interested in becoming the
NHRC Chairman. In order to meet this lacuna, for the sake of argument, we can
accept the Bill. But | will have to accept also the other inclusiveness in the Human

Rights Commission. | know the paucity of time. The definition and interpretation of
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human rights is beyond the skies. Every civil right, fundamental right, everything

will come under the purview of the human rights.

Sir, this original Act was passed in the year 1993. Now, it is 2019. On the
basis of our experience for the last 26 years, | would like to request the
Government to have a review study of the implementation and the impact of this
Act during the last 26 years and come up with a comprehensive Bill so as to
address the situation on the basis of the review report or on the basis of the

experience of the last 26 years.

Now-a-days, Human Rights Commission is being described as a paper
tiger, unable to protect ordinary citizens from human right violations, committed at
times by the State machinery. Why it is so? Sanjiv Bhatt’s case has already been
mentioned here. In one such case, the National Human Rights Commission,
disillusioned by its helplessness in bringing justice in the alleged extra-judicial
killings of 1,528 persons in Manipur. NHRC deposed themselves before the
Supreme Court that they are toothless tiger. They have themselves admitted this
before the Supreme Court. There is an internationally accepted principle known
as Paris Principles. The Human Rights Commission should comply with the Paris
Principles. What are the Paris Principles? The amendment to the Act will make
NHRC more compliant with the Paris Principles, concerning its autonomy,

independence, pluralism and wide-ranging functions in order to effectively protect
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and promote human rights. But it is quite unfortunate to comment that the present
Act and the proposed amendments are not sufficient to comply with the Paris

Principles.

Hence, a comprehensive Bill is required with tooth and nail in order to utter
the present situation of the human rights violations. With these words, | conclude.

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DR. K. JAYAKUMAR (TIRUVALLUR): Hon. Speaker, Sir, | wish to register my
views on the Bill for protection of Human Rights. This Bill appears to be a
piecemeal and cosmetic as mentioned by my colleague, Dr. Shashi Tharoor.
There are just a few changes, namely, reducing the life of the period of the
National Commission for Human Rights besides adding one member and just co-

opting National Commission for BCs, etc.

In the same breadth, | would like to ask why the Chairpersons of National
Commission for Minority, Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes are not
included as co-opted members in this. There are the categories which are
largely affected by the human rights violations. Therefore, | feel they should be
taken on record. This Government may have the right by law to bring this Bill but
they have no moral right because during its last five years, a large number of

human rights violations have taken place.

Hate speeches and crimes were the largest in the last five years. There
were 266 incidents of lynching and hate crimes that had been registered, which is
perhaps the largest we have come across in the Independent India. To top it, the
Government refuses to make law to get all these incidents registered and
accounted. As much as | know, there is no law now to take all these things on
record and register them as cases. What happened to the Supreme Court’s

judgement? The Supreme Court was very critical and said that this Commission is
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a toothless Commission. The directions given by the Supreme Court have not
been complied with so far. We have political democracy in this country, but | am
not sure whether we have social democracy. An institution like this alone can
bring social democracy and, therefore, this is to be strengthened. We know how
many journalists, rationalists, thinkers and scholars have been killed just because
they did not fall in line with the thinking of the Government or the administration
and this is very well known to all. Therefore, several intelligentsias have returned

their awards in protest.

In this very same building in the Constituent Assembly, when Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar on November 25, 1949 piloted the Constitution, he said,
“‘However bad the Constitution may be, if the people who are called to work on it
are good, it will turn out to be a good Constitution; however good the Constitution
may be, if the people who are called to work on it are bad, it will turn out to be a
bad Constitution.” So, it is not a matter of concern as to what kind of Commission
you are going to have or what regulations you are going to have, but what kind of

people are going to implement it.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: Recently, a book titled ‘Bottle of Lies: Ranbaxy
and the dark side of Indian Pharma’ authored by Katherine Eban has revealed
scary truth behind generic drugs in India on the basis of 20,000 US Food and
Drug Administration documents and interviews with over 240 people. It is

revealed in that book that a large number of generic drugs manufactured in India
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are actually ineffective and a few even harmful. Often generic drug
manufacturers produce medicines of higher quality for European and American
markets, where regulation is very tighter, whilst blithely selling inferior and
ineffective drugs in India. Eban’s book is full of hair-raising accounts of visits by
U.S. FDA regulators to manufacturing plants in India where fraud, insanitary
conditions and deliberately poor standards of manufacturing are revealed. In the
microbiology laboratory of one plant, where they were testing for microbes and
bacteria, the actual samples did not exist. They were testing nothing. The entire
laboratory was a fake. If even a quarter of what Eban reveals is true, it is
frightening. It means our faith in Indian generic medicines is often misplaced and
it does not treat disease or infection. Recently, a question was also raised on
generic medicines to which the hon. Health Minister had also replied. We have
great faith in generic medicines. Whenever | take a generic medicine for certain
disease, | believe that medicine will cure me. But after reading this book, after
knowing about the investigation that has been done, | now doubt whatever be the

medicine | am taking, especially the generic medicine.

I, therefore, urge upon this Government, hopefully the Government is
listening, to initiate an inquiry on such claims, be it in favour of generic medicines
or what has been reported in this book, and bring the truth in public domain at the
earliest as the matter pertains to health of citizens of our country. | expect the

Government to respond.

In 1962, when the Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) wanted to
establish a Rocket Launching Station in my Constituency, in Thumba, the people

It was decided that land and employment would be provided to the 900
families displaced by the construction, especially fishermen, who had lost their

daily earnings and their livelihoods. This consolidated into a formal agreement
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between Dr. Vikram Sarabhai and the Pallithura Coordination Committee on 5"

April, 1970.

But to this day, of all these 900 families, only 210 people have been
provided land and jobs. | have been informed by my constituents that the VSSC
has been including outsiders while it ignores those whose parents and
grandparents gave up their land for the nation, gave up their land for our space

facilities.

Hence, | urge the Government to be sensitive to these displaced families

and fulfil their promises in letter and spirit.
