There have been no recent developments 
which indicate that either China or Pakistan have openly 
deployed nuclear missiles on their borders with India 
though it Is a known fact that both countries possess 
nuclear capable mobile missiles.

(e) Under the Shimla Agreement there exits a 
framework for discussing bilateral isaues with Pakistan. 
Similarly, with China also there exist mechanisms, 
including the Joint Working Group, to discuss matters 
of mutual concern. Government will continue to press 
India's concerns in bilaterat diacul8lona with China and 
Pakistan. These concerns have also been shared with 
other Inter Iocutors during bilateral dlecussions at all 
levels.
