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SHRI MOHAMMED FAIZAL P.P. (LAKSHADWEEP): Thank you very much
hon. Speaker, Sir, for allowing me to raise an important issue. The issue,
which | am going to raise, is very important as far as development of
Lakshadweep is concerned.

The entire development work of harbour in Lakshadweep is entrusted to
the Andaman and Nicobar and Lakshadweep Harbour Works which is falling
under the Ministry of Shipping. The Headquarters of the Andaman and
Nicobar and Lakshadweep Harbour Works falls in Andaman and Nicobar
Islands. The Head, who is sitting in Lakshadweep, who is a Deputy Chief
Engineer, is left with no powers. He cannot buy even a piece of paper sitting
there in Lakshadweep. The entire work of developmental projects is funded by
the Lakshadweep Administration, which is given in-turn to the Lakshadweep
Harbour Works. The UT Administration has no control over this Department.
Due to this what happens is that there is no monitoring of all the developmental
proposals which are pending in Lakshadweep. Sir, | may be permitted to raise
three or four issues as there is an alarming situation in Lakshadweep.

The first issue, which | have already raised earlier in this House, is the
construction or re-strengthening of the breakwaters which got demolished due
to the Cyclone Okhi which hit in 2017. It is after two years that | am standing
here again. | raised this issue while Okhi had hit. The Government has shown
mercy and the Ministry of Shipping sanctioned nearly Rs. 36 crore for re-
strengthening this breakwater. Now, what is the current scenario? After

completion of two years, still, it remains the same.
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If you ask me about the importance of breakwater for my Kalpeni island,
this is the only area where people can embark and disembark and cargo
movement is happening only through this. This is completely shut off due to
lack of re-strengthening. The cranes were supposed to transport, to lift all the
harbour stones and major stones from the Mangalore Port. They are lying idle
for the last one year because of non-transportation from the Kalpeni unit.

Secondly, when it comes to the construction of eastern side jetties of
Kilthan, Chetlat, Kadmat and Kalpeni, all these issues are there from the
previous year. This is my second term. | have been vigorously following it and
taking it up. It is still in the study stage and environmental clearance and all
those things are pending.

Now, | come to the issue regarding silt clearance of the channels which
allows the ships to enter inside the channel. The Lakshadweep Harbour
Department is under-capacitated. They do not have any equipment to carry
out the silt clearance. It is very tough to complete in one year; even they are
not in a position to complete at least one island for the silt clearance. The
reason behind raising this most important issue before you is this. Silt
clearance is so important for the ship to embark inside and passengers can
come inside. In the present scenario, the fate of my island is this. If | reach at
night in my island, | am forced to sleep in the ship till the day dawns.
Otherwise the ship cannot embark and cannot embark the passengers. If the
Lakshadweep Harbour Works is not in a position to do the silt clearance, the

Lakshadweep Administration or the Government of India may come out with a
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proposal to approach the Dredging Corporation of India Ltd. or any private
agency through an Expression of Interest so that in one go the silt clearance
can take place. Even in my island, the Androth Island, ships started entering
and, finally, the Lakshadweep Administration asked for the clearance of the
channel.

The final conclusion is that unless the Government of India is coming up
with a decision to delink the Andaman and Lakshadweep Harbour Works
separately, the Administration is not having any control over the Lakshadweep
Harbour Works. So, | would demand that the Lakshadweep Harbour Works
should be delinked from Andaman and UTL Administration should be

empowered to take over the charge. Thank you so much, Sir.

They even say that the retired people can
find jobs in countries like Singapore and Malaysia. This has been going on
and there is a large network which is involved in this. Young people already
are suffering because of unemployment and they are not able to pay back their
education loans. On top of this, the families are burdened with this. It is a
huge network with many people involved and even these racketeers offer jobs
in the police service.

So, | think, the Government cannot continue watching this. The Tamil
Nadu Government and the Central Government should intervene, get involved
and make sure that there is some kind of verification codes. It is because it is
being advertised in newspapers also. So, they must be brought to justice and
there must be justice done for these young people who are already suffering.

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Sir, as per the Kasturirangan Report, the

Government of India had issued an office memorandum on November 11,
2013 regarding ecological sensitive areas. In accordance with that, in Kerala,
123 villages were included along with other States all over India and 59,940
square kilometres of area is declared as ESA. The restrictions applicable for

ESA are very harmfully affecting the livelihood of farmers. Subsequently, the
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Government of Kerala appointed a high-level committee headed by Dr.
Oommen V. Oommen. They conducted a field survey and recommended 3,115
square kilometres of agricultural land, plantation area and thickly populated
areas to be exempted. Those recommendations were approved by the
Government of India and they issued the first draft notification on March 10,
2014. Subsequently, four draft notifications were issued by the then NDA
Government.

Sir, this is the time for final notification, but it has got delayed due to the
unwillingness of some other States to cooperate in the finalisation of the ESA.
That is why, | urge upon the Government to issue a separate notification for
the State of Kerala by reference to the National Green Tribunal for saving the

lives of the farmers. Thank you.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Hon. Speaker, Sir, today |

am raising an important issue relating to forest dwellers in the country.

The Forest Rights Act is a revolutionary legislation promulgated by the
UPA government in 2006 to ensure the rights of forest dwellers and their
ownership. It was by sensing the historical urgency of the legislation that the
UPA Government enacted the Forest Rights Act in 2006. The Forest Rights
Act, which recognises the individual as well as community rights over forest

resources, was aimed at ending the historical injustice caused to the nearly
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200 million tribals. But various State governments, including the Government
of my State Kerala, either neglected or slowed its implementation in the post-
2006 period and that caused the Act to get weakened and eventually become
ineffective.

On February 13, 2019, the Supreme Court ordered the State
Governments to evict over 10 lakh forest-dwelling families whose claims over
forestland have been rejected, a direction that will hurt some of India's most
vulnerable people. Nearly 11,27,446 tribal and other forest-dwelling
households have been rejected as per the rejection claims from 16 States that
were submitted in the court.

Sir, | urge the Central Government to urgently intervene and ensure
proper implementation of the Forest Rights Act and ensure strict compliance

by States to legislate laws in accordance with that Act.

SHRI MANNE SRINIVAS REDDY (MAHBUBNAGAR): Hon. Speaker, Sir,
AIBOC, an apex forum of trade unions of Regional Rural Banks has been
fighting for the last one decade for parity in scales and allowances and other
service conditions at par with the banking industry as per the National
Industrial Tribunal and verdicts of the hon.

And within, four-and-a-half decades, these banks have been able to emerge as
the largest banks of rural India having more than 20,000 branches and about
one lakh staff strength by way of achieving all targets under Government-
sponsored schemes and economic programmes. These banks have played a
pivotal role in the lives of rural people living below poverty line. The customer
base of Regional Rural Banks has now exceeded to 30 crores cutting across a

large number of rural people. Thank you.

(xi) Need to set up common Bio-Medical Waste Treatment Plants

DR. (PROF.) KIRIT PREMJIBHAI SOLANKI (Ahmedabad West ): The
Government through Biomedical Waste Rules, 2016 had instructed all
hospitals to follow regulations regarding the management of biomedical waste.
These regulations place a lot of responsibility on the hospitals to manage
biomedical waste. However, hospitals, especially small and medium from both
public and private sector find them difficult to implement. It is very expensive
for them to phase out commonly used chlorinated plastic bags, gloves, blood
bags and establish a barcode system for bags/containers. Purchasing of non-
polluting incinerators puts a lot of burden on these small hospitals as these are
generally imported commodities. Currently, there are only around 200
Common Bio-Medical Waste Treatment Faciliies (CBMWTF) in operation
which are inadequate for Health facilities in 750 districts spread across the
country. Therefore, | request the Government to set up Common Bio-Medical
Waste Treatment Plants and provide funds to small hospitals to encourage

them in implementing the rules.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Sabarimala is the most
renowned pilgrim centre in Kerala, attracting devotees from entire south India.
Sabarimala suffers development deficit due to apathy from both Union & State
Government. The Government is unwilling to release forest land for
development of Sabarimala and there are inadequate facilities for pilgrims, and
State government’s refusal to release Rs 100 crore earmarked for Sabarimala

derails the development prospects.

Sabarimala development works must include creating potable water
distribution network and cleaning of river Pamba. Since Pamba water is used
by people downstream in several districts, a PAMBA RIVER MASTER PLAN
like NAMAMI GANGE must be declared and funds be allocated. Sabarimala
development projects are standstill as the forestland has not yet been released
and facilities for pilgrims including accommodation, resting facilities, adequate
parking and establishing AIIMS like facility must be completed immediately by

removing all policy hurdles.
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(xv) Regarding Revision of pay of Assistant Accounts officers in Ministry
of Defence

SHRI K. SUDHAKARAN (KANNUR): The 7th CPC Resolution of Ministry of
Finance, vide No.1/11/2016 dated 25.07.2016, recommended a hike in Grade
Pay from Rs. 4800 to Rs. 5400 for Assistant Accounts Officers in Finance
Division, Ministry of Defence who have completed four years of service. The
final approval was subject to recommendation by Department of Personnel and
Training (DOPT). A committee constituted by DoPT had also approved this
recommendation. However, the matter is still pending for reasons unknown
and the DoPT have not yet issued directions to Ministry of Finance to dispense
a Government Order, notwithstanding, the Ministry of Finance, vide letter No.
25/2/2017-11C/E.IIIA dated 18,06.2018, sanctioning the grant of grade pay of
Rs.5400 for the same Accounts Cadre under other Ministries. | request the
Hon’ble Minister of State for Personnel and Training to look into this matter and

issue necessary directions to facilitate their grade pay hike at the earliest.
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(xvi) Regarding Indo-Nepal diplomatic relations

SHRI RAJMOHAN UNNITHAN (KASARAGOD): Recently, Prime Minister of
Nepal demanded withdrawal of Indian military personnel from the Kalapani
region. Nepal has witnessed street protests since India published a new
political map on November 2, 2019 which portrayed the Kalapani enclave as
part of India.

Souring of the relationship between India and Nepal is not an ignorable
affair. India and Nepal have a strong political, cultural and geographical
bonding. But for the last few years, the Indo-Nepal relations have soured.
China has been accelerating its grip over Nepal mainly by including Nepal in
China’s ambitious Belt and Road Initiative.

In this context, it would be a Himalayan blunder to allow the Indo Nepal
relations to be jeopardized. Steps may be taken to avoid a stand-off between
India and Nepal and diplomatic routes may be activated to avoid further

escalation of tension.
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(xvii) Regarding setting up of a Medical College at Udhagamandalam in

Tamil Nadu

SHRI A. RAJA (NILGIRIS): A new Medical College has been approved under
Phase-lll of Centrally Sponsored Scheme at Udhagamandalam, the Nilgiris,
Tamil Nadu in consequence of my meeting and my letter dated 15.07.2019
and 01.10.2019.

The Hindustan Photo Films Manufacturing Company ceased to exist
from the year 2013. The process of handing over the 303.8 acres land of HPF
Manufacturing Company to the State Government by the Ministry of Heavy
Industries and Public Enterprises is on.

25 acres of land out of this 303.8 acres has been earmarked by the
Government of Tamil Nadu at Ooty for setting up of new Government Medical
College at Udhagamandalam.

|, therefore, request the Union Government to utilize the space/building
of HPF Company alongwith its existing infrastructure for establishment of new
Medical College as this will reduce the cost/expenditure of approved Medical

College to be set up at Udhagamandalam, the Nilgiris, Tamil Nadu.
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(xviii) Regarding Krishna-Godavari river linking project

SHRI POCHA BRAHMANANDA REDDY (NANDYAL): | commend the
Government for increasing the allocation to Ministry of Jal Shakti by 13.5%
during 2018-2019 and 2019-2020. This will help bridge the estimated gap to
complete various programmes like National Water Mission, River basin
Management etc. | would like to take this opportunity to draw attention towards
Krishna- Godavari river linking project.

Sir, Krishna river is a deficit basin, compromising the stabilization of
Krishna delta. The average inflow into Srisailam reservoir, the main source of
supply for Rayalaseema region, has reduced from 1,230 TMC to 456 TMC
over the last 52 years. On the other hand, the river Godavari is showing a
surplus of 2,780 TMC on an average in the last thirty years. This surplus water
drains into the Bay of Bengal. We assess that surplus water at Dowlaiswaram
can be taken to Nagarjuna Sagar and Srisailam Dams and from there to the
backward districts of Rayalseema and Prakasam.

This project will provide relief to scarce rainfall zone farmers and help

increase the farm productivity of Agriculture.

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(xx) Regarding withdrawal of notification by South Central Railway

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Railway Recruitment Cell of South
Central Railway has recently issued notification to recruit 4,103 candidates as
Apprentices for Lalaguda Workshop, Vijayawada, Kazipet, Guntakal, Maulah
Diesel Loco Sheds and for 24 other places in Telangana and Andhra Pradesh.
The educational requirement for this is 10th Standard with ITI. But, the problem
is the notification indicates that candidates from any part of the country can
apply for this Apprenticeship.

The convention is that vacancies of Apprenticeship are filled only from
candidates within the region. This is how it is happening in every Railway Zone
of the country. But, the recent notification inviting candidates from all over the
country will jeopardize the prospects of Telugu candidates from Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana. The concern of Telugu candidates is, if candidates
from other States come and join here, then they will take away a large chunk of
14,000 vacancies that the SCR is going to fill up because 20% of regular
vacancies are filled with Apprentices. Secondly, of the 70,000 vacancies that
the Railways is in the process to fill-in, 7,000 vacancies are from SCR. And,
out of these, 1,400 vacancies are filled with Apprentices. So, if candidates from
other States join SCR as Apprentices, then Telugu candidates from Andhra

Pradesh and Telangana will suffer.
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In view of the above, | demand that the notification issued by SCR for
recruiting 4,103 Apprentices be withdrawn forthwith and a fresh notification be

issued by making candidates eligible only from the SCR region.

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Hon. Speaker, Sir, thank you for

giving me this opportunity to speak on this Bill.

The declared objective of this legislation is to form a Central University
for Sanskrit by elevating three existing deemed universities to be Universities.
We hope that this will provide better opportunities for concentrating on higher
studies in different disciplines of our ancient wisdom and also for meaningful

research activities. Hence, the attempt is laudable.

15.58 hrs (Dr. (Prof.) Kirit Premjibhai Solanki, in the Chair)
There are 18 Sanskrit Universities in India spread across 14 States. The

first Sanskrit University in India, Sampurnanand Sanskrit University was

established in 1791 in Varanasi, Uttar Pradesh. The most recent Sanskrit

University was established in Haryana in the name of the legendary Indian
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poet and the author of Ramayana, Maharshi Valmiki. Ramayana is considered
as the greatest literary masterpiece of India and was written in Sanskrit.

As all of us are aware, Sanskrit is the repository of our ancient
knowledge and the world outside honours this land for that language and the
culture enshrined in it. Unfortunately, this great treasure was confined for a
long time to the elite belonging to the upper layers of the society. The majority
of the population were denied access to that language or to that culture.
History tells us that it was a Mughal Prince Dara Shikoh who brought it to the
outside world by translating the Upanishads into the Persian language. This
paved the way for the West to know about our culture. The discovery of
Sanskrit by the outside world in the 18" and 19" centuries revolutionised the
thought process of that era. Sanskrit was the source for the emergence of new
systems like linguistics and other Indological studies.

16.00 hrs

We are thankful to the pioneering efforts of these foreign scholars who
fixed Sanskrit in the global knowledge system. Thanks to their untiring efforts,
there are Departments of Sanskrit Studies in many of the Universities, as the
hon. Minister said, the world over. We hope that the new Central University
will co-ordinate the research activities in these centres and collaborate for new
ventures in new areas.

Various manuscripts which are treasures of ancient Indian knowledge
and medicine including Ayurveda are being actively researched there. In this

scenario, where even foreign countries are spending resources to extract this
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knowledge, India where all these originated from, falls short in many aspects.
Unearthing this information, translating these two forms where it can be used,
is the need of the hour.

| would like to share one important point with you in this context. We
should not mix up language with religion. All languages are great in their own
way; all religions are also great. We should respect all of them but desist from
mixing the two or identify any language with any particular religion.

Some instances around us, to say the least, are painful. Recently, a
brilliant scholar in Sanskrit, duly selected to the post of Professor was not
allowed to join in one of our reputed Universities merely because he was a
Muslim. After being humiliated continuously, he bowed out and resigned. This
House would like to know the action taken by the Government against those
who threatened the scholar from entering the campus.

Sri Shankaracharya University of Sanskrit is situated in my constituency.
It is in Kalady which is the birth place of Adi Shankaracharya. It is in the name
of Adi Sankara, the great eighth century philosopher who achieved the
pinnacle of ultimate knowledge and wisdom.

Dr. M.C. Dileep Kumar, the previous Vice-Chancellor and the University
Syndicate had submitted two proposals to the Government. One was to
establish an International Study Centre for Sanskrit research establishing tie-
ups with other universities including international universities to bridge the gap

between Sanskrit education and mainstream education. The second proposal
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was to declare Sri Shankaracharya University as the nodal agency for
propagation of Sanskrit studies in South India.

| would urge upon the Parliament and the concerned Ministry to kindly
reconsider these proposals. It is also my humble request to convert Sri
Shankaracharya University into a Central University considering the
importance of this great language and the need to impart and propagate it as
much as possible.

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"SHRI A. RAJA (NILGIRIS): Hon. Chairman Sir, Vanakkam. | thank you for
giving me an opportunity to speak on the Central Sanskrit Universities Bill,
2019. After being elected to Lok Sabha for the fifth time and having served as
Union Minister three times, | got this opportunity to speak in my mother tongue
for the first time in this House which is necessitated.

While taking part in a discussion on a Bill, time will be allotted to a
political party as per the number of MPs it has in the House. | too have agreed
to that. As the current discussion is going on a different angle, instead of going
with head count of MPs or party strength, | request Hon. Chairman Sir to allot
equal time to the opposition parties to express their views. This Bill aims to
boost Post Graduate, Doctoral, and Post Doctoral education in the field of
Sanskrit and Shastraic education.

Hon. Chairman Sir, | wish to state that myself and my party Dravida
Munnetra Kazhagam, DMK are not against any particular language. DMK will
not accept a language dominating the other, on the basis of claiming its
supremacy. DMK will never ever allow a language to supress another
language. We are not against the activities undertaken by the Government for
promoting Sanskrit. At the same time, the views expressed in this august
House should not try to make a big mistake in the political history. In India, we

have two schools of thought. Historians have even accepted this.

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Sir C.P. Ramaswamy lyer who was the Diwan of Travancore Kingdom,
served as Vice-Chancellor of Banaras Hindu University. When Shri Jawaharlal
Nehru constituted the National Integration Council for integration of princely
states, he made Sir C.P. Ramaswamy lyer to head that Council. He had
expertise in several fields including Sanskrit. He said, “the two components of
Indian culture are based on Sanskrit and Dravidian languages”. He said that
the culture of this country is based on two schools of thought one being
Sanskrit and other being the Dravidian languages. Both are said to be different
according to him. | don’t have time to trace its origin. | totally disagree with the
statement made by Hon Minister saying Tamil is derived from Sanskrit.

Perarignar Anna spoke in Parliament saying ‘I belong to the Dravidian
community. As | claim to be a Dravidian, | am not against a Gujarati or a
Marathi. The reason being that we have strong, varied and worthy credentials
to give to the world. We can give them with our individual identity to the world.”
You should agree to the fact that in India, we have two schools of thought; one
is Aryan culture based on Sanskrit and the other one is Dravidian culture
based on south Indian languages like Tamil, Telugu and Malayalam. With due
respect, | want to say one thing here. “If you say Sanskrit is the language of
Gods and only it is understood by Gods, if other languages are not understood
by God, then | don’t want such a God to be worshipped. We are ready to throw
away that God.” This was stated by the great philosopher and visionary

Thanthai Periyar. Therefore we are atheists or theists not because of our
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principles but because of the views expressed by you; and we are forced to
take a stand.

You should understand that we want to bring reform in the society.
Sanskrit is one of the languages belonging to the Indo-European language
group. Similarly Tamil and other languages belong to the Dravidian group of
languages. Both these languages have special characteristics. | don’t deny
this. You should analyse with an open mind as to why and where we have
defects. | don’t deny the fact that Sanskrit is a classical language. You have
Vedas, Puranas, Agamas, Bhagavad Gita, Epics like Mahabharat and
Ramayana, in Sanskrit. The age of Sanskrit, even with a liberal mind, can be
found as not more than 2500 years. This is not my statement. This was stated
by the Historians. If you see Tamil, it has a very rich heritage. We had the First
Sangam period that dates back to 4500 years ago. This First Sangam was
formed by King Kaichinavazhuthi. It consisted of 450 poets. All books
published during this period other than Muthunaarai, Muthukurugu have been
washed away by floods or devoured by sea. This is history based on the stone
inscriptions. | am not talking about the language of Gods or as a belief. You
should understand one thing. It is not appreciable for the hon. MPs to speak on
the basis of some beliefs. My learned colleague and former IPS Officer
Satyapal Singh also spoke here. | should say belief is something different.
During my childhood, when | was studying, my parents had hung a photograph
of Lord Shiva wearing a crescent moon on his head. | believed that moon was

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year 1969 when Armstrong landed on moon and kept his left leg forward, |
could not accept the story of Lord Shiva. Therefore belief is something
different.

BEESETTI VENKATA SATYAVATHI : In fact, Hindu religious ceremonies
are impossible without the recitation of mantras in Sanskrit. Yet, Sanskrit is not
our link language. Sanskrit grammar is highly developed, rigid and
mathematically dense. Ancient scholar Panini’s book ‘Ashtadhyayi’ is one of
the finest works in Sanskrit grammar. Scholars like Patanjali associated
grammar with spirituality and yoga sutras.

Sanskrit was a truly universal and integrating language, spoken not only

by Hindus but also by Jains and Buddhists. Sanskrit is one of the official

languages of the country. Sanskrit has been used to create beautiful poetry,

extraordinary literary works and remarkable scientific discovery. Such a rich
language should be studied and researched.

As per the provisions of the Bill, three Sanskrit deemed universities
which are currently functioning in the country will be converted into Central
Universities, namely, Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan at New Delhi, Shri Lal
Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha at New Delhi, and Rashtriya
Sanskrit Vidyapeetha at Tirupati. On behalf of our Party, YRCP, and on behalf
of the people of Andhra Pradesh, especially people of Tirupati, | would like to
thank the Government, especially the HRD Minister, for upgrading the Tirupati-
based Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha into a Central University.

This has been a long-standing demand of Sanskrit scholars and
academia, and | once again congratulate the Government for converting the
three deemed-to-be universities into Central universities to make them a seat
of Sanskrit learning of national and international repute.

As we all know, there are 45 Central Universities in India, and currently,
40 universities are functioning under the supervision of the Ministry of Human
Resource Development.

There is an urgent and a dire need to help the current generation of
students understand the great language and heritage of Sanskrit. The first and
authentic description of Indian boundaries is available only in old Sanskrit
literature. No one can imagine India without Sanskrit. But, in spite of many
institutions of Sanskrit in the country, at present, the condition of Sanskrit

language is dismal and is not known to be a language of common man.
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It is important to highlight here that the relation between Sanskrit
language and Indian languages, scheduled and non-scheduled, is symbiotic in
nature and as a result development of Sanskrit means development of other
languages also.

In addition to that, utilitarian thoughts for our value systems like,
“Satyameva Jayate”, “Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam”, etc. are taken from ancient
books and were written in Sanskrit only.

The ancient scriptures also, Sir, are source of great knowledge and by
following the morals contained therein, India can become the world leader in
near future. But, for this, there should be basic understanding of Sanskrit
amongst the common people. This is only possible when there shall be use of
Sanskrit language in research and development of computer science,
traditional science, mathematics and different social sciences.

Sir, establishing a Central Sanskrit University will give Sanskrit language
the prestige that it rightly deserves. Additionally, it will give the university a
degree of autonomy to carry out its functions.

In conclusion, | would like to say that Sanskrit is a culturally and
historically rich language whose importance is declining in the modern times.

Establishing a Central University for Sanskrit research will help in preserving

and propagating this beautiful language.
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Before concluding, here is a divine blessing, in Sanskrit, from Vedas for

the entire universe, and | quote:

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DR. RAJASHREE MALLICK (JAGATSINGHPUR): Thank you, hon.
Chairperson.

First of all, | would like to inform the august House that | strongly support
this Bill. As all of us know, Sanskrit is a language of ancient India with a history
of 3,500 years. Sanskrit is called the mother of all languages. Many nations
have also agreed with that. Most of their words have been derived from
Sanskrit. It is found that the Sanskrit language has 96 words for a single
meaning, namely, ‘love’. This tells that it is a language of love, humanity,
peace and tranquillity.

It is the primary liturgical language of Hinduism and the predominant
language of most of the works of Hindu philosophy as well as some of the
principle texts of Buddism and Jainism. The Upanishads, Vedas,
Mahabharata, Bhagavad Gita and Ramayana are written in Sanskrit language.
We all know eminent persons like Mahakavi Kalidas, Jaidev, Vyasadev, Sarala
Das Panini, Aryabhatta and Valmiki worked in Sanskrit.

The Government is promoting Sanskrit language at all levels, ie.,
schools, colleges and universities in the country. Sanskrit is taught as the third
language to all students of classes 6 to 8 of Kendriya Vidyalayas across the
country. The facilities and option to study Sanskrit is also provided to all
students from class IX onwards at Kendriya Vidyalayas. The NCERT also
organises orientation programme for the promotion of language education in

various States including Uttar Pradesh.
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As we know, there are about 120 universities in the country which offer
Sanskrit as a subject of language and also it is offered by 760 colleges in the
country. There are 15 Sanskrit universities, of which, three are deemed
universities, namely, Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan, Delhi; Sri Lal Bahadur
Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha, New Delhi; and the Rashtriya Sanskrit
Vidyapeetha, Tirupati. They are fully funded by the Central Government and
12 such universities are funded by the State Governments.

There are also 1000 traditional Sanskrit colleges affiliated to these
universities with about 10 lakh students. There are 41 central universities in
the country at present. When there are already two language specific central
universities — The English and Foreign Language University and the Maulana
Azad National Urdu University at Hyderabad, | strongly demand a central
university for Sanskrit. The Ministry of Human Resource Development has
also initiated a proposal to turn three deemed universities imparting education
in Sanskrit into central universities to make them seat of Sanskrit learning of
national and international repute.

Hence, | heartily and strongly support this initiation of the Government in

this regard.
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*SHRI HEMANT PATIL (HINGOLI) : Hon. Chairperson Sir, Thank you very
much for allowing me to speak on the Central Sanskrit Universities Bill, 2019. |
rise to support this bill. The person who knows Sanskrit is not an ordinary
human being but he becomes godly. Sanskrit is mother of all languages.
Sanskrit is also regarded as the language of Gods. It is believed that Sanskrit
has been developed out of ‘Damru’ of Lord Shiva. This language has got a
vocabulary of 15 lac words. If you look at the salient features of this language
you will be surprised. You have only ‘water’ in English for ‘Jal’. But Sanskrit

has got many synonyms for water like Jal, paani, toy, neer etc.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Mr.
Chairperson Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Central Sanskrit
Universities Bill, 2019.

Sir, | rise to support this Bill. | fully support the Bill with a concrete
suggestion that the treatment which you are providing to Sanskrit should be
given to all the languages, especially, the Dravidian languages.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Can we say ‘all classical languages’?
SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : Yes, Sir. It should be ‘all classical
languages’. | stand corrected.

Sir, language has no religion, caste or creed. The language, Sanskrit, is
one of the best classical languages. It has definitely contributed a lot for the
cultural tradition of our country, and the Indian philosophy. We all appreciate it.
But unfortunately, in the olden days, it had been used as one of the means by
which the suppressed class or the people belonging to the lower strata had
been oppressed. That is the main problem which | would like to highlight.

Sir, Sree Narayana Guru, a social reformer in Kerala and Sree
Vidyadhiraja Chatambi Swamikal, another social reformer in Kerala, in
Vedadikara Nirupanam, a book which is in Malayalam, have clearly defined
and interpreted what Veda is. According to Sree Vidyadhiraja Chatambi
Swamikal, Veda is nothing but the only medium to distinguish between
Dharma and Adharma. What is Dharma and Adharma — it has been well

distinguished by a medium called Veda. But unfortunately, these Vedic

interpretations, in the olden days, were misinterpreted in a way so as to
oppress the downtrodden people of this country, those who are not able to
have the basic minimum knowledge. That is the history of India.

The hon. Minister has just cited that definitely, it does not relate to any
caste or anything. | said that the language is universal, and it has no religion.
But if we read clause 7 of the BIll, it is stated:

“The University shall be open to all persons of either sex and

whatever caste, creed, race or class, and it shall not be lawful for

the University to adopt or impose on any person, any test

whatsoever of religious belief or profession in order to entitle him

to be appointed as a teacher of the University or to hold any other

office ...”

What prompted the Government to put such a clause in this Bill?

Mr. Minister, you are indirectly admitting that in the name of language of
Sanskrit, there is a clear-cut discrimination prevailing in the country as against
the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes. That
is why, when you are drafting a Bill to incorporate three deemed universities
coming under the purview of the Central University, you are forced to write or
draft a particular clause. So, there is a social discrimination prevailing in our
country. We have a bitter experience in our State. Last month, a Muslim man
had got the appointment as a Sanskrit teacher, but unfortunately, he was not

allowed to enter the campus.
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SHRI ARJUN RAM MEGHWAL: The hon. Minister has given the clarification.
SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : It is concerning my State of Kerala.

We are not against Sanskrit. We fully agree with the Government for
bringing this Bill. Definitely, Sanskrit language, which is a langue of India,
should be promoted. We know what the Universal Classical Languages are.
They are Tamil, Latin, Greek, Hebrew, Chinese, Arabic and Sanskrit.

SHRI ARJUN RAM MEGHWAL: You are on clause 7.
SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : Yes, | am on clause 7.

In a legislation of our Parliament, when we are forced to write or draft
such a clause, it means that this language was used, in a way, to exploit the
poor people of this country. That has to be changed. | fully agree with clause 7
and | fully approve it also.

There is another discrimination, which | would like to mention. My hon.
friend, Shri A. Raja has also rightly described it. Here, | would like to present
some statistics regarding the way the Sanskrit is being treated and other
languages are being treated. Kindly see the funds that have already been
provided. In the financial year 2011-12, the MHRD gave Rs. 108 crore to the
Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan in New Delhi. Similarly, Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri
Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha, New Delhi has been given Rs. 20 crore plus.
Then, Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha in Tirupati was provided Rs. 18 crore;
Kameshwar Singh Darbhanga Sanskrit Vishwavidyalaya in Bihar was provided
Rs. 1.96 crore; Shri Jagannnath Sanskrit Vidyapeetha in Puri, Odisha was

provided Rs. 2.35 crore; and Maharishi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Vidya
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Pratishthan in Ujjain, Madhya Pradesh was provided Rs. 12 crore. In total, it
will come to around Rs. 150 crore.

Sir, if you examine the amount given by the Ministry of Human
Resource Development to all other languages, including Tamil, and
Malayalam, which has also been declared as a Classical Language in our
State by the Central Government, in total, it comes to just Rs. 12 crore! So, the
amount given by the Ministry of Human Resource Development for all other
classical languages, comes to even less than 10 per cent of the amount given
for the Sanskrit language.

That is why, we are saying that there is a clear cut discrimination, which
needs to be avoided. We will definitely support the Sanskrit University. But at
the same time, same treatment should be meted out to all other universities
and all other languages. That is my submission.

Sir, we have a Sanskrit University in Kerala. In my Constituency, one
centre is there. But fund crisis is the basic problem. So, | am requesting the
hon. Minister of Human Resource Development to provide maximum financial
assistance to the Sanskrit University in Kerala and to the centre in my
Constituency.

Sir, with these words, | conclude, and | once again express my sincere

thanks to you for providing me this opportunity. Thank you.
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*SHRI S. VENKATESAN (MADURALI): Hon. Chairman Sir, Vanakkam. While
introducing the Bill, Hon. Minister for HRD said that Sanskrit is the mother of all
Indian languages and it is the source of knowledge of the world. This was a
shocking statement from the Hon. Minister. | want to ask on what scientific
basis you are claiming this. People will want that the Hon Minister should
present facts based on scientific proof on the floor of Parliament. What the
Minister has spoken is a baseless statement. | want to place before you some
statistics. The first stone inscription of Sanskrit was found in Hathipada of
Rajasthan and Junagadh of Gujarat. The period is first century AD. The first
stone inscription in Tamil was found in Maangulam of Madurai and
Pulimaankombai of Theni. The period is 6" century BC. Tamil stone
inscriptions were found 700 years before the first Sanskrit stone inscriptions.
Now say which language is older? Based on scientific facts and findings we
want to say Sanskrit which is 700 years younger to Tamil. From 6" century BC
to 18" century AD so far 60000 stone inscriptions have been found in Tamil. |
want register in this august House that only 4000 stone inscriptions belong to
Sanskrit.

Time and again many members said Sanskrit is the language of Gods.
That is their belief. We want to say Tamil is not the language of Gods. Tamil is

the language of the people. You have so many literary works in Sanskrit aged

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2000 years ago. Can you name at least one woman writer of Sanskrit? There
is not even a single woman writer in Sanskrit. But in Tamil even before 2000
years we had more than 40 woman writers. This is the distinction of Tamil as
the only world language to have the maximum number of woman writers
before 2000 years. That's why we call Tamil as the people’s language.
Sanskrit has never been a spoken language. It was only used in rituals. Tamil
has the unique distinction of being the people’s language for more than 3000
years. Even today Tamil is the official language in countries like Sri Lanka,
Singapore, Malaysia, Mauritius and Canada. We are not saying Tamil is a
language of Gods. But it is the language spoken by 10 Crore people across the
globe. Tamil is a secular language. Excavations in Keezhadi have created a
milestone in the archaeological history of India. As many as 16000 antique
articles are recovered from Keezhadi. But not even one particle belonged to
any religion or religious institution. We got more than 100 Brahmi letters. Even
before big religions are found, Tamil remained as flourishing language during
the 6" century BC.

Hon. Minister of State for Parliamentary Affairs while his intervention
during the debate said that this discussion should not be seen as a competition
between Sanskrit and Tamil languages. We don’t want to fight. Why will we be
fighting against the Sanskrit language which is 700 years younger to us? If you
time and again project Sanskrit as the identity of Indian culture and Indian
knowledge, then the first voice against Sanskrit will be from Tamil Nadu.

There are four deemed Universities under the Central Government. You
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assured that all the four Universities will be made as Central Universities. What
have you done? You have changed three Deemed Universities into Central
Universities. But the Gandhigram University in Tamil Nadu is left out. Which is
problematic for you- Gandhi or Tamil? You should convert Gandhigram
University as a Central University. The Director post at the Central Institute of
Classical Tamil is lying vacant. As many as 150 faculty positions are lying
vacant. You are not allocating funds to language related Universities. Central
Institute of Indian languages, Mysore is a Central University. Similarly, the
Government should give importance to promotion of all the Indian languages,
instead of giving importance to one particular language, Sanskrit claiming it to
be identity of India and the language of Gods. Such a behaviour is not good for
a secular government. India’s identity is in all the languages we have; let us

uphold all of them. Thank you.

*SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN (TIRUPPUR): Hon. Chairman Sir, Vanakkam.
Change is the only thing that is unchanged. We should review everything on
the basis of the scientific fact that everything keeps on changing. On behalf of
Communist Party of India, | want to speak on this Bill. We don’t accept
opposing any particular language. We do not have any objection for promoting
Sanskrit language. Imposition of a language or domination of a particular
language on another language can never be tolerated. One can learn a

language willingly. Whereas one should not be compelled or forced to learn a

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language. We cannot accept all the views expressed in Sanskrit language. You
can have a liking for Sanskrit language. But to say Sanskrit has everything
under this Universe is against the scientific truth. We talk about Vedas.

| come from the land of Mahakavi Bharathi who said ‘Vedam Puthumai
Sei’. He urged to create new Vedas. You say, Shudras cannot learn Vedas;
Panchamars cannot go near them. Can we accept those who insist saying to
cut the tongue of lower caste people who read Vedas and pour molten lead
into their ears who happen to hear Vedas.? We cannot accept. You love a
language. It is fine. But all the views expressed in that language are not
acceptable. Thoughts can be put forth based on the scientific facts of the
period. You should accept that there are good as well as bad thoughts in the
literary works of Sanskrit.

While addressing the gathering of the Scientists of the world countries
you should not say that certain things were made possible even before several
thousand years ago. This is not acceptable. We should stop doing this. It is not
the fault of the particular language. It is error of time. There is no tolerance
from the treasury benches towards opposition members. People have voted
you to power to listen patiently to the voices of the opposition on a priority

basis. People have not only elected the ruling party members, but also elected

the opposition leaders. L

HON. CHAIRPERSON: | will call you after his speech.
SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you hon.
Chairman, Sir, for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Central Sanskrit
Universities Bill, 2019.

This legislation will definitely help in keeping Sanskrit, which is ancient
and mother of all languages, alive. | am saying that this Bill will keep the
language alive because once thriving, it is now reduced to barely one per cent
of Indians speaking this language. It is a language, which, once upon a time,
was used to be the official language of much of the country but now it is just
the official language of one State, Uttarakhand where the hon. Minister is
coming from.

Sanskrit is not just limited to Hindus alone. It is a philosophical language
used in Jainism, Buddhism and Sikhism also. If one looks at the journey of
Sanskrit, it started from the vedic era and then it went to the classical era of
Sanskrit and now it has come to the present day. To save, promote and
propagate Sanskrit, the Government of India gave it the classical language
status. | am sure that efforts are being made to spread Sanskrit not only within
the country but also in other parts of the world.

| just wish to give one small example of how Sanskrit was dealt with,
back in the Eighteenth Century. In the 1780s, when the West was acquiring

physical and intellectual treasures from India, Sir William Jones, an Anglo-
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Welsh philologist and a scholar of ancient India and particularly known for his
proposition of the existence of relationship between the European and the
Indian languages, in his address to the Royal Asiatic Society of Bengal, said:

“The Sanskrit language, whatever be its antiquity, is of a wonderful

structure; more perfect than the Greek, more copious than the Latin, and

more refined than either of them.”

The Bill proposes to upgrade the Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha,
Tirupati, which is located in Andhra Pradesh, which is one of the oldest
institutions established in 1961 to help propagate Sanskrit language in the
country along with two other deemed universities which have been mentioned
in the BIll. It is a wonderful initiative by the Government of India and we, from
the Telugu Desam Party, welcome it. The Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha at
Tirupati is a premier institution in the area of higher learning Sanskrit studies,
traditional sastras and is focussed on improving Sanskrit pedagogy and
combining traditional Sanskrit education with modern scientific research. Sir,
the RSV at Tirupati has been requesting for quite some time now for opening
up off- campuses and permitting it to give affiliation to other institutions also.
But | understand that the UGC is not granting the permission right now. | feel
that there should not be any kind of discrimination regarding the Sanskrit
language and | am saying this because the UGC in 2015 exempted the
Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan and allowed it to open off-campuses, and clause

3 of the Bill also has recognised this. So, | request the hon. Minister, through
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you, Sir, to permit the universities to open more off-campuses for propagating
Sanskrit also.

Other than this, like everyone is discussing their own language, it is my
responsibility also to discuss my language. | am coming from the Telugu
Desam Party. The party itself has the name of our language, Telugu.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Both Telugu and Desam are there.
SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : Yes, Sir, it has the country and
also the language.

On behalf of our language also, we want to make a request. The
Government is granting a fund of Rs.100 crore for the development of classical
languages. Even Telugu is considered as a classical language by the
Government of India. | request that more financial strength be given for the
development of these classical languages. | do not want to differentiate
between Tamil and Telugu or any other language. The Indian civilization has
peaked many years ago. Some of the treasures that we have, the cultures that
we have, the traditions that we have, these are all hidden in the languages that
we are using today. So, it is necessary to give the same importance to each
and every language as the Central Government is giving to Sanskrit.

Sir, | can say many words regarding our Telugu language also. It is one
of the most beautiful languages. It is called the ‘ltalian of the East'.
....(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Italian!
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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : Sir, it is a beautiful language. It is
‘Sundara, madhuramaina Telugu’.

Sir, C. Narayana Reddy Garu, who was the Member of the other House,
Rajya Sabha, was also a poet himself. ....(Interruptions)
HON. CHAIRPERSON : He was a Jnanpith Award winner and a nominated
Member of the Rajya Sabha.
SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : Yes Sir, he was a Jnanpith
awardee. In his own words he described Telugu language beautifully. He said:

Kadali anchulu daati kadalindi Telugu

Edala lotulu meeti egasindi Telugu

E bhasha chinukaina e yaasa chinukaina

Tanalona kalupukoni taralindi Telugu

There are many literary works that have been done in this language. A
lot of wonderful poetry is there in Telugu. | request the Central Government
and the hon. Minister also to consider the development of all the classical
languages. Give equal importance to each. If a language becomes extinct, the
tradition and the culture is also at a deep distress. That is why so much
importance has to be given to the language also.

Furthermore, if we get an opportunity, we should definitely discuss this
subject in much more detail - how to improve the languages that we have? As

the ambit of the Bill is just related to the establishment Central Sanskrit

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, |
thank you for giving me this opportunity. While participating in the discussion
on this Bill, | have a gratification. In 1993 when | was the Minister of Education
in the State of Kerala, Sree Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit was
established during my tenure as Education Minister. | have that gratification. It
was 26 years back, but | still remember that when | was piloting that Bill,
somebody asked why a Muslim League Minister was taking so much of
interest in establishing a Sanskrit University. | replied, ‘Do not mix the
language with religion. Sanskrit is not that of Hindus and Arabic is not that of
Muslims.” That was the reply | gave at that time.

As far as Sanskrit language and its development is concerned, the
Central Universities may help it, but unfortunately, we have not realised the
significance and relevance of Sanskrit language. Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru in
his Discovery of India said and | quote:

“If | was asked what is the greatest treasure which India possesses

and what is her greatest heritage, | would answer unhesitatingly that

it is the Sanskrit language and literature and all that it contains.”
Panditji’s noting is really commendable and we all must speak proudly about

that.
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Sir, it is a fact that we have not explored the possibility of Sanskrit
language. We all know that. Some people say that Sanskrit language is a dead
language, but one fact remains that Sanskrit language was treated like, what is
called, an ornamental kind of thing. That concept was there. It is not
communicative also, in that way. That fact is also there. But learning Sanskrit is
not like learning a new language. For a student who knows any Indian
language can easily do it. Sixty-two per cent of the words used in most of
Indian languages are from Sanskrit. About 20 per cent of words are either
original or borrowed from Sanskrit language. It is like that.

Sir, | would like to say an important thing. Why was Sanskrit language
ignored? We know that even the Sanskrit University in Kashi or Varanasi is
facing a lot of problems. | would humbly invite the hon. Minister to visit Kerala
Sanskrit University. He will be quite happy to see that. Sir, | would like to invite
you also for that. We have to realise that.

We have to understand how to activate the learning of the Sanskrit
language. That is what we have to do. Sanskrit should be closely linked with
life. It should be a language with all such kinds of considerations. In the
Sanskrit universities and institutions, we have to offer composite kind of
courses, which should not confine to Sanskrit only. Of course, | may tell you
what we did in Kerala. When we started this Sanskrit University in Kerala, we
started offering composite courses. We laid emphasis on Sanskrit studies.
Sanskrit was offered as a main paper. In addition, we also started offering

MSW, B.Ed. etc. Then, some people asked why a Sanskrit University must
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have MSW and B.Ed. We told that, that Sanskrit University should also have
international studies on language and culture.

Shri Danish Ali was saying about some segments like Urdu in the
Sanskrit University. We started that. As a part of international studies, inter-
cultural studies, we started the composite courses. That was the success
behind that university.

Sir, | do not want to take much time. | would like to tell you only one
thing. When we are starting these universities, we must have a
broadmindedness and we must have a new dimension and a new horizon. It
should not be confined to Vedas, Upanishad, Ayurveda, Yoga etc.

As | correctly mentioned, it is a treasure. We have to explore all the
possibilities; we have to contour the horizon of the knowledge. These
universities, | hope, will play a pivotal role in this direction. With these few

words, | conclude. Thank you very much.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON : It is really gratifying to note that you have mentioned
about extending the horizon in our pursuit relating to education. That is a very
good thing and | hope the Government is taking cognizance of it.

You have also mentioned that you were the person who established the
Sanskrit University in Kerala itself and as has been rightly mentioned about the
turmoil that you must have faced during that time. One can understand that.

But we have come a long way. That was 26 years ago and this is 21
Century. We have to look forward and take full cognizance of the fact as to
what actually had brought this language to such a situation and now is the
time. The responsibility rests with us to move forward and make this language

one of the shining languages of our country.

PROF. SOUGATA RAY : | think Odia is from Sanskrit.
HON. CHAIRPERSON : It is from both the languages. It is an Indo-Dravidian
language. That is why, it is a classical language.
SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Sir, | thank you for giving me
this opportunity to speak.
Sanskrit was a colloquial language and also a standard language of
India in which literature and knowledge was produced, preserved and passed
down for many centuries. But, unfortunately through the ages it has lost its
earlier glitter and needs considerable efforts for its preservation and survival.
The Bill seeks to grant the status of university to Rashtriya Sanskrit
Sansthan, New Delhi, Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeeth,
New Delhi, and Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeeth, Tirupati. The aim of the
proposed legislation is an important step to bring back the glory of Sanskrit.
Now coming to Section 6, sub-section 2, clause (iv), it talks about the
mode of evaluation for the student. Here | would like to state that language
learning process recognizes three factors through which language can be
thoroughly learnt, i.e., reading, writing and speaking. In case of Sanskrit

language, students usually read, rarely write and seldomly speak. As a result
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of this, even after doing graduation, post-graduation or doctoral degree in this
language, one does not get the confidence to speak.

So, | would request the Minister to make a provision for assessment of
speaking skills of the students within the Bill. The Sanskrit through Sanskrit
approach as put forward by the N. Gopalaswami Committee must be accepted.

Now coming to Section 7 of the Bill, it deals with a very delicate and
important matter. It states that no discrimination should be made on the basis
of sex, caste, creed, class and others. | would like to thank the Minister for this
provision. Recently, we saw that appointment of a Muslim Professor at
Benaras Hindu University's Sanskrit Department caused a huge uproar and
protests were carried out.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : That has already been settled. Already the Minister
has talked about it very categorically.

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL : Sir, coming to Section 8, sub-section (iv), it
states that every inspection desired by the Visitor, that is the hon. President of
India, will require a prior notice. | would like to request the hon. Minister to add
a clause that even impromptu or unannounced inspection can also be done.
Surprise inspection will reveal the actual scenario. Either the said clause
should be added or the provision for providing a prior notice for every visit
should be removed, or else the true environment and arrangement of the
universities will never be revealed.

Another problem in the Sanskrit Departments of our educational system

is lack of faculty. In an answer to a question asked by hon. MP, Shri Kanakmal
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Kataria, it was mentioned that 709 posts of teachers are lying vacant in
Mahavidyalayas of the country. In this connection, the UGC had sent letters to
the Mahavidyalayas affiliated to universities in June and 5 more such letters
have been sent till October. In this connection, | would like to know from the
hon. Minister how many vacancies have been filled up so far. Also, how will it
be ensured that these universities will not have a lack of faculty? It is because
in reply to another Starred Question, the hon. Minister informed that there are
89, 50 and 38 posts lying vacant at the Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan, Shri Lal
Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeeth and Rashtriya Sanskrit
Vidyapeeth respectively.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : That point already has come.

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL : Sir, | would like to request the Government,
through you, to take steps to break hunger strike of Ms. Swati Maliwal and
save her life by considering her six valid demands.

Thank you.
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SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): Hon. Chairperson,
Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity to participate in the discussion on
this Bill.

Sir, I, on behalf of the YSRC Party whole-heartedly support the setting
up of the Central Sanskrit University Bill, 2019. The pride and prestige of India
is unity in diversity -- it is not only just because of different religions, different
castes, different customs but also because of different languages. | would like
to request the hon. Minister to support, promote and develop all languages in
India.

Sir, | would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister for the
correction of one word in the Bill. It is because Tirupati is in our State. The
Government has proposed a deemed university there. On behalf of all people
of Andhra Pradesh we would like to thank the hon. Minister for this. | would like
to request for a small correction in the spelling of the place. This may be a
typographical error. The spelling should be TRIPUTE. The hon. Minister may
direct the concerned persons to carry out the necessary correction.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Typographical errors can be corrected.

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH : Sir, the passage of this Bill will
help enhance the opportunities for imparting education in the field of Indian
philosophy, yoga, Ayurveda and Naturopathy. Out of my concern for the

subject of Sanskrit, | would like to say a few words in Sanskrit.
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“Since ancient times India has been the land of gods, the land of sages
and the land of knowledge. Her knowledge originated and developed in the
Sanskrit language. Vedas are the most ancient scriptures in the world. All
sciences originated from Vedas. Philosophy, astrology, Purans, epics, politics,
economics etc. developed in Sanskrit. Sanskrit is the mother of Indian
languages.

Indian culture dwells in Sanskrit. “Let noble thoughts come to us from all
sides” — Soul of Indian culture dwells in Rigveda. For setting up the Central
Sanskrit Universities this Bill is commendable. But, Sir! Only by establishing
the Central Sanskrit Universities the goal of teaching Sanskrit can not be
achieved. There are many Gurukuls in our country. They are not financially
aided by the Central or State Governments.

In secondary education students wish to study Sanskrit as the third
language, but teachers are not available.

Therefore, it is requested that in secondary and higher education able

teachers may kindly be appointed. Thanks.*

CHANDRA SARANGI): Mr. Chairman Sir, | wish to speak in Sanskrit. | may
kindly be allowed to speak something in Sanskrit to support the Central
Sanskrit Universities Bill-2019. Sanskrit is the soul of India. We cannot
imagine India without Sanskrit. | have great respect for Ms. Kanimoghi. She is
a senior MP. There is no dispute between Tamil and Sanskrit but why there is
some dissatisfaction in their mind, | am not able to understand this. Sanskrit is
not the mother of only Indian languages but also of all languages in the world.
Latin, Greek, English etc. have originated from Sanskrit. Odia is the closest
language to Sanskrit. Latin and Greek are also close to Sanskrit. In Sanskrit
we use to word ‘Matri’, from which the word ‘Matar’ in Latin and mother in
English developed. Similarly we use ‘Pitri’ in Sanskrit. In English the

phonetics is not perfect. They are not able to pronounce the sound ‘ta’. That

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is why they made it ‘Peter’ which was a very popular word before 50 years in
English literature. In Latin, Greek, English respectively peter pater, father
words were derived from Sanskrit word ‘Pitri’.  Similarly ‘Bhratri’ because
‘brother’, ‘Duhutri’ became ‘daughter’, ‘path’ became ‘path’, ‘panch’ became
‘punch’, ‘manav’ became ‘man’, ‘gau’ became ‘cow’, ‘nam’ became ‘name’ in
English . Similarily several other English words were derived from Sanskrit.

There is no dispute about the antiquity of Sanskrit. Sanskrit has the
most authentic grammar framed by Panini. In his grammar there are examples
cited from preceding grammar. That is not the first grammar. But for studying
Vedas it is essential to study the Ashtadhyayi of Panini. There are Vedangas —
Shiksha, Kalp, Nirukt, Chhand, Vyakaran and Jyotish. But in common use of
Sanskrit Panini’s grammar is not required. We can converse without having
acquired the knowledge of Panini’s grammar. | have also not formally studied
Sanskrit in a college.

Panini’s grammar came into existence in 1400 BC which means about
3500 years ago. In fact, language is borne before its grammar. Sanskrit is very
ancient language. There is adequate coordination between Sanskrit and
Tamil. Sanskrit is the mother of all Indian languages and also the mother of
Latin and Greek. This is a matter of pride for us.

But people ask, what will one do to after having studied Sanskrit? How
will one earn his living, will he get some employment? | would like to ask
whether there is any guarantee of employment after having studied English.

Employment is quite essential for human life. But only livelihood is not the
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objective of human life. Filling belly is the nature of animals. Human life exists
for the expression of greater consciousness.

If we study Sanskrit, there is guarantee of employment. If we study our
traditional science of architecture, we can go to foreign countries, as several
people have done, and earn lakhs of rupees and bring foreign currency to our
country. We can earn lakhs of rupees in our country too. If we study well
Yoga Shashtra we can earn money in our country and in other countries as
well. If we study Ayurved, we can get employment or we can make ourselves
self-employed or we can prepare medicines or become pharmacist. If we
study Karmkand, we can fulfill the ritualistic needs of migrant Indians in foreign
countries or in our own country and earn money. If we study literature and
grammar, we can get employment in schools, colleges and universities in our
country and also in foreign countries. Through Sanskrit we can promote the
values of human life and experience the elevation of values in our life.

He
replied “Ghoti.”

HON. CHAIRPERSON: The hon. Minister will discuss about the language
separately, if the House decides.

SHRI PRATAP CHANDRA SARANGI : Please allow me for two minutes.

Now Sanskrit is being respected highly in foreign countries. In our
country people are not able to converse in Sanskrit. India is the origin of
Sanskrit.

In our country the sage Ved Vyas compiled the Vedas. Vedas are the
written scriptures. It survived on the oral system known as Shruti. Nobody can
determine authentically the time when Vedas appeared.

5000 years ago Ved Vyas thought that memory of people would
deteriorate. Then he prepared the script of the Vedas in the Devnagari script.

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SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): Thank you, Chairman, Sir,
for giving me this opportunity. | rise to speak on the Central Sanskrit
Universities Bill, 2019 which seeks to convert the existing three Deemed to be
Universities in Sanskrit as Central Universities.

R, ﬁwﬁaw@éwg\l There is no reason why we should oppose
the establishment of the Central Universities. But | would like to take you
through the Statement of Objects and Reasons. 3@3[ 3o foraT & & it would
help in getting better faculty, attract foreign students, Sanskrit scholars, foreign
faculty of international repute and help in international collaborations with
global Universities across the world. If | go to the Financial Memorandum,
there is no increase in the Budgetary support. For example, the Deemed
Universities which used to get Rs. 100 crore, Rs. 20 crore, and Rs. 18 crore,
they still continue to have the same financial support.

| will share my own personal bad experience. In 2009, under the Act of
Parliament, a Central University was established at Koraput. Sir, 10 years
have passed and still it is not started. We have been flagging the issues
through multiple MPs from multiple parties regarding the teaching staff. There
are vacancies in teaching posts; we just recently got a Vice Chancellor. |
personally followed up the issues regarding the Central University of Koraput.
There used to be no Registrar; there used to be an acting VC. They cannot
recruit staff. This has also been flagged in one of the Standing Committee

Reports on challenges in higher education.
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| would like to say that, firstly, teaching is not a lucrative profession for
our students. They are not interested to join teaching profession any more.
Secondly, since it is a rural area — | am talking about the Koraput University —
they do not want to go there and profess teaching. Thirdly, the process of
becoming a Professor is very long. | think, it takes 10 to 11 years before you
can become a Professor or an Associate Professor or an Assistant Professor.
This is something which you need to see and revisit. We can create multiple
Universities but we need teaching staff also.

If | talk about the Sanskrit University, there was a Starred Question and
the hon. Minister had replied just in June this year. If you look at it, there are
1748 sanctioned posts and there are 809 vacancies including 163 in Delhi
itself where you have two Deemed Universities, and we are talking about 120
Universities throughout the country. This is a big problem which needs to be
addressed. We just cannot go on creating a University without faculty, etc.

One of the suggestions which | want to make is this. We have multiple
Universities. When we talk about the Central University, Koraput and when |
compare it with JNU, there are no credit rating agencies whereby we can say
that such and such University is No. 1 or No. 2. A Central University is
supposed to be a premier University but in the absence of any credit rating
agency, we do not have any facility where we can actually compare. There is
no facility of students giving the feedback to the Professors or any peer giving
the feedback to the Professors, which happens in foreign countries. One major

thing, which we have seen, is excessive control and prescription of terms and
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conditions for important posts by the Central Government. This would result in
blatant politicisation of academia and | think this needs to be controlled.

| would like to put some demands relating to the Central University of
Koraput. We need to revisit the curriculum. We need to make it modern. We
need to see how people are attracted. Our own people are not going to the
Central University. Forget the people coming from foreign countries. Finally,
can we have either an off-campus of the Sanskrit University in Rayagada
district which happens to be part of my constituency?

Also, since Oriya is a classical language, | think, it is high time we need
a Central University of Oriya. | hope you will bring a Bill for this. From Odisha,
we all will immediately support the Central University of Oriya. That is what |
have been requesting you. Thank you so much.
HON. CHAIRPERSON : The hon. Member hails from a place called Koraput. If
you go to Koraput, you will find even today the description of nature’s beauty
and all those instances which are explained in Kalidasa’s Kumarasambavam.
That is the place where from the hon. Member hails. Other than Takshashila,
Nalanda and Vikramashila, there was also another world-wide known, famous
university which was called, Pushpagiri Vishwavidyalaya which had been
mentioned by Huien Tsang in his travelogue.

KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): Sir, my constituency
has a dumpyard, called Kodungaiyur Dumpyard, which is one of the largest
dumpyards of Chennai where 75 per cent of the waste of Chennai is brought
and dumped. You will be surprised to know that the extent of this dumpyard is
about 350 acres and the height of the dump is as high as 300 ft. This has
caused a lot of health problems. Almost 10 lakh people are suffering from
respiratory illness and skin diseases. These people are not even aware that
such kind of a danger is surrounding them because they are so much used to it

that they have accepted it as a way of life.
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| am sure that several cities in India like Mumbai and Hyderabad are
facing problems like this. | do not know, Sir, whether in your State Kerala the
dump yards are an issue. But | am sure that the dump yards are a huge
problem in most of the major cities. The problem is that the State Government
does not have the finances to spend on cleaning up this. They are talking of a
requirement of about Rs.1,500 crore. | would request the Central Government
to give us a partnership where 60 or 70 per cent of the cost can be given to the
State Government to help them so that all the people who are suffering will be
relieved of their problem.

There is something called biomining which is very useful for this kind of
projects. This can be done on a scale that can be replicated in all major cities. |
am not asking this for my Constituency alone. If you can do that for my
Constituency, | will be happy. | hope that the Central Government will consider
this and take action. Thank you.

SHRI RAHUL RAMESH SHEWALE (MUMBAI SOUTH-CENTRAL): Sir, in the
month of October, the country witnessed the death of a 15-year-old boy as a
result of electrocution in an OYO Rooms hotel in South-east Delhi. This is the
latest addition to an already long list of complaints that have been raised by
customers against the OYQO's substandard service.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, the company has wilfully engaged in the practice of

duping customers and the recent incident of death of a minor is example
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enough to state that this company would go to any lengths to make a good
profit.

Sir, the company advertises itself to be a trustworthy intermediary which
can be trusted to review a hotel's rooms and provide good accommodation to
travellers. However, over the years the company has repeatedly been accused
of price gauging and selling substandard unhygienic accommodation to their
customers. Several of the OYO hotels do not have proper fire safety
mechanisms in place, putting the lives of their customers in danger. There
have been several incidences of fire hazards that have been reported at OYO-
approved establishments in Mumbai city. Additionally, the Federation of Hotels
and Restaurants Association of India had issued a warning in December last
year against the company for endorsing illegal and unlicensed bed and
breakfast apartments, flats in residential and commercial buildings, rooms in
slums and such other independent structures as hotels.

Sir, this company has been wilfully violating the trust of our citizens and
it has led to the death of a 15-year-old boy. We no longer can afford to just
issue warnings. The Government must take legal action with immediate effect
against the company and the CEO. We must set a strong precedent of legal
action against such companies that undermine the trust of the people. Thank

you.
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*SHRI Y. DEVENDRAPPA (BELLARY): Hon. Chairman Sir, thank you for
allowing me to raise some important issues pertaining to my Parliamentary
constituency Bellary in Karnataka state.

Sir, National Highway 63 passes through Bellari district. | would like to
mention that the Tender of the project of Rs. 870 crores forthe four
laning road in the Hospet-Bellary- sectionwas given to the Gaman
company. The total length of the road is 95 kms.

The Tender of the work of the four laning was completed 6 months ago,
however, only 25% of the work is completed till now and also the quality is not
maintained as per the desired standards. The NH — 63 is very important
highway as it connects Krishna Patttanam Port in the East and Karawar port in
west.

Apart from this, there are large scale industries in this 95 kms. stretch of
this NH and around 2500 vehicles fly everyday on it. Since the four-laning
work is not completed the commuters and local people are facing great
inconvenience. Therefore, | would like to request the union government to
cancel the Tender of Gaman company and give the tender to a good company

to construct a quality road in my district.

1,21,000 laborers are there.

Every month nearly Rs.2 crore and 70 lakhs are deposited into the ESI.
However, there is no ESI hospital in my district except two small Medical
centers. In the absence of healthcare facilities laborers are facing a lot of
difficulties. Hence, | request the union government to sanction a full-fledged
ESI hospital in my district.

There are 7 locations in my district, where land is vacant to construct the
office buildings. Therefore, | request the government through you to grant the
necessary approvals for construction of new buildings for post offices.
