(a): 70 Nos. subways have been completed and commissioned on

Delhi-Saharanpur section via Shamili.

(b): Design of Under passes is not faulty but continuous heavy rain fall

may disrupt the free movement of traffic.

(c): Remedial measures being taken by Railway are as follows:



> Additional drainage is provided from Subway to sump wells for
speedy clearing of rain water.

> Provision of bores in sump wells for water harvesting system is
being introduced.

> Covering of approaches is also being done so that no water may

come in the Subways in rainy season.
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
