(a) and (b) The Ministry has formulated the 3rd ‘National Wildlife Action Plan’ for a 

period of 2017 to 2031 to save wild animals in the country. The Plan 
focuses landscape approach in conservation of all wildlife irrespective of 
where they occur.  It also gives special emphasis to recovery of threatened 
species of wildlife while conserving their habitats which includes 
terrestrial, inland aquatic, coastal and marine ecosystems.  
 

(c) Funds are allocated under the ongoing Centrally Sponsored Scheme of 
‘Integrated Development of Wildlife Habitats’, which inter-alia, includes 
Development of Wildlife Habitats, Project Tiger and Project Elephant for 
protection and conservation of wildlife and their habitats. Details of funds 
allocated under the schemes  during the last three years are as below:
