iii.  To Accommodate interested scientists, practitioners, paramedics and students in
institutions for research, educational and training programmes on Traditional
Medicine

iv.  Mutual recognition of officially recognised systems of medicine, educational
gualifications in Traditional Systems of Medicine and Homeopathy,
pharmacopoeias and formularies

v. Academic Collaborations on Traditional Systems of Medicine and Homeopathy
