There is no such proposals of the Archaeological Survey of India (ASI).
However State Government of Uttar Pradesh has constituted a Kashi
Vishwanath Vishisht Kshetra Vikash Parishad for the purpose.

On the KVC project route there is only one protected monument of ASI
which is in a good state of preservation. About the time, the project is
owned by the State Government.
