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(a) to (c): No such proposal for opening more Army Recruitment Centres,
including in East Singhbhum and West Singhbhum, Jharkhand is under

Recruitment in Indian Army is done through Army Recruiting Offices
(AROs) spread across the whole country which cater to the requirements of
all districts. It is also ensured that recruitment from each of the districts of

the country is done at least once in the Recruiting year (April to March).

Army Recruiting Office, Ranchi, Jharkhand is responsible for

recruiting candidates from East Singhbhum and West Singhbhum.
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
