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(xv) Regarding improvement of basic facilities in CGHS Wellness Centre,
Tiruchirappalli, Tamil Nadu

SHRI SU. THIRUNAVUKKARASAR (TIRUCHIRAPPALLI): The CGHS Wellness
Centre, Tiruchirappalli caters to large number of serving and retired Central
Government employees from Tiruchirappalli and neighbouring areas. In this
Centre, only nominal medical check-ups and prescribed medicines are issued.

ailments, etc. and they are left with no alternative.

Therefore, | humbly urge upon Hon’ble Minister of Health and Family
Welfare to take necessary steps for improving basic facilities in this CGHS
Wellness Centre, empanel major hospitals, diagnostic centres, laboratories and

set up AYUSH facility expeditiously.
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(xvi) Regarding deaths caused by wild animal in Palakkad district, Kerala

SHRI V. K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): Many people have lost their lives in
Palakkad, due to attacks by wild animals, mainly elephants in human habitation
areas. It has become a regular phenomenon in adjoining to forest areas in
Palakkad district. Elephants are frequently entering into habitats/farmlands, killing
people and destroying their agricultural crops. Nearly 200 elephants have been
killed on railway tracks across the country in the last 10 years, which indicates the
increased movement of wild elephants into human habitats. Rail fencing along the
forest area is the only solution to prevent such wildlife attacks on human beings
and destruction of their crops.

SHRI BALASHOWRY VALLABHANENI (MACHILIPATNAM): RBI has specified
three regulatory trigger points as part of Prompt Corrective Action (PCA)
Framework i.e CRAR for Capital adequacy, Net NPAs for Asset Quality and
Return on Assets for Profitability. Based on these trigger points, RBI initiates
structural and discretionary actions only on commercial banks. But, this has not
been extended to co-operative banks, NBFCs and FMlIs. If one looks at FDIC
PCA Framework, it has prescribed five levels of trigger points based on certain
capital measures. During the last six years, RBI has placed 13 public and private
banks under the PCA Framework. It is welcome that due to persistent, continuous
and sincere efforts of banks to improve their capital ratios, asset quality and
profitability, many of these banks have come out of the Framework. | request the
Government of India and Finance Ministry to push RBI further so that all banks
would come out of PCA Framework and also request to bring co-operative banks,

NBFCs and FMIs under this Framework.
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(xix) Regarding increasing credit deposit ratio of Odisha by commercial
banks operating in the State

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): To drive the economy out of the
vicious circle of the pandemic Government of India and RBI have announced a
number of packages to infuse adequate liquidity into all key sectors of the
economy. But commercial Banks are not delivering adequate credit in Agriculture
and allied sector in Odisha. The CD ratio of the State as on 31.3.2021 is only 56
percent which is below the benchmark level of 60 percent as mandated by RBI.
Though, the total deposits in the State is growing at 12 percent but the total
advance utilised in the State is not increasing above 6 percent over last 5 years.
Because of this there would be further fall to even less than 50 percent in the
coming financial year which would widen the gap of inequality causing regional
disparity and imbalance. The CD ratio for the Public Sector Banks has decreased
from 52 percent during 2019-20 to 48 percent in 2020-21.
