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(iii) Need for setting up proposed
Railway Coach Factory in Palghat,
Kerala

(Palghat) : Sir, Kerala is an industrially
backward State. For the past many years
a demand has been raised for setting up a
railway coach factory in that State. The
Government of Kerala had promised to
provide all infrastructural facilities at conce-
ssional rates.

Now, there is a report that an cxpert team
has been sent to Kerala to make preliminary
study for setting up a coach factory in
Kerala.

In thiscontextI may mention that
Palghat is thc most suitable placc for setting
up this factory. All the required facilities
are available there. Therefore, I earnestly
request the Government to take speedy steps
to set up this coach factory at Palghat

SHR1 ARJUN SETHI (Bhadrak) : In
spite of the commendable achievements
made in our agriculture, especially on the
rice front, breaking the stagnation level of
5310 54 million tonnes and reporting a
scorc of 57 million tonnes in the year 1983-
84, India’s achievement in per hectare yield
in rice is actually poorer than many coun-
tries, including some developing ones.
