{Bhubaneswar): Quarterly allocation
of cement to Orissa has been reduced
from 1,23.400 M.T. in the first quarter
of 1980 to 81,400 M.T. in the fourth
quarter of 1980, Several bridges and
culverts were washed away. Most
of the public and private buildings in
the flood-affected areas were serious-
ly damaged. For flood restoration
work, at least ad hoc allocation of ce-
ment to Orissa is urgently needed. I
urge upon the Government to direct
the Cement Controlled to allot extra
quantity of cement to Orissa urgently
for flood restoration work, and not
10 curtail the allogment of cement to
Orissa from the two cement factories
of the State, as the landing cost of
Andhra cement is much more at pla-
cesg like Puri and Cuttack.
