What is the most re-
levant thing to the growth of sports 
is the need for bringing the large 
mass of rural populatiOill on the na-
tional mainstream. Organisation of 
sports and competitions at the Taluk 
and District level will have to be 
supplemented witb a sincere effort to 
provide the necessary infrastructure 
like properly marked playing arenas 
or small utilisation sports complex 
(STADIA) supply of equipment for 
athletics, gymnastics and other sports 
materials which would generate en-
thusiasm of our people for the games 
and sports.
