The passengers who intend to travel from
Nellore to Hyderabad and also to Madras
are facing great difficulties in the ab-
sence of adequate train facilities.

Nellore is one of the important districts
in the State of Andhra Pradesh. It is popu-
larty known as paddy growers’ district of
the State. Large number of people from
Nellore town and adjacent areas daily go
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to Hyderabad, the capital city of the State
on business purposes, to attend - courts
and other official works. People in hun-
dreds from far off places come to Nellore
to visit Lord Ranganatha temple. The im-
portance of Nellore is thus increasing day

by day,

But  unfortunately this important town
has no adequate train facilities, At present
there is ooce train® which runs: between
Hyderabad and Madras, that too only
during nights and which is always over-

crowded,

There was a proposal in the past to in-
troduce ‘Pinakini Express’ running between

the famous pilgrimage centre  Tirupath

and Hyderabad. But the proposal has not

bzen implemented so far. With the result

the people are thoroughly disappointed. It
may also affect the agricultural, business

and other activities.

Hence, I reaquest the Union Railway
Minister to introduce a new Express train
between Hyderabad and Madras via Nel-
lore running during day-time to meet the

growing demands of the people, here.
