 DR,  KRUPASINDHU  BHOI  (Sam-
 bulpur):  The  newsprint  industry  is
 facing  a  crisis  due  to  inadequate  pro-
 duction,  inferior  quality  of  vutput
 and  the  jnability  of  the  country’s
 three  newsprint  plants  to  step  up
 production  in  the  near  future,  Indige-
 nous  production  of  newsprint  last
 year  was  63,000  tonnes  against  the  re-
 quirement  of  2.4  lakh  tonnes,  The  situ-
 ation  is  likely  to  be  worse  this  year,  as
 some  mills  have  been  suffering  pro-
 duction  loss  mainly  because  of  erratic
 power  supply  and  frequent  trippings.

 The  dwindling  raw  material  resour-
 ces,  the  dependence  on  official  agen-
 cies  for  the  supply  and  the  cost  es-
 calating  constraint  in  regard  to  pollu-
 tion  control  regulations  are  among
 other  inhibiting  factors  which  have
 led  to  the  crisis  in  the  industry.
 The  delay  in  improving  the  situation
 may  lead  to  the  closure  of  some  in-
 dustry.  Thousands  of  workers,  most
 of  whom  are  tribals,  may  be  thrown
 out  of  employment,  The  removal  of
 crisis  from  those  industries  is  a  ques-
 tion  of  life  and  death  for  ‘those
 workers,

 Therefore,  Central  Government
 should  intervene  in  the  matter.  I  sug-
 Zest  to  the  Government  to  intensify
 research  to  identify  commercially
 viable  raw  material  alternatives  and
 develop  appropriate  technology  for
 optimum  utilization  of  available  raw
 material.  All  possible  efforts  should  be
 made  by  he  Government  of  India  to
 hely  the  three  newsprint  plants  exist-
 ing  in  the  country.
