siation. The cops even refused to
record their statement or alert the
police headyuarters.

lhe Indian Airlines afrport crew
went on a lightning strike demunding
adequate policc protection for the
crew membwrs.

The Director of the Calcutta Air-
port is concerned about such atiacks
but there is little that he can dg.

The Archacological Suevey of [ndia
under whose care the temple has been
placed have confirmed that there
have been some 1nstances of accumu-
lation of water in the premmses of
the temple. Permanent arrangements
for  draimage of  watee  will
have to be made immediately.
There 1s alsy the need for immediate
beautification of the environment of
the temple by the Archaeniogical
Survey ol India.

Bhubaneshwar has one of the
heaviest concentrations  of temples
each of which view with the other
for its architeciural  exclusiveness.
Besides the Sun Temple at Konark,
the Temple of the Lord Jugannath
at Puri,  Buddhist  sculptures at
Uidavagiri Lulitagri  and  Ratnagiri
and  large number  of  other
wnuient monuments in the
State  call for wlequste  arran-
gements within the State which would
cnsure their proper  preservation,
Apart from  rontine taustenance,
some of  these monuments call for
massive presenvation ettorls for which
constant attention of senio function-
aries of the  Archaeotopic.] Survey
ol lndia is unaveidable. 1 lierefore,
I urge upon the Government to
create a separate archacologics] circle
i the Stite, the decision on which
has been pending for long.
