MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: The

mi~sion's advice mentioned in the 
Report, laid on the Table ')f the 
House on the 30th January, 1980." 
SHRI P. K. KODIYAN (Adoor): 
Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, the general 

crit'lcism about the function of 
the UPSC has been that the methods 
of recruitment and the systen1 of 
examinations conducted by the Com-
mi~ion are sllch that it favoured a 
particular section of the candidates 
viz .. those coming from the urban 
areal, where they have iot the ad-
vantage of more facilities for higher 
-education, which those coming from 
the rural and backward areas are put 
at a disadvantage. This is the general 
criticism about the functioning 
()f UPSC and this criticism is not 
without any basis. The personalIty 
test conducted by the UPSC had very 
vastly contributed to this criticism. I 
am glad to note from the Report that 
the upse, has, of late, been taking 
keen int"erest in removin2 these dis-
advantages. ita a matter of fact, it 
is mentioned in the Report that a 
conference of the Chairman of Publjc 
Service Commissions, held under the 
auspices of UPSC in 1977, had made 
a recommendation that special efforts 
must be made to draw out candidates 
from the rural and backward area!l 
and also the candidates from the back-
ward communities so that they are 
given an equal opportunity to prove 
their worth. I do not know what 
exactly has been done by the Com-
1ni9sion in this respect in order 1;0 im-

plement the recommendations of this 
Conference because from the sta~istics 
furnished in the Commission's report 
we do not find as to what percentaee 
of candidates coming from rural and 
backward areas had appeared for the 
various examinations conducted by the 
UPSC and how many of thenl had 
been actually recommended and h.w 
many of them had been actually ap-
pointed. ~o such statistics are 
given. Therefore, I request tllat 
in future reports, in order to allay 
these fears, The Commission -5hou ld 
give the break-up of the candidates 
coming from urban areas and the can-
didates coming from rural and back-
ward areas. 

Secondly, I should congratulate the 
UPSC in their effort to rather sim-
plifY the process of examination and 
make it more objective. In th.is 
connection, the new method of intro-
ducing an objective type of examina-
tio n1S a welcome measure, 3.n ad.-
vance on the old system. There is no 
doubt about it. But at the same 
time I have to point out certain c_'_-
tinu~us failures on the part of tbe 
Governrr..ent, on the part of the vari-
ous Ministries in regard to certrlin 
recomlnendations made by the Com-
mission 'in its earlier reports. F~r 
example, they have made a valuable 
criticism that the meetings of the 
departmental promotion committees 
were not hela. As early as in H~'76, 
the Commission had notified the need 
for an early decision of promotions 
in regard to service personnel. Sut 
the various departments hacJ not even 
cared to hold the departmental pro-
motion committees. The Commis-
sion's report says that there was not 
even a list prepared Of the officers 
who deserved to be or who were 
qualified for promotion otherwise. I 
may point out that despite the repea-
ted reminders by the Commission, the 
various departments had not cared 'lor 
this particular aspect of the function-
ing of the UPSC. Unless the depart-
mental promotion committees meet 
regularly, the Commission's responsi-
bility of giving proper advice with 
regard to promotion of officers cannet 
be carried out. 
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Another point which I ,vant to bring 
to the notice of the hon. Minister is 
tllat while the number of vacancies 
are reserved for Scheduled Castes 
and Scheduled Tribes, they are very 
inadequately filled up. If you take 
the number of vacancies during the 
years 1975 to 1977, for Scheduled 
Cutes, in the various categories of 
peatQ, there were 2109 vacancies ....

MR. DEPUTY -SPEAKER: Mr. 
KBdiyan, you can continue. 

SHRI P. K. KODIYAN (Adoor): I 
was referring to the representation of 
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tri-
.ea in the goverwnent services and 
what the UPSC has been able to do 
for them. I was saying that between 
1973--77 there ~~re 2109 posts reser-
ved for me Scheduled Castes in vari-
eus examinations. I need not 
:mention the details of the examina-
tions and out- of that, only 1298 were 
recommended for appointment, that 
lS. about 60 per cent. 'Vith regard 
10 Scheduled Tribes the position is 
'Still worse. There were 1539 va-
cancies for the . SCheduled Tribes and 
only 282 were recommended; that 
meanc; hardly 18 per cent. 18 per 
cent of the Scheduled Tribes "vp.re 
l'ecommen·aed for these appointments. 
If you take some of the individual 
exalninations, you will find a still 
,Worse I5icture. For example, aiainst 

the post of 85 stenographers, not even 
a single Scheduled'rribes man was 
recommended. The number or re-
commendations for appointment was 
zero against 85 vacancies 50 far. as 
Scheduled Tribes was concerned. In 
the case of Scheduled Castes a little 
better picture can be seen and even 
in their case, the position is far from 
satisfactory. 

I arso unaerstand from the repor t 
that with regard t~ a number 01 por.ts, 
not even a single application was re-
ceived by the UPSC either from the 
Scheduled Castes Or from the Schedu-
led Tribes. I do not know whether 
there was no qualified Schedul~d 

Caste or Schedul~d Tribe candi.date 
available in the country or something 
failed in the matter of publicising the 
vacancies by the UPSC through the 
various media including the regional 
language newspapers. I waut. the 
hon. Minister ~houtd give a clari-
fication. 

There are promotional posts for 
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tri-
bes. Here also I find hardly 15 
per cent of the posts have been filled 
up with Scheduled Caste candidates 
officers. So far as Scheduled Tribes 
are concerned, I fino from this report 
only 7.5 ner cent of the P':}sts were 
filled up by way of promotional s('lec-
tion. From all these it is clear that 
the position of the Scheduled Castes 
and Scheduled Tribes is far fronl 
satisfactory. So far as their re-
presentation in the various govern-
ment services is concerned, uPSet of 
course, cannot alone promote then 
cases. They have to look into the 
genera: standard of efficiency and 
proficiency in thE: examinations, etc. 
But considering the background of the 
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tri-
bes and considering the difficul ties 
they have been facing due to histori-
cal and various other reasons fOr cpn .. 
turies, I should say some more con-
sideration has to be shown to these 
classes of people. Some more (.on-
sideration has to be shown to these 
classes. That is my view.

that. With a view to providing more 
itl)portUllities and remo\ftng some at 
the di&advantages that the people 
from the rural and backward areas 
are facing in so far as . the examina-
tions are concerned, one step 'Was 
taken by them by providing the option 
to the candidates to answer some of 
the questions-most of the questions, 
I should say-except of course, the 
General Knowledge Paper which i~ 
answered in English, in their own 
mother tongue or in the various re-
gional languages. But, I understand~ 
I have come across the report in 
which the U.P.S.C. Chairman himself 
has given some figures fOr one exami-
nation held in 1979-last year--that 
in spite of this option being given to 
them, 86 per cent of the candidates 
preferred to ans'Ner not in their 
mother-tongue but in English. Only 
very few opted for their mother-
tongue. This shows how the candi-
dates are feeling. When it comes to 
a question of giving answers in their 
mother-tongue or in thf:' regional lan-
guages. they feel tha t their knowledge 
in answering the question in their 
mother-tongue is not enough. to give 
full expression or satisfactory ex-
pression to anS'wers to ~ome of the 
questions dealing with technical or 
scientific ~ubjects. Since the equival-
ent terminology may not be available 
to them to express themselves in the 
regional languages; they think, many 
of' them think-86 per cent of them 
think-that even though English is a 
for~ign lan~uage yet it would be 
better for them to express in English 
rather than in their own languages. 
That only shows how inadequately 
the regional languages are developed. 

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKE· rt

SHRI P. K. KODIYAN: Even nolV 
some of the c&ndidates whose educi.-
Hon is in the regional l".~qges Ja 
some areas have opted or must hav~ 
opted-their percentage is very larg-e 
26 per cent-for English. For exam:ple, 
I can say that those who had opted 
for Malayala"Tl which is the languagE' 
of my State, I think, their total num-
her may be 78 or so, a majority of 
them also prefer to 'write in English 

I am all fOr strengthening promot-
ing, the regional languages ~nd the 
medium of instruction should be the 
~other-tongue. But, what I am point-
Ing out is this. It shows that thf' 
development of the regional language~ 
has been very very unsatisfactory 
Therefore, the educational experts i. 
the Government of India in the Ml-
nistry of Education conc~rned with 
higher standards of education should 
pay special attention to this aspect. 

I only wanted to point out that al-
though the U.P.S.C. had introduced 
this option of writing in their QVfIl 
languages with a good intention tl&e 
response was not coming forth ' from 
the candidates due to inadequate .de-
velopment of the regional languag~s 

Sir. it bas been repeatedly pointed 
out by the CommisSion in their Re-
ports that the Government had been, 
despite repeated warnings by -the 
Commission, resorting every year tD 
a number of ad hoc appointments and 
the hon'b}e Minister while introduc-
ing this Report caught hold of one 
sentence where it is said "Even thou«1't 
some improvement had been made itt 
this respect .... " The main point is 
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that this had been happening year 
~ter year. Some improvement must 
llave taken place. There is no doubt 
• bout it but Government should not 
&irk their responsibility. Why is it 
""Iepeatedly happening? It is a very 
·Ulluesirable practice and it must be 
put an end to as early as possible. 

Lastly Sir a word about personality , , 
test. I am totally opposed to perso-
'nality test. I cannot understand what 
Is meant by this personality test. Does 
it mean the weight height and physi-
eal features of the ~andidate? Invari-
ably 90 per cent of the candidates 
coming from villages and backward 
communities fail in this personality 
\est becouse nlay be the appea~1ance of 
'm~ny of them is like me.

Hp was telling me that he had ap-
peared several times for lAS exami-
nation and in written test he was al-
ways among the toppers but when he 
appeared fOr personality test he 
failed. 

AN HON. MEMBER: But people 
have chosen him. 

SHRI p. K. KODIYAN: Sir, I am 
told Babu J agji van Ram after his 
graduation when he tried for some 
service the person who interviewed 
him said that he was not fit and he 
was rejected. Later on we have found 
how Babuji had grawn up and became 
one of the ablest administrators and 
statesman of our country. So, this 
personality test has nothing to do with 
reality. It is also incompatible with 
the objective of drawing candidates 
from· the -backward areas and examin-
ing them in their own baekground and 

in theu- own experience. Therefore,. 
it is high time this personality t4JSt 
could be done away with. With tbese-
words 1 conclude .

Hon. Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, on the 
28th Report of Union Public Service 
Commission, I rise to say a few words 
on behalf of my party the Dravida 
Munnetra Kazhagam.

Mr Deputy speaker Sir I would 
like to refer to the offlciai languages 
enumerated in the 8th schedule of our 
Constitution-'Assamese Bengali Gu-
jarati, Hindi Kann~da. Kashmiri, 
Malayalam, Marathi, Oriya, Punjabi, 
Sanskrit, Sinr1hi, Tamil. Telugu and 
Urdu, The U.P.S.C. permits the can-
didate~ to anSwer the question papers 
in an these official languages, But, 
the questions are prepared only in 
English and Hindi. Is this proper. I 
'would like to know. It should not be 
pOSing any serious problem for the 
U.P,S.C., which prepares questions in 
English and Hindi, to prepare the 
questions in these other official langu-
ages also that bave been enumerated 

in the Constitution. It is bem. bruited 
about that if the question papers are 
prepared: in all these official langu .. 
ales there is the possibility of the 
questions getting leaked out. 1 have 
no hesitation in saying that this is a 
baseless fear and this argument does 
not hold any water because all these 
years the U.P .S.C. has been preparing 
questions in Hindi and English and 
there has never been any leakage of 
questions so far; there will be nO 
leakage even when the question ?a-
pers are prepared in all the 15 official 
languages. 

Sir, along with the application form, 
fees of Hs. 50 and Rs. 100 are collect-
ed by the U.P.S.C. I am afraid that 
these fees are exorbitantly high and 
it is beyond the reach of poor candi-
dates. If the U.P.S.C. examinations are 
to becOlne universal throughout the 
country, It is imperative that the fees 
must be reduced substantially. 

Mr. Deputy speaker, Sir, the can-
didates who have been selected by 
the U.P.S.C. fOr jobs are to wait for 
some months before they get the ac-
tual appointment orders. The depen-
dent families of these candidates con-
tinue to be in distress till their wards 
get the jobs. I suggest that the select-
ed candidates must be given monthly 
financial assistance till they are ap-
pointed. The total expenditure that 
might be incurred in this is not going 
to be financia 1 drag for the Govern-
ment, since it is going to be only for 
a short interval from the date of se-
lection to the date of appointment. 

I would refer, Sir, to another im-
portant issue. The lAS interviews are 
held in New Delhi. While the IPS 
interviews are conducted in the state 
capItals. for example. in ]VTadras for 
the state of Tamil Nadu, I wonder 
why the lAS interview') cannot be held 
in the state capitals. The poor candi-
dates are finding it hard to come all 
the way to Delhi from their places of 
residence and stay here for a few days 
fOr this purpose. They cannot afford 
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to such heavy expenditure. The hon" 
Members, who are pOOr like me, know 
the high cost of living in Delhi. 

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Mr. Mo-
han, you want mobile interviews. 

SHRI ERA MOHAN: Mr. Deputy 
Speaker, Sir, I want that the lAS in-
terviews must also be held in the 
capitals of states, as is being done 
for the IPS interviews. This will re-
duce considerably the financial bur-
den of the candidates. 

Before I conclude I would refer to 
another important issue. After com-
pleting the training the lAS and the 
IPS officers are posted to their reepM"-
tive state cadres. While the state 
Government are liable to pay their 
salaries and allowances, they cannot 
punish any of the erring lAS or IPS 
official; the power of taking difcipli-
nary action against such erring offi-
daIs vests with the Central Govern-
mf'nt. Consequently, the State Gov-
ernments are in the unenviable situa-
tion of putting up with all the whims 
and fancie~ of such erring lAS or IPS 
officials. For the sake of ensuring 
efficiont administration, the power to 
punish the officials committing serious 
lapses should vest with the State 
Governments. 

I am grateful to you for glvln~ me 
these few minutes to express my views 
and I resume my seat. 

SHRI P. A. SANGMA (Tura) = On 
the recommendation of the Kothari 
Commission, the UPSC decided a year 
ago that the regional language under 
the Eighth SChedule of the Constitu-
tion should be a compulsory paper. I 
have been listening to friends on both 
sides, and they have been very vehe-
mently advocating that English should 
be done away with, that the regional 
languages should be encouraged more, 
that Hindi should be encouraged more. 
As far as encouragement of Hindi and 
tbe regional Languages is concerned, 
I do not dispute it at all, but there 

Repot'ts (M) 

is a problem in many parts of. the 
country, especially in my region, that 
is the north-eastern region. There are 
thousands of languages dialects which , 
are spoken in our country. Even in 
my own Garo tribes, we have Bot 
seven languages, if you talk: of N_-
land Nagas have got 17 languages if , , 
you talk of Arunachal, they have alsO 
as many as 17 tribes and 17 langu-
ages. If you look at the Eighth sche-
dule of the Constitution, you will find 
that there are only 14 languages 
which have been recognised as the 
regional languages. Now the people, 
in those parts of the country, whose 
languages have not So far been recog-
nised as a regional language under 
the Eighth Schedule, if they do not 
haVe the medium of instruction in any 
of the regional languages included in 
the Eighth Schedule. how do you ex-
pect the people of that area to com-
pe i (3 in this examination? Janata 
Party GO\ ernment was very firm on 
in~lsting on this recommendation of 
having a compulsory paper on the 
regional language. Members of the 
Sixth Lok gabha will remember that 
I tOok up this particular iSSue on the 
floor of the House and the House had 
to be adjourned on this issue. As far 
as OUr region is concerned, we cannot 
accept it, We are helpless. We have 
bf'cn sayin~ that there may be a com-
pulsory paper on the regional langu-
age for the rest of the country, but 
at least people from our part of the 
('ountry should be exempted and an 
alternative paper in lieu of the com-
pulsory regional language paper should 
be anowed for our people in the North-
eastern r~gion. This bas been done 
for one year. Last year because everY 
one of Us demanded and because there 
was a lot of agitation, it was extend-
ed for one year. I would like to know 
form the Minister, what is the policy 
of the Government of India on this 
particular point? For future, is the 
Government considering to extend this 
relaxation So that the people in the 
North-eastern region will be exempted 
from appearing for the compulsory re-
gional language paper. I would again 
appeal to the Government that as far 
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as our region is concerned, there 
should be an alternative paper in lieu 
of the regional language paper. 

There has been a lot ot discussion 
on UPSC Jteport, not only now, hut 
for so many years. Regarding the re-
presentation of the Scheduled Castes 
and Scheduled Tribes in the all-India 
services, today, the Government of 
India is very keen that the SCheduled 
Castes and Scheduled Tribes should 
come up. But if this recommendation 
of the Kothari Commission is accept-
ed, then the people living in the North 
East will be at a disadvantage and it 
will be a conflict of policY. Therefore, 
I would again submit that the people 
in the North East ·whose languages 
have not been inciuded in the Eighth 
Schedule, should be allowed to take 
an alternative paper. 

Now as far as the representation of 
the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled 
Tribes is concerned,-I belong to a 
Scheduled Tribe-I think, here the 
question is not the rf'presentation of 
the Scherluled Castes, Scheduled 
Tribes and the rest; the conflict is 
between the pOOr and the rich, it is 
between the rural and the urban peo-
ple. Whatever steps the Government 
of India have taken to bring up 1he 
rural people, to bring up the Sche-
duled Castes and Scheduled 'Bribes 
have not worked very much till today. 
There are so many coaching cel1tres 
that have been started by the Govern-
ment of India. That is very good. I 
welcome it and it should continue. 
Still 'We have not been able to solve 
the 'problem because the root-cause 
lies in the foundation of education one 
receives. As some han. Members who 
preceded me pointed out, how can we 
expect a student whether he is a 
Scheduled Caste' or a scheduled Tribe 
Dr even a ;Brahmin Or a high caste, 
living in a village having no facility 
of any schooling, having no facility of 
any good education, to compete in an 
examination of this tyPe which is the 
highest in the country? 

What is therefore required is 10 , , 
take necessary measures to bring up 
the standard of education in the rU-
ral areas. It We go to the rural areas 
and find out the conditions of ~chools 
there, we will find that the conditions 
are appalling. Majority of Us have 
come from the rural areas and we 
know the conditions under which the 
people are living in the rural areas. I 
want to give you an example of my 
OWn constituency, the mOst backward 
con!!tituency. After the last session, 
I had gone to my constituency. I had 
been going from village to village for 
about 1-1/2 months. You will be 
shocked to know that I have in mY 
possession hundreds of memoranda in 
which they have demanded for a map 
of their district. In the L.P. schools. 
the lower primary schools, they do 
not have a map Of their district. 
'therefore. they want that" a Memb~r 
bf Parliament should take it up \vith 
the Government to provide them \vH h 
a map of their district. I have receiv-
ed memoranda in which they have 
stated that they do not have a hl~('k­

hoard in the school and therefore, 
they have denlanded that they should 
he given a black-board in the schoo1. 
If the ~onditions of our schools are 
such, how can we expect these boy~ 
and girls to compete with others? 

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: BefoTf-> 
you contested the election, did you 
assure them thai you would supply 
all these things to them? 

SHRI P. A. SANGMA: J did not 
assure them. But I hRd occasions tu 
rajse these matters on the floor c~ 

thp House in the Sixth Lok Sabhq 
regarding the conditions of Our schools 
in the Garo Hills. There were a lot 
of strikes by teachers who 'were wi th-
out pay far 7 to 8 Or 9 months. J bad 
raised these matters on many ocC'a-
sions on the floor of the House. Even 
this time, I have given notice of 
Questions. But r get this kind of :1 
reply, "W P. regret to inform you th~t 
your Question cannot be admitted b\J-
cause it falls under the Sixth Scbe-
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d\11e of the Constitution of India, un-
der the Autonomous provision." This 
is the position. 

I .ay it is not the question of Sche-
duled Castes and scheduled Tribes 
and the rest. In the case of Scheduled 
Castes and Scheduled Tribes people 
who have the facility of educating 
their children in good schools, their 
children will certainly come UP. Even 
in the caSe of a Brahmin or a high 
caste person who has no means of 
educating his children in goOd schools, 
his. chJ!'dren will never come up. 
Theretore what is required is to im" 
prove the' quality of OUr education and 
improve the facilities of our educa .. 
tional institutions in the rural areas. 
It may not fall under the Ministry of 
Home Mairs. But I think, the Mi-
nish'y of Home Affairs should brL'1~ 
out this specific point to the Ministry 
of Education. Tbis I sincerely teel is 
the real point. 

I know at many of our boys and 
girls who haVe appeared in the lAS 
examination and who have seen the 
face of a train only when they were 
coming to appear in the lAS exami-
nation Our area is completely isolat_ 
ed. Out of 7 states in the North-
eastern region, Assam is the only 
state having a railway connection. 
Other states do not haVe any railway 
connection. Even graduate boys who 
are appearing in the lAS examina-
tion haVe not seen a train, except per-
haps in the picture. How can we ey-
pect them to compete in the eX"Imi.-
nation appear in the in~rview. talk 
of international issues philosophy ~nd 
all that? It is compietE'ly :lmpr~cti­
cable. Therefore, my appeal is that 
necessA-ry steps should be taken to im-
prove the standard ot education in the 
rural areas and backward areas, Good 
schools should be opened, finance 
should be given for the purpoSe. We 
"have many good schools in the cities. 
But we do not havp ..,chools a1: all in 
the rural areas. This imbalance bas 
to he looked into and ne<'esSary steps 

'l\aVe to be taken as fa':.· as our region 

is concerned. I have pointed out the-
real problem. 

1 would once again appeal to the 
Government of Ind.ia that the com-
pulsory paper of regional language 
should be done away with as far as 
our region is concemerl. 

MR . DEPUTY -SPEAKER: Mr. 
Harikesh Bahadur .... No present. 

The Minister will now reply. 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS 
AND IN THE DEPARTMENT OF 
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SImI 
P. VENKATASUBBAIAH): Sir, can 
I address you as 'Upa,sabanallaga1" 
avargale' . ..• 

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Provi-
ded it is interpreted there. Other ... 
wise, somebody will raised a point of 
order. 

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH: 
Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, there has 
been a very use.fuI discussion on this 
report ()f the Union Public Service 
Commission presented to this House. 
During the previous Session of Parlia_ 
ment, it was discussed in the Rajya 
Sabha; and it \Wis partly discussed in 
this Hot1Se: also. 

Many useful and valua hIe sugges-
tions havp been made with regard to 
making the UPSC 'a more effective 
instrument in bringing out the best 
talents in our country to run the ad-
ministration both at he Centre and 
in the States. The common feeling 
among all the Members Who partici-
p.ated bas been with regard to the 
selection of the candidates from the 
rural are,as, from the backward areas 
and :from the neglected sections of 
the society. This has been the com-
mOn theme in the speeches mode by 
the hon. Members. I entirely agree-
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with the hone Members that there 
have been some sodaJ. and 8COnoDUC 
aberrations aU these years, and it was 
the monopoly ot a few privileged 
sections of the society to get into this 
very pride-post, very importent post, 
in the bureaucratic set-up of the 
COWltry. It had been the endeavour 
Of the Government and also the UPSC 
to see that these imbalances werre 
corrected. But people who are the 
best talented, by force of circumstan-
ces, because of the envirorunent in 
which they were brought up, have 
been denied the opportunity of best 
education and have been neglected 
all these years. That has been recol-
nised by the Government, and under 
the leadership of Shrimati Indira 
Gandhi, every effort is being made to 
correct this imbalance that was in 
the society and to see that every eft'ort 
is made to make available the facili-
ties for these neglected sections of the 
society to come up to the level and 
participate successfully 'for selection 
in higher postIJ. 

Pre-examination training centres 
have been functioning for some years 
now. In the case ot Combined Engi-
neering Services Examination, there 
are already two pre-examination 
training centres at Tiruchirapalli and 
Allababad to train Scheduled Caste 
and Scheduled Tribe candidates for 
the examination. During the period, 
1974 to 1978, 177 candidates were 
trained in these centres, of whom 65 
came out successful. There are at pre. 
sent seven All India Central Services 
pre-examination training centres at 
AJlahabad Shilong. Madras Jaipllr, 
Patiala, Hyderabad and Delhi. The 
entire expenditure on tuition, board-
ing lodging medical and library faci-
liti~s is bo~e by the government in 
respect of training provided by thes~ 
centres for the Scheduled Castes 
and Scheduled Tribes candidates. 
There are also 12 coaching cen-
tres for Scheduled Castes and 
Scheduled Tribes candidates for State 
CiVil Services. For candidates appea 
ring for Stenographer grade exami-
nations a special scheme, of coaching 
is in operation in collaboration with 
the Ministry of Labour. 500 trainees 

per year are being coached in 9 cen-
tres in Delhi -and 1 in Ghaziabad. 
The adequacy of these facilities would 
no doubt be a matter which will be 
under constant review of the govern-
ment. We ourselves teel that' cO)lsi-
'iering the enormity of the problem, 
these coaching centres may not be 
adequate' enough to give sufficient 
coaching to all these people. So it is 
being kept under the constant re.vieW' 
of the government and alsO the UPSC 
to see whether more facilities could 
be given for these people to come up 
to the level of other candidates. 

The other point was with reg~r~ to 
opening of more centres to faCIlitate 
members coming f~m far flung areas 
to participate in the tests. We are 
now refening this matter to ~he Uni-
On Public Service CommissIon far 
their consideration and alsO necessary 
action. 

About personality tests, that wes 
the one point which has. been ve_ry 
consistently raised dunng the dIS-

cussion here. 

MR. DEPUTY -SPEAKER: Mr. Xodi-
~an was very particular. 

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH: Mr. 
Kodiyan was very particular. Had he 
been successful in 1he lAS selt!ction~ 
it would haVe been a terrible loss for 
the Lok Sabha. We would have mlSS-

ed him here. 

With regard to personality tests, our 
government's considered view is that 
this personality test is not intended 
to have a look at the candidate to see 
how tall he is, how handsome he is, 
how fJupnt he is and how sophisticat-
ed he is. The intention of this persona-
lity test is only to examine the candi-
date, to know his rea~tion to the com-
mitment to tIie policies and proJlram-
m~~ f)f the Constitution. I am not 
pleading that the candidate to be se-
lected should be committed to a poli-
tical party's ideology.

This commitment to the Constitution 
is tlie yardstick and the touchstone for 
selecting these candidates because ul-
t~mately these are the persons who 
have to run the government and pre-
serve the secular, s·.)cialist and demo-
cratic character of OUr country. So, 
for this purpo3e. we have reduced its 
importance to t~e barest minimum. 
For your inforn1'U tion, now out of 
205'0 marks, only 250 marks have been 
set apart fOl' personality test ..... . 

. SHRI P. K. KODIYAN: That is en-
rough. 

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH: The 
Union Public Service Comnli~slon is a 
body independent of the execut.l.ve. It 
is an aut.onomous body createj under 
the Con ~titution and is answerabl~ to 
the President aDd to this House. S . .) 
we must have some bask confidence 
in the working of the UPSC. That is 
the reason why the gove_'nment has 
been taking adequate interest to see 
that the UPSC is reflective of all the 
cross-sections of the scciety. A bout 
the composition of the UPSC the , 
governnlent is ve,'Y Much careful ~nd 
int2rested as weI. to ;;ce that the com-
position of the Unio .. 1 Public Service 
C·.)mmlssion s) ti SfiC3 the totality of 
our country's Lil'cumstances. 

If hon. Members say that (''len this 
250 marks makes all the difference, 
that is a matter of opiniC'n. I would 
only rcqupst the hO'l. Mem 1-"ers to ~o 
deeply into this matter whether this 
personality test is necessary or not. 
From the POil1t v: view of Govem-
Inent. it is neCe3.S::Hy for vari~us rea-
nons enumerated now before th~ House. 
1 can assure you that in rejl;ard. to this 
250 marks. the U.P .S.C. will see to it 
1 hat no discrimination is made because 
CI particular cand;r\ate may conle fronl 
1 be rural or urban area. Most part of 
whether he can speak fluently or he 

can answer the QUesliell in En.Usb in 
an intelligent r.r..anner is bem, tested 
in the written test. So. I feel that for 
some time to come, this personality 
test is necessary to bring out the best 
talents among the persons. 

SHRI P. K. KODIYAN: On a point 
of clarification. You said that this per-
sonality test is intended to knew the 
quick reaction of the candidates. But 
you know that the candidates coming 
generally from the backward areas are 
not as articulate as those coming from 
urban areas where they have higher 
standards of education. Maybe, tbey 
may also be coming fr0m families hav-
ing high standards of living. The rural 
people will not be as articulate as, the 
urban people. There would have been 
quick reactions from the candidates 
coming from the urban areas. 

SHRI P. VE'NKATASUBBAIAH: That 
is why it has been reduced to the mini-
mum. I know that because I too am 
coming frem the village. I know about 
the candidates coming from the 
villages.

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAI-I: It 
is correct. It slhould be hundred per 
cent. 

About the examination in regional 
Languages, the view of the Governnlent 
is to do as much as they can in order 
to make them write their papers in the 
regional languages. Orie important as-
pect olf the matter is this. 1'.fter the 
introduction of this system, the per-
t.!entage of candidates who have writ-
ten their papers in their own recognis-
ed languages is not muclh. They are 
not encouraging. In your own State--
Tamilnadu-which is C'OIlside1"ed to be 
the champion of the regicnal languages, 
I think you will be astonished ; 'l know 
that the number of candidates o/ho 
have opted to write in the regional 
language comes to 10 candidates, that 
is, it comes to. 14 of the total number 

"f persons. Of course my State is still 



beth!r. The people who have answe~ 
1n English come to 5,916 which Is 
86.78 per cent. So, there is some force 
in tbe argument'" of Shri Kodiyan name-
ly the regional languages must be su-
diclently strengthened. And that sho.uld 
be the endeavour of the State Govem-
°ments. I am glad to inform the House 
that many state Governments have 
taken this UP seriously of enriching the 
regional languages and are trYing to 
impart education in their regional 
languages. 

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Not orlly 
In Secondary Educaticn 'Jut also in 
collegiate education: That is \ ery im-
portant. 

SHRI P. VENKAT ASUBBAIAH: 
That is right. They are dOing that. 
Even among the Hindi-speaking peo-
ple, they have not bettered their per-
formance. 

Only 803 people have ?JTitten their 
tests in Hindi. This constitutes only 
11. 70 per cent. 

MR. DEPUTY -SPEAKER: 'T'hat 
me'Clns the rest Qf them wrote in En-
glish. 

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH: 
The rest of them wrote in English. 
Sc\ Sir, an atmosphere is there. If 
t)hri Ram Vilas Paswan had been here 
I would have been very happy. He 
pleaded fOr Hindi and very rightly 
also. But as long as there is atmOfl-
phere in this country when English is 
sought as a status symbol and a feel-
ing that people who know English get 
~long well in life, even in spite of our 
repeatedly telling our children, they 
• .)pt for English. 

At the some time, Sir, one should 
not have a feeling that English wo~ld 
be driven out from this country. Shri 
Sangma has expressed this tear. I must 
say that English is going to be a po\ver-
iul link language. Love towards one'. 
own regional language sho.uld not at 
the same time make a person antago-
nistic to English. English is eu arcept· 
eel international language. The nsore 
we leam from other languages the 

more knowledgeable we become and 
even if we include some Enalish words 
in our language that will enrich our 
language. With reg~rd to Shri Sangma's 
request that exemption be extended for 
some more time, Sir, it is under the 
active consideration of the Govern-
ment. 

With regard to Departmental Pro-
motion Committees. I want to tell 
Shri Kodiyan that there has been 
some delay with regard to these de-
partmental promotion committees and 
these departmental promotion com-
mittees must necessarily meet once 
in a yea r. There has been some delay 
and it has been brought to the notice 
of the concerned Ministries and de-
partments that this should be avoided. 

The ad-hoc appointments relate to 
the delay in the Ineeting cf the Depart-
men tal Promotion Committees. \\"hen 

°they do not make promotions natural-
ly ad ho~· appointments have to be 
mErle but we cannot squarely blame 
these ministries or department.s for the 
DPCs not meeting regularly. There 6re 
several difficulties that come in the 
way. There are some procedural difti-
culties also. We want to obviate all 
the~e difficulties and streamline the 
procf'Ss of these departmental promo-
tion comn~ittees meeting once in a 
yenT and Inaking recommendations. I 
may tell 1\1r. Kodiyan that there are 
some valid reasons for the depart-
mental promotion committees not 
meeting regularly. The delay in hold-
ing the n1eeting of the departmental 
promotion cOlnmittees very often is 
inescapable due to disputes about the 
seniority and resultant litigation. De-
lays in appointments have also arisen 
due to non-finalisation of the recruit-
ment rules. Instructions have oeen 
issued that regular appointments sho-
uld be made in aU cases with refer-
ence to the rules and orders as exist-
ing and need not be held over till the 
recruitment rules are made or modi-
fied. We have issued necessary instru8-
tions about the ad hoc appointments 
also. Also I would like to inform Mr. 
Kodiyan that in respect of ad hJoc ap-
pointments, in lhe case of posts In 
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Group A and Group B ad hoc appoint-
ments exceeding one year cannot be 
made by the departments concerned 
without the concurrence of the UP.S.C. 
All cases referred to the U.P.S.C. 
late or those which have not teen ac-
cepted by them are taken serious notice 
of and concerned departments have 
been advised tOI take appropriate steps. 

I would like to draw tlhe attention of 
the House in this connection to the 
specific remark in the body of the re-
port that there has been some imJ:rove-
ment in this regard. Of course you 
have mentioneli it, 'some' does cot 
mean anything. I also agree with that. 
But we have been doing our best in 
all these matters. 

Government is also seized of the pro-
blem of delays and the time-lag that 
arises between the advertisemp.uts ot 
the Commission and the actual appoint-
ment. In particular, delays arls111g 
after the selection of candidates (In 
account of procedural formalities have 
been under constant review. i"'iiO'N, 
Sir, an arrangement has been rna 'e 
that there will be simultaneous medi-
cal test also so that that may not con-
sume more time. Weare trying our 
best to minimise delays in this regard. 

Regarding the point of "lon-availabi-
lity and non-recruitment of Scheduled 
Castes and Scheduled Tribes, I wt')uld 
like to draw the attention of Mr. Kodi-
yan that in some cases, especially in. 
cases of technical posts, we .lnay not t e 
able to get candidates from these sec-
tions of society. That is why there 
have been delays or we were not able 
to absorb as many people as we would 
have wished who are eligible because 
of the reservation. But the point made 
by Mr. Kodiyan was w~th regard to 
promotions and he said that they have 
been inadequate. I may mention this 
to the Member. He mentioned about 
15 per cent in respect of scheduled 
castes and 7 per cent in respect of the 
scheduled tribes. Perhaps he is re-

ferring even in the matter of plODlO-
tion, reservation is made at 15 per cent 
for scheduled castes and 7 per cent .lor 
scheduled tribes. Government, ell any 
account, will not tolerate that the quota 
that is being reserved under the Con-
stitution.

SHRI P. VENKA TASUBBAIAH: 
There are some technical services; there-
may also be some non-technical posts. 
in some of the categories. There we 
may not be able to get adequate Dum. 
ber 01. people. We are trying to do our 
best. We are tryi~ to do whatever il-
possible to give adequate and cue re-
presentation to these people. 

Then, lastly, the Member tt'o:n Tamil 
Nadu said about the disciplinary con-
trol over officers of the All India ser-
vices serving in the States. I would 
like to make this pOint clear. 

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE 
(Raj apur): The hone Minister may 
kindly excuse me for one interrup-
tion. We have got this experience in 
the Railways in respect of a particular 
category of work., when properly 
trained workers from the scheduled 
castes and scheduled tribes were not 
available and when they appeared .fur 
the examination their performance 
was not proper, what was done was, 
special types of tftaining centres were 
started So that they could becomE' 
more qualified; and it happened :hat 
by experience they became more 
qualified. 

SHRI P. VENKATASUBBAIAH: I 
will take note of it. Regarding the point 
raised of 'diSCiplinary action' I \vould 
say that these officers have been select-
ed for manning administrntive posts 
in the States and in the Centre. 
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State Governments do have the power 
to institute disciplinary proceedings 
against them for acts of omission re-
lating to the periods while they were 
serving in the State. However, us they 
are appointed by the President, in 
fairness to the officers themselves and 
in line with the provisions of Article 
311 of the Constitution, the ultimate 
penalty of dismissal removal or com-
pulsory retirement can be taken only 
by the President. This cannot be con-
strued as Central intervention in the 
affairs of the State or its administra-
tion.

INTER-STATE WATER DISPUTES 
(AMENDMlENT) BILL 

THE MINISTER OF IRRIGATION 
(SHRI KEDAR PANDAY): I beg to 
move: 

"That the Bill further to amend the 
Inter-State Water Disputes Act, 1956, 
be taken into consideration. " 

This Bill was moVed in this HoUle on, 
the 27th March, 1980 and nearly three 
moths -have passed. I, therefore,. 
thought it proper that I must refresh. 
the memory of the hon. MemBers of 
the House and state a few words with 
respect to this Bill, its aims and objectS. 

The Narmada YiaWJr Disputes Tri-
bunal was constituted by the Govern-
ment of india under Section 4 of the 
Inter-State Water DisPutes Act, 1956, 
tor adjudication of the water disputes 
relating to the river Narmada aad the 
ri ver valley thereot amongst the State .. 
ot 'Gu1arat, Maharashtra, Madhya Pra-
desh and Rajasthan in October, 1969. 
The Tribunal forwarded its report in 
Auaust. 1978. As provided under the-
Act the Central Government and the 
party States made further ref7ren~es 
to the Tribunal. After conSIderIng 
these references, the Tribunal for-
warded its 'further report to the Cen-
tral Government on 7th December, 
1979 giving necessary explanations and 
guidance. In terms of Section 6 of the 
Inter-State Water Disputes Act, the 
decision of the Tribunal was publish-
ed by the Central Government in the 
official gazette on the 12th December, 
1979. The decision of the Tribunal has 
now become final and binding on the 
parties to the dispute and shall be 
given effect to by them according to 
the final order of the Tribunal. Gov-
ernment of India has now been direct-
ed to partiripate in the machinery pro-
posed for implementing the directions 
of the Tribunal. The decisi on of the 
Tribunal envisages setting up of N~r­
mada Valley Control Authority for the 
purpose of securing compliance c.nd
