OF URGENT PUBLIC IMPORTANCE 

Reported plan of subversion of the 
North-Ea;:;t.;rn Stltes styled "Opera-
tion Bhrahmaputra." 

SHRI EDUARDO FALEIRO (Mor-
mugao): I call the attention of the 
Minister of Home Affairs to the fol-
lowing matter of urgent public impor-
tance and request that he may make 
a statement thereon: 

Reported plan of subversion of the 
North-Eastern States styled 'Opera-
tion Bhrahmaputra' aimed at the 
creation of a new independent na-
tion compriSing Meghalaya, Tripura. 
Mizoram, Manipur, Nagaland and 
some parts of Assam and Arunachal 
Pradesh and the steps taken by 
Government in this regard. 

SHRI KRISHNA CHANDRA HAL-
DER (Durgapur): I am on a point of 
order. I sought your permission. 

MR. SPEAKER: What is your point 
of order? YOu have given me some-
thing in writing. 

SHRI KRISHNA CHANDRA HAL-
DER: Sir, I am on a point of order. 
Rule 197(2) (it) says: 

"Notices for a sitting received 
upto 10.00 hours shall be deemed 
to have been received at 10.00 hours 
on that day and a ballot shall be 
held to determine the relative 
priority of each such notice on the 
same subject .... " 

Sir, you can admit this Calling At-
tention fOr 15th July, but according 
to the rule a notice can be given up 
to 10 A. M. on 14th July and 'ballQt 
shall be taken on the noon ot 14th 
July for the Calling A tten tion on 
15th July. But todays callIng"Atten-
tion was circulated on 11th July, So, 
this i~ a denat1:ure from the nbrmal 
practiCe on a~mitting the Calltng 
Attention noticeS as enunciated uDder 
Rule 197. 
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MR. SPEAKER: 12th and 13th July 
were holidays. I have taken note of 
that. Let me reply to this now. 

Shri K. C. Halder has written to me 
that Calling Attentions are normally 
admitted only one day earlier, where-
as the Calling Attention included in 
today's List of Business was admitted 
several days earlier, i.e., on 11th July, 
1980. 

About the present notice, the House 
would recall that on 11th July when 
the subject matter of the Calling At-
tention was raised in the House, I had 
observed that Caning Attention on the 
subject was under my active consi-
deration. It was in pursuance of this 
observation that I admitted this Cal-
ling Attention for today as for Mon-
day 14th July Calling Attention on 
another subject, namely, disruption o'f 
telephone services in the country, had 
been admitted. 

I agree that the normal practlce is 
that Calling Attention is admitted only 
one day in advance. But.. there are a 
few instances when Calling Attention 
had been admitted two or more days 
in advance in the past. 

For instance, On Monday, 2nd April 
1979, Calling Attention was admitted 
for Wednesday, 4th April, 1979. The 
House was sitting on 3rd April also. 
Similarly, on Saturday, 8th April 197? 
Calling Attention was admitted for 
Tuesday, 11th April, 1978. There was 
sitting of the House on intervening 
day, i.e., 10th April. There would be 
other instances also. 

I find that there is no bar in the 
Rules of Procedure for admitting a 
Calling Attention a few days in 
advance.

2. For over ten months now, Assam 
h.~s :yvit~es~ed" at) ."gitaitiQP, ~ver,., the 
foreigners issue. The normal life of 
the community has been disrupted 
and .d,v~pment ,~tivitie:s brought .to 
complete ltancliltUl. Th~- agitJuon bas 
created an atmosphere of suspicion, 
distrust and bitterness. Taking advan-
tage of the atmosphere created by 
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tl],e agitation in Assam, atlti.national 
and anti-social elements have caused 
large seale violence in which severa1 
innoc~nt people have lost their lives 
and many rendered homeless. The 
,climate of violence created in Assam 
has had its impact in other parts of 
North East, specially in Tripura where 
large-scale violence took place in 
which over 530 persons lost their lives; 
.500 people were injured; and nearly 3 
lakhs people had to leave their homes. 
Communal haxtmony has completely 
disrupted. It has left scars which may 
~ke long time to heal. Government 
.are taking all possible steps towards 
lln ea~ly restoration of normalcy and 
speedy rehabilitation of those affected 
persons.

I must say 
that it is too vague and does not pin 
down the specific facts. This seems to 
have 1)een the position of the Govern-
ment, I suhmit with utmost deference, 
for f quite !'lOme time noW.

At the outset, I would like to say, 
lest r be misunderstood, that I do 
recognise that there are some genuine 
grievances of the people in those areas. 
I say so because I belong to an area 
which has many oi the so~ial and 
economic Pfoblems which are common 
to the north ... eastem areas,. I appre-
ciate their feelings .. But while appre-
ciating their feelings @d understand-
ing spme of the grievances which are 
in many other parts of the country 
also~ I think, the people in the north-
eastern areas wiil draw a line betw~en 
settlement of their grievances a,nd 
secession from this countrY,I, creation 
of an indep.~ndent nation ~nd, much 
tnqrq. creation of an independent na-
tion aided abetted and guidet:I by 
foreign powers. 

Now, I will put before this House 
and, througb you,. ~p the Minis~r also, 
the evidence w~ch is in my possession 
conee~:ning secessionist activities in 
that area. M~ submissiQn is this. I will 
n(lt cast any aspersions on the student 
le~ders ,oi that area or doubt their 
bonafides 'for the reasOn of tpeir age 
groUJ> and because, as "1 have said, 
some of the grievances appear to me 
to be legitimate. But I would like to 
say that, whether they know it or not, 
they seem. to have fallen into the 
handS' of powers which are working 
behind the curtain and which aim at 
secession of the entire area. What is 
the j evidence"l A leaflet captIoned 
"Bye-bye India" issued in the name 
of the 'United states of Assam' has 
been found in circulation in Gauhati 
town of Assam. The leftets asserts: 

'You oannot destroy ~he ,Spirit of 
the Assamese, Naga~, MitQs. Mani-
puris, Gharos. who have jOlned a'r 
a cotr.mon platform to make the 
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[Shri Eduardo Faleiro:] 
eastern region tree from bloody 
Indians". 
A cyclostyled leaflet marked 'secret' 

carrying 'guidelines for the total re-
volution in Assam' contains a 35 point 
programme for the secession of Assam 
from India. This has been admitted in 
this House a few days ago in reply 
to Unstarred Qn. No. 426, answered 
on 11th June 1980 and asked by Mr. 
Ar jUn Sethi and Shri Mallanna. The 
thirty five pointe are mentioned there. 

The Seven United Liberation Army 
-SULA-and the NAMAT comprising 
Nagaland, Assam, Mizoram, Aruna-
chal Pradesh and ·rripura have also 
preached secession fron1 time to time. 
There are slogans given by Sula. I 
,vill inform the Hou:..;;p and I will in-
form the Minister, through you, wh~t 
they are. There are some grammatI-
cal errors) bpt I will nut them as they 
have come to me. There are seven 
points here: 

( 1) SULA would create a sove-
reign federation of the seven States; 

(2) The SULA revolution for 
liberation would be quit~ and cor-
reet; 

(3) StJLA not only loves its 
brothers and sisters but also the 
volunteers who are ill these States 
strugglirig for exbtence; 

( 4) SULA would help v.rhen 
evacuating the western people frOln 
the States; 

(5) SULA would never be a 
fanatic mask of the revolutionary 
forces; 

(6) SULA would not indulge in 
looting, cheating, snatching and kiIJ-
ing for arms but would be a mirror 
against western exploiters; 

(7) SULA would give a genuine 
sovereign country f-or the people of 
the seven States.

Three more pamphlets aimif!g 8t 
subverting the loyaltv of Assam ha've 
come to notice as being in circulation 

in Jorhat in the first week of July. It 
criticises the Government for having 
unleashed a reign of terror. The 
pamphlet appeals to the Armed Forces 
to stand behind the Assamese. If 
further urges the '\rmy, CRP, BSF 
and Police to help thf~ national cause 
by helping the people of Assaln. It 
also supports the demand fOr seces-
sion. 

I will pass it on to the Hon. Minis-
ter if he has not seen it. It lS an 
'Appeal to Fellow Country-men', it 
says. It puts all the grievances .... 
( In terruptions) . 

I will tell you. It was signed by 
the Members of the Co-ordination 
Committee, Assam Agricultural Uni-
versity, Jorhat-785013. It says: 'Kind-
ly circulate this appeal amongst your 
colleagues and friends' and it is sard 
to be sponsored by Borbheta Gana 
Sangram Parishad.. Jorhat. It con-
cludes: 

"So, our fervent appeal to our 
fellow Indians is tJ extend their 
support to this national movement 
and prove the inimical machi-
nations of the government ineffec-
tive. Also, more particularly, we 
appeal to the arnned forces and the 
oil workers of India to stand solidly 
behind us in this great national 
struggle." 

So, jt is an appeal to the armed forces 
and oil workers. 

Now, Isecession or otherWIse, one 
'would not have felt so strongly if it 
had been the people of this region 
itself who felt it because, if they 
themselves want to qo .... 

SOME HON. MEMBERS: No. no. 

SHRI EDUARDO FALEIRO: If 
they themselves had felt this way, 
one would not haVe felt So strongly. 
It would be bad enough. It woula 
be against the constitutional set-up 
which all of us have agreed to have. 
It would be bad for the country's 
security-not only for the rest of the 
country but for those people them-
selves who would be like snlall poc-
kets in the hands of foreign powers. 
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But what antagonises I.lS still moore 
and what makes one come more 
strongly against this is the fact that 
it is not the people of those areas 
who are master-minding this. This is 
masterminded by foreign powers. This 
whole agitation is not aimed only at 
the secession of Assam. The agitations 
in Assam, Tripura and Manipur are 
not isolated. There is a comprehen-
sive plan, a detailed plan, known as 
'Operati<>n Brahmaputra' a technical 
arrangement, to hav~ a new indE'pen-
dent country and this is master-
minded by fo~eign (!our.tries. There is 
one Super Power 1n this. In this glo-
bal power game, this country c;"innot 
please everybody, it cannot please all 
the Super Powers. Therefore. at 
least one, if not two or more of them 
would be interested in weakening this 
country. The evidence is that one Su-
per Power is behind this 'Operation 
Brahmaputra', and apart from one 
Super Power which is aiding and 
which is master-minding the 'Opera-
tion Brahmaputra' . . . . (Intrrup-
ti011S) 

AN HON. MEMBER: Which js that 
Super Power? 

SHRI EDUARDO FALEIRD: I 
would not mention. I do not want to 
~mbarrass the Government. If the 
Government wants, it may disclose. 
In this 'Operation Brahmaputra', 
apart from ()rl1e SUDAr Power, there 
are three Of our neighbourtng coun-
tries who are also involved and who 
are helping in these agitations. In 
these three, I WOuld not include Pak-
istan. 

The 'Operation Brahn1aputra' r..ro-
vides some of the relflvant points; the 
propositions or lines of action In en-
tioned are as follows: --

"There are a large number of 
Nagas, Manipuris, Mizos, Khasis and 
other tribal youths trained in gue-
rilla warfare, and considerab1e 
quantities of arms and ammunitions 
haVe 'been supplied to them. Ar-
rangelnents shall be made to train 
up a 1,ig number of youth of Assam 

and other States to set up under--
ground forts in Block level. 

"Enroll retired local high officials 
and intelligent citizens, namely, 
editors, journalists in fields, college 
and university teachers, writers, 
poets, artists and nice-looking 
smart, young girls cn monthly sa-
lary basis. A few experienced acd 
well knOWn journalists of India 
under CIA pay roll will train the 
local journalists Of India, editors 
and literate group in... " 

I cannot vouchsafe for its authenti-
city; this is how it has come to me. 

"ifi .... (a) genera 1 propaganda 
(b) psychological and Go~bbel type 
of propaganda." 

"Enroll the youth and student 
leaders as salaries staff." 

ISSUe leaflets aDd booklets in 
various names. Isolate the indige-
nous employees :lnd officers to cre-
ate a sfrong sense of abhcrrence 
against the Indian (that is, out-
siders) employees and officers. 

"Start mass, non-violent move-
ments engaging the maximum pos-
sible number of youth and comlnu-
ters compensating for their losses 
of daily wages and earnings. On 
the other hand, engage a small 

group to start violence especially in 
village areas, and gradually increase 
the number of violences with Joss 
of life and properties and create 
panic amOd1g the non-Assamese .... 

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: What is 
your question? 

SHRI EDUARDO FALEIRO: The 
question will be whether this is cor-
rect or not correct, so that Govern-
ment comes out specifically with the 
information. 

" .... Watch the ativities of paid 
leaders and workers and Govern-
ment and semi-Government offi-
cials and maintain separate records 
fOr them. 
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"Cruch the AU India political 
parties and their local people .. , . ,t 
I, do not have the original document 
with me, The details are not here. 
~But I understand th.at, j,n the origi-
nal document of 'Oneration Brahma-
putra', the modus operandi which will 
be followed in overthrowing the le-
gally and ConstitutitlllaUy constituted 
Governments arnd creating this new 
nation, is mentioned. 

Now;, mYl limited questions are 
these. Is the Government aWE're or is 
it not aware of the evidence which I 
have mentioned of secession or sepa-
ration of those areas? Have these do-
cuments come to the notice of the 
G()ve~nment or not? Let the Govern-
ment inform this House and, through 
this House, the country. 

Secondly, I want to know whether 
tlle Governmen t is aware of the 
Operation ~rahmaputra which they 
~ve men~~ned?, And what are the 
actual details of this Operation 

'Brahmaputra? What is the modus 
operandi th~t is to be folloWed, there? 
Will the Government inform the House? 
I request and demand IfroD'l; the Gov-
ernment bec~,use t~.·, are issues 
which have crossed aational borders 
-and which are issues WlJich no longer 
pertain to a particular ~art of the 
'country any more or relate to any 
genuine gnevances any plore. It 
thre;atens the very integrity and ¥cu-
rity of this country. In view of this 
broader perspective which has some-
bow rem~ In~,the ba~ou1')c! of 
this agitation, will the gQvernm~nt 

('orne out openly and inform the House 
and take them lnto confidence on this 
vital issue? 

SHRI NARAYAN CHOUBEY (Mid-
napore): Mr. Deputy-Spea"ker, Sir ... ,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: We are 
discussing a very important issue. 
Please don't interrupt the Minister. 

SHRI yOGENDRA MAKWANA: 
The Government know about all these 
pamphlets and so-called documents. 
It has been distdb\,l.ted at certain 
places and it has come. to the notice of 
the Government but there is no name 
of the publishers. There is no print 
line also and it is very piffi.cult. Sir, 
it is a misnomer and I have seen it. 
It is difficult to identify who has pub-
lished these documents. 

The hon. Member has put only two 
questions. One is whether the Govern-
ment is awa"re of it. As I said in the 
beginning the Government is well 
aware about the circulation of these 
pamphlets in the North-Eastern states 
and about the O~ration Brahrnaputra. 

He "-Nants to know what the Govern-
ment is gOing to do. The Government 
will take all necessary steps to stop 
it .... (Interruptions) All necessary 
stePs which the Government can take 
will be taken and this Government is 
caoable of taking the steps and that 
will be taken. ,
