The Geneéral has informed me that thereis
“no truth” in the report, and that the details
contained in the article ‘“‘are figments of
imagination”. In the face of the sense of
duty and discipline displayed by the Chief of
Staff of the Army and the Defence Services,
the report appears to be ridiculous.

I wish only to add that the report is utterly
irresponsible.
