of Ganjam district in Orissa is alarmingly
deteriorating on account of the bad affects
of air pollution due to discharge of chlorine
gas by M/s. Jayashri Chemicals Ltd.
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Rule 377 : 386
Jayashri Chemicals Ltd., a heavy
Chemical Industry has been discharging

affluents in the River Rushikulya and emit-
ting chlonine gas into the air, polluting the
atmosphere of the locality, thereby adversely
affecting the general welfare and prosperity
of the people as well as causing numerous
bealth hazards. The plant has been the
cause for the economic loss of production,
decreasing in the fish catch in river.

Several representations have been made
by the Public to the State Government and
the Centre during the last 15 years. But no
remedial measures have been undertaken to
check the environment pollution so far. The
inorganic mercury released from the plant
producing caustic soda was converted in the
sea into mythyl mercury, This entered the
system of those who ate sea-food and caused
the horribly wasting disease. Mercury
pollution has also . been detected in the

Rushikulya river.

In view of the above conditions, the
people of Ganjam district feel suffocated
both mentally and physically. Unless imme-
diate measures are taken to check the pollu-
tion the whole district of Ganjam will be
polluted,

This is a question of life and death for
the people of the entire district. Moreover,
the dreaded diseases which are spreading to
the neighbouring districts cannot be brought
under control if timely steps are not taken.

As such, I demand that the Govern-
ment of India should direct the authorities
concerned to take immediate action to check
pollution and M/s. Jayashri Chemicals Ltd.
should be advised to take all possible protec-
tive measures without further loss of time.
