BORTY (Calcutta South): Sir, seve-
ra] thousand refugees have cgme ito
North Bengal from Assam as a re-
sult of the toled movement and
disturbanpes there. The Assam Ad-
ministration bas failed to provide
adequate security to the minority
communities and a sense of insecurity
prevails among ‘the members of such
communities. Most of the refugees are
coming from the riot affected
districts of TDarrang, Goalpara and
Kamrup. Many among them are
severely wounded and have been
hospitalised.

The West Bengal ‘State Government
has already sanctioned Rs. 4 lahks
for the refugees and is trying to
provide temporary shelter for then.
It has already appealed to the Cen-
tral .Government -for funds to meet
the expenses.

I would urge upon the Govern-
ment to- come to the assistance of
the helpless refugees of Assam and
help the ‘Government of West Bengal
by sanctioning adequate amount of
money for the refugees.

I weuld alsp strongly urge 'upon the
Government of India to take necessary
steps so that a sense of security among
the members of the minority com-
munlities is created and the refugees
who have come to North Bengal may
return to their home in Assam.
