WORKING OF BANKS FOR 
IMPLEMENTATION OF PRO· 
GRESSIVE PROGRAMMES 

SHRI MADHAVRAO SCINDIA 
(Guna): Sir, Jndia has never bad so many 
specific schemes for the 'Sarvahara' or 
thOle below poverty line, as we have today. 
Under tbe proares.in policies of our Prime 
Minister, the I.R.D., N.R.E.P. and Trysem 
Schemes areatl, benefit thOle below the 
povertyliDe. Loans for the 'Sarvahara" 
without any socurity, 1/3 of which are non-' 
returnable-in thf'! case of Harijans and 
AdlVuis. 50% non-returnable-and' on very 
low interest rates, is a far-reaching policy 
measure without parallel in the world. 
LoaDS of R,·2S.000,25% nOD-returnable are 
provided for the educated unemployed. and 
old-a,e pensions liven to all those above 
60 years with no means of support . 

How far, in maDy cases. it has been 
found that slackness of nationalised banks 
illl eluminatilll in areatly delayed implementa-
tion or these schemes. Sometimes this 
slackness is deliberate, aDd sometimes due 
to DeaJigence. The Finance Minister mUlt 
take effective stepi to improve the working 
of tbese banks with resard to implemention 
of these proll'essive prolrammes. An 
effective matbod of carryin, out quick, 
deterrent punishments in cases of officers 
of nationalised banks found guilty, should 
be devised • 

Proverty cannot be accepted and under, 
Mrs. Gandhi's Jeadership, we are pled led to 
narrowiDI the gap between tbe rich and 
the poor.
