lnd his Report is to be laid on the 
.1'able of the House. This Repor1 was 
I ~id on the Table of the Rajy& Sabha 
on the 1st February, 1980, and wIth 
Hindi translation, on 2nd .Ff:bruar" 
~ 960, it was placed on the Table of 
this House. The Governme.1L of rndia 
considers this Report as aver S,. v d u-
able document because it give, mal ry 
valuable suggestions and gives much 
ktformation regarding the condition 
of the Scheduled Castes and S~he­
duled Tribes in the country. This 
Report is sent to alI the States and 
to thE" Central Ministries which Clre 
concerned for implE:lmentation be-
cause direct implementation is to be 
done by the State Governments. This 
ReP<Jrt deals with the mani-fl)ld as-
pects of the condition Of th~ Schedu-
led Castes and Scheduled Tribes But 
Government considers the economic 
de,,·elopment of the Scheduled Ca~tes 
and Scheduled Tribes as the very im-
portant aspect. So far as tlte econo-
mic developmet1t of these C'Jmmuni·· 
ties is concerned, Government is quite 
vigilant. It is the economic backward 
vigilDnt. It is the economic back-
wardness which plays an important 
role so far as atrocities on Ha'l'ijans 
are concerned. If they are economi-
es))Y upliftE:Ad and if they ber>crne eeo-
no~icallY sound, then I do not think 
there wili be more atrocities on the* 
Harijans. Therefore, the Govem .. 
mcnt is very keen to see that thel 

Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled 
TribE s are uplifted economical 1~7 a.nd 
many schempc:; hav€-, there1Dre, he(\n 
evolved by the Government. 

.At State levels a Scheduled Cast~s 
Wf!Hare Corporation is also formed 
and the Centra1 Gove'rnment is pro-
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viding more funds to them. For the 
econolaic upliftment of the Scheduled 
TribCis, there is a tribal sub plan and 
u c.ertain amount is earmarked every 
~ (;:ar in this plan for the economic 
upbftlIlent of the Scheduled Tribes. 
E'cr the Scheduled Castes, ill 197~ 
thf' present Prin1e Mjnister who was 
alsc Prime Minister at thac time 
addf<'f:sE:'Ci the State Ministers and as 
& ~·ol](lw-up of that conferencl3 • a spe-
cial component plan was evolved . 
r.JO\V, therefore, for the upliftment of 
th\~ Scheduled Castes, in all States 
thE-'t'e is a special component plan. 
Fer the Tribals there is a Triba: '3ub-
Plz.tn and for the Scheduled Castes 
there is a special component plan fgr 
their welfare. 

So far as the Central Government 
is concE::!rned, ced1tral assistance is 
glven to the Tribals Sub-Plan and, 
therefore, many works are donp under 
this Plan. For the special component 
plan also the government IS provid-
ing funds and the State governments 
arE: implementing it. 

So far as the condition of the Sche-
dl1.led Tribes and the Scheduled Castes 
is concerned, is still pathetic They 
are thf: most downtrodden-not onlY 
downtrodden but they are living be-
low the poverty line. Sir, the House 
will be rather Ilot happy to hear tlllat 
fl5 per cent Of the Scheduled Castes 
and 18 per cent of the Scheduled 
'l'ribeas are bonded labourers. The 
National Sample Survey recently con-
d ucted a sample survey and acC'ord-
ing to that survey 65 per cent of the 
SciH:.duled Castes and 18 per c~nt of 
the Scheduled Tribes are bonde<i 
labour. So. for the ame1ioration of 
their condition and for their eCono-
mic upliftment, the government has 
to do many things. 

So far as lit('racy is concerned, in 
1931 the literacy amon~ th~ Schedul;d 
Castes wac:: 1.93 pf'-r cent, In 1 ~1 it 
\vent upto 10.27 per cent. In 1971 it 
was 14,7 per coo. t. So far as the schei 
duled Tribes arC' concerned, in 1.8

it ,,~a~ 9.7 per cent. 1961---8.54 per 
ce:nt and it went upto 11.30 per cent 
in 1~71. This is not a hapPy state of 
a1fal - compared to the literacy of the 
l'(~;,t of the population of the country 
,vhll'h is 33.80 per cent excludIng the 
Scheduled Caste~ and Scheduled 
TrIbes. So, Sir, a lot of leev,. ay still 
remains to be covered in this regard. 
The government IS very vlgilan( about 
it because this hteracy ::: atio its(;lf 
~how~ that still we have to do many 
things for them. Because they are 
illIterate and because they are eco-
non11cally not well off~ they are de-
p('ndent on the hIgher castes of the 
SOt'l€ ty. Their maIn prof~ssion is 
land labour but they are landless. 
Sinct- they are landless labourer, new 
ric'l class has come up in many parts 
of the country and they comnl Lt atro-
(,lties on them. So far as the atroci-
ties are concerned, the gove-rnme nt 
has taken certaIn steps. 

Recently, the Home Minister has 
written letters to the Chief J.\IIinisters, 
Gov('rnors and Lieutenant Govern-
ors of different States In vvhich CE:T-
tain guidelines have been provided 
(or the protection Of schedulf'll castes 
'and scheduled tribes. TheSe guide-
Ulles are there. But, we require the 
Ch:L.,;!C of minds of the people in this 
country. As in the other Hous<;.... it 
was rightly pointed out by one hon. 
M~mber that it is the religious lea-
ders of this country who can do 
somE thing in the matter. I certninly 
expect some contrIbutions frOt~n them. 
How much thE:Y can contribu~e I do 
n(Jt know. But I can appreciate if 
they come forward for the removal 
Qf ~ntouchability froln this country 
and for takirng interest in the wel-
fare of these communities. I may not 
be ~oing out of the way if I tell 
s(l'Uf'thing about thE- foreign lTlls~ioo­

arie~ in thi~ country. The Christian 
Missionaries are doing a commend-
able job in our forests, in the interior 
part~ of OUr country; as comnoared to 
thClln relhdouc:: leaders of thic; coun-
try have not So far come forward to 
do the Job fOr the benefit of these 

communities, who are the most down-
tl odden and backward communitici 
in this country. 

Sir for this reaso~ because there 
is illiteracy. because there is econo-
mic backwardness and because these 
people are socially backward, when 
Shnmati Indira Gandhi was the Prime 
Minlster, in 1975, the Civil Rights 
Protec.:tion Bill was passed i(1 both 
l-lou~es of Parliament and it became 
an Act. Under this Act, certain pro-
vlsion are there for the protec. bon of 
the scheduled castes and scheduled 
trJbe~ and ,if they are really imple-
In0nted which We are pressing hard 
all the State Governments. then, It 
\\9ill giVe adequate protection to the 
sell( C:uled caste communlties.

tic,., of that Act I myself am visit-
ing different States for reviewIng the 
,vorl\. done by them I have visited 
Gui2.rat and I have done the revievT-
inF' \vork of the Gujarat Govern-
rnf'nt. The next exercise that I have 
clonl;" is in l\l[aharashtra. Rec€:ntly, 
that is. last Sunday, I was in Maha-'" 
i. a shtra arnd I have reviewed the posi-
tion in Maharashtra also. As a result 
of c:uch a review, considerable im-
provement has been made. For Guja-
rat the special compolle::nt fund f'ar-
n1arkpd wa" 2.87 per cent. Now, they 
have raised it to near about 4.4 per 
cent. In Maharashtra also, r have 
asked them to raise thE: limit and it 
tllic- limit is raised in the amount (·ar-
ma:~ked for the welfare of the sche-
dul(-fl castes arnd scheduled tribes, a 
lot of work can be done in thig direc-
tion nnd they can be economically 
liftpd There are reservations for 
thf':;f! communities in Government 
serviCe as also in the political insti-
tutions. But, so far as reservations 
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in thE: Government services are con-
cerned, I must admit that it is done 
only in Class III services. But. so 
far as Class I and Class II services 
are concerned, still the backlog re-
mains to be filled. We are pressing 
the State: Governments hard as also 
the banking and other institutions 
that they should come forward for 
the recruitment of scheduled castes 
and scheduled tribes so that no back-
log remains. 

As I said in the beginning, this 
Gov~rnmE:i1t is committed to the wel-
fare of the scheduled castes and sche-
duled tribes and Of the backward 
classes of this country irrespective of 
theIr castes. We are committed for 
the upliftment of all the economIcally 
backward people of this country. It 
becomes a special responsibilIty of 
the Government of India because 
under Art. 338 of the Constitution, the 
speual responsibility is cast llPo.n the 
Government of India. Ther~for~, the 
Government of India has taken care 
of t\is communIty. 

Therefore, this Report is b~fore the
