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(viil) Dubbling of film Gandhi in all regional
languages of India.

PROF. P.J. KURIEN (Mavelikara) :
The film °‘GANDHI’ made by Richard
Attenborough has achieved immense popu-
larity in the whole world. This popularity
can be attributed to the effective presentation
of the life and struggle of Gandhi and the
power of his message of truth and non-
violence,

The film is a powerful visual medium
and its potentiality to moutd human mind
is unlimited. In a world being torn apart
by strife, Gandhi’s message has great rele-
vance and modern world is slowly realising
the truth that only Gandhian methods can
pull back the world from' the precipice where
it finds itself today, Gandhi’'s message
alone can save our generalion which has
lost its cultural moorings from total moral
degeneration.

However, as the Gandhi film has been
made only in English and Hindi, a large
segment of our population will be deprived
of the benefits of this film. Therefore, the
Government should take initiative in getting
this film dubbed in all the regional languages
of india, so that this film gets a country-
wide audience. 1 request the Government
to take immediate steps in this regard.

ESSENTIAL COMMODITIES (AMEND-

MENT) BILL-CONTD.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : We will
now take up further consideration of the
following motion moved by Shri Bhagwat
Jha Azad on the 27th April, 1984, namealy 1
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“That the Bill further to amend
the Bssential Commodities Act, 1955, as
passed by Rajya Sabha, be taken into
consideration.” :

Hon. Members, we have already taken
about 18 minutes,

The time allotted is one hour and Shri
Satyasadhan Chakraborty will ¢ontinue. He
has already taken about 16 minutes. He
will be followed by Shri Harikesh Bahadur
and then the Minister will reply.

SHRI RAMAVATAR SHASTRI
(Patna) : How can you say like that ?

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : These
things, we have already decided. One hour
is allotted. That has already been decided.

SHRI RAMAVATAR SHASTRI : How
can you deprive any Party ?

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Please sit
down.

SHRI RAMAVATAR SHASTRI : This
cannot be done like this, You should allow
everybody.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : You give a
special notice ; we will see. Please sit down
now. Mr. Satyasadh an Chakraborty.

" SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY (Calcutta South): Sir, I have
already emphasised the point that the Central
Government is not supplying to the States
as per the demands of the States and thereby
the very purpose is being defeated, that is,
to supply the States with adequate quantitics
so that the public distribution system may
serve the people, particularly the poor

people.

Another factor that as to be taken into
account is the quality of the foodgrains that
is being supplied, I would like to draw the
attention of the Minister to this,

The Minister’s attention seems to have
been divided.

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE
MINISTRY OF FOOD AND C1VIL SUPP-
LIES (SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD) : I
am listening. You were mentioning about

" the quality.
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SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY : I would request the Minister not
only to give the foodgrains to the States,
but to have a sample survey of the quality of
rice and wheat that is being supplied from
the fair price shops in Delhi. In my State
also, the quality of foodgrains that are
supplied is so bad that it is unfit for human
consumption.

AN HON. MEMBER : Is it s0 in your
State only ?

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY : Itis so in Rajasthan also. I do
not know why this happens. Why are these
sub-standard quality of foodgrains supplied ?
And, the States are compelled to take it
because they have no other alternative. I
would like to request the Minister to go in
‘how this happens, whether some unscrupu-
lous persons are doing this. The whole policy
of F.C.l., how they purchase foodgrains,
who certifies them whether they are fit for
consumption, all these things have to be
gone into. I request the Minister got into
them.

Only the other day, I have received a
telegram from Tripura, 1 read :

“Food situation in Tripura has
worsened seriously due to continuous
drought....”

AN HON. MEMBER : What about

Bengal ?

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY : Yes, in West Bengal also. Every-
where the good position is worsening. ‘Now,
Tripura’s monthly requirement is 10,000
metric tonnes, and the Central Government
should have a stock of 20,000 metric tonnes
for the rainy season. But what is the posi-
tion now? They have only 3000 metric
tonnes as on 19.4.1984. The very purpose
for which the buffer stock is created to help
the States during the difficult times is being
defeated because you do not keep adequate
stock so that when the States need, they can
take from the Central Pool. The Minister
has had already talks with the Ghief Minister
of Tripura. [ am sure, he will sympatheti.
cally see the whole thing,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : What is
your contribution to the Central Pool from
West Bengal ?

VAISAKHA 10, 1906 (SAKA )

(Amdt.) Bill 270

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA.-
BORTY : A large part of West Bengal
is devoted to jute cultivation. Naturally,
West Bengal is a permanently deficit State
even in spite of good crop. It is the duty
of the Central Government to feed the
people of West Bengal. We are giving all
other things., India is one. I request the
Minister to go with me to Calcutta and I
shall be happy to serve him rice which is
being supplied by his Government. And I
shall be happy to see him consuming the
rice he is supplying  to the people of West
Bengal. We are trying to improve it. But
we are compelled to take the sub-standard
rice from the Central Pool. He should look
into it, .

Until .and unless you take over the
wholesale trade in foodgrains it will be very
difficult for you to supply essential commo-
dities at reasonable prices, because if you
keep the wholesale trade in the hands of
profiteers and private traders, the very pur-
pose for which the Essential Commodities
Act was passed, will be defeated. I do not
know why the Central Government is un-
willing to do it. I very emphatically demand
that 14 essential commodities should be
given by the Centre to the people at subsi-
dised rates. If you can give subsidy to the
industrialists for their export, why can you
not give subsidy—even if it requires
thousands of crores, you should do it —to
feed our people so that cur poor people can
get 14 ecssential commodities at cheaper
prices. For that it is absolutely essential
that the wholesale trade is taken over by the
Government.

About this Bill there is very little to
quarrel with the Minister. The purpose is
very good. From the reply of the Minister
in Rajya Sabha ] gather that three companies,
Hindalco, Indalco and Malco, owe to the
Government more than Rs. 52 crores. It is
strange. 1 should ask the Minister to be
very strict about jt so that these companies
cannot put you in difficulties and in a way
cheat you because you are losing interest
rate. The purpose is very good. I support
that, But the question is whether it should
be 6 per cent. That. was also raised by other
Members there. What they will do is that
they would not pay you the money because
the present bank rate is higher than 6 per
ocnt. A demanded by other Members that
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it shoulci be raised to 15 per cent, 1 think
that should be done, |

I would request the Minister to answer
the various  points I bhave raised and make
public distribution system a success by timely
supply, by supplying good quality of cereals,
by eradication of corruption.in FCI and
also by taking over the wholesale trade in
foodgrains so that Government can supply
all the things to the people at reasonable
prices.

SHR1 HARIKESH BAHADUR :
(Gorakhpur) : Sir, I must thank the hon.
Minister for bringing this Bill and 1 would
like to add that the Minister is in the habit
of bringing good measures.
of this particular Minister, I am not talking
of the entire Government. This Bill should
have been brought earlier. There are dues
on various compani¢s and these companies
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are not in the habit of paying dues. There-
fore, the Government should realise these
dues from these companies and, in my
opinion, whith an interest rate of 25 per
cent and not less than that. I would like to
suggest to the hon. Minister that whatever
interest rate he is having in mind, he should
try to consider my suggestion and try to
implement it also.

This Bill has got very limited scope but
I would like to speak on few things more
because the pcople are facing certain pro-
blems. Prices are going up since this
Government came to power and it appears
that the Government does not have any
contro) over the prices.

So far as this Bill #s concerned, I have
thanked the hon. Minister but not about the
other matters for which I am going to
criticise the entire Government. Sometimes
the commodities are not available even at
higher prices and this becomes a very un-
fortunate situation when the people go with
money but do not get the desired commo-
dities. Just now thc hon. Shrimati Krishna
Sahi has said about the non:availability of
postcards, etc. which does not come under
the Ministry of the hon. Minister but that
comes under the Communications Ministry.
That is also an essential commodity, so I
would request the hon. Minister to consult
his colleague, the Communications Minister
and try to make an arrangement so that
these things are also available properly.

Just now I have raised an issue of non-
availability of diesel in eastern U:P. area.
At this stage 1 am finding that the farmers
arc the greatest sufferers. They are not
getting the diesel and that is why their
agricultural work is suffering. This is espe-
cially because of corruption, black-marketing
and profiteering. Government must try to
have effective control over this. Whenever
there is any natural calamity and people are
in great need of certain things, immediately
these black-marketeers, profiteers and hoard-
ers create an artificial scracity for these
things in the market and that goes comple-
tely against the interests of the people, who
are the biggest sufferers in this matter. I
would prey to God that there should not be
any flood. But, I do not know what will
bhappen after 3 or 4 months. If there is any
flood, natural calamity, cyclone or drought,
immediately these anti-social elements will
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come in a very big way and start harassing
the people. Therefore, 1 would say that the
governmental machinery must be streamlined.
Sometimes we find at the time of crisis that
even the people who are working in the
government machinery are not faithful to
the government or the people. They also
create problems, apart from the blackmarket-
eers and hoarders. So, the Minister should
look into the problems and see that things
are made avazilable at reasonable prices by
streamlining the entire distribution system.

SHRI K. MAYATHEVAR (Dindigul) :
Mr. Chairman, Sir, the Bill was introduced
by the able and efficient Minister —although
the Minister has a gigantic personality— The
Bill is a very insignificant one. 1 know the
Minister is a great man and I know him
for a very long time. The Bill is not going
to serve any purpose. This is what I mean
by the expression ‘insignificant bill’. I am,
however, extending my support to the pass-
ing of this Bill. The rate of interest had
been discussed by many honourable Members
and they all felt that it was too low, 1
would recommend that the rate of interest
be fixed at 15 to 189/ and not the one as
enumerated in this Bill.

Sir, this country is affected by a cancer
disease. This Bill is going to be used as an
external medicine. But, Sir, the cancer
requires operation. Sir, they are just putting
certain tablets required for the headache in
the place of operation. That is not sufficient
to cure the disease which is not less than a
cancer in this country.

Sir, the hon. Finance Minister himself
admitted last time in question put here in
which, — I also participated in the discussion
he admitted that the inflation was being
contained, We appreciated the Government
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for containing the inflation at 8.89/. At
the same time he also admitted in this House
that the price rise was not controlled ; he
was not responsible for controlling or for
stabilisation of the prices of essential commo-
dities. This is a very sorry state -of affairs
which had been expressed by the’ hon,
Minister. '

I would like to point out to the hon.
Minister that according to the 20-Point Pro-
gramme, each and every village should have
been provided with a fair price shop. In
my Constituency, not less than 2,500 villages
are there. But, most of the villages are
not provided with fair price shops. 1 re-
quest the Government to provide the fair
price shops to all the villages.

Take the price level prevailing in the year
1976 to 1979 and compare it with the present
rate of price level prevailing in this country
in the year 1983-84,

1976-1979. Present level
1983-84
Gingelly Oil Rs. 7 per kilo Rs. 22 per
, kilo.
Coconut Oil ,, 18 ’s .5 40 to 50 ,,
Groundnut Oil ,, 7 » » 20 per
kilo.
Dal » 3 » & 7 »
Imli » 3t0 4, ,» 10 to 12 ,,
Mustard Oil  ,, 9 ’ ,» 18 a kilo.

Ordinary rice per kilo in the past was Rs.
1.50 to Rs. 1.75 whereas now it is Rs. 3 to
Rs. 4.50 per kilo. The fine quality of rice
is Rs. 7 to Rs. 8 per k.g. Ghee in the past
was Rs. 16 to Rs. 18 per k.g. whereas now it
is Rs. 40 to Rs. 50 per k.g. So, also is the
case with ‘dhania’ and dry chillies.

Sir, the palm oil is not available in Tamil
Nadu. I call upon the hon. Minister with
all sincerety and affection that he may talk
to the Tamil Nadu government to make -
available palm oil in the villages. Even I
could not get palm oil in a village of my
constituency. Then, Sir, the fair price shop
people cheat the common man by giving less
quantity. The public is being cheated both
in terms of quality and quantity as well.

Sir, earlier, Dalda was’ Rs. 7 per k.g.
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Now it is Rs. 18 per k.g. Sugar was Rs,
2 per k.g. Now it is Rs. S per k.g. 1
want to draw the attention of the Chair in
particular to Horlicks. In 1976 it used to
be Rs. 11 per k.g. and Rs. 5.50 per half k.g.
Now it is Rs. 39 per k.g. Rs. 18.50 per half
k.g. Milk in Delhi was sold for Rs. 0.65
per litre and now it has been enhanced to
Rs. 1.65 per litre. 1 do not know whether
government defined cloth as an essential
commodity. Its price should also be con-
tained,

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD : Which
cloth ?

SHRI K. MAYATHEVAR : All cloth
including handloom and cotton cloth. Sir,
there should be death sentence for hoarders,
profiteers, black-money holders, smugglers
and anti-social elements, In the year 1973
I spoke on this subject calling upon the
government to give death sentence and life
imprisonment for adulteration of medicines.
It is high time to introduce death sentence
punishment for smugglers, hoarders and
blackmarketeers otherwise the prices cannot
be controlled.

Sir, today the fixed income group people'

are not able to make both ends meet and no
useful purpose will be served by granting
additional dearness allowance instalments
and paying enhanced emoluments every year.
I do not think that the Central Government
and the Tamil Nadu Government are interes-
ted in controlling the prices. You are
putting your heads together for electoral
alliance ; that is very dangerous. It is not
that important. Both of you should apply
your mind and might to control the prices,
otherwise you will be thrown out of power,

Many hon. Members have been continu-
ously pointing out the malpractices in the
fair price shops. In these shops, sugar,
kerosene, palm o0il, rice etc. are being smu-
geled without any exception. 1 wrote to
the District Collector in my constituency,
and they raised certain shops, and could
find some shortages, some pilferage etc.
But no action was taken. In fact, many of
the concerned officials are receiving money
from those shopkeepers, and they allow
them to indulge in all sorts of malpractices
and do not take any action. In view of
this, there is need to appoint very honest
vigilance officers. There are certain vigilance
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officers to look after the affairs of the
distribution of essential commodities, byt are

they really honest ? At least half of them are
not honest.

I have already told you about the present
prices level in Tamil Nadu and other places.
The prices in Andhra Pradesh are lower
than the prices in Delhi or Tamil Nadu.
Whereas we can get rice like Nellore rice or
the Chittoor rice at Rs. 2/-per kilogram in
Andhra Pradesh, the price for the same in
Tamil Nadu is Rs. 7.50 per kilogram.
Whereas we cannot get good meals for less
than Rs. 6 or Rs. 7 in Tamil Nadu, the same
is available for Rs. 3/-in Andhra Pradesh.
The Tamil Nadu Government should, there-
fore, follow the footsteps of Andhra Pradesh
Government and reduce the prices of all
essential commodities.

" In this connection, I would like to know
what quantity of rice you are allowing to
the Tamil Nadu Government for the distri-
bution system. Further, have the Tamil
Nadu Government implemented proper dis-
tribution system ? Certainly not. Whereas
the District Collector of Madurai and other
officials announce every week that the Go-
vernment policy is to distribute 29 kilograms
of rice every month, actually only two
kilograms were being supplied. I had raised
this question in a supplementary question
last month here. The hon. Minister said
that he was not responsible for that., The
Central Government makes the allotment
and it was for the State Government to
ensure proper distribution. But if they do
not do that, is it not your duty to set it
right 2 You must see that the essentia)
commodities were distributed properly. Parti-
cularly, the distribution system in Tamil
Nadu is in a very bad shape. First, you
must ensure that sufficient quantity of rice,
kerosene, sugar etc. is supplied by the
Central] Government, and secondly, you must
ensure that these are being supplied to the
card holders. This at present is not being
done there. The black-marketeers must be
brought to book.

The Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu has
been demanding allotment of more rice for
which he went on hunger strike on 6th April,
1983 for five hours at Madras beach. He
was called by you and the Agricultural
Minister to come on .10th April, but he
could actually come on the 16th April. He
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met you and not demanded more rice for
Tamil Nadu. Did you supply more rice ?
No. He also said, ‘no’, You should satisfy the
Tamilnadu Government and Tamil people.
When the CM came for discussions with
the Central Government, with the Central
Minister, he met the Press in Tamilnadu
House. He said that he thought of deman-
ding rice frpm the Central Government. But
after having discussions with the Government
and the Ministers, he felt that Central Go-
vernment was suffering losses so far as rice
is concerned, and hence he did not demand
rice. The C.M. said neither he demanded
rice, nor the Central Government was‘willing
to supply rice to Tamilnadu. What are the
dances that he made ? What dialogues did
he have ? He was demanding rice at Madras
in his hunger.—Strike and a film on the
same was made, which was running in the
cinema theatres in Tamilnadu for 25 minutes.
It was being screened permanently to attract
people and to cheat the public, in which he
had made many allegations against you.
Whether you have a CID or not, I do not
know. But whenhecame to you and met
you, he did not demand rice. That is what
he admitted to the Press. We are having
such a bold C.M. in Tamil Nadu.

Whether he demanded or not, we the
D.M.K. Partymen want rice. CM alone
is not the people of Tamilnadu. He is the
CM, he is the guardian of the State, he is
the deputy of the people of Tamilnadu
without discharging duties to people.

Whether he demanded rice or not, you
are governing him. He is very much afraid
of the Central Government, for reasons best
known to you and to the CM. But because
of that man, you should not deprive Tamil-
nadu people of their rice. Tamilnadu people
are also your children, they are also
part and parcel of the country. You talk
much about national integration and national
unity. We are all one. We are all Indians,
Therefore, you must serve the Tamilnadu
people also, and allot more rice. But you
must see that rice is distributed and given to
the public and not to the Government alone.
These are my main demands,

Sir, I would like to know whether Tamil-
nadu Government has supplied rice to the
Central Pool in 1978-79. In spite of the
heavy production in Tamilnadu, i.e. 87 lakh
tonnes In 1978-79, 89 lakh tonnes in 1979-80
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and 85 lakh tonnes in 1981-82, in Tamilnadu,
Tamilnadu Government did not supply or
contribute anything to the> Central Pool.
Still we demand more rice for Tamilnadu. 1
am ashamed of the Tamilnadu govt., but
still we demand rice. I also request that
the high price of rice should be reduced
considerably to help the common ?an in
the State, the working class and poor’people.
The 20-Point Programme should be imple-
mented by this Government. If you imple-
ment it, people will vote for you and if you
don’t implement it, people will not vote for
you,

With these words, I support this Bill
and appreciate the Minister’s activities. I call
upon him to more potently, more strongly
and more vigorously serve the people of
Tamil Nadu and India.

AZAD) : Madam, I am thankful to all the

this Amending Bill for their observations,
comments and criticisms— A few on the
target and much beyond the target., ] was
thinking that I am being compensated for
my Ministcy not being taken up in the
Budget debate. Last year, when I had the
most difficul) time of the century because of
the worst drought, I had my chance to have
the debate on my Ministry. This year when
I have a comfortable Position neither
the Oposition  wanted to hear
me nor my own friends and the
Minister pushed this for discussion in the
House. But this Bill has provided me with
that opportunity. Now, If I want to
restrict myself strictly to the Amending Bill,
it will be finished in five to ten minutes, but
because of the kind of criticism that has been
raised on the entire food policy of the
Government, I will haye to speak for for-
tyfive minutes. It is a choice for the House
to consider what it wants,

The point is that there are three kinds of
criticisms that have been levelled and there
is only one which is relevant to the Bill.
Such criticisms are very few because most of
the Members have agreed in principle and
also supported this amending Bill excepting
Mr. Daga, who challenged the very provi-
sion the only imprortant provision
of the Bill which all other Members of
the Opposition supported and which only
my friend did not support. Any way, that is
one aspect. The second is related to the
Bill indirectly, about the food policy and
others. They are absolutely beyond the
scope of the Bill, about adulteration and
other things. So, I would say first about the
Bill. The amending Bill is very limited in
scope.

Friends, normally when a Bill is brought
before the House for amendment, one criti-
cism is that the Government should bring
a comprehensive Bill, it is very inadequate.
It is the case with almost every Bill that is
brought before the House.

Madam, I would like to submit that the
Government when it comes with an amending
Bill, it comes before the House in the light
of experience and the difficulties that it had.
In this case, for example, the Essential
Commodities (Amendment) Bill, 1983 —this
Essential Commodities Act has been amended
quite a few times in the past according to
the difficulties surmounted by the Govern-
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ment, Now, we have come with one
important amendment and that is, under
Section 3 of the Essential Commodities Act,
the objective is that we must make available
to the consumers essential articles at fixed
price, and the price should also be reasonable
and the commodities also should be available
to them. We must make it in such a way
that the essential articles have a reasonable
price and also they are available. In the
light of this Section 3, when you want to do
that, sometimes orders are passed to make
availabe that particular article which is
Under this
Aluminium Control Order 1970 issued under
the provision of Section 3 of the Essential
Commodities Act, 1955, we introduced a
conception of retention and sale price of
aluminium in July 1975. There are four
companies in this country which are produc-
ing aluminium—HINDALCO, INDAL,
BALCO and MALCO. Excepting BALCO.
a Government undertaking, the three others
are private companies. They have different
prices. Madam, I am coming to this because
for the Essential Commodities Act we are
the nodal Ministry ; otherwise the entire
thing is under the Steel Ministry. I told
them, ‘you better face the House so that you
can explain why this Order is required, why

they are not paid. I cannot say why they are
paid, I will give the facts and figures, but
the administering Ministry is the Steel
Ministry. 1 am coming to relieve their
difficulties by taking action under this
Aluminium Control Order of 1975, under
which retention price has been given to all
these four companies and the sale price.
Now, if the retention price is lower than
the sale price, then that company is required
to pay to the difference of money to the
Aluminium Regulation Account Fund. If the
retention price is higher than the sale price,
then they are entitled to draw from this
Account from that Fund. Now, with this
limited scope there are four Companies—
HINDALCO, INDAL, BALCO and
MALCO. The retention price for HIN-

DALCO which is a Birla Group company, is
Rs. 14,365. The sale price is Rs. 15,361.
Therefore, HINDALCO had to deposit this

difference amount in that Aluminium
Fund Account. Similarly. a company whose
retention price is less than the sale price has
to deposit. So is the case with INDAL.
These two companies whose retention price
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is less have to deposit.  But
BALCO and MALCO whose retention
price is more have to draw. Now,the question
came about this HINDALCO. An hon.
Member asked about the money due from
them, the amount due from them to the
Government. HINDALCO did not deposit
that money. They went to the Calcutta High
Court. The Court in the first instance
stayed them. We went in appeal. They say,
no you have to pay it. Then they went
to the Supreme Court. What happened
under this Act ? The simple point is though
we have Essential Commodities Act under
which 1 can prosecute the party for not
paying, the party can be sent to jail. The
party can be fined or both punishments can
be inflicted. But for the recovery of the due,
yon can go only under the Civil Procedure
Code. So, now we are coming with a
limited amendment of the Act. Now that
amount should be realised as land revenue.
That is the purpose of this Amending Bill. I
am, therefore, happy that all the hon. Members
have supported this. Mr. Daga had miscon-
ception., There was some misunderstanding
on his part. Fine and imprisonment under
the Act for not depositing is separate. This
is about the amount not being paid to the
Aluminium fund. Therefore, we are doing
this. I hope Shri Daga now supports it.
Now this Amending Bill has got unanimous
support of the House. I am thankful to all
the hon. Members for their support. This
is the only relevant part.

There is only one point of interest which
the hon. Members have said. Now that
this amount is being realised as land
revenue. We have said it is both ways., If
at any time, as | have made the provision,
the court gives an order against us, with-
draws amount, I will have to pay interest.
I will have to pay @ 69.

Secondly, I must say — my feeling as a
Members before 1 became a Minister—1] also
thought it should be higher. Then it was
pointed out about the Civil Procedure Code
Section under which the court says they
have a right-that if you fix up some interest
higher which they feel is unreasonable, it can
be struck dowm. Therefore, withoutwaiting for
further examination under Section of Crimi-
nal Procedure Code, I hurried to the House,
with that interest. I will keep in mind
what the hon. Members have said. I will

definitely remember it,
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That was my difficulty. I could not
consider further to increase. That is my
apology on that account.

SHRI K. MAYATHEVAR: Bank rates
are higher.

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD : Now
that this Bill is over. The other parts of the
criticism are not directly relevant to this
Shri Satyasadhan Chakra-
borty had started in a big way about the
entire food policy of the Government. He
should have raised in the Business Advisory
Committee. It would have given me a
chance to get my Ministry discussed. 1 have
better performance this year than last year
when we faced drought,

I may tell him about the Food Manage-
ment Policy of the Government of India.
The policy consists of, the Central Govern-
ments steps to increase production, then
procurement, and after procurement proper
storage, transportation, handling, etc., and
finally banding it over to the State Govern-
ment.

Since 1 have taken over, I have been
emphasising very very strongly to all the State
Governments 1ncluding West Bengal-before
you take over any quantity or any grain
from Food Corporation of India, please
examine it thoroughly. Do not give your
fit for consumption certificate. That is the
only way of keeping control on F.C.I. about

quality.

If an hon. Member tells e, I call upon
the F.C.I. and quite invariably I get from the
State Governments certificate  (including
West Bengal) that the quantity was correct
and the quality was a fair average quality
fit for consumption.

I would tell the hon. Members that
whatever you are telling me, please also
speake to your Governments in the different
States whether Congress-I or non-Congress-I
Government, and please see this is observed.
This is the only way. Once 1 hand over to
the State Government, from there it goes
to the fair price shops. There, it is your
responsibility. And it is necessary. We can
only say, wecan only tell them, guide them
and persuade them. Guidelines are issued.
You know very well underjthe Constitution,
how far we can go. And I hopethe hon,

Members believe what I say. I have done
what I mean to say. I go to the farthest
extent to help thc State Governments and
also to take work from the State Govern-
ments, but under the Constitution.

PROF. N. G. RANGA (Guntur) * It
applies to Jammu and Kashmir.

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD : Yes, it
applies to Jammu and Kashmir very well.
Though hon. Member from J & K is not
here 1 would say that about the rice and
wheat, the State Goverament came. | was
giving them liberally. Even last year, I gave
them when actually 1 should have reduced
the amount. But ] knew that it may some-
time have a political overtone. So, 1 did
not reduce. That is what I did this year
also to certain State Governments. We can
come to that later.

SHRI VIRDHI CHANDER JAIN : Are
you afraid of both the West Bengal Govern-
men: and the Jammu and Kashmir Govern-
ment ?

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD :1Ido
not fear. 1 say the friends who are sensitive
to the criticisms that are levelled by the
Opposition Governments, you can appre-
ciate thc position. Therefore, I do a little
better for them. I subject myself to that
thing, to the Congress-1 Member. As I said,
West Bengal is a deficit State. As you said
20"/0 of the total procurement ] give to West
Bengal because this is a deficit State. And
what 1 expect from then now is, as Prof.
Chakravorty said, once it is given, they
must themselves be very careful.

When you ask me about the distribution
system and criticise the entire thing as
absolutely hopeless and nothing, it seems
from the argument advanced that nothing
exists in the country. But I must say that
there are fair price shops. True some
of them might not be functioning. 1 cannot
say that. But to say that nothing functions
is completely distorted version of the truth.
There are 2,97,00 fair price shops in the
country, Well, all of them are not in the
urban areas. 64,920 fair price shops are
.in the urban areas. In the rural areas, there
are 2,28,000 fair price shops. Out of them,
something about a lakh or 90,000 are in
cooperative sector., Now the question is
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that these fair price shops-whether in rural
areas or urban areas, whether in cooperative
or in private—are directly under the
supervision control and guidance of the State
Government. You cannot expect me to do
from here,

But one thing is there. What the hon,
Member from Jammu and - Kashmir has said
or one or two more Members, whatever may
be the extent of fair price shops, the quantity
that I am giving is increasing. Imagine that
the quantity in million tonnes in 1979 was
17.94. 1In 1982, it increased to 25.69 million
tonnes. Value in terms of money, it was
Rs. 2068 crores in 1977 was distributed.
Now, it is 5738 crores of Rupees. Itis
about 1449, in volume and 38Y in value.
1 am sure, it is not the contention of the hon.
Members that all these are going to dust and
drain. It is not at all. It has increased
It has proved its utility. What is required is
this. 1 agree with the hon. Member that
it is not possible for the Inspectorates only.
You want vigilance. On the one side,
you say implementation., How do you
want the implementation to be done
by the Government ? I want to tell
the hon. Member that there is a system.
There could be a better system, I can agree.
But inspectorates are there. One hon.
Member has said that 509, of
them are honest and 509, are dishonest.
But we see the nspectorates. Neither
I nor he does it. What is required is
a strong consumer protection movement in
this country. I am trying for that, But if
yon want to give it a Goverment shape,
like some of the cooperatives, it will again
be not a people’s movement. When the hon.
Member said, nothing is available in the
country, I would say that is not so. I have
a constituency of my own. I have been a
Minister for only 3 years.” Before that, for
23 years, I have been a Member of Parlia-
ment. You should be able to have a
popular consumer movement in your
constituency. It is for the MLAs, the MPs,
the society and the consumers® organisations-
they are all powerful—to see that there is
a powerful consumers’ movement. Please do
not expect from the Inspectors of the Depart-
ment to take charge of everything. 1 would
agree on this point. But I do not agree with
the point that nothing reaches the people
and nothing is available in the country.

There are a large number of fair price
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shops. There might be some fair price shops
which are not functioning properly. But a
Jarge majority, an overwhelming majority,
of them do function. That is why the
Poorer sections, the weaker sectsion, of
society are able to get their wheat and rice.
At this point of time, 1 will be able to say
only about wheat, rice and sugar. About
the supply of kerosene, coal and other items,
all that has to be directed through the admi-
nistrative Ministries concerned. All that is
not under my Ministry. There are mainly
seven items to be supplied through the fair
price shops. This is about distribution.

Many hon. Members have said about
allocation of foodgrains to the Siates. I would
simply ask : Where do 1 get supply from ?
Has the Central Government its own speci-
fied tield of cultivation for paddy and wheat?
Where do we get from? We get from Punjab,
Haryana and Andhra Pradesh. Whatever
surplus States give me, whatever | am able
to procure, I distribute it to various States.
All that is demanded from the States is
impossible for the Central Government to
meet becausc we are only a supplement to
the total requirement in the State. Firstly,
the most important thing is that the State
Governments themselves have to make
efforts, either produce or procure or store.
Secondly, what is Jeft in the market,
what is available in the market, I procure
and, out of it, after seeing the availability in
the market, I distribute  That is what I do.
If this policy is kept in view, I know, the
hon. Members will be always angry, rather
dissatisfied, with me.

Last year, there was the worst drought
of the century. Since I took over, as
Minister, several States, including Tamil
Nadu, had four consecutive droughts and
my first appointment was with the Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu. He was getting
5000 tonnes of rice per month and | raised
it to 35,000 tonnes per month throughout the
year. They were not in the Central pool.
But they promised that they will join the
Central Pool when they were in surplus.
This year, they are in a good position. But
so for 1 have not received any rice from
Tamil Nadu. 1 hope, they will fulfil their
commitment because, out of their commit-~
ment, I send something to Kerala, West
Bengal and Tripura. Therefore, this year, I
have reduced 10,000 tonnes from Tamil
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Nadu’s allocation though I should have
reduced more. They have better prospects,
they have got in their godowns more rice.
I have reduced for Assam which is a difficult
State. I have to do it. Unless 1 doit,
how can I manage ? you see for one month,
but 1 have to see for all the twelve months.

Rice is not that easily available from
outside the country as wheat is available. I
can get wheat in the international market at a
competitive price but not rice. I get some-
thing from Thailand, something from Burma.
In my opinion, though this year rice procure-
ment will be the highest, yet compared to
the demand, itis not enough. Sometimes
my friends from Kerala and Tamil Nadu get
angry with me when I say, the country must
cat what it produces.

The people in Bihar have changed their
eating habits. West Bengal, an absolutely
rice consuming State, is now given half rice
and half wheat of its total allotment. The
other State also will have to accept the
inevitability of this logic.

Therefore, I would say that the food
policy of the Government has succeeded.

If sometimes you find that ] am not able
to allot foodgrains according to the demand,
please don't suspect my good intentions,
Please always r-member that my capacity to
supply foodgrains depends on the capacity of
the State Governments to procure and give
foodgrains to me and I, as your custodian
at the Centre, distribute those foodgrains to
the States suffering from drought and perma-
nent deficit,

I am fortunate that happen to be the
the Ministster of Food and Civil Supplies at
this stage when the country has registered a
record production of 149 million tonnes in
foodgrains. In spite of this record produc-
tion, we resort to import of foodgrains. As
the hon. Members know, we do not import
anything just for luxury or merely to snbsidise
others. Our import of foodgrains is a
matter of adequate precaution taken by
Government because ours is a country where
agriclilture mostly depends upon rain God in
spite of the irrigation facilities being exten-
ded.

Therefore, I have taken that precaution.
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I "can assure the hon. Members that
the interests of the farmers of our country
will not in any way be affected by the import
of foodgrains that we are making. It is only
to take abundant precaution to guard against
want of foodgrains that we resort to imports.

It is true that procurement, allocation
and distribution of foodgrains has gone up.
But in spite of this, I cannot agree with
Shri Satyasadhan Chakraborty’s suggestion
that the wholesale trade in foodgrains should
be nationalised. Government has no such
intention. The food policy of the Government
of India consists in procurement, distribution
and making of foodgrains available in the
open market. The State Governments also
follow this same policy. These three points are
important and should be carefully considered
After all, availability of foodgrains in the
country remains the same even though pro-
curement or distribution may be more or
less. If I procure more foodgrains, there
will be less availability in the market.

Some hon. Members have spoken about
adulteration. We have a provision in the
Essential Commodities Act for summary
trial and two years imprisonment and all
that.

Some other hon. Members have men-
tioned about the transport charges, imple-
mentation and inspection. 1 have already
said something about this. Shri Mool
Chand Daga replid them.

Shri R.L.P. Verma was extremely critical
from the other side. But since the hon,
Member is not present now, I will not repeat
it and make it known to the House of that
extreme criticism,

Shri Ram Pyare Panika mentioned the
guidelines and about the 2,000 units. We
are trying to do that. Out of 31 States,
15 States had implemented the 2,000 fair
price shops. 1 am trying to persuade the
other States and requesting them to do it.

Shri Rajesh Pilot who is not present now
mentioned about rural areas. 1 have given
the figures that there are more rural areas
than urban areas.

Shri Banarsidas mentioned about roller
flour mills. We are giving to roller flour
mills procurement at Rs, 208/- per quintal,
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Our economic cost about procurement is
Rs. 219/- and not Rs, 260/- or something
like that. We are giving at the PDS at
Rs. 172/- per quintal, and thereby the Central
Government is incurring about Rs., 835
crores subsidy on the food item which is
an important item about rice, wheat and
other things.

As regards sugar, the hon. Member was
talking absolutely beyond the point. He
asked “Why do you pursue two policies ?
Make everything open.” He wants weak
consumers to suffer. Government will
never do that. We must be sure. We
must make available to the vulnerable and
weaker sections of the society through our
PDS system by giving the Government
support in prices which is Rs. 835 crores
subsidy and also in sugar at a particular
price at Rs- 4/- and the rest in the open
market. 65 per cent is the sugar which we
procure and 35 per cent only is for free sale.
Government is proud that it has been able
to give it to the weaker sections of the
society, and we will continue this policy.

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AJAD: Mr.
Shastri was not here. I have already said
that this has to be looked into by the State
Governments who administer this. Whenever
and from whatever corner 1 get a complaint,
I only forward it to the State Government
concerned to look into it because it is not
possible for us, over the entire country, from
Kashmir to Kanyakumari, to see what
ration cards are in Tamii Nadu or in Bihar.
It is the State Governments who are the
proper authorities for this, The hon.
Member, through his Party in the different
Legislatures or outside on the platform has
to take up the matter.

With these words, I conclude. I am
grateful to the hon. Members for supporting
this amending Bill and also giving me a
small consolation in to speak in this Session
about my Ministry’s performance.

SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY : Are you thinking of re-estab)ish-
ing the food zones which were there
previously and which you have abolished ?

SHRI
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SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD: We
have no such intention, Taday there is
only one zone for the entire country. For
wheat it is all over the country. Only for
rice there is one confusion. Even in rice,
the levy free rice is free all over the country,
Every State Government has, under the
Essential Commodities Act, levy on rice.
They procure either from the mill or from
traders. Apart from that, the levy free rice
is free all over the country. When any State
Government want to purchase from other
State Governments, they have to seek our
permission, but not for levy free rice,
because, suppose Tamil Nadu wants, Orissa
wants, West Bengal also wants, Kerala also
wants, and if I allow them all to purchase
from the Andhra Pradesh market, it will be
very difficult to procure for myself and after
procurement to contain the price in the
State. Therefore, normally we do not
encourage the State Governments to enter
the market as a State Government, but they
are free to have the levy free rice from the
free trade movement. That helps the
country in having equilibrium. Therefore,
at present we have no such intention like the
past to have such zones.

. SHRI VIKRAM MAHAJAN (Kangra) :
Is it correct that the wholesalers, for
instance, the Karnataka wholesalers are
allowed to buy or can buy from Andhra ?

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD : I have
already explained that there is levy free rice
in each State ; the privaie trade or any trade
can have it. The State Governments have
the order under which they get the rice and
the certificate is given that this rice has been
Jevied and given and this is levy free rice
which the private trade can move. That is
why 1 said that the food policy of the
Government consists of availability in the
open market, what is procured by the State
Government and what is procured by the

Central Government.

SHRI VIKRAM MAHAJAN : My
question has not been ;answered. A free
trader or a private trgder in Tamil Nadu
can buy from Andhra, bat the Tamil Nadu
Government cannot ,byy from Andhra, Is it
correct and if so why ?

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD : I have
explained this point,.,

MR. CHAIRMAN : Th¢ Minister has
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already explained. I am not allowing.

(Interruptions)

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY : He has ndt explained,

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD: 1 have
said ‘no’. I will tell you why there is
difference between private trade and this.
The moment the state Government enters
any State, he gets the finance from the
Reserve Bank, he. comes in a big way to the
market and he can purchase any amount of
rice from that market. Any amount—20,000,
50,000 or 1 lakh tonnes. That is No. 1,
No. 2—they get priority and they can
straightaway move whereas the private trade
cannot on that account purchase that
amount. They can purchase small quantities
and they get ‘D’ priority for movement.
Therefore, this is the difference between the
private trade and the State Government.
That is why 1 said the Government is only
concerned with the levy rice. After that,
the Jevyfree rice can be moved to any part
of the country by the private trade. To
freely permit the State Governments to
enter any market will only push up the
prices.

GOVERNMENT OF UNION TERI-
TORIES (AMENDMENT) BILL

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI
P. VENKATASUBABIAH) : Madam,
Chairman, I beg to move :

“That the Bill further to amend the
Government of ‘Union Territories Act,

1963 as passed by Rajya Sabha be taken
into coasideration.”

Madam, in the case of Legislative
Assemblies of the States and this House, the
Constitution has already been amended to
provide that till a Census is taken after
2000 A.D. the Assembly and the Parlia-
mentary Constituencies will remain as they
were delimited on the basis of the 1971
Census. The provisions of the Constitution
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relating to the Legislative Assemblies do
not apply to the Legislative Assemblies of
Union Territories, including Mizoram. There
are certain provisions in the Government of
Union Territories Act, 1963 regarding deli-
mitation of Assembly constituencies in
Union territories, The term of the Legisla-
tive Assembly of Mizoram was to expire in
May this year. The existing constituencies
of the Assembly jn the Mizoram were
delimited in 1975 on the basis of the
population ascertained in the 1971 Census,
Thereafter, the 1981 Census was taken.

Section 43A of the Act nrer alia
provides that the Assembly constituencies in
Mizoram shall be delimited on the basis of
the latest Census figures. A view is possible
that this provision applies only to a delimi-
tation of Assembly constituencies for the
first election to the Mizoram Assembly.
Another view s also possible that it is
obligatory to delimit the Assembly consti-
tuencies in Mizotam on the basis of the
population figures ascertaiced at the latest
Census, namely, the 1981 Census. This
August House will agree with me that, in a
matter, so important as elections to an
Assembly, there should be no room for
doubts and it is not always desirable to rely
on a wery strict interpretation of the law,
Accordingly, in orde; to put the matter
beyond all doubts, this Bill proposes to make
a clarificatory provision that the latest Census
figures mentioned in Part IlI of the Act
relating to dclimitation of Assembly constit-
tuencies shall be construed as a reference 10
the 1971 Census figures until the relevant
figures for the first Census taken after the
Year 2000 have becn published and it shall
not be necessary to readjust the division of
each Union Territory in the territorial
constituencies till that time. What we are
now doing for the Union territories is the
same as has been done for the State
Assemblies and this House.

The provisions now being made will have

application to all the Union territories
covered by the Act.

Section 3 of the Act provides that the
number of seats reserved for the Scheduled
Castes or the Scheduled Tribes in the
Legislative Assembly of a Union territory
shall be proportiona.e to their population
in the Union territory. This section does
not apply to Mizoram but the opportunity
