(II) Rehabilitation of r r f ^ m  from 
Rinclidnli.

SHRI ZAINAL ABEDIN (Jangipor): 
Sir, several displaced families uprooted 
from erstwhile East Pakistan (now 
Bangladesh) are living a miserable life 
bn the pavement near Jaiialmcr House. 
New Delhi, since more than five years. 
There are aged men and women and 
children among them patiently awaiting 
rehabilitation facilities from Govern­
ment . They have been pleading, repre­
senting and appealing all these year for 
permanent rehabilitation to put an end 
to miserable plight but without 
any avail. While the Rehabilitation De* 
partment is not taking any steps to
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ichabilitatc these uprooted refugees, the 
NDMC authorities and the police are 
subjecting these suffering people to 
further sufferings by demolishing their 
huts; harassing their children on false 
theft cases. I am really pained to see 
that the authorities, instead of showing 
sympathy and humanitarian attitude 
towards the.se people, arc subjecting 
them to stell moic harassment and 
hardships. Those refugees have got 
every right to seek rehabilitation from 
the Government. Therefore, I urge 
upon the Government not to view this 
problem as a problem of encroachment 
but iis a human problem and do someth" 
mg to rehabilitate these families so that 
they can live peacefully as human beings 
instead of living like cat tic as at present.

(iii) Allocation of more rice to Kerala.

PRO!- P J. KURIF.N (Mavclikara) : 
The State of Kerala is deficient in food 
r.nd it depends almost entirely on the 
ccntral all 'Cation of fordgrains to run 
its public distribution system. The staple 
fot»d of Kerala bung ncc, there have 
been persistent demands for increased 
allocation of rice In 198 3 the Ccntral 
Government had allotted 120,000 tonnes 
of ncc ard 3 5.000 tonnes of wheat p tr 
month for the months of August, 
September and October. As a matter 
of fact Kerala requires 210,000 tonnes 
of rice per month for distribution through 
ration shops. These figures highlight 
the huge gap between actual require* 
meat and supply. The Government of 
India has been insisting that the people
of Kerala should change their food 
habits and they should consume m o r: 
wheat. Although some results have 
been achieved in this respect as is evi­
dent from the increased offtake of whc.it, 
food habits developed over many ccntu- 
ric.8 cannot be changed within a short 
Period. Thus it will be found that 
increased allocation of wheat docs not in 
(he present circumstanccs provide a 
solution to the probLm of food shor­
tage in Kcrela. Enhanced allocation of 
rice is the only answer.

I would request the Government to
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adopt a sympathetic attitude towards 
this problem and allot more rice to 
Kerala so that it could meet the legiti­
mate requirements of the people.
