to the needs of the community and there-
by to give effcct to the policy of the
State towards securing the principles
specified in clause (b) of articie 39 of
the Constitution, be taken into conside-

ration.”

SHRI KRISHNA CHANDRA HALDER

(Durgapur) : Hon. Deputy Spcaker, Sir,
I welcome this Aluminium Corporation of

India Limited (Acquisition and Transfer of -

Aluminium Undertaking) Bill, 1983 which
was introduced in the last Winter Session

of the Parliqmcnl.

Now this Bill has come
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for consideration and passing. I welcome
the Bill though it was overdue,

The Aluminium Corporation of India
Limited was established in July 1944 at
Jaykay Nagar near Asansol (West Bengal).
In September 1973 this company was closed
due to financial, mismanagement and other
difficulties. The private owners exploited .
the company and did not plough back the
profit for renovation, modernisation and
technological upgradation, With the profit
earned by the Aluminium Corporation
of India Limited, Jaykay Nagar, the owners
set up new factories in other States. At
that time this company was employing 2,500
persons. Aluminium and aluminium products
are very much necessary for our nation,
specially for the power industry. The
import of . aluminium in 1979.80 was of the
order of 76,028 tonnes and its value was
Rs. 1,09.560. In 1981-82 the installed capa-
city was 3,21,170 and production in 1981
was 2,11,411 tonnes, In 1982 the production
was 2,14,789 tonnes and import 2,178
tonnes and its value Rs. 39 crores. In ans-
wer to a question it was mentioned on 23rd
February 1983 that in 1982 there was no
import. But Shri Salve stated in the Rajya
Sabha that the canalising agency may have
to. import 20,000 to 30,000 tonnes, valued
at Rs. 30 to 45 crores during 1982-83. 1
hope the Minister will clarify during his
reply to the debaie whether in 1982-83, any
import was done and what was the total
quantum of import of aluminium products
into our country,

What is the position of aluminium

production in relation to public and private
In the public sector HALCO in

sector.

1971 produced 30,939 tonnes and in the
private sector Indalco, Indal and Malco
produced 1,80,899 tonnes. In 1979 the

total production was 2,17,838 tonnes. In
1980 the production in the public sector was
28,997 tonnes and private sector 1,55,841
tonnes. In 1981 the production in the public
sector was 32,881 tonnes and private sector
1,79,689 tonnes. So, while you are talk-
ing of public scctor reaching the command-
ing heights, the private sector is producing
much more than the public sector,

- T am giving some figures of demand,

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indigenous supply and imports. In 1980-81
the demand was 3,04,620 tonnes, indigenous
production 1,87,110 tonnes and import
1,20,778 tonnes. In 1981.82 the demand was
2,79,229 tonnes, indigenous supply 2,64,000
tonnes and import 70,196 tonnes, In 1982-83
the demand was 238 118 thousand tonnes.
The indigenous supply was 218,862 thousand
tonnes. There is a gap of about 20,000
tonnes. In the figure, they showed there is
no import. But the Minister in an answer
in the Rajya Sabha said that there may be
an import of 20 to 30 thousand meiric
tonnes of aluminium, What is the position ?

In our country the installed capacity per
annum of aluminium production is 301,170
tonnes. The production in 1981 was 2,11,411
tonnes. Ia 1982 production was 2,14,789
tonnes, Figure of imports in 1981 have
already been given by me carlicr,

Still the Private Secctor is ruling the
aluminium marker and we are spending
thousands of crores of valuable foreign ex-
change for import,

Now in 1984-85 Government has pro-
jected the demand for aluminium, Tt will be
$,00,000 tonnecs. But they have not indicated
what will be the actual indigenous produc-
tion in 1984.85. You know that this
concern was closed in 1973, From 1975
efforts were made by the Central Government
and State Government of West Bengal to
revive the undertaking with a view to reha-
bilitate the Company and those who were
adversely affected by the closure and to
augment supply of aluminium and aluminium
fabricated products, As | stated carlier, the
company took away the profit and did not
plough it back in that concern. They ins-
talled factories in other Statcs. What
happened ? Their liabilities were more and
they did not inject capital for revival of this
Aluminium Corporation of India which was
essential for West Bengal,

After its closure mysclf and the leaders
of C.LLT.C.,, we made many attcmpts to
approach the Minister and the Ministrv to
re-open and nationalise this Company. Afier
that this Company was taken over on 1st
May, 1978 by the Central Government and
then after that from 1979 the fabrication
work started, It was re-commissioned in
1979. As 1 have stated earlier, the produc-
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tion of aluminium is necessary for our nation
and specially for the power industry and
Defence. But after the take-over the per-
formance of the Company was not satisfac-
tory and then we met the Minister many
times for nationalisation -- |.e. to take it up
as a public undertaking of the Central Go-
vernment, In the <tatement of objects and
reasons, the Minister has stated that for
improvement in the performance of the
undertaking, investment of public fund is
considered necessary as it produces alumini-
um products which are necessary for the
country and the power sector, Here, 1 would
like to mention that when this is nationali-
sed, proper investment for modernisation
and technological improvement should be
taken up to make it viable and this nationali-
sation should not be donc in a half-hearted
manner. [ want to give a word of caution
because, as you know, the Government
nationalised the Burn Standard Refractotics
in the vear 1975, Rut after nationalisation,
no investmant was done. Regarding Burn
Standard, we welcome that the Government
nationaliscd the concern but no investment
was done. We repeatedly made representa-
tions to the Minister that nationalisation is
not the only solution when it becomes  sick.
When you nationalise a concern, there must
be proper planning for investment, for
modurnisation and for technological upgra-
dation so that the concern must be made
viable.

But in the meantime, the Central Go-
vernment  and the management of the public
sector are behaving like the private sector.
They have declared lock-out in the Durga-
pur Unit of Burn Standard and they have
issued a closure noticc to close the Rani-
ganj unit of Burn Standard from 10th of
May. The Burn Standard produced 950
tonnes of refra-tories previously, about 10
years back. Rut the management got an
agreement with the union and it gradually
scaled down the production taiget and now
it is 250 tonnes only. How can i§ be viablg ?
Today the trade-union leaders and the
workers are so matuce in West Bengal, they
are not only conscious of their own wages
and other things but also they are fighting
to make the different public sector units
viable and they submit alternative sugges-
tions and schemes to the Central Govern-
ment. But the bureaucrats do not take the
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alternative schemes into consideration and
this is the irony of situation. About 1200
employees in the two units of Burn Standard
are facing difficulties. 1 am mentioning
this because you are nationalising this
company. I demand lifting of lockout and
reopening of Burn Standard Refactors, It is
a welcome measure and the trade-unions
" are ready to cooperate, But at the same
time, there must be proper planning for
investment, modernisation and technical
upgradation so that this concern may bc
viable.

Through you, I would like to draw the
attention of the Minister and thc Cabinet
also regarding how they work in an un-
planned manner. You know, M AMC,,
Durgapur, was established to supply equip-
ment and machinery to collieries and coal-
washeries, They have supplied many equip-
ment and machinery to collieries and coal-
washeries, their performance is very good.
But now what has happened ? They Energy
Ministry are going to set up one coal
washery at Madhuban. The CIL are going
to instal one coal washery in Madhuban,
They have not yet placed the order, but they
are inclined to give order to a foreign com-
pany, Alpinc, an Austrian company, It
will involve Rs. 60 crores and foreign ex-
change to the extent of Rs. 6 to 8 crores
will be required if they place the order on
this foreign company, Alpine. When MAMC,
Durgapur, can produce good quality machi-
nery and they have the technical knowhow
to produce first class or uptodate quality
machinery for collieries and coal washeries,
why are another Ministry, without placing
an order to a public sector concern, going to
place the order on a forcign company wherc
they have to spend about Rs, 6 to 8 crores
of the valuable foreign exchange of our
country ? So, my point is that you nation-
alise the concern and at the same time you
have proper planning for investment, moder-
nisation and technological upgradation so
that the company may be viable. 1 can
assure the Government through you that, if
this is done, the trade unlon and the work-

ers are ready to cooperate. But what happens

is that, after two or three or four years, you

close down the concern as in the case of

Burn Standard. Government takes over the
management of some concern and after
several years, instead of nationalising, it is
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denotified as in the case of Carter Pooler of
Calcutta which has been denotified. = This
is not proper. You should nationalise and

make it viable, As 1 have already said,

now the workers of West Bengal, the trade

union movement there, are so mature that
they show their concern to make the public

sector, the nationalised sectur, viable. Go-

vernment should respond to the responsible
steps taken by the workers in West Bengal,

I appeal to the hon. Minister to convey to

the other Ministry what 1 bhave mentioned

about Burn Standard and the other concern,
M.A.M.C. which is one of the heavy
engineering public sector concerns of our
country,

I do not want to take much time, 1
welcome the Bill. But at the same time I
want to repeat, before I conclude, that pro-
per planning should be done, As I have
mentioncd earlier, still the private sector is
ruling the aluminium market ; the public
sector is lagging behind. We are importing
spending valuable foreign exchange for
aluminium and aluminium products, So, I
would request the hon.” Minister to give
proper importance to my suggestions, and
when he replies, 1 hope he will reply to all
the questions which I have raised properly,,.

SHRI T.R. SHAMANNA (Bangalore
South) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, plcase permit
me to say a few words in respect of Acquisi-
tion of Aluminium Corporation of India
Limited, Sir, time and again, concerns are
taken over. It is regretted that no policy
is evolved to acquire undertakings, A few
days back, when there was a demand for the
acquisition of the Buckingham & Carnatic
Mills Limited, Madras, Government refused
to take it over, Whenever Government
wdnt to take over, they take over whether
it is worthwhile or not. In this particular
case, more than Rs. 10,000 crorcs of public
funds are going to be involved and there-
fore, it is very necessary that a clear cut
policy is to be evolved, to find out whether
a concern is to be taken over or not. If it
1s necessary to salvage a concern, we have
to satisfy ourselves that it will be able to
recover, and will be able to stand on its
own legs. It is necessary that proper plann-
ing is made, and that all steps are taken
to sce that the concerns do not suffer again.
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Furthermore, this concern is going to
be managed by Bharat Aluminium Co, I do
not want that by taking over this concern,
the Bharat Aluminium Co. also gets into
trouble, It is, therefore, necessary that the
new venture does not commit the same mis-
take which was committed by the old
concern. So, it is necessary to find out as
to why this concern went bad ; and all
steps should be taken to see that there is no
repetition of the mistakes already committed,
so that we find that the concern works
smoothly,

All companies are required to send to
the Registrar of Joint Stock Companies every
year, a profit and loss account, and the
balance sheet. They are simply, nominally
filed. I suggest that Government set up a
machinery to find out which are the com-
panies going bad. Suppose the concerns
become bad hopelessly ; and steps are taken
thereafter, it will be difficult to set them
right., I suggest that a machinery should be
found which will study the profit and Jloss
account and the balance sheet of companies;
and see that in the case of concerns doing
bad, steps are taken early enough to set
them right i.e. In the beginning itself, so
there will not be any huge cumulative losses,

Hereafter many concerns are likely to
go bad, because most of the machineries are
obsolete. There is a possibility of many
concerns going into liquidation, and incurring
heavy losses, So, carly steps will bhave to
be taken in this regard.

After taking over this concern, Govern-
ment should get periodic reports and find
out whether the company taken over is
working well, There is a good future for
aluminium these days, because formerly
aluminium coils were being used only for
making utensils, But now they are used
for several purposes, including fittings and
in automobile industry, aviation and many
other sectors. So, there is a great necessity
for the development of aluminium industry

in the country.

Apart from financial resources and raw

materials required for this concern, another -

veyy important factor in respect of the
aluminfum industry is power. Aluminium
requires a lot of power ; and, therefore,
steps must be taken to see that power is
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also provided, so that the concern does not
stop for want of power,

It is provided in the Bill that all emplo-
yees of the company will be taken over by
the new concern. “Instead of taking them
over wholesale, why not screen them, and
eliminate those who are responsible for
bringing discredit to the company ? Those
responsible, if possible, may be weeded out,
instead of taking them over.

Before any concern is taken over, why
should not the labour be given an opportu-
nity to see whether they are going to manage
the company themselves. If they are going
to do it, ia many cases the concerns may
work out well. So, Government should
also give an Opportunity to the Ilabourers,
and sce whether they are going to run the
show. Some financial assistance must be
given by the Government to them in that
case. If that were to be given, Government
will be saved from @ lot of head-ache. I
once again add that a policy is to be laid
down whether a concern is to be taken over
or not because the government is sinking a
large sums of public money. Therefore,
unless and until a strict policy is laid down,
it iS not worthwhile taking over sick con-
cerns, I do not object to a concern being
taken over, but having taken over a concern,
the concern must survive and make pro-
gress. It should not be a national wastage,
On the other hand, it must help the national
development of the country. Therefore, I
would strongly urge upon the government to
evolve a policy whereby a principle is to be
laid down clearly whether a concern is to be
taken over or not.

With these words, I thank you for having
given me an opportunity to say a few words,

SHRI ARIF MOHAMMAD KHAN :
Mr. Chairman, I am thankful to the hon,
Members who have participated in the dis-
cussion. I am very happy to note that all
hon. Members without exception have exten-
ded their support to the Bill which is under
consideration.

The Aluminium Corporation of India
Limited at Jaykay Nagar is an industrial
establishment engaged in the production of
aluminium and aluminium fabricated
products falling under the First Schedule to
the Industries (Development and Regulation)
Act. In September 1973 the undertaking
of the company located at Jaykay Nagar,
near Asansol, was closed due to financial

and other difficulties. At the time of
closure, the undertaking was employing
about 2,500 persons. After the closure,

efforts were made by the Central Govern-
ment and the Government of West Bengal to
revive the undertaking with a view to
rehabilitate the workmen adverserly affected
by the closure and also for augmenting the
supply of aluminium and aluminium fabrica-
ted products. However, the efforts did not
succeed, as the entire capital of the company
has been eroded by the outstanding liabilities
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and the management was unwilling to invest
any fuands, In the circumstances, the
management of the undertaking of -the
company was taken over on 1st May 1978 by
the Central Government,

While considering any intervention of
this kind, the Government have to satisfy
themselves whether there would be a possi-
bility of the unit becoming viable in a
reasonable period of time. This point has
been emphasized by the hon. Members
who have taken part in the discussion,
Secondly, we have to consider whether such
a step is in the public interest. QOur assess-
ment is that in the second financial year
after nationalisation and modernisation, the
undertaking will start showing an operating
surplus.

It may also be pointed out that since
the mapagement was taken over from lst
May 1978, the undertaking has been showing
a net loss for the first two years, then it did
show a small gross surplus but thereafter
it showed a gross deficit. In 1983-84 the
net loss is Rs, 281 lakhs and the gross loss
is Rs. 152 lakhs. However, about Rs, 70
lakhs has been charged as interest Dby
BALCO for primary metal supplied on
credit. ‘The scheme of rehabilitation which
the Government propose to implement
includes provision of Rs. 1 crores as work-
ing capital, With that, the interest to be
paid for the primary metal would cease to
be there, Thus, the gross loss for 1983-84
would be of the order of Rs, 80 lakhs.
Looking to this figure and the increased
production consequent upon modernisation,
Government consider that the unit will
become viable. We feel that the first
criterian regarding the achievement of
viability within a reasonable period of time
will be achieved.

Secondly, out of the 2,500 employees
engaged in the undertaking at the time of
closure in 1973, about 1,140 are re-employed
today as a result of take over the manage-
ment of the undertaking, The employment
on such a scale in the State of West Bengal
where industrial activities are fast declining
is considered to be a matter of significant
public interest, Also, the undertaking has
“fairly versatile semi-fabrication facilities,
AJIU were earlier supplying finished pro-
ducts to a varjety of consumers including

Sir, hon. Member, Shri Halder wanted,
to know the quantity of aluminium which
we have imported. In 1979-80...

SHRI KRISHNA CHANDRA
HALDER : I want the figure for 1982-83.

SHRT ARIF MOHAMMAD KHAN :
During 1982-83 we have not imported any-
thing. During 1983.84 we have imported
30,000 tonnes.

SHRI KRISHNA CHANDRA
HALDER : Mr, Salve in reply to a Rajya
Sabha question said that in 1982-83 we may
require import of 20,000 to 30,000 tonnes
of aluminium through import. After that
you have not imported anything in 1982-83.

SHRI ARIF MOHAMMAD KHAN :
According to the figures available with me,
we have not imported any quantity during
1982-83. But the figures indicate that
1983-84, 30,000 tonnes have been imported.
But in 1982-83 a decision had been taken to
that effect,

About the plans of the Government for
revival of this undertaking, I would like to
mention that on the basis of experience of
running the plant from July 1977 onwards,
the technical personnel of BALCO has
assessed the actual physical condition of the
machinery. (]m;rrup;fon_g). My information
is that Shri Salve has mentioned only about
July 1983, I would clarify that later on,

I was talking about the plans for the
revival of the undertaking. I had stated
that on the basis 'of experience of running
the plant from July 1979, the technical
personnel of Balco have assessed the actual
physical condition of the machinery.
Broadly, the couclusion is that it is worth
reviving the semi-fabrication capacity. i.e.,
extrasion mills, rolling mills, foil plant,
properzired plant and conductor mills,
However, these sections of the plant are not
in the best of condition and some moder-
nisation is necessary. In 1981 the technical
personnel of BALCO had assessed the
requirement of funds for this modernisation/
modification as Rs. 60 lakhs,

advisable 1o revive the Aluminium Plant, the
aluminium - smelter and the captive power
plant. The Aluminium Plant (18000 tonnes
per annum), the smelter capacity (9,000
tonnes per annum) and the captive power
plant (10.2 MW) are, by and large, of very
small capacities, consisting of very old
machinery, which renders their revival non-
viable, However, the BALCO will examine
the possibility of their revival after nationali-
sation. (Interruptions),

When the
management is formed, will the workers
representatives be taken up in the manage-
ment so that the workers participation in
management is ensured. Naturally, in this
way the nationalised concern works satis-
factorily and at the earliest possible time
this nationalised concern may be viable,

SHRI ARIF MOHAMMAD KHAN:
1 have stated 1140 employees have been
re-employed till date, as a result of take
over of the management of the undertaking.

The agreement has been entered into
with the labour union to offer terminal
benefits covering gratuity, leave, salary for
potice period and retrenchment compensa-
tion under the Workmen Compensation Act.
Till date 1045 workmen have collected their
terminal benefits,

We have taken almost all those, where-
ever it was possible that those could be made
viable. I do not think there is any complaint
about not taking them. Wherever we have
not been able to take them, they have been
compensated adequately and under the
provisions of law. (Interruptions). About
the workers participation, the Ministry of

Labour (Interruptions).

The scheme is already in force and all
these public undertakings have been asked
by the Central Government to implement the
scheme.

EXPORT (QUALITY CONTROL AND
INSPECTION) AMENDMENT BILL

MR. CHAIRMAN : Now, we take up
pext item., Shri Nihar Ranjan Laskar :

THE MINISTER OF STATE 1IN THE
MINISTRY OF COMMERCE AND IN
THE DEPARTMENT OF SUPPLY (SHRI
NIHAR RANJAN LASKAR): Sir, 1 beg
to move.**

“That the Bill to amend the Export
(Quality Control and Inspection) Act,
1963, be taken into consideration,”

Sir, while moving this amendment, I
would like to state that this Bill seeks to
provide for the development of export trade
of India on sound and stable basis, through
quality control and inspection and for
matters connected therewith, The hon,
Members who are present here would have
observed from the statement of objects and
reasons attached to the Bill that this legisla-
tion has been moved with a view to remov-
ing certain deficiencies, .inadequacies and
lacunae in the existing Act passed by Parlia-
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ment in 1963, so that the Export Inspection
Council and Export Inspection Agencies
would be able to administer the compulsory
quality control and pre-shipment inspection
scheme more effectively

Since the enactment of the Export
(Quality Control and Inspection) Act, 1963,
exportation of as many as 875 items is
subject to compulsory quality control and
pre-shipment inspection. Besides pre-export
inspection, a number of other measures have
been taken to streamline the quality control
and inspection system and create conscious-
ness of quality amongst manufacturers and
exporters, who are being encouraged to
instal in-house quality control for the
upgradation of the quality of their export
products,

I am just giving a little back ground to
this. While the measures already taken
have had a salutory effect on the quality of
products exported and the complaints
received from overseas buyers on quality
have declined, it is felt that there is a need
to take further steps to enforce quality
standards for building a higher level of
credibility in world markets. In the present
environment of fierce competition. a reputa-
tion for qualitative excellence is an impor-
tant factor in the marketing of products. On
a review of the existing clauses of the Export
(Quality, Control and Inspection) Act of 1963,
certain deficiencies and lacunae have come
to light. It is, therefore, proposed to amend
some of the provisions of the Act for
administering compulsory quality control
and pre-shipment inspection scheme more
effectively.

With a view to achieve the desired
objectives of removing the deficiencies and
lacunae in the existing Act, this Bill provides,
inter alia, for the following changes in the
Act; —

(a) It will enlarge the membership of
the Export Inspection Council by allowing
the Central Government to nominate 15
persons instead of the persent limit of 11

persons nominated by the Central Govern-
ment.

(b) Under the existing provisions, a
certificate of export-worthiness once issued
to a commodity by the export inspection
