(ix) PUrcHASE OF SURPLUS PADDY IN
PunJaBn

SHR1 P. RAJAGOPAL NAIDU
(Chittoor): There are no arrange-
ments to buy the surplus paddy in
Punjab. The FC1 which is to take
the responsibility is not deciding even
to purchasze 25 per cent of the surplus
stocks in the State. The State Gov-
ernmeni is not in a positiecn to pur-
chase gall the surpluses, In the
ensuing z2ason it is expacted that
there will be 45 lakh tonneg of paddy
to be marketed in the State. The
State governmen: is unpreparcd to
purchase bzecause 1t does not have in-
creased godown capacity and milling
capacity on par with the increase in
production of paddy. In the next
three years the marketable surplus
will be 70 lakh ionnes.

Neither the state government not
the Central Government are having
future projections of production of
pady and storinz and other arrange=
ments to be made to mect the situa-
tion. This is creating difficulty every
year to the paddy producers who are-
