THE ~llN1STER OF RAILWAYS 
(SHRI A.B.A. GHANI K.HAN CHOUD-
HURl): It is with a heavy heart that I 
have to bring to the notice or this 
House, tbe occurrence of an accident at an 
unmanned level cor~sinl involving a Mata-
dot Van Wilh passenger:li and the train engine 
of 17 On. Saurastra Janata Express at about 
0900 hrs. today betw~(n VaKdia and 1 han 
stations on Suredra Nagar-Wankanar section 
of Western Railway. Ihe Matador Van 
Driyer in tbe face of the approaching train, 
attempted to rush througb the unmanned 
level crossing No. 67/C. So far 12 pctsons 
travelling in the road vechicle have died, of 
which 8 died, on tbe spot and 4 later, while 
tbe 12 occupants received injuries and were 
immediately rushed to the nearest Sarva-
jamc Hospital, Than, and lattctr to tbe Ci"il 
Hospital at Limbdi. 

Prima facie, the cause of the accident '. 
is due to the rashoes 9 and nealilenco of the· 
van driver who tried to cross the unmanned

Manaaer and other officer. of Western 
Railway have already proceeded to tbe lite. 

Ex-aratia. payment to tb.OM who have 
been injured &I well as for sucb of those 
who died, baa been arran&ed as per my 
instructions. 

It is very unfortunate that tbe accident. 
at unmanned level crossinls sometimes do 
occur. While I have taken steps to let the 
comparalively busier amooa these manned.

levc=l crossings as the number ii very larae 
i.e., above 22.000 approximately. We havo 
also sought the help of the State Govtm-
ments for strictor enforcement or M~tor 
Vehicle Rules at aU levels. I have myself 
written to the Chier Ministers to help tbo 
Railways out in this matter and to beina 
home to the road users the danger of dart-
ing across the unmanned level crossings at 
the last moment in tho face. of the approacb ..

PUNJAB STATE LEGI'1LATURE 

(DELEGATION OF POWERS) DILL 

MR. DEPUTY.SPEAKER: We Uke 
up next item. Shri P. Venkatasubbiah. 

THE MINIST.t;R OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTIl Y OF HOME AFFAIR.S (SHRJ 
P. VENKATASUBBIAH): Mr. Deputy 
Speaker, Sir, I bea to move : 

"Tbat the Bill to coofer on the President 
the power of the Leaislature of the 
St_te of Punjab to make laws, be taken 
into con:.idoration.n ... . 

Sir, the House is aware tbat the procla-
mation dated 6-10-1983 made by tbe 
President under article 3'6 of tbe CODStitu-
tiOIl iD relatioD to the ~tate of Punjilb, 
inter-alia. provides that the power of tho 
State Lelislature ~ be cxrcisabJe. 1:»1 or 
under the authority 0' pal-U~ftit. VmJOJ . 
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article lsi (1) (a) of the Constitution, it is 
permissible for ParJiament to confer the Presi· 
dent the power of the Legislature of the State 
to make laws and to authorize him to delegate, 
subject to such conditions as he may think 
fit to impose, the Dower so conferred to any 
other authority specified by him in that 
behalf. 

The Bill, therefore, seeks to confer on 
the president the power of the State Legisla-
ture to make laws in respect of the State. 
It has been the normal practico to undertake 
such legislation in relation to the State 
under the President's rule and the present 
Bill is OD the usual lines. Provision has been 
made ill the Bill for the constitution of a 
consultative committee, consisting of 45 
Members of ParJiament-30 Members from 
the Lok Sabba and 15 Members fr.:lm the 
Rajya Sabha-in this regard. Provision has 
also been made to empower Parliament to 
direct modifications in thc Jaws made by 
the President if con~idered necessary. I 
request the hon. House to approve the 
legislative proposal before it. 

MR, DEPUTY SPEAKR: Motion 
moved :

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRABORTY 
(Calcutta South): Mr. Deputy speaker, 
Sir I am conscious of the limited time that 
ha; been allotted to this Bill. But, Sir, I am 
also conscious of the Government which 
has brougbt forward this Bill that the 
Government is now not in a position 
to rule the State. For aU practical. 
purposes, it seems that no Government 
exists in Punjab today. You know the 
positioD of my pad, . regarding the emergency 
P"',I'rors of the President. The basic principle 
v1' .democracy is that the people should be 

ruled through their elected ffpresentatives. 
But unfortunately, today in Punjab, the 
people are ruled by a Govfllor appointed 
by the president and he is responsible to 
the f'resident. 

He enjoys power, not because he has 
confidence of the people but because he' 
enjoys the confidence of the Pn.~sident. 

Now. through this Bill, it foHows. from 
the Constitution itself that Ihe President 
may, if he so chooses, after this BIll is passed, ' 
whether there is a committee constituted or 
not, legislate for the people of Punjah. 
This is nothing but legislation by the execu-
tive and that too, fl,r all practical purposes, 
a titular executi\·c. The Committee is cons-
tituted for consultation. I know that 
ultimate power res(s with the Parliament. 
But, for the spedfied period, the president 
may legislatt: without any ref\:rence to the 
wishes of the reo pIc of Punjab. This is very 
unfot tunate. 

Also, the continuance of President's ruJe 
in a particular State is very unfortunate. 
Our Constitution has clearly stipulated that 
if there is a break-down of constitutional 
machinery, there wtll be proclamation of 
emergency. But thi~ emergency is for extra-
ordinary circumstances. In Punjab, I agr~e 
that there arc extra-ordinary circumstances. 
But the Government should tell the House 
how long this will conl inuc, How long will 
Punjab go wjthout a popular Government? 
This is of importance because we are entitled 
to know, as the representatives of the 
people, what steps the Governm~nt is going 
to take to restore not only normalcy in 
Punjab but also to restore a popular 
democratic Government. 

I was really astonished or rather I must 
'say I was shocked to see a statement by one 
of the General Secretarje!t of tbe ruJin. 
party, that is, Congress-I. He is not only 
one of the General Secretaries but he is the 
primus inter pures, first among equals, the 
most important General Secretary, 

When the reporter asked him a 
Question, whether he considered Nr 
Bhindranwale as an extremist leader, as ~ 
terrorist, he eveded the question and said 
that he was a reliaioul leader. WheEl the 
General Secretary of a party speaks, he 
speaks as the mouthpiece of a party whereby 
we know the stand or the party, how the 
party evaluates certain events .ltd certaba 
positions. 
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We all know who are the J)e(IOnl 
responsible for extremist activ;ties. It is most 
shocking that every morning we read in the 
newspaper that the people are gettinl killed 
belonging to different political partics, 
people belonging to no party. These extrc~ 

mi!';ts and terrorists are loing on with these 
acti\'i\ies as if there is no law and order 
enforcing mtichinery. 

When the cxtrem ist ,leader Shri Bhin-
dranwale openly ploclaims his hit tist. 
the liquidation of persons, the establi-

shment of a theocratk State, giving a good-
bye to all democratic.: princil'\es and is not 
ashamed of proclaming that he is working 
for a theocratic Slate. a General Sccretaty 
of the ruling party refuses to call a spade a 
spnde ! 

If that is the position of a rulina 
party. what action can people expect 
from this Government run by. such a party? 
You should be forthright in pointing out 
who are the cXlremists, who is the leader 
of the extremists, who i.. subverting demo-
cracy, who is actually trying to take back 
~)ur countlY to the position of medievalism 
and who are the people talking of crusading 
a war on the people. But I find that tho(' 
is ambivalence everywhere. If the Govern-
ment cannot make up its mind, how the 
lawenforcing machinery, which depends on 
the Government, can function 1 1 think the 
hon. Minister owes the HOll~C an explana-
tion as to why this has been said, what is 
the future of the Government and then give 
u~ his honest assessment of the the position 
of Shri Bhindranwale. 

1 would aaain ask the bon. Minister one 
question. It is truc that anti-social elements 
are operatin& from Gurdwaras, the reliaious 
places. 

Thercfore, you must have with you a list 
a criminals and offenders. If you do not 
have tbe list of offt'nders and crinlinals, you 
have no riaht to run the Government.

For how 10n& are you aoing to tolerate 
all these things?

Hut this, you 
ha.\,~ been saying. The que~lion is how 
effectively you ha\e been able to contain the 
violence. That is imporlant. I agree that 
three are certain fOI~es v.hich are interested 
in de~tabilisation. inside forces and outside 
forces. That is true. But if you only say 
that there are forces interested in destabiJi-
salion and If you do not pinpoint and take 
action, tben what happcns ?

I\tequence. But Government should 'say when 
and how they are loin. to effectively con trot 
it, how they are 'pill. to solve the p;oblem. 
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Let them accuse the Oppo~ltion Parties, let 
them do it; if. by that, you are .oing to solve 
the· problem, if that is aoing to solve the 
problem, then 1 am ready to be accused a 
hundred times, But that is not loins to 
s01ve the problem. . The Opposition Parties 
only suggested certain solutions, and they are 
ready to cooperate witb you so 10D8 as you 
ate sincere in restorins normalcy, law and 
order, amity and peace.
