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thoy have to enSure that it reaches from
the State hcaiquarters to all the outlets
located in different parts of the country.
If the foodgraing reach merely the
metropolitan cities or the capital, it is
not adequate unless from there arrange-
ment is being made to distribute it in
different parts of the State. So, that
is being contemplated and we arc trying
10 “strengthen the public distribution
system which is one of the most impor-
tant items of the 20-Point Programme.
But still there is som:z deficiency and it
would be our endeivour to improve the
situation.
