INDIAN VETERINARY COUNCIL
BILL, 1984

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE (SHRI
YOGENDRA MAKWANA) :Sir, T beg to
rmove :

«That the Bill to regulate veterinary
practice and to provide, for that pur-
pose, for the establishment of a
Veterinary Council of India and State
Veterinary Councils and the maintenance
of registers of the velerinary practi-
tioners and for matters connected there
with, as passed by Rajya Sabha, be
taken into consideration. ’

This Bill was first introduced in the
Rajya Sabha on 23rd December 198].
Thereafter, it was referred to a Joint Select
Committee of both the Houses, consisting of
45 members, 30 from this House and 15 from
Rajya Sabha, The Joint Committee gave
the report on the 23rd March 1984, incorpo-
rating some changes in the Bill. That Bill
was passed by the Rajya Sabha on 23rd July
1984,

The main purpose of this Bill is to
provide for the establishment of an All India
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Veterinary Council and for sctting up similar
Veterinary Councils in the States and Union
Territories, maintenance of registers for regis-
tering veterinary practitioners and controlling
and regulating veterinary practitioners. Just
as we have the Dental Council and the Medical
Council for medical practitioners, on the
same lines we want that there should be a
Veterinary Council which can regulate the
veterinary graduates who are practising, We
feel that there will be a definite change in the
status of the veterinary graduates who are
registered with the Veterinary Council. And
they will be recognised not only by (he
Government but by the international agencies
also. At present they are not able to
prescribe medicines. They cannotl give evi-
dence in the court in medico legal cases.
This legislation will provide for all this,

Since this is a State Subject, at least two
more State Governments have to pass a
resolution empowering the Government of
India to enact the Legislation. So far Bihar,
Haryana, Orissa, Himachal Pradesh, Raja-
sthan, Sikkim and Nagaland have passed the
Resolution and they have empowered the
Government of India to enact this Legislation
for forming the Indian Veterinary Council.

This Council will be consisting of 27
Members 14 nominated, two ex-Officio and
11 elected. This Council will function
according the Aci passed by the Parliament
and those who are graduates or velerinary
Science and those who are possessing the
qualification according to the Schedule
annexed to the Bill will be regisiered under the
Indian Veterinary Council Then they will
be empowered not only to give evidence
under the medico-legal cases, but will also be
recognised by the international institutions,

Keceping in view the requests from the
stock-men, livestock supervisors, etc , we have
made the provision in this Bill itself where
they are empowered to do certain minor
veterinary works like vaccination, castration,
tracing of wounds etc. So with this Bill it
will give some recognition not only to the
veterinary Graduates, but also to those who
are practising, With this aim in mind, I have
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come before the House with (his Bill and
commend this Bill to the House for conside-
ration.

(Tamluk) : Mr, Deputy Speaker, Sir, the
Indian Veterinary Council Bill, 1984 has
been brought before this House and 1 extend
my full support to this Bill ia a general way.
This Bill was originally introduced in the

Rajya Sabha on the 23rd January 1981 and
subsequently it was referred to a Select
Committee of both the Houses, The Bill

has now been passed by the Rajva Sabha
along with various recommendations of the
Select Committee and has now come before
us in the Lok Sabha for consideration and
passying. This Bill seeks to set up an All
India Veterinary Council. There will also
be State Veterinary Couneils in various
States and Union territories functioning
under its supervision and control. This Bill
I find, is more or less on the same pattern
as the existing Indian Medjc'l Council Act.
In the prevailing social and economic condi-
tions of our country it is absolutely necessary
1o effect improvement and advancement in the
field of veterinary science, no one will perhaps
deny it, It will be surely beneficial for the
country if we can develop and make advance-
ment in the field of veterinary science and
use that scientific knowledge for betterment
of the economy. The setting up of the
Indian Veterinary Council is a right step
in that direction, That is why I am support-
ing this Bill. One question naturally arises
in this connection and that is, why did it
take so long to bring this Bill ? 1t should
have come much earlier, and tereby we could
have by this time taken many Ilong strides
forward towards development and advance-
ment of veterinary science in our country.
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Even so many years after independence we
have failed to utilise the qualifications, ex-
perience and expertise of our veterinary
doctors for the good of the country. There-
fore  Sir, while supporting the Government
for the inordinate delay in bringing forth this
Bill. Till today the veterinary doctors of
our country are treated like second Tlass
doctors. In the society they are not fully
recognised as doctors. In some cases they
are not even legally recognised and are not
authorised (o prescribe certain  medicipes,
Those who have undergone prolonged
courses of study and have earned their
veterinary degrees thereafter, are not authoris-
ed too prescribe some medicines, This
unfortunate situation is prevailing for a long
time. In our country the society also looks
down upon the veterinary doctors, I believe
that as a result of this legislation, the veteri-
nary doctors of our country will be able to
regain their social and economic status in
society This will be possible if their advice
and opinion are given full value and
recognition and their pay scales, service
conditions etc, are duly improved and kept
on a higher level because these are intimately
connected with one’s social and economic
status. This must be seriously gone into.
The veterinary practioners have various
organisations. They should be given proper
recognition and as already said, their pay
scales, service conditions etc. must be sub-
stantially improved and they must be given
higher status. These matters are intimately
connected with this Bill. T will request the
hon. Minister to kindly look to these
things, Another matter arises alongwith ;
when this Bill came before the select
Committee, some representations were receiv-
ed by them, The hon. Minister has also
mentioned it. One representation was sent
by the West Bengal Veterinary Field Assis-
tants  Association, another memorandum
came from All India Veterinary and animal
husbandry technical staff Federation and
some other associations also sent their
memorandums before the Sele¢ct Committee,
The Select Committee gave due importance to
these at page 6 of the recommendations of
the Seclect Committee It has been reco-
mmended by the Select Committee therein,

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that, all those persons who are holding
veterinary certificates or diplomas and are
already working at various places and doing
the same work as veterinary doctors, will be
treated likewise and their experience and
expertise will be fully utilised. But in the
explanation to clause 30 of this Bill, mention
has been made about ‘minor veterinary
services’ for these people who are to be
entrgsicd with work like vaccination, dress-
ing of wounds etc, Now, Sir, here we are
faced with two contrary positions. On the one
hand the Select Committee recommends ‘‘as
to fully utilise their experience in the field,”
On the other hand, in the cxplanation to
clause 30 of Bill they have been given the
responsibility of a few ‘minor veterinary
services,” So far these people had been
working as full fledged doctors though not
possessing a degree, They have gained much
valuable experience in the field over 20 or
25 years of working. My submission is only
this, that whether we can uullise their long
and varied experiences and expertise for the
advancement and development of veterinary
science in our country, This has to ponder-
ed seriously. There are various types of
livestock in our country., They help our
people in their economic activity and they
cannot do without these valuable livestock,
Therefore, the advancement of veterinary
science for the treatment and breeding of
these livestock is very nccessary and desirale.
There cannot be two opinions about it

Therefo.e 1 hope that afier this Bill s
passed, an All India Veterinary Council will
be formed, and through that Council our
country will make notable advance in the
field of veterinary science in the coming days,
The place of the livestock in our rura
economy is very high. Therefore their
trecatment, breeding e¢tlc. should be given
utmost importance. I invite all the veterinary
practitioners of our country to work together
and strive unitedly for the development and
advancement of the veterinary science in our
country, Sir, I once again support this Bill
and with that I conclude my speech,

cropped us out of the acute shortage of
graduates.

Even in Japan there exist middle level
technicians as quoted by Dr. 1.P.S. Tyagi
Dean, College of Vety, Science, Haryana
Agricultural University even before the Joint
Select Committee.

~Similarly, Dr, G.B, Singh, Director of
Animal Husbandry, Chandigarh, has also
placed his suggestion for supplementary
register to register non-graduate Veterinary
Practitioners 1o control their conduct, pro-
fessional ethics & professional competence he
has also referred to the corresponding pro-
visions of the British Veterinary Surgeon's
Act before the Joint Select Committee, Mr.
Suraj Bhan has already referred to Mr. John
Innocent Secretary to the Government of
Maharashtra, So, I am not referring to him.
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(Shri A. Neelalohithadasan Nadar)

The fact that non-graduate Veterinary
Practitioners are independently manning the
Veterinary Institutions in the rural areas
numbering over 40,000 and treating the salling
animals and birds efficiently for the past 30
years had not been taken into consideration
by the Government of India while giving a
final shape to the Bill.

NADAR Two clauses of this Bill are

important, as has already been mentioned by
some Members.

Clause 2 (e) says : *“‘recognised velerinary
qualification * means any
of the veterinary quali-
fications included in the
First Schedule or the

Second Schedule.™

The Schedules are given here, at the
end of the Bill, but some diplomas and
certificates given by some recognised institu-
tions of this country are not iocluded. So,
I am requesting the Minister through you
to include a third schedule to include the
diplomas and certificates which have been
recognised by the institutions in this country.

Similarly, as Mr, Suran Bhan has point-
ed out, regarding Clause 30 and sub-clause

(b) says ——
(b) praclise veterinary medicine in any
State : Provided that the State Government

may, by order, permit a person holding a
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dJiploma or certificate of veterinary supervisor
stockman or stock assistant (by whatever
pame called) issued by the Directorate of
Anpimal Husbandry (by whatever name called)
of any State or any veterinary institution in
India, to render, under the supervision and
direction of a registered veterinary practi-
tioper, minor veterinary services.'

I cannot understand the words, “to
render minor veterinary services' why is it
pecessary to have the supervision of 2
registerd veterinary  practitioner ? Is it
possible ? Shri  Suraj Bhan was telling that
it can be a Consultation, 1 do not cven agree
with that. 1 want to delete the words

«sunder the supervision and direction of
a registered veterinary practitioner”’

from that clause. that is sub-Clause (b) of
Clause 30, Only '*...to render minor
veterinary services’” is enough 1 hope the
hon. Minister will agree with me in this res-
pect. Otherwise it will be difficult to carry
on the work with 10 000 veterinary graduates
only in the country. These ten thousand
are working in other fields. Only ten
thousand are available. We have to man
the whole affair in the whole of India in
various States and Union Territories ia the
veterinary dispensaries and other things; it is
difficult to man them with these veterinary
graduates. So, there should be a clear
provision for non-graduates and certificate
holders to do this work and they have been
doing for the last 30 years and they have
also been doing their work smoothly. So.
1 request the Government to make such
alterations. With these words 1 conclude.

SHRI K. MAYATHEVAR (Dindigul)
By introducing this Bill, the Government is
not able to be useful to the cattle and the
Government employees who are non-
graduates. It i1s harmful to them. The
animals unfortunately do not have the tonguc
to talk, If they were having tongue to talk.
they would have invaded the hon. Minister
and the Council which recommended for this
Bill and created trouble for the hon. Minister,
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Fortunately, they do not have the tongue to
speak and they do not have the sense to
speak on their behalf, Because of the state
of affairs, 50,000 affected diploma holders are
representing to the hon, Members to repre-
sent their grievances, When 50,000 diplema
holders have served for not less than three
decades to save and protect the health and
wealh of the cattle of this country, their
services should not be dispensed with, If
their services are dispensed with the price of
milk will go up, because we do not have
adequate BVSc doctors to serve for the 52
crore cattle wealth of the country. The price
of the milk may also go up because many
animals wil] die because of the dispensation
of service of 50 000 men, The cost of cattle
will also go up because of this step by the
Government, The cattle wealth will also be
seriously affecteed in this country because it
plays a vital role in agriculture.

My recommendation is brief. Those
50,000 persons who have served this country
protecting the interest of cattle wealth of the
nalion, are not aliens from any other country
or raw recruited persons. They are already
diploma holders, They have alieady been
recognised by the Siate Governments, Uni-
versilies and various institutions My re-
commendation is that the emergency Diploma
awarded by the Principal of Veterinary
Colleges should be treated next to B,V Sc.
The services of those who have done Diploma
in Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Science
awarded by the Chairman,Z Board of
Examiners, Government of Maharashtra,
should also be protected. Persons who have
done certificate courses conducted by the
competent authorities including the Stuate
Governments and the Agricultural Universities
their services should not be dispensed with.
They should not be dropped. Their services
should be protected by making a suitable
amendment, and accepting the amendments
given by the hon. Members of this House.

Amendment for given to Chapter I,
Clause 2, sub clause (g) It says :

“Registered Veterinary = Practitioners’
means a Veterinary Practitioner who
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(Shri K, Mayathevar)

holds recognised qualifications or is
otherwise entitled to have his name
registered under this Act and whose
name is, for the time being, entered in
the register.”’

This | recommend strongly in the
interest of the affected persons. Hon.
Mipister may kindly sympathise with them
and make suitable amendments,

In Clause 15 also certain amendments
have been suggested, these may also be
accepted.

Then in Clause 13 (b) some amendments
have been suggested to safeguard the interests
of the 52,000 men who are serving the cattle
wealth in this country Don’t drop them,
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don’t send them on streets all of a sudden
because we do not have sufficient veterinary
doctors 1o serve and protect the cattle wealth
in this country which is of the order of 52
crores, Ten thousand or twelve thousand
doctors are quite insufficient. Either you will
have to raise the number of doctors to
protect the cattle wealth or you will have to
absorb these 52 000 men otherwise the cattle
wealth will be materially affected. With
these abservations, I conclude my speech.
