CALLING ATTENTION TO l\l!ATTER 
OF URGENT PUBLIC IMPORTANCE 
Reported leakage of severcil question 
papers of Class XII examination of 
All lndia Central Board of Secondary 
Education. 

SHRI EDUARDO FALEIRO (Mor-
mugao): Sir, I call the attention of the 
hon. Minister of Education to the fcl· 
lowing matter of urgent public import-
ance and I request that she may make 
a statement thereon:-

"Reported leakage of se\·eral 
question papers of Class XII exami-
n ation ofthe All !ndia Central Board 
of Sec'<>ndary Education and action 
taken by the Governme:1t in the 
matter." 

THE MINISTER. OF ST ATE OF THE 
MINISTRIES OF EDUCATfON AND 
CULTURE AND SOCIAL WELF AHE 
(SHRIMATI SHEILA KAUL): There 
have been a number of complaints 
ab out leakage of question papers in 
the All India Seni,or School Certificate 
Examina.fion conducted by the Cent-ral 
Board of Secolldary Education. Sume 
of these complaints had nppC':lred in 
the Press also. Reacting prompUy to 
the complaints directly received by it, 
the Board initiated action in time to 
check whether there was leakage ot 
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question papers, and, if ~o. in which 
subjects afld to what extent. 

2. Based on the results of its preli-
minary verification the Board had evi-
dence to show that there was leakage 
o! some of the question papers. It is 
relevant here to state that the Board 
conducts two examinations at the se-
condary stage nnat is, Class X) and 
two examinations at the senior secon-
dary stage (that is, class .XII). The 
leakage was found to be confined only 
to the All India Senior Secondary Exa-
minations. Apart from all other mea-
sures contemplated, in order tf.'\ strike 
at the root of the problem, the Board 
lodged a complaint with the p01ice so 
that the source of leakage could be 
located. The police investigation is in 
progress. We do hope. it will be pos-
sible for them to locate ~he culprits. 

3. ln the meanwhile, the Board also 
continued its own intensive verifica-
tions. The examination centres in ciif-
ferent pa-rts of the UQion Territory of 
Delhi were subjectea to surpdse ins-
pections by senj.or officials of the Board 
with the speCific objective of gathering 
dccumentary evidence to establish 
whether there was leakage of any more 
question papers. As a result of such 
verifications, the Board came to the 
final conclusion t!:tat question papers in 
Mathematics, Chemistry, and Biology 
under the All India Senior School Cer-
tificate Examination had leaked. 

4. Available e\·idence showed that 
the leakage was confined to some 
schools in the Delhi UT area. ;No com-
plaint about leakage of question paper3 
was reeeived by the Board from ailY . 
place outside Delhi, not even from the 
adjoining towns. That being so, the 
Board ca·ncelled the examination in 
these three subjects and ordered re-
examinations in them only in the Delhi 
UT area. 

5. Fresh examinations in Mathema-
tics, Che?\,istry, and Biology for all the 
candidafes in the Delhi UT nrea have 

been sclieduled to be held on April 5, 
7 and 8, 1982, respectively. It should 
be appreciated that for holdinJl re~xa­
minations the Board has to make all 
preparations afresh. They :1eed time 
to do that. Howe\·er, in appredation 
of the fact that a long gap between 
the two examinations would cause 
avoidable hardship to the students 
concerned, the Board has decided to 
hold tfle fresh examinations soon nller 
the condusf on of the pract:c<1l exami-
nations. 

6. Notwithstanding the fact that ques--
tion papers had leaked ~nly in some 
o! the subjects , in one of foe- four exa-
minations conducted by the Board, the 
Government has taken a serious dew 
of the incident. The Education Secre-
ta ry, Government of Indi1l, as the 
Controiling Authority of the Board, 
has ordered an enquiry into the sys-
tems and procedures adopted by tbe 
Board for conduct of examinations. 
Shri M. V. Rajagopal, an ~xpetieuced 
educational administrator and a for--
mer Vice-Chancellor from Andhra Pra-
desh, has been entrusted with the en-
quiry. Wide-rangini' terms of refer-
ence have 'been given to the enquiry 
to make it meaningful. 

7. We regret that exam1nv.tions in 
three subjects of the All India Senior 
S~hool Certificate Examination had to 
be cancelled. We realise that this will 
cause inconvenience to many students 
ana parents. But. we do hope, the 
public and all the others concen1ed 
wiH appreciate the larger interest in ... 
va lved and not mind the inconvenience

SHRI EDUARDO FALE1RO A~ the 
outset I must express my appreciation 
fo1· the very positive response of the 
Minister to this Calling . Attention 
which discloses a very gloomy and se.ri-. 
ous situation. As you know, Sir, per-
haps you know, for the last about four 
years this thing is happenin,1-this 
leakage of papers fo Delhi at this level, 
though this year it has been perhaps 
on a more widespread scal'i'. 
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I would just like to urge? the Mi.njs-
ter to consider tht- evidence o! leakage 
o! other papers apart from the tbre~ 
sh~ h&!i mentioned. There has been 
widespread leakage and there is evid-
ence to that effect, oJ three other 

\ papers which I wm lie rnentiouing im-
mediately, viz., Economics, Commerce 
and Mechanical Drawine. There bas 
been actually leakage of all the papers. 
I am only mentionin~ only widespread 
leakaee and I am mentioning it as dis-
tinct "lrom leakage of other papers be-
cause there has been leakaic;: of all 
the papers. I .will say it .i1ere because 
the going rate ·was quite high-about 
Rs. 2000 per paper. For some papers 
like English and Political Science, 
there are no takers. This is the in-
formation I have and there are takers 
for the papers I have mentioned.-
three papers which the Minister has 
mentioned plus three papers which I 
have mentioned because these are sup-
posed to be scoring subjects and these 
are important for the purpose or en-
trance into the professional and tech-
nical colleges. I would beseech the 
hon. Minister to attend to the very 
serious situation that affects our whole 
ac<:1de:mic system and the educational 
institutions. Examinations are meant, 
a s we understand it, to test the aca-
demic knowledge of the students. But 
what is actually happening o!" hils al-
ready happened or is in the process of 
h;,•ppenint is not the bre<1cit!'l of the 
knoledge of the 'Students that is beini;-
te!:ted, but if I can put it t hat way, it 
is the weight ot the purs('~ of the 
parents of students that really counts. 
If you want to get admission in a me-
dical college or an engineeri!1g r.11. 
lege or even in schools, you have to 
pay donation. You have to pay capi-
tation fee and on how much money 
you can pay depends whether you are 
going to get admission or not. If you 
wc:nt to appear for the examination, 
you neE>d not studyt you 'leed onlv to 
CPme forth with Rs. 2000 p~.r p~per. 
Diegrees are being sold. You know, 
Sir, there are Universities whtch have 
these correspondence courses. They, 
for all practical purposes, St:!ll these 
things. Are the universities or the 
schools temples of learning7 .Should 

etc. (CA) 

they continue as temples of learning'? 
Or are they going to be mark3t plaees-
whcre everything bas its price from 
admission to tile examination to get- -
ting the Degrees? 

I would urge upon the Government 
to look into this point. My foremost 
questions are : whether Government-
will take steps lo remove this money-
.power from having an effect on our· 
academic institutions and in our edu-
<!ational system? In these, the money 
power has no role or should have no 
role to play. I, therefore, urge upon 
the Government to devise ways and 
means to really restore the credibility 
of our institutions. Now the credibili--
ty is nearly being challenged. You get 
through the examination in Class XII. 
To get an admission in the college, 
again, you will have to take the 
entrance examination. On the basis of 
the results, they will have an entrance 
examination. That challenges the very 
credibility of these examinations. If 
you want to get a job, you will have 
to appear again for an examinatitn to 
find out wheth\?r you are suitable for 
the job or not. There again it is a 
challenge-a challenge to the very 
examination which you have taken. 
What is the value of the ~rtificate, 
diploma or deg£ee? Therefore, I urge· 
upon the Minister-I can see her 
pogitive attitude towards he problem. 
-to look in to the whole problem ot 
the academic institutions from this 
angle namely academic excellence 
should be enouraged and money po-
wer should have no role at all to play. 

Coming to the specifi_c questions, it 
is the most .prestigious schools, un, 
fortunately, in Delhi which have been 
really the arena of this widespread 
leakage of papers. I mention the Delhi. 
Public School. the Modern School and 
Bal Bharati Air Force School. These 
are three schools where there was a 
widespread leakage of the paper3 a<; 
have been mentioned by the hon. 
Minister. The Principals are duty 
bound to report the leakage to 
the Board. In these schools the Prin-· 
cipals had . failed in their duty. I 
would like the Government to find: 
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·out why they djd not report this 
leakage of papers in their scOO<>ls 
when they were fully awar~ of it? 
Will the Government urge upon the 
educational institutions t hat in ft.Aturt.> 
they must immediately report this 
type of a situation to the P.oarJ so 
that immediate. ste;>s are taken? 

Will the I Government look \\'ith 
concern into t.his? It is known now 
that the leakage has been there in 
:three papers. I say th<Cre was a wide-
SpJ:'lcad Jeakage in three other papers. 
· 1 am not speaking ab-0ut the minor 
leakages. There has been widespread 
leakage in other· papers also. Leak-
age is not only an embarrassment 
for those who conduct the examina~ 
tion but also who take the examina-
tion. A lot of trouble is causc:i to 
everyone including the students in 
this particular examination. Bec&use 
this examination has been cancelled 
because of leakage of papers, they 
have to appear again for the rexami-
nation. In the proc:ess, they wil1 not 
be able to ap~ear for the entrance 
examination, for instance, in the Na-
tional Defence Academy. They will 
also Jose their chance from appearing 
in any other entrance examination. 
Will the Government see that. mi in-
co.nvenienoc is caused to them? I ask 
the Government. because thi!' is 1:he 
information I have just now to apply 
its mind to see that no such :nconveni· 
ence is cat1sed to them? 

I am happy ·now that tho Ci~ .... ern· 
rnent has ordered an enquiry into 

·this. As I mentioned, it is kno· .. v!"l that 
the papers have leakaged. One can 
traced or identify those to whom the 
pa~rs are given jn advance. From 
them, we can also find out who were 
the people who gave them the papers. 
We go straight to the source. If some· 
brody in the acad•amic 1cornmunity 
who is the paper setter or somebody 
Nho js in custody of this paper has 
leaked it out. will the Government 
take the help of the polie><? to trace 
the ultimate source and see that the 
!M,holes are plugged ~nd that 'they 

do not recur again? I would like ·to· 
specifically ask the Governmer»t whe-
ther they have ordered an enquiry. 
What are the terms of the enquiry? 
From d11at, I am sure. the House will 
be ab)e to know wh~ther th.is enquiry 
wm reaUy create the desired results 
namely to improve the educationa~ 
system on the lines that I ha~ "out-
hned. .

SHRIMATI SHEILA KAUL: Sir, 

when I stand to reply this I feel very 
sad to say that the values oi the 
people have changed so tremendous-
ly_ I remember in our old days 
when we were giving the papers the 
invjgiJat0.r was always there bui ~ · 
or she would just stand either out~ 
side or come into the room but no-
body exchanged notes. I do not krww 
why people- are now doing lhce this 
It hurts me complietely and as it is 
we have to be very careful. 

Sir, I have stated in my c;ta tement 
that the Education Secretary ha.s s~t­
up an inquiry committee. Th° Chair~ 
man o! the Committet> is the ex-Vice-
Chancellor, Mr. Rajagopal and we. 
have done it purpo ely. There is also 
a reaso.n why we do not have anybody 
from Delhi. We had it from a long 
distance so that nobody should say 
that anybody from Delhi w:.:1s involv-
ed. The hon. Member wants to 
know the terms of reference o:! this 
enquiry committee. Actually we have 
taken a very serious v1ew of this and, 
as such, the terms of reference are 
also very wide. The terms of refer~ 
ence are: 

To critica)ly examine the eom-
p1aints received about leakage of 
Queston Papers in general and in 
particular about Question Papet'S 
under All India Senior Scho0l Cer-
tificate Examnation, 1982 and to 
determine the adequacy of action 
taken by the Board to deal with 
that.

The Board has not receiv("d 
any eviden:.:e to that e-ffect but in case 
there is e\1 idence this can be put be-
fore the Committee that has been 
9i?t-up. 

MR. CHAIRMAN: He wanted to 
know whether Government wi11 send 
some ins tructions as soon as leakage 
are brought to the notice uf the nu-
thorities conC'~rned? 

SHRIMATI SHEILA KAUL: The 
Principals have to find out the evi-
dence first. In some cases ".h~y have 
done it but in respect of Bic•ln~>', 

Physics and Mathematics.... When 
these cases were brought to notice, 
action was immedate1y taken }ong 
before :the newspapers brought th~ 
news. Immediately the Government 
started action. But at that time, be-
cause th'<? investigations had started. 
they wanted us not to make noise 
abou it.
