(!oins of various denominations have 
.sometimes been received. 

'3. In yew of constraints on the in-
digenous capacity for making curren-

of October, 1982. The availability of 
currency and bank note paper will, 
then·fore. increase substantially after 
the &xpansion of the Mill materiali-
ses. In view, however, of the short-
fall in ipdigenolls production Of paper ., 
vis-a-ds the present requirements (If 
the currency printing presse~, some 
quantities of bank note paper have 
been imported during thE:' current 
year. 

4. Of the two currency printing 
presses, the one at Nasik has been 
working round the clock whereas the 
other at Dewas is presently work:n2 in 
a single shift. The question of introduC'-, 
ing a second shift at the Dewas Press 
is being considere:d. Efforts are being 
made to increase the capacities for 
making currency and bank note paper 
and for printing the notes. In addi-
tion, efforts are also being made 
to increase the production of R'e. 1 
coins to substitute some of the growing 
demand for Re. 1 notes. 

5, There is no statutory requre-
ment for the RBI to keep a particu-
lar quantum of reSE:Tve stock though 
it may be operaeonally expedient to 
do so. Admittedly, it _may so happen 
in certain cases that the reserve 
stocks in a particular chest or issue 
office. of the' RBI have come down 
but in such cases, the RBI rushes 
supplies from other places, It would 
not be right to suggest that there 
has been a SUbstantial shortfall in 
supply of currencv notpe: bv the cur· 
rency presses of the RBI in recent 
years. In any case it was only to 
meet the growing requirement of 
these notes that the Dewas PreSs was 
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put up and the ouput has be&,n gra· 
dually stepped up. It has thus been 
llossible, in recent' years to make 
avai1abl~ increased quantities of notes 
to improve upon th(1 quality of cur-
rency in circulation and to cover 
.the replacement and incremental re-
quirements. In 1980-81, for instanse 
100 per cent of the RBi's· require-
ment in to~al n um bers and around 
.94.5 per cent of the requirr:ment in 
total value, was met by th(1 sup::>ly of 
new notes. FOr the cU;'rent finan-
cial year whr·z the requirement for 
notes of all df'nom:nation except R::;. 
100 has already been met to the ex-
tent of about 86 per cent in total 
numbers and about 94 per cent in 
total value during the last ] 0 months, 
there is a shortfall in the supply of 
Rs. 100 denomination notes as the de-
mand therefore is much beyond the 
capacity of the Dewas Press where 
the same are printed. 

tl. On the coinage sid(:·, there has 
not b.?en any deterioration in the 
level o.r supply in thE:' recent years 
though in the case of Re. 1 coins it 
has not been as much as the Reserve 
Bank would require to meet the 
present demand. Sin('e the introduction 
of one-ru,ee coins in 1975, over 100 
crare pieces have b(;:'en put into cir-
culation. Efforts are being made to 
further increas'2 the output of one-
rupee coins in particular and other 
coins in gE::11eral by the introduction 
of incentive schemes in th~ Mints. 
Production in the Calcutta Mint has 
been stable during the last three 
yea'rs :ncluding the current one. As 
regards the Hyderabad Mint, Gov-
ernment l,lave since decided to con-
tinue the Mint in vircw of thE:' increas-
ed coinage requirements in the 
country. s

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE 
(SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE) : 
Sir, the hon. Member bas pointed O\Fl 
certain issues and he wants to know 
what steps we are .going to t8~e to 
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[Shri Pranab Mukherjee] 
improve the situation. As my 
.colleague in the written statement 
has already pointed out what appear-
ed in the Press report is not totally 
.correct, nobody is S9.ying that there 
.is no shortage but the way it has b£en 
projected is not correct and we have 
already taken some steps in this 

direction. The first step which we 
have already taken is in· re~ard to 
the modernisation of thte Security 
Printing Press at Ho~hang.1bad. It is 
true that the project has been delay-
ed. It should have be-en completed 
by 1980. But it is now going to be 
completed by 1982. But in suite of 

1hat,. now the total auticipa~~.j pro-
duction for 1981-82 is about 2900 
·tQnnes as against the rated capadty 
()f 3380 tonnes. The figures are 
available with me. In 1979-80 the 
productiin was not much because of 
some trouble. Then it pic~{ed up. In 
1976 also it was a little more. The 
fCxact figures are as fol1ows: 

. In 1975-76, the percenta,ge utilisa-
'tIon of the rated capacity was 92, in 
1976-77, it was' 96, in 1977-78, it was 
91, in 1978-79, it was 82, in 1979-8() 
it was 77. in 1980-81. it was 89 ::Ind i~ 
1981-82, the anticipated percentage 
utilisation is 85.8. > 

But in order to meet the minimum 
Tequirement. we are trying to im-

, port thte currency paper and actually 
about 300 tonnes of this type of papt>r 
have been imported so that this could 
be supplied to the Bank Note Press 
and Currency Note Press at Nasik. 
Now, the present progr;amme· is to 
increase the capacity from 3,3BO 
tonnes to 6,000 tonnes and we are 
expecting that by the end of October 
1982, this project will be completed. 

In regard to coin, as my colleague has 
already informed the hon. MlCmber. 
the decision was to close down the 
Hyderabad mint. But now a decfslon 
has been taken, keeping in view the 
requirement, that this mint will not 
be closed. It will be in operation and 
oft would like to utilise it This bas 

a very long history. In my earlier 
capacity as a junior Minister in the 
Ministry of Finance, at that time we 
were confronted with some probl.ems 
in so far as Alipore mint was concern-
ed. There was a labour trouble. At' 
that time, our distinguished col-
league. Mr. Chavan, was the Minister 
of Finance and a decision was taken 
that in order to meet the coinage re-
qUi'rements, we put on a worli schedule 
of 60 hours per week, t}'le \VOl kers, 
used to get wages for 72 hours ins-
tead of 48 hours. They were given 
overtime and other al!owanC'C. What 
happened thereafter was that in 
1975-76-1 do not recollect exactly 
at what point of time-the situation 
was stated that there was no o:ftake 
of the coins. So, we had to redu~ 
its supply and if we are to reduce its 
supply, naturally the overtime alloW-
ance and other allowances will get 
reduce and they were used to a system 
which had already existed. Now, there 
are some problems and we afe trying 
to sort them out. Therefore, two posi-
tive measures have been taken one is 
to keen the Hyderabad mint op~n and 
try to short out the problems in AJi-
pore Mint as well as other m 'nts by 
introducing Incentive Scheme and the 
second is to improve the pl'odnctivity 
in the Security Paper Mill at HClsh-
an.gabad. Nrccessary steps ar~ a160 
taken to bridge the gap by importing 
necessary currency paper so that the 
Bank Note and Currency Note Presses 
at Dewas and Nasik can utiliSe tb~'r 
capacity to the fullest ext~nt possi-
bloe. Within the situation, we are 
taking these steps, but sometime 
taken steps. Now, the metal value 
out a bout the problems in the north .. 
eastern region particularly in the 
far-flung areas. Of courS02, we have 
taken stepS'. Now, the metal value 
of the coins is much less. Earlier, 
we were confronted with a sltuatlon 
when people used to collect these 
coins,!m!1t them and sell them as 
metal. That is why, steps were taken 
to reduce the metal value of these 
coins. These exercises are being 
,under tabn from time to time. 
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I would like to assure the hone 
Members that it is our '!ndeavfJ~r to 
see that there is no undue shortage 
of these things and peoj;)le are not 
placed in a situation where they 
would not get them. I do not think, 
I can add any other point,

(Rajapur): In such a ~hort time, pro-
duction has g08e up. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHER . .IEE: No,it 
is just information gap. In regard to 
the import, already I ,have told you 
that 300 tonnes ' have already been 
imported, and we are going to import 
additional 100 tonnes, and if it is neces-
sary, we can import more. There is 
no problem in it. That figure I have 
already given. 

In regard to the Hyderabad Mint, 
already I have mentioned even in the 
statement itself, that we have taken 
the decision. It is not becaust! of thf! 
newspapers. I can verify it. The 
newspaper might have given tbl;; news, 
it was under consideration. and after 
considering th~ various aspects of the 
problem, the decision has been to con-
tinue the Mint-not to close it.

SHRI M. M. LAWRENCE Cldukki): 
The Economic Times of February 22nd 
has reported, and I quote: 

'The Presses have not supplied 
about 28,000 milllon pie~es of curren-
cy notes, identified by the Reserve 
Bank of India, durina thp. last 10 
years.' 

It is a quotation Of ari official's state-
ment. The same paper also mentioned 
about the Public Accounts Committee 
Repar{ ot 1973-74. In that report, on 
page 21, the Committee have pointed 
out in their recommendation that the 
demand Is expected to go up to 7,07 
million pieces of notes for 1978-79. In 
the same Para In the last sentence it 
is said:' ' 

'The Committee desirf! tbat the 
capaeity of Dewas PreSR should be 
increased and the machinery in the 
old Press at Masik should be lJ'adual-
ly replaced so as to ensure adequate 
capacity for meeting the total require-
ment of the Reserve Bank of India,' 

So also in the next para, No. 1.41, the 
Committee has recomme:'lded that-

'The Committee wouln like the 
Government to fake steps to increase 
the capacity of the cnnt.rolling sec-
tion to handle as much as would 
enable the Printing Section to work 
to maximum capacity.' 
Now, in the st.atement ot th,. MInis-

ter it is said't1tat there. is no statutory 
requirement for the Re.erve Bank of 
India to keep a particular quantum of 
reserve stock thougb It may be opera-
tionally expedient to do so. But· the 
Economic Times to which I referred to 
says that it is legally bound to keep 
a certain stock in the hands of the 
Reserve Bank of India. But the 11:nil-
ter lays "l~ma. SO, also, the 

Minister in his statement has said that 
presently modernisation so as to in-
crease the capacity· from 3,380 metric 
tonnes to 6,000 metric, tonnes, is being 
undertaken. Tliere will be variation 
in the welglit of the paper. From this 
tonnage one cannot calculate the actual 
number of pieces of notes printed by it. 
In all the essential commoctities in o~r 
country like cement, steel, sugar, edi-
ble oil, vanaspati. dalda, ghee etc; for 
everything there is black market. The 
policy of the Government in this res-
pect is encouraging black-marketing 
in currency notes also. Government's 
policy. is actually nationalising this 
black-market. In my cpinion, it is the 
reft.ection of the economic policy which 
is pursued by the Government. No 
wonder if it has reflected in the print-
ing of notes and in the scarcity of 
notes. My question is, as per the re-
commendations of the PAC (1973-74), 
what action had thf: Government 
taken to ameliorate the printing of 
notes and keep sufficient stocks with 
the RBI? 

SHRI I PRANAB MUKHERJEE: 
Most of the points I have already men-
tioned. It is nobody's case that there 
:s no shortage. I have mentioned that 
there is some marginal shortage. My 
point is, it is not of that order as has 
been projected. Even In regard to the 
utilisation ot the two presses-the 
bank note prf:Ss at Dewas and the cur-
rency Note press, in 1980-81 in respect 
of the Nasik press, the productivity 
was 98.8 per cent and in respect of 
Dewas it was 96 per cent. But once it is 
dislocated, it takes some time to reco-
ver. We are trying to improv~ the 
situation. I have already mentioned the 
steps we are taking in respect of Has-
hangabad security paper mill by increa-
sing the capacity and 1f it is necessary 
we can have a second shift in the De-
was bank not press, so that sumclent 
quantities could be printed. All these 
steps are being taken. 

In regard to the policies and other 
matters Whether there is cn.tortlOll 
etc., the hon. membe'r has hts own 
views. He is fully entl,tIed to have his 
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own views, as I ·am entitled to have 
my own views. So, there is no point in 
going into it.

"As the annual requirement of 
the Reserve Bank of India is much 
more a new press at Dewas is being 
set up, which will have an ~'-annual 
capacity of 1000 million pieces ot 
notes. The annual requirements of 
the Reserve Bank of India during 
1969-'10 and 1970-71 were 4263 and 
40160 million pieces of netes respec- . 
tively. The projections of the gross 
requirements of notes by the Re-
serve Bank of India given by the 
Ministry of Finance indicate that in 
1974-75 the Bank will require about 
5824 million pieces ot notes.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: She for-
get to ask for some clariticatlon when 
she spoke.

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: 
With regard to Shrimati Dandavate's 
question Or clarification, we have not 
permitted yet the Reserve Bank to 
destroy thE: -notes. The reason is that 
We cannot just ask them to destroy all 
the notes without a careful examina-
ion of their modified procedure re-
garding destruction of notes. That is 
the' point. 

In regard to labour and other ma-t-
tel'S, you will appreciate tha1 I cannot 
answer them just now, because there 
are so many observations. In fact, half 
of her observations were about bud-
get. Since I am going to present the 
budget tomorrow, I cannot answer all 
those queS'~ions about budget and so 
on. 

Comiug to the points raised by 
Shri Goyal, since he wanted to have 
the figures, I will supply them. I am 
talking of the notes for the year 19~1-
82. The requirement of the Reserve 
Bank, so far as one rupee notes were 
concerned, was 800 milUon pieces and 
the supply till the end of January was 
647 million pieces, which comes to 
80.8 per cent. In the case of two-rupee 
notes. the demand was 1,400 miWon 
pieces and supply 1.309 million pieces-. 
satisfaction 93.5 per cent. For Five-
rupees note the requirement was 
1,050 million picees, supply '192 milliol, _ 
satisfaction 75.34 per cent. For ten-
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[Shr~ Pranab Mukherjee] 
rupee note the reqwrement was 700 
JnU1ion ,alieces, supply 6'/6 million 
piec~s and rat~ of satisfaction 96.57 
per cent. There is some shortage, so 
far as hundred-Ioupee notes are con-
cernE:d. These figures relate to supplies 
made in the first ten months of the 
year. 

loo-rupee note: The demand was 
for 660 mJ.llion pieces, supply was 174 
JllllJJ.OD. PICeces, rate of satisfaction was 
26.76 per cent. 

You want to have the information 
about smaU COlIlS. I am giving that 
also. 1 did not want to bother you with 
so many figures and that is why I did 
not give you. But it you want, I can 
give them to you. I can give the figures 
fOr three YE:ars. but I am talkin& of 
only about 1981-82. The figures for -abe 
.first ten months of 1981-82 are as 
follows:-

One-mpee coin: The demand was 
for 400 million pieces, production for 
10 months has been 112.983 million 
,pieces. 

10-pa.ise coin: The demand was -I 
am talkng of 1981-82 only-for 300 
pieces, production has been 120.38 
million pieces. 

5-paise coin: The demand was for 
300 pieces, production was 161.724 
million pieces 

Therefore as I mentioned, there is 
a shortage.' It is not that there is no 
sbortage in every category, but it is 
not to tl,lat magnitude that it is caus-
ing r£:ally much serious problem. 
There may be locational problems, as 
one hon. Member mentioned, about 
north-eastern Sta,tes. 

In regard to the paper rE:quirement 
for Dewas and Nasik Currency Note 
presses, as I mentioned, even the 
productivity in Nasik is 98 and odd 
;per C£:M and in regard to Dewas se-
curity printing press it is about 96 per 
cent. I have already liven that figure. 
Therefore, we are meeting the re-
quirements fully. The total prodUction, 
as· 1 mentioned is expected to b£: 2,900 
tonnes in the security paper mill at 
H08hangabad and We· imported last 

year abo~ 300 tonnes, and. 100 tonnes 
a1'E: in the pipeline. And. if it is neces-
sary, we are importing more.
