FOOD CORPORATIONS (AMEND-
MENT) BILL

THE MINISTER OF AGRICUL-
TURE AND RURAL DEVELOPMENT
AND cCIVIL SUPPLIES (RAO BIR-
ENDRA SINGH): I beg to move:

“That the Bill further to amend
the Food Corporations Act, 1964,
be taken intp consideration.”

We are seeking to amend Section
12A of the Food Corporations  Act
which provides for a second opport-
unity to be given to employees who
were transferred from the Food
Department of the Government  of
India to FCI. This Section was in~
serted in 1968 in the Act because it
was provided under the Constitution
that this second opportunity for Gov-
ernment employees had to be given.
Now we seek to bring the provisions
and the termg of conditions of these
em3dloyees who are transferred from
Flood Department to FCI on o par

with other employees of the Food
Corporation of India. Infact, afiten
the constitution 42nd Amendment

Act of 1976, it is no longer necessary
to provide this second <pportunity
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'during the disciplinary proceedings
to any Government employee.

We also want to amend Section 44
of the Act. This relates to laying of
rules before the Parlament. -

Section 45 of the Act also is sought to
be amended. This is with regard to
giving retrospective effect to regula-
tiong framed .by the FCI with the
safeguard that these regulations ap-
plyving with retrospective effect will
not in any way be detrimental and
prejudicial to the interestg of the
persons.

There is a new Section also to be
added which is also a very minor
amendment of Section 45.

I hope Hon. Members will give their
support to thig Bill and pass it,

BORTY: That does not matter.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: His party
must have been there, That is why,
perhaps, you must give him some
chance to speak on Emergency now.

- SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: The people of India have un-
equivocally expressed and given their
verdict against the Emergency whicn
signified the defeat of Mrs, Indira
Gandhi, the chiet grchitect of Emergen-
cy. (Interruptions) Now I find that
the Government is trying to revive
that ghost of Emeryency in the shape
of this Amendment because during
those days the democratic rights of
the Government employees ‘were cur-
talled—they were not curtailed but ac-
tually the employees were denied
these rights. Now they are trying to
extengd the same thing to the employees
of the Food Corporation of India.
What are those rights? Mr, Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, as a trade unionist, you
know better thyn I do about the right
of an employee, before heis charge-
sheeted or punished to be heard. There
wag a provision that he would be
heard once when he is charge-sheeted
and he woulq be heard again when any
sort of penalty is imposed.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Why?

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: You will not understand
because you are an anti-worker. Eeing
an employer, you cannot understand
it. Only the wearer knows where the
shoe pinches.

These were the rights which the
‘Government employees got through
their long-drawn struggle. These were
not the gifts of any Government, these
were the results of their struggle;
through struggle they achieved these
rights, During the days of Emergen-
ey, during the dark days of Emergency,
the Government peaded by Mrs, Indira
Gandhi trieq to take away all the
rights. Now I find that the employees
of the Food Corporation of India,
through this Amendmitnt, gre going to
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be deprived of their democrat:c rights.
Now may I ask this question? The
hon. Minister has taken the plea that,
since the Central Government em-
ployees do not enjoy this right of being
heard twice, why should it not be ex-
tended to the FCI. The wisest course,
and the most democratic course, would
have peen to restore the right of the
Central Government employees, what
you took away from them during the
days of Emergency, since the people
have yoted against the Emergency,
since the people have punished you
and you have accepted that punish-
ment by saying that you did certain
mistakes. Now why are you trying to
continue the same mistakes?

In the Statement of Objects and
Reasons of this Bill, the hon, Minister
has gaid:

“....employees of the Central
Government whose services were
transferred to the Food Corporation
of India are entitled to a second
opportunity of making representa-
tion 1in disciplinary proceedings
where it is proposed to impose on
the employees concerned the pe-
nalty of dismissal, removal or re--
duction in rank.”

Particularly, I would say, in the FCI
the ordinary employees require pro-
tection because—q do not know whe-
ther the hon. Minister will agree with
me or not but facts are facts—the
facts are that the FCI has become
notorious for its inefficiency and cor-
ruption. Last year you know a case
was reported where many lakhs of
rupees were involved in Punjab and
where bags were not loaded in the
wagons and lakhs of rupees were ems-
bezzled, By whom? I have with me
a report of the Deputy Commissioner
of Police, Crime Branch, Shri K. K.
Paul. What does he say? This has
appeared in the Hindustan Times of
14th February, 1981.

“The bags were not loaded in the
wagons at all, The records were
cooked up and the grains were sold
by procurement agents to a third
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party Nearly 300 bags per F\ood
Special and sometimes even mora
were not loaded.”

Inefficiency and corruplion—that f{s
what the Food Corporation of India
‘is. Sometimes the employees of the
Fooq Corporation of India, because
they are the persons who know it,
bring all these things to the notice of
the authorities ang the higher ups but
the officials try to take revenge.
Where is the protection? On flimsy
grounds they are charge-sheeted.
These are the persons who require
protection. Because many of the cases
were brought to the notice of the
authorities by the ordinary employees
of the Food Corporation of India, the
people who require protection =are
being denied prtection and it will be
very easy for the Government to
take penal measures against them.
Not only that before taking any penal
measures, justice demands that you
should think twice. Just as we have
two Houses of Parliament and
they say there should be ({wo
Houses - if one House which comm-
its the mistake the other House will
" correct it, it has to be so in the
case of even the lowest body. How
can you be sure that the charges
brought against an employee should
not be gone into twice. Why twice?
It should be gone into many times
because loss of employment means
‘loss of bread of g family..

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: The hon.
Member’s time is up,

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: You should give me some
time,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: You will
will be taking some other’s time-
most probably the time of Mr, Par-
ulkar,

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: So I wholly oppose this
provision of the Bill. Thig js unde-
mocratic. This is anti-employee and
this will help to increase corruption
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in the Foad Corporanon of India

because the honest employees ~who - '.
will be victimised due to this.

Now I come to the Food Corpara-.
tion, It was established - for what?
For giving remunerative prices to
the growers and for making available

foodgraing at a reasonable price to
the consumers. But what is FCI now

doing? The primary aim of Food
Corporation of India was to eliminate
the .middleman but now the Cornpor-
ation has become one of the agents
and the middlemen are operating.
You only procure 12 per cent of rice,
wheat and coarse grain and on the
rest of it you do not have any con-
trol. Not only ithat, the quality of
the foodgrains you procure is also
subject to question. I can quote from
the newspapers. This is Patriot of
1st May, 1981,

“A laboratory analysis of the
samples of foodgrains procured for
the FCI also showed that in sever-
al cases the quality inspectors had
accepted foodgrains which should
have been rejected. In 1980 there
were ag many as 141 such cases
relating to paddy procurement and
128 cases relating to wheat pro-
curement.”

This is how the FCI is cheating the
poor consumers. Yoy know the rich
consumers can buy from the o2en
market. You are compelling the *
poor consumers, whom you proclaim
that you want to serve, to accept the
inferior quality of rice. You compel
them to accept the inferior quality
of rice and wheat which should have
been rejected as unfit for human
consumption. The other day, I bro-
ught here the quality of rice that is
being supplied to the Orissa cyclone-
hit people. Why? That is becatise
of corruption of your officers who are
involve.d in this. That is how you
are sqandering away the people’s !
money. How are you running ‘
FCI? You are running it with de-
putationists. Why are you not filling

corruption. .
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up your vacanmes" You talk about .

unemployment Mrs, . Gan:dh.x pro-
mised in 1980 electmns ‘put me to
power_ and I will give employment
for each family, Then what are you
doing? You do not fill up the vacan-
cies. You run the FCI by the deput-
ationsists. In this House, I want to say
that you profess one thing and do a
Mdifferent thing, In this House they
say that they are against overtime.
Who are the persons who are giving
overtime? You are the people—this
Government—who are paying over-
time to the FCI employees without
filling up vacancies. You are de-
pending on the deputationists either
from your own Government or from
the State Governments. Not only
that. You have stopped the pro-
motional avenues. You are not fil-
ling up the higher posts through pro-
motions. What is your policy? You
are keeping the.posts vacant : you are
getting things done by the deputaion-
ists, The Minister has to look afresh
into the whole oderation of the
FCI I) his operational cosf; (2) his
administrative cost; (3) his  policy
towards his employees and (4) corr-
uption and inefiiciency.

I would like to say that the Cen-
tral Government is pursuing a policy
of discrimination go far as West Ben-
gal and Tripura Governmentg are
concerned. It will be evident because
you know these two Staes have pub-
lic distribution and these two depend
upon the Central Government for the
supplies of foodgrains. What is the
position? To be very precise and
without taking much of your time,
the important point is this,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER.: You
should have taken this ag first.

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: Sir, the minimum monthly
requirement of rice is 1.75  lakhs
M.T, and 1.55 lakhs M, T. of wheat
so far as West Bengal is concerned.
Its total minimum requirement is
330 lakhs M.T. We have calcula-
ted the production, loss etc. of West
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Bengal and what the Central Govern-
ment ig supplying us. Your monthly
allocation to us ranges from  1.30
lakhs M.T. to 1.40 lakhs M.T, of rice
but it js only .95 lakh M.T. of wheat.
What is your total monthly supply?
It is only 225 lakhs M.T. to 235
lakhs M.T It is your responsibility
but what are you doing. Even what
you are allocating is not reaching.
Why? Because of your quarrel or lack
of coordination with the railways.
What you allocate falls short of the
minimum requirements. Even then,
the fooograins do not reach - West
Bengal because of shortage of wagons
as also due to inefficiency on the part
of the railways,

The third thing is that even what
should reach there does not reach be-
cause of lack of proper planning and
distribution,

We have raiséd this, times without
number. This is the allocation figure
that I give you. You will check it up.
because the responsibility of feedinga
deficit State lies with the Central Gov-
ernment. You have recelved a dele-
gation from Tripura. These two States
are dependant on you. I am only *rying
to place before you the genuine deman-
ds of the people of West Bengal and net
score any debating point.

Sir, the hon, Minister knows how
much we depend on the public Aistri-
bution system. In his letter 1o the
Chief Minister of West Bengal he has
said that one of the points of 20-point
programme is strengthening of public
distribution system. If vou really
want to strengthern the public distri-
bution system then you must keep
the supoly of foodgrains going That
is how I draw the attention of our hoan,
Minister. I do not know how long he
will be there but I am sure he will look
into the grievances of both
the States—West Bengal and
Tripura. I would also request him to

SHRI SONTOSH MOHAN DEV
(Silchar): Mr, Deputy Speaker, Sir,
This Bill has been brought in confor-
mity with the Constitution of India
and to bring it at par with the other
Government employees. The fact re-
mains that in FCI the food is more
eaten by the employees than the rats.
Hence disciplinary action is very much
necessary in that Department, Some of
the hon. Members in the Opposition
supporting unionism in various Depart-
ments—including FCI— are creating
more indiscipline and instability.

Sir, having said this, on the other
aspect of the activities of the Tood
Corporaton ot India I will support my
friend, Shri Satyasadhan Chakraborty
~mgarding the supply position in North
Eastern region. I have full respect
and honour for the hon. Minister.
Whenever personally we have met him
he has tried to solve our problems.
The basic  difficulty in respect of
North Eastern region now is the
movement of foodgrains by rail and
it is creating a serious problem. Re-
cently we have seen that a team of
Press people was taken to North Eas-
tern region and they have given some
reporting on TV and in the newspa-
pers. Sir, I do appreciale that the FCI
in North Eastern region is doing its
work under the difficult situation as
the functions they have to do in re-
mote areas are unusual as compared
to other part of the country. Now,
Sir, as compared to the district of
Cachar which has a population of 22
lakhs our adjacent area, viz.,, Mizoram
with a population of 5 lakhs get food-
grains. The first consideration goes
to the. Mizoram  people.. T do not
obhject to their getting but as compar-
ed to the supplies they get with a
population of 5 lakhs our district with
22 lakhs get onlv 20 per cent, Same
is the position with the districts of
Dihrugsrh and .Torhat. I had point-
ed it out to the hon. Minister in the
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past as well. Then he intervened and:

solved the problem. But why should we
go to the hon. Minister every day ard
create a situation which is both aw-
kward for him and me. So, I vill
request him that certain buffer stock
should be built up in North Eastern
region as floods and natural calami-
ties are an annual affair. As regards
my district I have given the facts and
figures.

Sir, as per the All India norms we

have to get 8 K.G. of rice every
month, But, unfortunately, from
Jauary 1982 onwards till today all

these fajr price shops especially in
Assam, get only 2 K.G, of rice in a
month. As a result of this, the price
in the open market has gone up ex-
tremely high and we are facing very
many difficulties.

I must also say in this connection
that in the North Eastern Region, be-
cause of the remoteness of the area,
pilferage and theft cases are ‘he
maximum. In my district I know
there is 3 gang which is creating trou.
ble, which is indulging in pilferage
from the godowns,

Besides, the
Food Corporation maintains a buffer
stock of nearly 220 lakh tonnes, Under
the National Rural Employment Pro-
gramme, in 1980-81 for different States
10 lakh tonnes foodgrains were dis-
tributeq by the F.CI. K you look at
the annual report of the F.CI, you
will fing that the FCI handles about
Rs. 3000 crores annually. Each year
the FCI procures nearly 2,000 lakh
tonnes of grains from the farmers,

Recently, the export obligations for
the despatch of superfine rice to
Russia and other countries has been
jeopardised because of the failure. of
FCl1 to procure rice from Andhra
Pradesh. The other day this news
appeared in the front page of all the
papers. Is it due to the inefAciency
of the employees oy is it the conse-
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quence of frustration on the part of
farmers because of misbehguiour of
the employees? If the employees fail
ta discharge their allotteg duties, the.
sort of punishment to be awarded te

_them must be deflned in the Bill taelf

The Committees of Parliament have
many times pointed out that the.
inspection system in the FCI is very,
weak. After purchasing superfine rice,

- the price of low quality rice is paid

to the farmers hy the employees.
Such ailegationg have been levelled at -
several times by the farmers. The
hon, Minister should explain how

these allegations have been disposed
of.

Sir, more than 65 lakh tonnes of"
foodgrains are stored by the FCI in
the open. The responsibility for main-
taining the stocks devolves on the em=
ployees. 1 have seen in Punjab,
Haryana and other northern States
that the graing have been stacked in
the platforms of Railway Stations in
the open. No doubt the FCI is con-
structing gigantic godowns; yet go-
down space is not enough. Naturally
the graing are exposeq to sun and
showers. I would like to know what
kind of facilities are being extended
to the employees charged with the
duty of protecting the foodgrains
stacked in the open.

I have raised on the floor of this
House question relating to the pay-
ment of huge demurration charges to
the Railways by the FCI. No doub$
the hon. Minister gave a satisfactory
reply to my question. But I want to
know whether this continues ang it so
the reason for the payment of demur-
rage to the Railways by the FCI.

I was in Maladive Island Republic
some two months ago.

(Ratangiri): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
1 stand to oppose clause 2 of the Bill,
and in doing so, I endorse the argu-
ments of my esteemed colleague, Prof.

When the 42nd Constitutions Amend-
ment Bill was passed, why was this
Bill not amended?

SHRI BAPUSAHEB PARULEKAR:
Will you please keep quiet; Please have

some patience,

When this Bill wag introduced, the
Bill came to be introduced, though it
was the 42nd Amendment, as the 40th
Amendment, and the hon. Minister
had to apologise to this House for
haste, Moreover, none of us were
here to oppose that particular meas-
ure at that particular time.

SHRI SATISH AGARWAL (Jaipur):
Where were you?

SHRI BAPUSAHEB PARULEKAR:
It wag the pleasure of the Prime
Minister to detain ug during  that
period and, therefore there was mno
voice of the Opposition to oppose
this particular measure. Even if it
is now said that they are introducing
this measure in order to bring it in
consonance with the Constitution am-
endment, I do not know how the
wisdom has dawned upon the Govern-
ment after seven years. By this
particular measure the rights of the
Government employees holding the
civil posts of the State or the Union
are being stripped. The doctrine of
double opportunity, which was well
recognised since the framing of the
Constitution was very well debated
during the debates of the Constituent
Assembly.

Sir, the Hon, Minister asked a
question when Prof. Chakraborty was
speaking as to why this double opp-
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ortunity is necessary. May I ask a

quéstion as to why Rhis double opp-
ortunity is hot necessary? What is
thé objection? What js the impedi-
meént? ' What is the hindrance, If
you want an answer, I may say that
it gives an opportunity to a delinquent
to say as to why dismissal should not
be given, but only the punishment
by way of reduction in rank? Dis-
missal may not matter t¢ you—the
employee or the Government—but
the delinquent or the employee is
very much concerned with the pun-
ishment. Now, if at all any further
reasoning is necessary, I will only
request the Hon. Minister to kindly
go through the debates of the Cons-
tituent Assembly. For three days
the measure was discussed, And 1
may request him to go through the
speeches of Dr, Ambedkar and Mr.
H. V. Kamath specially, whjg dealt
very minutely over thjs particular
measure: and after all this dicussion,
they introduced this measure of do-
uble opportunity under Article 311.

Sir, we have article, 319 which
speaks about the ‘doctrine of pleasure’,
Practically you are incorporating the
doctrine of pleasure by making this
amendment under the guise of bring-
ing it in consonance with the Cons-
titution amendment of 1676, Article
310 mentions that any Government
servant serves at the pleasure, as far
as the Union employee is concerned
of the President, and, as far as the
State Government emplovee is concer-
ned, of the Govenor. And he can only
say ‘you have incurred my displeasure
and you are no more in service’.
And we have the Chairman of Railway
Board, Mr. Ganguli’case, which is
an instance of doctrine of pleasure,

By Clause 2 you are not only de-
leting the provisiong already in ex-
istence in the Food Corporation Act
in Clause (b), but in order to have
a safeguard you have further said,—
positive and negative, that it shall
not be necessary to give him any

hearing as far as the quaptum of
punishment is concerned, as it the
deletion of some part of Clause (b)
was not sufficient to draw that parti-!
cular inference That shows your
attitude towards Government emp-
loyees. Now, you want to keep the
sword of Damocles hanging on the
heads of the Govemment employees,
Kindly tell us as to how with this they
will serve and whether they will be
sincere in discharging their duties?

With this, I expected that the Gov=-
ernment would also come forward
with some amendment with reference
to the Proviso.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I don't
know whether you have gone through
the Provison to this Clause (b) of 12
(a), which mentions:

“Provided that this Clause shall
not apply where an officey or an
employee is dismissed or removed
or rcduced in rank on the ground
of conduct which led to conviction
of criminal charge.”

What c¢riminal charge? If a Gov-
ernment employee is convicted for
rash driving under 304(a) ILP.C.
should he be dismissed? Supposing
he evades taxes under {ax laws,.
under Municipal laws is he staright-
away to be dismissed without giving
an opportunity of being heard as
regards the quantum? When you
have come with this measure, at least
you should have come forward saying
any offence involving moral  turpi-
tude, because there are so many offen-
ces, there are so many convictions,
which in legal terminology we say
‘felonious tart’. In fact, it is a civil
wrong, but it is converted into a
criminal offence, which is a felony.
Therefore, I would sincerely urge
upon the Minister to consider whether
this blanket right, which is given to
the Government and to the employer
to have any action without trial is
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correct. To my mind thiat is not
correct. This refers not only to giv-
ing him an opportunity with reference
to the quantum of punishment, but
this provides even the removal or
dismissal without holding a  trial.
This exactly is in consonance with the
doctrine of pleasure under Article
310, And I expected—whom you are
coming forward saying that you are
also concerned the rights of the
employees—you should have done
that.

Clause 2 again gives right to the
Government or the employer or a
superior officer not to have any in-
quiry for any reasons which  are
satisfactory to the emvloyer. I do not
know what exactly you mean, No
guidelines have been provided, I,
therefore, respectfully submit that
a stage has now come to res-
tore the rights of the Government
employees whether of the Centre, or
of the States or Union Territories,
holding civil positions, and to consider
whether amendment of Article 311 of
the Constitution is necessary. I will
appeal to the Government to recon-
sider this position, especially against
the background of the views expressed
by the framers of the Constitution,
particularly those of Dr. Ambedkar
on this issue; and to restore the
rights by amending the Constitution.
And till then, kindly withdrawn this
Bill.

PROF. N. G. RANGA: Very good

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: Wagons
move but you do not move You have
taken up a line and you want to run
along il—only for the consumption of
the péc,ple in West Bangal

'} I cannot understand how en the one
side M.. Chakraborty and some other
friends have cricised FCI for ineffici-
ency agad corruption. An organisation
runs o its workers, Its performance
depeéndy upon the integrity, honesty
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and efficiency of the workers and the
discipline that we <can maintain
amongst them, When we want to en-
force a better discipline arnongst, the
workers, we are being opposed. This is
nothing new. The provision for giving
a second opportunity to some of the
employees of the FCI was only for
those who were transferreq from ihe
Food Department of the Government
India. There are a total of 72,000 —
nearly 72,500 employees in the FCI, -
Out of them about 15,500 are these
transferees, The rest of the employees
out of those 72,000 odd employees are
57,000 employees. These employees
were not getting lhis second opporiu-
nity under the FCI Act. This was only
a preferential treatment to the Gov-
ernment employees because it has to
be provided under the ‘Constitution
then priavailing. Now the Constitution
no longer requires that this second op-
portunity for Government servants is
essential. We want to bring both these
types of employees on var and they
wil all get equal opportunity. You
know how the cases of discipline drag
on for 10ng periods. Inquiry first, then
charge-«sheet then after inquiry ano- -
their show-cause notice {s given, ano-
thér oppoortunity is given asd on one
pretext or the other the employees can
delay the decision of the case. It |is
absvlutely necessary that diciplinary
cases are decided at the earliést—as
early as possible. They are not allow-
ed to fake any advantage of some
provision in the Act or the rules which
gives them the benefit of escaping
punishment for an indefinite period,
That is why I have hrought this Bill
before the House,

Mr. Chakraborty has raised certain
other points—substandard foodgrains
being supplied to West Bengal and
Tripura.

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: All the States.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: You men-
tioned only Tripura and West Bengal.
You are not conterned with the rest
of them.
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SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: Orissa also.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: You have
sympathy for Orissa also.

MR. CHAIRMAN: His eyes are o©n
Orissa now,

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH:. Probab-
ly, eastern U.P. and Bihar should be
careful.

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: They are fortunale.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: 1t is abso-
lute]ly wrong to say that sub-standard
rice is being forced upon the people
of these States,

We have laid down rules. Mr. Chitta
Basu, you haqg discussed this so many
times. ] do not know what happens
to you when you come to the House.
I think when you get an opportunity
outside, you are most reasonable.

Wherever any substandard food-
grain is being issued from the FCI
godowns, the State Government{ can
always ask for a joint inspection by
the Officers of the State Government
ang the F.CI. If it ig substandard, it
will not be issued. 1 would like 1o
hear the complaints from the hon.
Members wherever the FCI does nol
conform to this rule that we have laid
down. It is not happening. Somehow,
some hon. Members from the Opposi-
tion Benches zlways want to make
use of an opporlunily {o criticise tlhe
Government through the FCI.

Another hon. Member has raised
certain points which ‘in fact, to my
mind, are not very relevant at this
time when we are only discussing a
small amendment to the Bil] with re-
gard to service conditions in respect
of one section of the employees. Some
hon. Member said—I think it was by
Mr. Sivaprakasam who is not here—
that the FC1 has not purchaseg rice
from Andhrp Pradesh. Procurement
thig year is an all-time record, Rice
and wheat put together during this
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Year has already reacheq the figure
of 14.7 million tonnes. It has exceed-
ed and it is the highest ever achieved.
Rice also has been procured to the
maximum. In Andhra Pradesh, the
problem is about the free-sale rice
which is being collected by the Mills
and some stockists, There is 3 levy
on the mills. The levy portion is
collecteq by the FCI. The rice is all
meant for free sale. If there is a
stock limit imposed, then, the millers
ang the stockists 'woulgq not be able to
keep huge quantities of rice but, since
no stock limit hag been imposed in
Andhra  Pradesh this rice is being
stocked.

Sir, it is in the hope that the stock-
ists and millers would be able o ex-
port this rice and make huge profits,
they have been collecting this, There'
is g lobby working already. The price
of rice in Andhry Pradesh which is a
rice producing State is rising whereas
huge stocks of rice are lying with the
slockists, millers and others. I am
still trying -to persuade the Andhra
Pradesh Government to impose a
ceiling on stock-limit so that gzll this
comes out and it can be a free flow
to other States. We can think of that
and prices can also be brought down.

PROF N. G. RANGA: They want
to export free rice.

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: They are
wanting to export. There is a lobby
trying to pressurise by inspiring news
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through the press that huge stocks are
lying anq they are not being allowed
to be sold. All this rice is meant to
fing its way to the market so that the
consumers get gome relief from the
bumper crops. We have not allowed
anybody {o export fine and super-fine
qualities of rice except the FCI, It is
canalised through FCI. It is Govern-
ment to Government{ accounting.

One hon. Member also raised a ques-
tion about supply of foodgrains to
neighbouring island countries. This is
not the job of FCI {o supply foodgrains
to those countries, If they want to
purchase something from India they
are welcome. We want to help our
neighbouring countries. But it is a
question of settlement of price. We
cannot give cheaper than our cost. If
they fing cheaper somewhere definite-
ly they will not purchase from us,

PROF. N. G. RANGA: Is the FCI
prepared {o purchase the sccumulated
stock of rice?

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH. FCI has
purchased some and if FCI falls short
of its export commiiment then they
will make further purchases but we
want that if there is any surplus stock
of rice it should come in the market
so that people may get benefited.

Another hon, Member mentioned
about the wheat lying in open in U.P.
ang other places. So far as 1 know
most of the purchase of wheat is done
by State Governments ang not by
FCI. To benefit the farmers this time
we haq alloweq relaxation for pur-
chase of 'wheat, Wge allowed even
upto 20 per cent slightly damaged
wheat to be purchased but some State
agencies in collusion with the traders
have purchased very badly damaged
wheat and FCI hag to think twice be-
fore taking over this stock because
we will not be able to distribute it.

PROF. N. G. RANGA: What State!

RAQ BIRENDRA SINGH: Some
hon, Member talked about U.P. We
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want to take over all wheat that has
been purchased by the States within
the specifications that we had laid
down but if it is unfit for consumption
FCI cannot take the blame for it. State
Governments will have {o accept res-
ponsibility,

Sir, a fear has been expressed that
lowest paig employees will be punish-
ed and the officers will go scot free
and that there are different rules re-
gulating disciplinary cases against
officers and other regulations about
the rest of the staff. We are aware
of the need to take disciplinary action
against the higher rung of officers be-
cause if they are properly dealt with
ang if they do their job properly they
will alsp accept responsibility for
maintaining discipline and efficiency
amongsl their subordinates. At least
this is my policy., Wherever I find
that the subordinate employees have
erred the people above them must al-
ways be held responsible because it
is not the Government responsibility
to go down to the lowest level of em-
ployees for the purposes of maintain-
ing discipline angq efficiency and
honesty. We have to first see that our
officers are honest.

Mr. Daga mentioned about certain
Reports that had not been placed be-
fore Parliament ang the Committee
on Public Undertakings have reported
on it. This wag the period before
this Government came to power, That
relates to 1978-79 and 1979-80. After

rec2ipt of this report of the Committee

on Public Undertakings for the year
1981-82 we had taken action. I had
been reported t{o Parliament on 29-3-82
regarding the action which has been
taken by Government,

SHR;] SONTOSH MOHAN DEV:
What about the North Eastern region?

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: 1t ig being
looked after very well you should
rest assured. Even in the year 1979-80
(during the worst drought year) we
dig not allow anybody to starve. Food
supplies were rushed, even if we had
tn drop food from the air.
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Now we are trying to bulld up sufﬂ-
cient stocks of foodgrains in these
North Eastern States. But we Know
the difficulties of transport particular-
ly during the monsoon. There, we
have certain problems. There are
certain bottlenecks on account of Rail-
ways; there are difficuities in moving
food supplies to these parts. Supplies
have to be taken there through the
metre gauge. But I must admit . that
we have not been successful to
the extent that we wanted to build
up stocks-there. Of course, the Rail-
‘ways have done their best: they have
been moving whole ranks of food
supplies to these North Eastern regions
during the past few months. Some
hon. Members met me including Prof.
Satyasadhan Chakraborty some days
back; he was convinced that supplies
had improved ang Railways were
doing very good work. But now 1
don’t know why he is keeping quiet
about all this. The Foog Corporation
of India does not earn any Profit.
The Food Corporation of India in fact
distributes food involving very heavy
subsidy which is met by the Govern-
ment of India. On every quintal at
present we pay subsidy of Rs. 40/- for
the Consumer. The Food Corporation
of India, inthatsense, is nota com-
mercial organisation; it only procures
foodgraing and distributes them ac-
cording to the policy laid down by the
Government of India. Even the price
paid to the farmers is done under the
orders of the Government ang they
have no say in this matter. Therefore.
I think it would be wrong to blame
the FCI for paying lesg price to the
farmers.

I think Mr. Shailani expressed his
concern at the carrying cost of the
FCI. FCI maintaing large stocks over
the years. There is interest and go-
down charges ang handling charges.
There is of course ]0ss in godown, loss
in transit. But 1 must say that the
loss in transit and loss in godown is
being kept to the minimum. We are
trying to see that the loss in foodgrains

" in the godowng is of the order of abaut
one percent, At present it is one-
and-a-half per cent. The same is the
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case of percentage of loss in transit
and there also we are trying to reduce
it to one per cent. as the maximum.
That T think will be a fairly satis-

factory position if the FCI coulg do
it

Mr. Sultanpuri talkeq about employ-
ment of Hill People. The Food Cor-
poration of Indig has certain regula~
tions. They have got a system of

- recruilment of people, (Interruptions)

The Hill People are very honest people.
They are very hard-working: I have
every sympathy for Mr. Sultanpuri
and hig area. We shall certainly see
what we can do in this matter. But
We cannot lay down any percentage
State-wise or Tribe-wise or Caste-wise
in this matler. They shall also get
their full share in employment through
the Employment Exchanges. I have
issued orders that the Local Employ-
ment Exchanges must be asked to
forwarqg names. Recruitment is not
to be done at regiona] or zonal level
where some people who are clever-
enough might get themselves register-
ed. The people in the interior areas,
in the districts angq small towns g not
come to know what is the requirement
of F.CI. for employment. We are
trying to see that all people get a fair
share in employment ynder the F.C.I.
I think these are all points I could
mention. I cannot cover every point
that the hon, Members have men-
tioned. But I hope that they are
satisfled and ] commeng this Bill to
the House.

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: The Public Undertakings
Committee have mentioned about the
procurement of foodgrains. They
have pointed out that the F.C.I. pro-
cures only 12 per' cent of wheat coarse
grains and rice meaning there by that
a large percentage of foodgrains get
out of F.C.1. If thal is so, how are you
going to control the procurement
system? If you procure gnly 12 per
cent. of the tota] foodgrains, it means
that middlemen are operating and you
cannot control them. 8o, what are
you thinking about the increase in the
percentage of procurement of food-
grains?
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RAO BIRENDRA SINGH: We
undertake to purchase all the surplus
foodgraing that come to the market—
wheat rice ang paddy. But we go not
work under a policy of nationalisation
of foodgrain trade, We do no{ want
to purchase everything. We do not
want to keep the private trade out.
At the same time, we cannot and do
not want to force the farmer to sell
only to the Government agencies. We
want to give remunerative prices to
the farmer fo see that he does not
suffer any losses in production and
when he freely sells {he foodgrains to
the Government agencies, that is all
acceptable to us and with that we
builg up our stocks. The farmer has
also the right to sell the foodgrains at
higher prices if he wanis to do so.
That is why the whole countiry is
kept as pne zone ang the movement of
foodgrains is allowed. It ig not
physically * possible for the F.C.I. or
for that malter any  Government
agency (o0 purchase the entire quan-
tity of 132 million tonnes or 134 mil-
lion ignnes of foodgrains that are
produced in the entire country and
then undertake {he responsibility of
supplying the same to every citizen
of India,

RAO BIRENDRA SINGH. I beg
to move. :

PROF, N. G. RANGA: Mr. Chair-
wman, I have g submission to make. I
generally agree with my hon. friends
in regard to this Bill and also the
activities of the F.C.I. But [ am sur-
prised that quite 3 number of my
hon. friends angq colleagues go on
saying thai they are in favour of the
Bil] ang at the same time, all = the
time they are criticising it. I de not
know the logic of it. Apart from
this, 1 would like to make one sug-
gestion tg my hon. friend, the Food
Minister. The loss in the sltock and
in storing the foodgrains can be
brought down from 1.5 per ceni lo
1 per cent. But then the dillerence
between 1.5 per cent and 1 per cent is
abouy 33 1/3 per cent of the total or
So, it is a big margin when looked at
in terms of the total quanli'ty. That is
what is very much upsetting the peo-
ple as such.

Secondly, in many places there are
not enough of godowns for storage. I
would like the Planning Commsission
to place at the dispo.a] of the F.C.L
and the Food Ministry sufficient funds
ang in sufficient fime also so that the
storage capacily can be increased and
it would not be necessary for the
CFI to keep foodgrains, specially
paddy as also wheat, exposed to the:
inclemencies of weather, In many
are stored in
the open: they are exposed to ihe heat
as also the rains, and so much damage.
is taking place. Ordinary folk do not_
know how much is  being lost, but
they see the wastage of it, and they
are very much hurt. They think that
the rest  of the foodgrains
must be getting damaged in the
same manner. Therefore, it créates a
bad impression. I would like the
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Minister to approach the Planning
Commission and the Finance Ministry
and whatever authorities might be in-
terested in it for providing the neces-
sary funds and see to it that at the
earlist possible = opportunity and to
the largest extent possible, the storage
capacity that is needed by the FCI
comes to be constructed and the
money needed for it comes to be gllo-
tted.
