SHRI SUDHIR GIRI (Contai): The
presentation of the second round of
Supplementary Demands for Grants
exhibit a total expenditure of Rs. 589.70
crores. Out of this amount, the States
will get Rs. 181.47 crores. Again, out
of this Rs. 181.47 crores, provision has
been made for relief work for cyclone-
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affected people to the tune of Rs. 75
crores only.

What about the people who have
been affected by the drought? There :s
a report that hundreds of people have
died in Bihar alone and various parts
of the countiry have been seriously
affected by drought and what provision
has been made for these drought-hit
people? 1 find no provision has been
made.

And suhsequently, the Minister may
have to come forward with Supple-
mentary Demands for Grants. This is
very bad.

Surprisingly enough, an amouni of
Rs. 8.09 crores has been provided to
work out the arrangement for Non-
Aligned Summit Conference and for
AIR and TV coverage in the Asiad.

While hundreds of people are dying
due to floods, cyclones and drought, te
spend money on the coverage of AIR
and TV sets is a luxurious expendi-
ture.

While presenting the original Budgzet
in this House, the hon. Finance Mini-
ter pointed gut that the wholesale price
index had been falling and that such
a decline in the wholesale price index
would be reflected in the consumer
price index. But the truth is other-
wise. I think that the Government, of
which Mr. Pranab Mukherjee is the
shortest Finance Minister, has no 1deo-
logy, no policy, no determination, no
political will, to fight against the evils
of price-rise, communal violence, social
injustice, lnequality in income and
wealth, rampant corruption, inefficiency
and above all, tihe abject poverty
haunting all over the country. Tven a
single problem has not been tackled
effectively and successfully by this
Government. I am giving you some
examples.

Take the economic problems of the
country. Prices are rising day by day.
The All India consumer price index
for industrial workers showed an in-
crease of 4.1 per cent during the first
four-month period of 1982-83. In
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absolute terms the index rose ifrom
459 in April 1982, to 478 in July, 1982.
Even during the weekx ended October
2, the prices of commodities like tex-
tiles and mineral products have regis-
tered increase at the rate of 0.3 per
cent. Lock-outs, lay-offs and closure
are taking place in various parts of
the country. Tens of thousands of
workers have been thrown out of ‘heir
jobs thus creating a burden on our
economy. What does Government pro-
pose to do for ail these poor people
why have been thrown out of their
jobs?.

The Sixth Flan is in doldrums. No
target set in the Sixth Plan has yet
been achieved. Not only this, there
is a report that there is a shortfall
vof Rs. 10,000 crores. How thig short-
fall of Rs. 10,000 crores will be made
up by the Government has not been
clearly outiined.

The Central Government is putling
administered prices, but is asking the
State Governments to mobilise re-
sources through taxation hiking of
transport charges, increasing power
rates, irrigation levies, etc. The im-
pact of all these things would badly
affect the people.

The balance of payment paosition has
reached an alarmingiy low proportion.
- On September 17 this year the foreign
exchange reserves stood at Rs. 3,498
crores. The IMF element of Rs. 1,568
crores was included in it. If this ele-
ment ig deducted, then the net imount
stands at Rs. 1930 crores. This is the
lowest since the end of 1975-76. *

The Union Government is responsi-
ble for all these fthings. I will mea-
tion the reasons why the Central Gov-
ernment is responsible. The Ceniral
Government has liberalised the import
policy. They have opened the loor fo
the multi-nationals. They have cut
down subsidies. They have imposed
(eredit restrictions. They ‘have made
the public undertakings and public
-utility services profit-earning concerns.
Not only these, they have given con-
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cessions to a great extent to the . ono-
poly houses.

There is a press report that the ex-
ecutives of the top Japanese mono-
polists are travelling in our country
in search of markets for their products.
The Government is requested te take
all these things into azcount.

The Government has been importing .
colour TV sets. By importing colour
TV the Government is spending scarce
foreign reserves—certainly ar the-
cost of the people, Kor example, the
Government has Lo meet the foreign-
exchange requirements, The Govern-
ment has been exporting rice, an-
essential commodity which half the
vast majority of the people need at
the present moment. Unable to
tackle all these problems, the Central
Government hag been resorting o
anthoritarian measures. I am pointing
oul some of them.

The passing of the Industrial Disp-
putes Amendment E:ill demonstrates
the undemocratic attitude of the Go-
vernment fowards the working class,
They have also passed the NSA,
ESMA, etc. The provisivns of these
black laws definitely go against the
interests of the working class. The
working class people’s hard-cwn rights
to sirike, organise and collective bar-
gaining—all have been demolished by
the measures enacted through these
laws,

Regarding law and order situation in
the country, 1 would point out that

there are rampant communal
violences in varicus parts of
the country. Take for examp-

le Meerut, Kanpur, Deoli Mora-
dabad, Biharsharief, Aligarh, Jam-
shepur, Delhi, etc. In all these places.
communal violences have taken place.
The measures taken by the Govern-
ment so far are very meagre. These
measures cannot tackle the problem
suitably, Not only this, in every Con-
gress (I) ruled State, we have found
that the administrafion is in direct
collusion with the communal-viclence--
seeking people,
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The Police forces are also being af-
fected by the general disconteni among
the people, We have seen the first
discontent among the Pclice personnel
in Maharashtra and Haryana. Their
«demands have not been fulfilled 'They
have got sympathy from all quarters,
They have got symnathies from the
trade union workers. These very
things remaind us of the Indian Naval
revolt in 1946, I would, therefore,
warn the Government that these vio-
lences and these gitativns on  the
part of the Police porsoancl shceuld be
carefully looked into. Otherwise,
there may be an outburst on some
occasion.

Atrocities on Harijans, packward
people, weaker seclinas and women in
the society are still guiig on, what
measures are the Government taking?
Not only that you have directed the
Press to suppress all this from being
published in newsvapers, journals. etc.
so that people may not know the
misdeeds of the Congress (I) rulers,
These things should be taken into ac-
count. 1 would request the Minister
10 take note of it.

While 1 am discussing the Grants
for Home, I demand that elections to
the Tripura Assembly should be held
on December 19, 1982, The demand
has been put forward by the left-front
Government of Tripura also.

As regards agriculture, I would like
to point out that production of food-
grains has increased as the Minister of
Agriculture says, We also admit that
production has increased, But, at the
same time the ©prices of foodgrains
have glso gone up. What is the rea-
son? Because the r-ig farmers are cor-
nering the crop and they are not sel-
ling it in the market, They are de-
manding a high price and the Govern-
ment is not yielding. Even they arTe
importing wheat from America or
Australin at a higher price without
giving remuneative prices to the
growers,

These things should also be taken
‘note of.

As regards Information and Broad-
wcasting, T would charge the Minister
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for Information and Broad-
casting for the use of the mass mediax
like the AIR. and I'V. for marrow
party interests, The A.IR. and
T.V, telecast the speeches and views
of the ruling party WMembers only.
They hardly give publicity to the
views and speeches of the Opposition
Members. Even the Historical Peace
March organised by the Left Forces
was not publicised by the AIR, with
due jmportance through the mass
medig like the AIR. and TV, The
reason for non-publicity should be ex-
plained by the Minisier concerned,

As regards industry, 1 woula point
out that the West Bengal Government
has been asking for setting up an elec-
tronic unit in West Bengal for the past
several years. The demand of the .
State Government should be fulfilled”
without further delay., Sir, a demand
was made for selting up a2 Petrc-Che-
mical Complex at IHaldia in this Housc4
more than once. 2ir, T demand on
behalf of the State Government of
West Bengal that the Pefro-Chemical
Complex at Haldia should be estab-
lished in -Haldia without any further
delay. Not only this. Bu# the
West Bengal Government had peen
demanding for lone for the establish-
ment of a ship Huilding vard at Hal-
dia. The Union Govt. promised {o do
S0, They have charged now, ihe
decision even though the Wes'. Bengal
Government was promised the estab-
lishment of ship building yard at Hal-
Subsequently, they said that instead .
of a ship building yard they would |
establish a ship revnairing yvard at
Haldia, That propoal has nost vet
materialised. So, 1 demand that a
ship repairing yard should be estab-
lished in Haldia immediat<ly,

Sir, for the last ten to 12 years there
has not been any central investment
in West Bengal excepting the invest-
ment in the Metro Railways. The en-
tire North-eastern _North-enstern re-
gion has been neglected by the Gov-
ernment of India. Thera are so many,
agitation agitanial movements. f -
would, therefore, request the Gouvern-
ment to take into account all these

things. Otherwise, the fissiparous
attitude of the divisive forces would
» develop and move ir its own direction,
I would, therefore, warn the Govern-
ment to take suitable measures in
righ time. One more thing, The
West Bengal Government has sent a
proposal to West Bengal Government
for giving some concessions {o the
small newspapers and new magazines
and the journals, -

In a written reply to my question,
the Minister has rejected that proposal
but the reason has not peen intimaied
to me, ] demand that this proposal,
which is not only that of West Bengal
Government but it is a  proposal
throughout the country from the small
newspapers, magazines and journals,
should be accepted and concessions
should be given lo them so that they
can purchase newsprint at cheaper
rate.

As regards land, it is known to all
that about 78 per cent of t{he pecple
live in the countryside of India and,
ag many as 60 to 70 per cent of the
people, live below poverty lin2. What
are the reasons? There has peen ab-
undant production of foodgrains, But,
there has been poverty prevailing
amongst the people, The reason for
this is that the total land of the coun-
iry has been concentrated in a few
hands. Thjs should be distributed
among the landless and this concen-
tration of lands in a few hands should
be put an end to, Fnr this purpose,
these lands should pe  distrihuted
among the landless people. Not only
that., In various States, the Govern-
ments have acceonfed this thing in
principle. But, this has not heen im-
plemented so far,

So, I requegt the Government t2
take suitable measures and immediate
measures so that the surplus land
could be distributed among the peon-
ple,

Sir, rising prices of foodgrains is
also one of the reasons,
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As regards the Depariment of
Education, I would like to point out
one thing, The other day, an hon.
Member from the ruling party ben-
ches said that the Government of
West Bengal is imparting Marxist
Education in West Bengal, But what
is the meaning ¢f ‘Marxist Educa-
tion?'. ...

MR, DEPUTY SPEAKER: All the
subjects concerning West Bengal is
being covered py you. Very well,

SHR1 SUDHIR GIRI: This is Edu-
cation., This comes in the Supplemen=-
tary Demands, I am not going outside
the jurisdiction, Sir, this question was
raised in the House.

An hon. Member from the ruling
party said that the Wost Bengal
Government is indoctrinating all the
people in West Bengal into Marxist
education. I want to know. what does
he mean by Marxist education. Do
they want that we should go cn follo-
wing only the superstitious ways of
life?

MR, DEPUTY SPEAKER: Do Yyou
want to have a Jdebate on thut?

SHRI SUDHIR GIRI: Yes: we want
a debate; if you allow such a dehate
we shall indeed be very happly.
But the actual fact is this. A Syllabus
Commiftee was formed with the repre-
sentatives of the teachers’ organisa-
tions in West Bengal This Syllabus
Committee’s Report wae also ascented
to by the then Congress Chief Minis-
ter of West Bengal Shri Siddartha
Shankar Ray, But they were not im-
lementing those recommendations of
the Syllabus Committee, Now, having
come to power, the Left Front Gov-
ernment has gone ahead to implement
those recommendations of the Syllabus
Committee. Nothing else. But now they
the shouting saving that we are im-
parting Marxist Edncation. Sir. what
is Marxist Educalion? It is nothing
elsa but Economics, If ene can know
very well how the poer people of the
country can be Jdeveloped and can bhe
saved from the clutches of hunger,
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then this is Marxism; Marxism will
do it; nothing more than that.

In this connection I would like to
point out that there was a controversy
regarding the book ‘Sahaj Path’ by
Tagore. Though you I want to inform
the hon, Members of the House about
the facts of the case. This ‘Sahai
Path' book was prescribed for Class
IV, Subseguently the heads of many
primary schools and area represénta-
tives of various teachers organisations
said that ‘Sahaj Path' is difficult to
digest by the gmall children and so it
should b2 substituted by a suitable
book. But then, when the Y.eft Front
Government came 1o translate that
recoinmendation into action, then the
so called privileged people known -as
educationists started shouling at the
top of their voice saying {hat the Left
Front Government in West Bengal is
doing away with the educatinng!
system so far prevailing in that State.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRI
PATTABHI RAMA RAQO): Is it enly
West Bengal, or is he decaling with this
subject? You are referring only to
West Bengal.

SHRI SUDHIR GIRI: Sir, you are
taking momney from the Conselidated
Fund of India for the purpose ¢f Edu-
cation. So, I am not going beyond my
jurisdiction, Mr, Deputy Speaker, Sir,
throurh you T want to romove certain
misgivings that are there in the minds
of certain hon, Members. The Fress
is also giving publicity to all these
things saying that West Bengal Gov-
ernment is teaching only Marxist
Education and nothing else  This is
utterly wrong. This is not the case,
So, T want to make this clear...

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Marxism
is a subject that is peing tlaught to
M.A. sindents, Tt js already being
taught to M.A. students «in Economics:
it is an advanced subject.
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SHRI SUDHIR GIRI: Yes, Sir, I
would respectfuly submit that it js

taught not only in West Bengal but
in other places also, There are various
other universities glso which teach
Marxism,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: I do not
know if it was taught in those days.
I could not understand this t{heory
when | was youung, Therefore, 1 said
that this theory was tuc much, But
when I was in the advanced stage of
studies, I could follow it. But I coul?
not follow when I was young. I could
understand it in my college days.

SHRT RAMAVATAR SHASTRI: I
understood it when I was in Kashi
Vidya Feeth, It was a subject which

was being taught in Kashi Vidya
Peeth.

SHRI RATANSINH RAJDA (Bom-
bay South): The word ‘socialism’ has
got 2963 meanings. Which brand of
socialism they prefer {o practice?

SHRI SUDHIR GIRI: So. I would
charge the Government thal they are
not what they are actually professing.
I want that the Government should do
what they profess, In 1036, Pandil
Jawaharlal Nehru in a Congresg Presi-
dentjal address from/I.ucknow pointed
out that if the vast majority of (he
Indian people are to e benefiled then
the path of scientiiic socialism must be
adopted, Even our Constitution was
subsequently amended. In the Pream-
ble, the word ‘Socialism® has been
added, There are also the Direclive
Principles of State Policy. i therefore
want the Government to tell us cate-
gorically whether they are following
the path of socialism or not, In 1960,
they actually started to fcllow some
path, at least in the case of indirect
taxation, But now they have peen re-
sorting to more "ndirect Taxalion than
Direct Taxation.

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The Gov-
ernment have never said that they are
going to usher in socialism, They have
not said that in presentinz the Sup-
plementary Demands. .
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SHRI SUDHIR GIRI: I would there-
fore warn the overnment {hat if
they do not actualy work for what
they profess, they have to face the
consequences of it and the people are
becoming more and more conscious
and they would not, at any cost, sur-
render their rights to collective par-
gaining or something else which they
can get from the Government. With
these words I conclude,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Are you
opposing™ or supporting the Supple-
mentary Demands?

SHRI SUDHIR GIRI: 1 am cppcs-
ing it, Sir.

Minister the condition which is pre-
vailing especially in the State of
Orissa.
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In the State of Orissa we had, fixst,
in the month of June ecyclone, Then
for about one month the dry spell
continued, Afterwards came the de-
vastating floods in Cuttack and Sam-
balpur districts. The Central Team
has visited the State and they have
seen the havoe that the devastating
cyclone and floods had wrought in the
lives of the people there, That is why,
our Chijef Minister as weli as the
Government of Orissa have presented
a memorandum for an amount of Rs.
618 crores for relief and restoration
works in the State. Perhaps the hon.
Minister has not taken this fact into
consideration. I would like to be clari-
fied on this point whether they have
considered the demand of the State of
Orissa and if they have considered,
what is the amount they have pro-
vided for restoration works in the
Stale,

In the month of June when cyclone
came first tidal waves from the sea
inundated a vast streich of fertile land
and uptill now this vast stretch of
fertila cultivable land, has not been
made ready for cultivaton.

Recently just after the floods which
we had in the State in the first week
of September, no rain has fallen &l-
most throughout the State, Of course,
the day before yesterday we had some
rainfall in Bhubaneswar, but in the
districts of Balasore, Cuttack and
Sambalpur, we have had no rainfall
for one and a half months, This un-
precedenled dry situation which is
prevailing in the State of Orissa has
completely ruined the State’s econamy
and has also ruined the prospecis of
Kharif crop in the State. In fact, in
my consfifuency. in the district of
Balasore people are not g:tting drink-
ing water in the area where saline
inundation had taken place in June.
A vast streich of fortile land has been
made wunusabe and the tubewells
which were sunk earlier sre not be-
ing used now bhecause ths water of
those tubewells has turned saline.
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Under the present circumstances, I
urge upon the hon, Minister here be to
take the prevailing situation in the
State of Orissa info account; comsider
all the points and sanclion immedia-
tely funds so that the sufferings of
the people can bhe minimised {o some
extent,

After the floods of first week of
September, it is a fact that from the
Centre about 20,000 tonnes of food-
grains were rushed to the State, but
because of the unprecedented floods
and cyclone, the stock of rice has de-
pleted; particularly in the last two
months the supply to the fair price
shops has been cut honce, people are
facing difficulties there. Similarly,
adequate funds are not available with
the the State Governmentls to carry
out the NREP znd IRD programmes
so that jobs are provided to the work-
ing population there. So, I urge upon
the Government that since an alarm-
ing situation has arisen in the State
of Orissa, in almost all the districts of
Orissa, Governmont must take im-
mediate measures. Otherwise the
peonle will starve and afterwards the
situation will go out of control,

Now under Demand No, 71 they
have asked for money to increase the
retention price of fertilisers, Here,
time and again, 1 have raised one
point regarding Talcher. About
Talcher. I would Lke to point
out some facts for the considera-
tion of the House as well as
the Minisier. Tn 1981 this plant has
gone into production and since then
this Plant is producing much less thanr
its rated capacity and especially from
April this year this plant remains
closed up till now....

PROF, N. G, RANGA: WHY?

SHR1 ARJUN SETHI: Because in
the initial stages power was not avail-
able fo the plant, That was why it was
closed down, But power has already
been made availlahle 1n the nlant in
the month of Auzust. The manage-
ment -gssured that if power is avail-
able, they will start the plant within 7
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days, But up till now—September is
gone and then we are in the middle of
October now—no sieps have been
taken and the cumuialive losses till
today, I am told, are Rs. 120 crores in
this particular plant, Moreover, why
are losses being suffered there? I am
told the conveyor t which was put
up there for carryin®ycoal from the
coal-mines to the factory is not Leing
used and instead, the management
carries the coal liom mines to the
factory by trucks. Ag a resuit the
factory loses and this loss is increasing
day by day.

Similarly, so many inslances of mis-
management are there, I have already
raised this point unde. Rule 377 and
I would like to impress upon the
Government Jfurther ‘that adequate
steps must be {aken so that this plant
is ready for production so that people’s
faith in our public sector units is not
reduced.

Here I would like to point cut an-
other fact. If market price for urea is
around Rs, 2200 per tonne, the pro-
duction cost of urea for Talcher is
about Rs. 12000 per tonne, It it is a
fact, I must urge upon the govern-
ment to see what are the defacts due
to which these losses occur and fthis
difference in the production cost is
there,

I am glad at last provision has been
made for Paradeep Phosphates Ltd.
and I only request the Government
that gdequate and timely steps should
be taken to see that this plant is com-
missioned very socn.

One word about the second steel
plant in Orissa, Now it has been deci-
ded to have this plant at Daitari and
that negotiations were going ‘on to
finalise the agreement with Soviet
Russia. May I just ask the hon.
Minister at what stage does this
matier °© of second steel plant in
Orissa stand?

At last T once again impress upon
the Government gg well as our new,
although new but experienced mem-
ber and Minister here to see that the
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present situation which is prevailing
in the State of Orissa ig very alarming
and unlegs timely measures are taken
to save the people and to provide ade-
quate rice at the fair price shops, the
gituation will ﬁ of econtrol and
the sufferings

very great.

With these words, I thank you

STATEMENT RE: INCIDENTS IN
AMRITSAR ON 18th OCTOBER, 1982

THE MINISTER OF HOME AF-
FAIRS (SHRI P. C. SETHI): Sir,
it was quite recently that the situa-
tion in Punjab was discussed and
many Members who took part in the
debate expressed the unanimous view
that steps should be taken to defuse
the situation and create an atmos-
phere of goodwill. The  Govern-
ment of Punjab has decided to release
all the prisoners arrested in connec-
tion with the morcha launched by
Siromani Akali Dal gt Amritsar Ac-
cording to information received from
Punjab Government one of the buses
carrying released Akali agitators re-
turned to Amritsar on 18th October,
1982 and on the way these agitators
threw brickbats at random and later
set the bus on fire near Darbar Sahib.
Immediately thereafter another bus
was driven away to some distance
and it was also set on fire. There-
after the mob started indulging in
looting of shops in the vicinity of
Durbar Sahib. According to the re-
port the persons who were indulging
in these acts of arson and looting were
Nihangs. They also set a police jeep
on fire and damaged the car of the
Addl. Superintendent of Police,
Amritsar and have beaten up ‘the
driver of the jeep. The assembly
was declared unlawful and  orders
were issued to disperse. To control
the situation, police fired tear gas
shells to disperse them, But they
did not disperse. Ultimately the
police had to resort to firing in which
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one person reported to be a Nihang,
was killed, The Sub-divisional
Magistrate and the Dy. Superinten-
dent of Police, Amritsar who have
gone to control the situation were at-
tacked with Kirpans and as a result
they sustained grievous head injuries
and had to be hospitalised. Three
constables also received injuries.

It it further reporled that some of
the agitators stormed the office of
Dy. Commissioner, Amritsar. Three
cases were registered under various
provisions of law. The State Gov-
ernment have taken adequate mea-
sures to deal with the situation. Ad-
ditional force has also been provided
by the Central Government to assist
them in maintaining law and order.

I am confident that this House will
join me in condemning the acts of
violence which vitiate the atmosphere.
The Akali leaders even now I  hope
will see the path of reason = and
avoid confrontation. It is only
through negotiations and in a cordial
atmosphere that issues can be
resolved.

I mak~ a fervent appeal to the
Akali leadership to pave the way for
negotiations.
