ANTI-HUACKI®G BILL—CONTD.
SUPPRESSION OF UNLAWFUL ACTS
AGAINST SAFETY OF CIVIL AVIA-
TIOY BILL—CONTD.

MR. DEPUTY-5PFAKEE: Thie House
will not take up further coniideratisn of
the Anti-Hijacking Bill and the Suppres-
wmion of Linlawful Acts against Safety of
Civil Aviation Bill moved by Shri Bhagwat
Jha Azad. Out of two hours alloted,
ong hour and five minutes were taken
yesterday and 55 minutes remain. We will
complete theie two Billi and then adjourn
for lungh.

DR SUBRAMANIAM  SWAMY
(Bambay orth kast): Sir. this Bill has
come in order to give legal shapz to a
gonwention. which wa® patsed more than
half a  decade ago, which it was not
thought fit all these years to bring in the
form of an Act. Therefore. the question
arises—1t 1% a matter of curiosity—why
this  Anti-Hijazking Bill come at this
stage.

As far as I can understand it, thg rea-
son is that the Governmgnt hag run into
difficulties with its own hijackers, Ear-
lier on, the proklem was to take a politi-
cal stand on hijackers 1f other countries.
For example, if the Palestenian Libera-
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tion Organisation memberi hijacked a
plane to India, and some other countries
demanded them, then India wou]d have
felt embarrased, because we support the
PLO cause. Similarly, if murdas
of Bhutto had hijacked the
plane from Pakistan and brought
it to India, then we would have to returm
him to Pakistan which these people would
have found very embarrassing. But these
Khalistan people have brought this
Government more in line with the inter-
national thinking on the subject because
when the Khalistan people hijacked this
plane and took it to Lahore and they
were arrested and 1 must say Pakistan
thould be congratulated on helping the
Indian passengers to be freed without
violenzz and #sent home safely on each
time_ but the; found that after they were
arrested by the Pakistan authorities they
were demanded back. The Pakistan Gov-
ernment simply asked this question that
if you take them back, under what law
are ¥ou going to try them and, secondly,
if you take them back and we give them
batk to you and tomorrow Pakistanis hi-
jack a plane into India, will you reci-
procatc and return those people to us?
This was the question that was asked
from this Gowvernment and this Govern-
ment had no answer because they did not
hase an Agt. Now thg Act has come and
Article 7 of that Act specifiles more ele-
arly that we wil recipriate, So I wel-
come this Bill because it is in line and
ketping with the tradition, the interna-
tional tiadition, that has been established
that hijacking is bad whether Indiang do
it, whether Khalistan people do it, whe-
ther the Palestinian Liberation Organi-
‘ation dact it anybidy doer it we do
not consider something called a terrorist
hijacking or political hijazking or whatever,
Howewer, there i= a mizral question which
this ™inister must answer, There was a
hijacking within the country from Luck-
now to Varansi by two people called
Dsvendra Nath Pande and Bhola Nath
Pande. So, we also arrested them in Va-
ranii and sent them to jail and filed a
cam: ugainst them. and wsinte then 1 find
thay they arg not in jail. 5o, I inveitigated
Py
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and tried to find out where they are, and
I found they were in Congres (I) and
they have become MLAs. Now I had
atked this question of the then Home
Minister Giani Zail Singh that how
can you condemn the hijacking of
the Khalistan people when you have
rewarded the hijackers Bhola Nath Pande
and Devendra ™ath Pande and made
them MLA. %o, he said there was a dif-
ference in the case of Bhola ™ath Pande
and Devendra PFath Pande. They did
hijacking within the country and as far
as the Khalistan people are concerned,
they went outside the country, ™ow, I
would like the Minister to clarify whether
hijacking is hijacking within the country
or outside the country and if you do it
within the country you will be rewarded
in this way or not. I think this ix a moral
slur on the ruling party which it has to
live down. So, I would conclude with the
comment that the anti-hijacking measures
in our airports are very primitive. I
think it is necesiary.

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER. The State
Government has withdrawn the cates.

DR, SUBRAMANIAM SWAMY: Yes
I know that they have withdrawn the
cases and made them MLAs. So, I think
the equipment shouly be modernited be-
cause the airport is a big headache—going
and opening your bag, going through the
referring. It it better to have these came-
ras, these X-Ray machines fitted on all
the major airports. Today Delhi has a%
an experimental measure but T think it
should be done on all the airports and I
think little expenditure on that is no
harm. Secondly, T find it very odd that
Members of Parliament are searched in
a way that common criminals are search-
ed. I am not searched because most po-
licemen recognise me as the man who
escaped during the Emergency. So, they
say if you want to escape you will do it
anyway.

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER: You cannot
be mearched because you get into plane
without their knowledge.
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DR. SUBRAMAMIAK SWAMY: They
say that if you want to do anything
mischievous, you will do in any way.
Your iapavity of mischief is established.
But I do find many of my colleagues go-
ing through grent harassment for this and
I do not se¢ why. If Membérs of Parlis-
ment arg suppovied to mafeguard the na-
tion they must have an establighed iden-
tity, name. There is no question of iden-
tity, why there cannot be some special
measure either through the presentation
of identity card or whatever where the
Members of Parliament can be exempted
from these security checks because we do
travel quite frequently and it becoimes
very odd, T would alzo say to the Minis-
ter since hc i: here that anti-hijacking
measures need not resort to primitive
methods. Now, T will give you an illus-
tration of the primitive methods that are
being utid. We are told that Delhi Air-
port cannot 'be photographed.

This i= a regulation which iz not there
in any democratic country of the world.
Beside# this Delhi Airport is being pho-
tographed by satellite all the time., The
tourists come and they want to take pho-
tograph of people coming and getting off
the plane and climbing on the plane. If
you go to America, Japan, Germany, you
arc allowed to take the photographs. This
in something which people like to trea-
sure. But this Government is following
something of 1983 or whatever about
prohibiting photograph# in airport. If he
wants to get a photograph of air-port, I can
give it to him taken by a satellite and
sold commercially all over the world. But
Indian citizens cannot take photographs
of our own airport and photographs of
the pamsengers. I think this should be
changed, There wshould be review of thsz
Airport Act that is quite out of date.
