(fx) Demand for Adequate Power Supply 
( to Steel Plants 

•SHRI CHINTAMANI JENA (BALA-
SORE) : The imposition of power cut by 
the concerned State Electricity Board and 
Corporation has seriously hindered the 
production of steel plants. The Bokaro, 
Durgapur and Burnpur steel plant are 
serv.:d by the Damodar Valley Corporation, 
Rourkela and Bhilai steel plants draw 
power from the Orissa and M.P. State Ele-
ctricity Boards respectively. 

The DVC has restricted p ~,wer supply to 
Bokaro, Durgapur and Buranpur steel 
plants. The OSEB and MPOSES have impo-
sed power cut, which has adversely afTcc-
ted Rourkela and Bhilai steel plants. The 
inadequate power supply has consequently 
.resulted in substantial reduction in the out-
put of these steel plants. The loss is of the 
order of 3,64,000 tonnes of saleable steel 
during 1982. 

Unless immediate measures are taken to 
supply adequate power to the steel plants, 
there will be acute paucity of saleable steel 
in the country. The dec I ine in the produc-
tion of steel will compel the government to 
import steel for mec ting the steel require-
ment, thereby country will loss valuable 

... scarce foreign exchange resources. 

Till the s teet plants install capt ivc power 
plant, the DVC, the OSEB, the MPSEB, 
must be directed by the Central Electricity 
Authority to supply the required power to 
these steel plants so that the nation build-
ing activities do not come to a grinding 
halt.

SHRI ZAlNAL ABEDIN (JANGIPUR) ; 
Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, on the la~t day~ 
in the earlier part of my speech, I tried to 
show that during the past ~everal years· 
large areas of additio . ~al land has come 
U'1Uer irrigation, the Use of bet!er seeds 
and fertilisers have also gone up. But i~ 
spite of all that, in the field of production 
of foodgrains or in the field of cash crops' 
production i.e. in one word in the ent-ire 
fie'd of agricultural production the posi· 
tion has remained stagnant over many 
years. We have failed to achieve the 
production targets and not only that', we 
have not been able to increao;;e the per 
capita availability of food grains, pulses, 
egg, milk, pontry mea ~t, fish etc. over the 
fifties or the sixties level. Rather in many 
cases it has gone below that level . 

J also tried to show that as a result of 
tho agr:icultural pol icy and the production 
strategy followed by the Government, ~ 

rei a tive imbalance in the productioo · of. 
various types of agricultural products have 
cropped up, regiona 1 dis pari ties have 
increased, and due to the concentration of 
land and other rural asset:; in the hands of 
a few people, the disparities in income 
among various sections of the cultivators 
have also tremendously increased. These 
developmental imbalances are giving rise to· 
variou'> types of political crisis which is 
manifested in secessionist movements and in 
various other ways. I also tried to say that 
on account of extreme poverty the small 
and marginal farmers, the sharecroppers 
etc., are unable to use nutrients in their 
fields and this is one of the main reasons 
for the stagnant si tuat ion in our agricultu-
ral production. Therefore, if we want to 
revive our agricultural economy, if we w~nt 
to raise our agricultural production, then

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we will have to strengthen the capacity of 
our farmers to make more investment in 
his land. To do that it is necessary tL) 

completely overhaul the Government's 
pricing policy. Moreover the Government 
should take over the retail trade in food-
grains in its own hands so that the poor 
rural folk I ivi ng below the poverty I ine, the 
agricutural labourer , the share croppers . 
the marginal farmers etc. , m ay get ft:~od­

grains at a fair price. Uni fc rm price of 
foodgrains :;bould also be en fc ; ~.:c all over 
the country. 

Sir, mos t o f our farmers being finan-
ciaiJy weak, have to fi x prioritie in the 
purchase of innumerable articles o f hi 
daily need. Should he purchase fertili ser 
for his land or medicine for hi dying 
son ? Naturall y medicine gets the priority. 
It is not possi b:c for him to purchase 
fertilisers. If thi · !) ituation per ists , t!-:~~1 it 
will not be po s ib ~e to increa ·e production 
however much the G vernment may strive. 

Therefore, it i very necessary to create 
new avenue for raising the farmer 
income. A s I have said earlier, fresh aven-
ues of employment and income could be 
created for our farmers through correct 
planning and programmes for the devcl op~ 
ment of pou]lry farming .......

SHRI KRISHNA KUMAR GOYAL: 
All the Treasury Benches are empty. Very 
strange ! 

THE MINISTER OF AGRJCULTURE 
(RAO BlRENDRA SINGH) : This only 
means that the Treasury Benches are fully 
sati fled with the working of the Agriculture 
Ministry. 

AN HON. MEMBER : The Agriculture 
Mi nister doe not know Bengali, bur he is 
not li ~ tening to the translation. 

SHRl ZAINAL ABEDIN : Fre h Avenues 
of empl oyment and income could be 
created for our farmers through correct 
planning and programmes for the develop-
ment of poultry farming , dairy development, 
in~and fi shery etc. But that too has not 
been done. The absence of a remunerative 
pricing policy for agricultural product is 
sounding the dea th k ~ell for o ur farmers. 

Sir, the sugarcane growers a re today in 
grea t dis tre in the matter of prices of 
sugarcane, in the matter of payment of 
arrears and in crushing sugarcane. It is 
feared that in U. P. about 15% sugarcane 
will not be cru hed at all. The growers are 
not getting pa yment of hundred of crores of 
rurcc lyi ng as arrear . 

Abou l jute grower., Sir . the small and 
marginal farmers are not able to sell their 
jute to the J. C. I. at the support price 
fixed by Government , in spi tc of their best 
efforts. Therefore, they arc forced to sel1 
their nroduct to the' Pharias ' at a ch~ap 

price. J. C. I. then buys jute from the 
'Pharias' Therefore tod ay there is a collu-
sion with the 'Pharia ' the big traders and 
other vested interest and the poor jute 
growers are being ruined in the process. 

The rubber growers, the cotton growers, 
the tobacco growers, the p,,tato growers are 
ali victims of the same malady today. In 
this situation if -cold storage feci] itie , 
warehousing faciJ ities and marketing faci~ 

lilies are extended properly then it may help 
the farmers in getting fair price for their 
product to some extent. 

Sir, our rural ec"Jnomy is facing destruc-
tion by the repeated on~Jaug~ts • 
of droughts and floods. Our indnstdal 
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sector or any other sector would have coll-
a-psed completely. If they had to face such 
terrible onslughts repeatedly . In that situa-
tion what would the Government have 
done ? They would have stood by those 
industries and industrialists with basket-
fuls of incentives, subsides and all other 
modes of aid. But what have they done 
for the agriculture sector which ha~ been 
called ' the biggest private sector'' in the 
country, the sector on which employs 73 J,~J 

of our total work force and which yields 
50';:, of our national income ? Has the 
Government stood by them with the same 
I iberal and large hearted attitude ? The 
answer is no ! What incentive have they 
given to the farmers ? Only hunger and 
starvation. You may say that you have 
given some 'mini-kits' ! But how many are 
they and what percentage of the farmers 
have received them ? The amount of emph-
asis and priority that should have been 
accorded to soil conservation and water 
management programmes to combat floods 
and drought, have not been done till this 
day. One eighth of our geographical area 
i. e., about 40 mill ion hectares are flood 
prone. Every year 8 million hectares are 
dcvasted by floods on an average . The 
amount of loss suffered on account of floods 
since 1953 runs into Rs. 10,000 crores. In 
1978 alone the quantum of loss was to the 
tunc of Rs. 1455 crores. 

But from 1953 to 1979, in these 26 years , 
the amount spent for flood control progra-
mmes is only Rs. 976 crores. Every year 
1440 mil lion acre feet water goes waste in 
our country. This vast amount of water 
causes soil erosion OJ? its way. As a result 
of this various tanks, reservoirs and rivers 
are getting silted up and their capacity of 
holding and conserving water is being 
dangerously eroded. Sir, I have previously 
referred to a seminar on Indian Agriculture 
organised at the Tamil Nadu Agricutural 
University. Shri C. Subrarnaniam, former 
Minister of Agriculture presented a fhcme 
paper at that seminar. I am quoting from 
that tbeme paper the relevant portion in 
this context. He said, "Dr. M.S. Swami-

~ nathan has cited some grim statistics in 
this regard. The storage capacity of Nizam 
Sa8ar I ke in Andhra Pradesh has been 

reduced by 63% in 44 years , of Mayurakshi 
and Maithan reservoirs by 10~~ in 20 years, 
of Panchet by 12 ,~ in J 9 years and of Bhakra 
by 6% in 16 years. In short, even as the 
demands on the soil for more food become 
acute, our soil wealth will be getting badly 
diluted. Simultaneously our capacity to 
store water had u e it for power generation 
and irrigation will decline. This is a doomy 
prospect indeed.'' 

Sir , for the development of agriculture 
and for the betterment of the farmers the 
most important issue is that of land 
reforms. Since the 1950's the Government 
has ceaselessly talked about land reforms. 
In the Sixth Plan document also, there is 
forceful commitment for effecting land 
reforms and for giving ownership of land 
to the actual ti \ler. The shortcomings of 
the ceiling laws and the drawbacks in their 
implementation have also been discussed. 
It has been said, that for the success of 
the 'eradication of poverty' programme~ 

redistribution of land is essential. Sir, io 
the seminar held in the Tamil Nadu 
Agricultural Univer ity as I have stated 
earl icr you al so stressed on radical redistri-
bution of land. But as usual they are bypa-
s ing the i sue. The third year of the Sixth 
Five Year Plan is practically over. How 
far has the land reform programmes been 
implemented ? But according t<J the pronou-
ncements of the 6th Plan the work of land 
reform should have been over by 1982-83. 
In the 4th point of the 20-poir. t programme 
mention has been made of land distribu-
tion. What is the progress of land reform 
programmes ? It is no where near about 
the targets. What is the quantum of surplus 
land in the country ? The Government 
figures according to amended ceiling laws is 
53 Jakh acres. In a country where about 
40% of the cui tiva ted land is concentrated 
in the hands of only 5 of landowner fami~ 
lies, it is difficult to comprehend why the 
quantum of surplus land would not be 
much more than only 53 Jakh acreas. 
The surplus land is so little only 
because these big jotedar groups have been 
allowed to trans fer their holdings illegally 
or to enter in 'Benami' transactions. How-
ever, out of these 53 Jakh acres on]y 41.91 
Iakh acres have so far been declared as 
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[SHRI ZAINAL ABE DIN] 
surplus. Therefore what has happened tO' 
the remaining 11 Jakh acres or more 1 Out 
of these 41.91 Jakh acres, Government has 
taken possession of 27.86 lakh acres and 
the land actually distributed among the 
landless is only 19.74 Iakh acres. In the 
J.ast year of the land reforms implementa-
tion programme thi is the overall achieve-
ment. You may cry hoarse about maki r,g 
land reforms but in fact you ha\e bade it 
a 'goodbye.' The second land reforms 
(amendment) Bill of the We t ,I; .:ngal Gove· 
rnment is lying for over one year and a 
half for the Pre ident' assent. lf thi Bill 
is passed then over 6 lakh acres of sur-
plus land will be available for di s tribution. 
The Kera]a Gift Deed (Amendment) Bill 
which wa pa sed unanimou ly m the 
Kerala Legi lature i al o ly ing fo r the 
President's approval for over a year and 
a half. If thi Bill get the President's 

approval then here to~ a good amount of 
Jand will be ava ilable for distribution. 
But assent is being withheld. The e inst-
ances go to show the incerity of the 
Government in the matter of land reforms. 
The people have also come to know who 
are those that are standing in the way of 
implementing land reform programmes. 

Sir, no fores t policy can be successful if 
in t_he forest area~. the local people's in-
terests arc not kept in the forefro:1 t. Their 
hopes and as'piratiom and their should 
needs be kept in view and their active 
cooperation should be ensured in framing 
the forest policy . Without thi.; no forest 
policy can be succe ful. The imperialists as 
in a!J other countries, in India also, redu-
ced the right o; and control of the local 
residents and fore t dwellers over ·he forest 
areas. This was done under the pretext of 
scientific manag~me .1t of forest with a view 
to achieve their imperialist interests and to 
extend their monopolistic control over the 
forest products . Sir in every advanced 
country, a large portion of their geographi~ 
cal area is devo :cd to fores ts. But in the 
developing countries which were once a 
colony of the imperialists, there the forest 
areas are much less than what is necessary 
and in these cou1trics every year the forest 
areas are shrinking at the rate of 5 to 10 
million hectares. It is a matter of regret 

that even today we have failed to adopt a· 
healthy forest policy which is in favour of 
the local people's interests and which is 
free from the imperialists' influence. The 
policy for planting fast growing varieties of 
trees h:lVe been adopted for meeting the 
requirement s of firewood and raw materials 
for forest ba.;;ed industries. Keeping this 
policy in view, in differen t forest arels 
part icu 1arly in Bas tar fores t of Madhya 
Pre Jesh the aged ' saal' tree are being 
extensively felled and they are being repla-
ced by pine trees. A s a result of this the 
Ec·J -syst cm of the area and the wild life of 
the area as well as the ccorwmy of the 
local tribal people arc all being destroyed. 
The tribal people are bei •lg forced to offer 
themselves as labourer ,; to the big iodu !'ri-
alists. A programme for planting Eucliptus 
and paper mulberry trees a! I over the Terai 
area h as been adopted. But what effect wilJ 
it have on the condition of the local people 
have not been mentioned anywhere. Due to 
all these reasons today the forest depart-
ment is facing tremendous opposition from 
the local people and the tribals in the 
matter of afforestation and conservation of 
forests. But it is proven fact that if the 
forest policy is implemented for the good 
of the concerned people and with their 
cooperation, then the attack on rhe forests 
and the damage of the fore t areas will be 
reduced to a grelt extent. The working plan 
of Uttar Kashi also aumits this fact. There-
in it has been said, "Wherever the oak 
forests were entrusted to the nearby villa-
gers who were authorised to appoint chowki-
dars, the oak trees have been well protected, 
there has been no specific damage and 
lopping has been done sy tematically." 

Therefore it is seen that the local people 
are not er.emies of our forest wealth. The 
custom of expL>iting the forest wealth 
through the contractor system is only spell-. 
ing ruin for the forests. That is why the 
'Dhobar Commit ~ee' had !~~ommended the 
eradication of the CJI1tr.tctor system for 
forests. But that has not been imp! emented 
till today. The forest development Corpora-
tion has failed to emerge as an al,ternative 
to the contractor system. This Corporation 
adopts tho same methods as the contjractor-s 
in their worki'1g with a view .to earn maxi-
mum profits. Like the contractors they also 
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pay very little wages to the labourers and 
they import cheap Nepali labour from out-
side. 

Sir , only two days age !>evere damage 
has been caused by wide pread heavy rains 
and cyclonic storm. We see no indication 
that the Central Government will play its 
desired role in the context of the ex te:1sive 
losses. Generally in such a situation it is 
said that responsibility for re lief and reha-
bilitation lies with the State Governments. 
But, Sir~ events have proved that the State 
Governments do not have requisite capacity 
to combat natural calamities of this magni -
tude. I will therefore urge the Central 
Government to play it appropriate role 
for relief of the affected people. 

Sir, the year 1982 was the year of produ-
ctivity' . This year of productivity has unfor-
tunatel y turned into a 'yea r of failure'. 
Along with thi s, this yea r was also the first 
year of the 20-point programme. In the 
very fir st year, the acbievemen t are practi-
cally nil. The first year is al 'i O the year 
of enthusiasm. This enthu iam will not be 
there in the coming days . Then what wi ll 
happen to this 20 point programme can be 
easi Iy imagined. Therefore we can say that 
in the 20 point programme there is one 
unwritten and unpubl icised 21st point also 
in which it has probably been said that 
points 1 to 20 are for pub! ici ty alone and 
not for implementation. This 21st point 
alone has been effectively implemented. 

Sir, the agricultural pol icy adopted and 
followed by the Government has completely 
shattered the rural economy during the past 
30 years. It has spelled tQtal ruin for our 
farmers. The demands that are presented 
for the total ruin of the farmers cannot be 
supported. Therefore, I oppose these 
demands.

STATEMENT RE : LAUNCH OF SATE-
LLITE LAUNCH VEHICLE, SLV-3-D-2 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
DEPARTMENTS OF SCIENCE AND 
TECHNOLOGY, ATOMIC ENERGY, 
SPACE, ELECTRONICS AND OCEAN 
DEVELOPMENT (SHRI SIVRAJ V 
PATIL) : The Satellite Lar.ch Vehicle, 
SLV-3-D-2, with the new augmented 
fourth stage motor, lifted off at 11:05:45 
hours from Sriharikota Rani:e on 
April 17, 1983 and placed a 41.5 kg 
Rohini Satellite, RS-D-2, in a near-earth 
orbit. The Jaunch was witnessed by the Prime 

Minister and the Chief Minister of Andhra 
Pradesh. The performance of the launch 
vehicle and the injection of the satellite into 

the orbit was norma). All the subsystems of 
the ~aunch vehicle fu "ctior.ed satisfactorily 
and confirmation of the completion of the 
first orbit was rc.cci\cd at the Mission Con· 
trol Centre at 1300 hour . 

This flighl is the fourth in the SLV-3 
series. The first experimental flight took 
place in August 1979. The second experimen-
tal flight (July 1980) placed the Rohini Sate-
11 ite (RS-1) of about 35 kg in a near-earth 
orbit. The first developmental flight of 

SLV-3 (SLV-3-D-1) placed the Rohini Sate-

llite (RS D-1 carryicg a land-marker camera 

in May 1981. 

The SLV-3-D-2, in addition to the new 
improved fourth stage, ·carried several new 
ir.digenously developed subsystems ar.d com-

or.cnts. The payload of the launch vehicle, 
n~mely , RS-D-2 satellite, ir:corporates a 2-
\>f\U;i ~visible ar.d r.~ar infrared) CCD 

camera system with a "SMART" senFot for 
imaging of the Jand-marks and othe~ around 
features. Preliminary orbitaJ data indicates 
the orbit to be about 371 kilometres by 861 
kilometres with a period of 97 minutes. 
However, more precise informat-ion on the 
orbit will be known in about a week's time, 
The ~atellite is expected to be in orbit for 
over a year. The in-orbit checkout of the 

sateH ite is under progress. Al1 initial indi-
cations are that the performance of the 
subsystems is r.ormal. After test and check-
out, the operations of the "SMART, sensor 

arc expected to commence in about a week. 

The launch operations for SLV-3-D-2 
involved concerted and dedicated eft'orti< of 
about 800 scientists, cr:gineers, technicians, 

and supporting staff. 

The suceessfuJ launch of SLV-3~D-2 has 

established a firm base of Launch Vehicle 
Techr.o}ogy which will directly feed into the 
larger launchers i,c ., the Augmented Sate]lite 
Launch Vehicle (ASLV) and the Polar Sate-
llite Launch Vehicle (PSLV) currently ur.der 

development. 

All these dcvc1ormer. ts will he]p our space 
scientists and techno'Clgists in putting in 
orbit our own satellites which wilJ be able 
to do remote ter sirg ard simijar appli· 
catiors which will ultimately help in studies 

of mor.soons, resources on the land an(l in 

the sea etc. which will be of great help to 

our people particularly our farm n.

SHRI K. MAYATHEVAR (DINDIGUL): 
Sir, I support the Demands .for Grants· 

of the Ministry of Agriculture on behalf of 

my DMK Party. 

As you are all aware, 75 % of the total 
population of India are farmers. We accept 
that they are the backbone of the Indian 

rural economy, but actually the States and 

the Central Governments are breaking their 

back bones. The farmers are not fully sup-

ported either by the State Governments 

or the Central Government. This is my 
charge, Unless the farmers raise the crops 

in their farms, the soldiers cannot set their 
hands on the arms to defend the country. 
The ref ore, in other words, unless we raise 
more food and unloss the objective of 

Green Revolution of this Government is 

achieved, we cannot defend the country 
r.atisfactorily. 

Now, in the total expenditure of all the 
six Five Year Plans, what is the percen-
tage of allotment we have made for 
agricultural development or improvement 

or to save the interests of the agricul-
turists and farmers in this country ? 

They form the vast majority of our popu-
lation. Tt i not lo 's than 75 to 80 per cent 
but we are a]Jotting in the total outal1y only 

about 20 per cent of the total expenditure 

in all the six Five Year Plans. This is 
discriminatory. I demand that the Central 

Goverr.mer.t should come forward to allot 

not less than 40 per cent of the total exp-

er.diture from the total outlay towards the 
expenditure on the improvement of our Wi-
culture to make our coufJtry self-reliant 

and self-sufficient in foodg rains. 

Sir, the hon. Member who has just spo-

ken was pleased to refer to Cauvery water 
dispute because the Cauvery water dispute 
could not be solved ci ther by this Govern~ 

ment or Tamil Nadu government or 

Karnataka government or four State Govern-

ments of southern region~whatever may 
be the reason- I request the Central Govern-

ment to interfere and .wive the problem 

a.r.d advise a ]I the southern States to accept 
your term~) in the interest of development 

of entire southern region. If they do not 
hear your words it is my recommendation 
to the Central Government to nationalise 

all the inter-State river waters to solve the 

ri·. er water problems between the States at 
one stroke. 

Sir, because water was not supplied to 
Tamil Nadu, specia)Jy to Tanjavar and 
Trichunapall i districts, we could not raise 

the crops. Not Jess than 35 Jakh acres of 

cultivable and fertile land have ·b~cop1e 

desert now. We could only rai e orte Crop 

instead of raising three crops. In pi te of 

Central Government's intervention io ~he 

year 1982 and inspite of Rao Birendra 
Singh's convening the Chi f Mtni ters 

confercnc<! many a time and the southern 
region Chief Ministers conference many a 

time to discuss and decide the problem of 
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Cauvery water dispute, all the Chief Mi nis-
ters participated except the Chief Mini ster 
of my State. I am thar~kful to you for 
convening the Chief Ministers' conference on 
4.4.1983. In that also my goverr.ment was 
rot properly represented. l could not 
tecate who represented my State. On 5 .4.1 9 3 
tht!re was a cor.ference of the southern 
region Chief Ministers to di scu the pro-
blem of Cauvery wa ter and in tha t a lso my 
government was, unfortunata ly ur.able to 
participate and play a vital role on behalf 
of Tamil Nadu There fore, what I want to 

' say is that may govcrr mcnt i not properly 
representing either for Cauvery wa ter pro-
blem or for dema nd ic g more rice and 
financial aid in the face of drought and, 
as such, we a re repre e-: ting the people o f 
Tamil Nadu more s trong! than the Govern-
ment of Tamil Ne~du because the C hi ef 
Minister did r.ot attc:· d C. M ."s C onference 
on 4.4.1983 , whi ch is u1.precedcntcd. 

Now, Sir, I caJI for the Central Govern-
ment to interfere to solve the problem of 
Cauvery water immed ia tely to ~ave Tam il 
Nadu. 

Because of the failure of not getting 
Cauvery water from Karnataka two districts 
of Tamil Nadu, namel y , Thanjavoor and 
Trichy have been co i. vcrted into a desert. 
Apart from Cauvery waters , there are so 
many problems in Tamil Nadu. Regarding 
fixing of procuremc·.t price for paddy, a ll 
the Chief Minister r epresenti 1;g th · ~ paddy 
growing States were dcmar. dir.g higher 
support price for r a dd y. Sir, I am r.ot 
accusing the Wheat grow it g State . . Rut I 
am bringi1:g to your 1 C' tice aJJ these fact s . 
Sir, you are aware of every fact better 
than we peop]e. But, Sir, it is our duty 
to br ing to your not ice repeatedly a!'HJ 
cons istenl y on bchali" of the padd y 
growers about this point. All the o prosi tion 
Members and even members of the Treasur:.· 
Benches have supported the enhar.ccme. t o r 
paddy procuremen t price las t week. You 
announced the new su pport price for 
wheat on 7 .4.83. Ever:. year you arc raisir.g 
the wheat price. But ~ ou did not raise the 
paddy procureme11t price or support price. 
The present procurime .t price of Rs. 1:!2 is 
not remunerative. 

Now, Sir , I have got with me some 

sta tistics which I collected recently from 
our Library . Among the total farmers in 
India two-thirds are paddy growing farmers; 
therefore vast majority of farmers have 
been alTectcd. 1 have got this newspaper 
cutt ir g from the Library. Even I can go to 
the extent of demanding Rs. I 50 per quintal 
from the Central Government as enhanced 
price for padd y procurement. I wish to 
bring to your notice that the cost of 
production of paddy is more than the cost 
of production of wheat because it requires 
more water, more manure, more ploughing 
a nd more input . All these things are requi-
red for rai , ing the paddy crop ; but it ic; 
not so in the case of wheat. In sp ite of 
the reduced co l of product ion of wheat 
you arc ra is ing procu rement price of wheat 
hi gher than paddy , price. Sir , I am not 
opposing your wheat procurement pri~ 

enhancement. We welcom•.! that we demand 
enhancement of price for wheat also. On 
this iss ue aJ 1 the opposition parties walked 
out last time except our party and some 
other party. So, we are not against further 
enhancement of procurement price of wheat. 
But ou should not discriminate the pad"!y 
growing States .and padd y growing fanner . 
I demand that the Central G overnme1 t 
should dcclarei ts pol icy in th i regard . . Jt 
should be your dut y. I can pres. urise you 
with kindness and with atTec ti on : you 
hould come forward and declare at lea.;; t 

narity price between wheat and r ice . Your 
procurement policy should be that the 
remunerative price of paddy should be 
not l cs ~ than R s . 150 per quintal. Pilddy 
produced should be properly protected, 
by the Central Government. In this year 
the raddy prouucti on has been affected due 
to <.lrough t condition;; e ·pecially in Tamil 
Nadu. The culti vable land has been con· 
verted into desert in Tamil Nadu. Sir, 
a 1 though I am a lawyer I am also a farmer 
and s o I know the difficulties a :d the pi ight, 
of the farme rs. There i-; no water at all ir1 
the wells for cultivation there is no water 
for drinking purpose · . There is no electri-
city for pumpsets to bring water for 
cultivation. The Central Government should 
come forward to protect the 1 ive-; of the 
people of Tamil Nadu who are held under 
the clutches of the Tamil Nadu Govern-
ment. Paddy procurement price should be 
enhanced. This is my demand. Regardin~ 
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the NationaJisation . of Banks 24 DMK MPs 
supported Government police at that time, 
in 1971-72. But I am sorry to say that the 
objective has been defeated : all the bank 
loans are given only to millowners, pro"; -
pcrou') factory ow r. cr ' and big bus ir:ess 
peop le. The na tionali ed banks are not 
coming forward to grant loa .s liberally 
to the farmers at a chea per rate of interec; t. 

They arc granting loans only to the mill-
owners, big bus ine-;s people, 5muggler., 
factory owners and private company 
owners. These people alone are getting 
loan from the banks. Whenew r farmers go 
to the banks, there the bank authoritie 
ask them to bring orne persons for surety 
before granti ng of loa n is cons idered. 
Where will they go for surety ? When Mr. 
Venkataraman was the F inance Minister, 
he had asked the ba nk authorities in my 
constituency to look into the matter. Then 
onl y they graJ>ted loan to the farmers. But 
after three month , it was again suspended. 
Therefore, it is necessary that there should 
also be some control over the banks by your 
Department and you should direct them to 
grant loans to the farmer:; at much cheaper 
rate of interest , say at the rate 5% or so. 
The banks should not charge abnormal ra te 
of interest for the loans granted to the 
farmers. 

Sir, so far as my constituency namely 
Dindigul in Madurai and R amnad distr icts 
in Tamil Nadu-are considered, I would 
like to point out that there is a Dam called 
'Periyar Dam' in between the States of 
Kerala and Tamil Nadu. The height of the 
water level in the dam was 156 ft. upto 
last year. But now this y~ar, the Kerala 
Government reduced the height of the wat.!r 
level from 156 ft. to 136 ft. And becau;e of 
the reduction in the height of the wat·., r 
level, the district.; of Ramnad aad Madurai 
are very much affected. About 15 lakh 
acres of cultivable land have been a(fccted. 
We were raising two crops every yeJr in these 
15 Iakh acres of land. But this year we 
could raise only one Crop. I would request 
that the Central Gover;1ment should inter-
fere in this matter and instruct the Kerala 
.Government to· keep the previous water 
level height of 156 ft. in Periyar Darn. The 

Tamil Nadu Government is sleeping over 
this matler and the Central Government 
should wake them up and also ask the 
Kerala Government to release waler to 
Tamil Nadu. Si r , I am told that 
the Tamil Nadu poli ce w~.:re· beatan by the 
Kcral a Pol ice r ersonnel, when they went to 
Per iya r Dam area. The o ffic ia ls from Tamil 
Nadu who went there for survey purpose 
were severely b::aten by the Kerala .Pol ice 
rer o n net. The Tamil · Nadu Government 
had not protected them. I would therefore 
reque st the Central Government to Pinter-
vene in thi s matter ancl protect those 
peop le. 

Sir , hon. Prime Minister had sanctioned 
Rs. 10 crores for Madras and the Central 
G overnment had al s J sanctioned another 
amount of Rs. 72 crore ; for Tamil Nadu. 
Sir thi amount i not at all sufficient to 
meet the present severe drought conditions 
there. The who le of Tamil Nadu is under 
'iCvere grip o f famine and drought and the 
people are facing a lot of difficulties 
becau e o f the un precedentcd drought 
conditi ons . 

Si r fo r dee)cning the weJi s , we do not 
get the e"<p losive ma ter ials, that is, 
'Thottas' . These explos ive materials are 
not ava ilable in Tamil Nadu. I am told 
that the ::; e materials are to be brought from 
Ori sa. Tt is unders tood tha t there is a 
s trike in the explosive factory in Orissa. 
We could not deepen the wells in Tamil 
Nadu because of the non·availablity of those 
materials. 

Therefore, Sir, I would request the Cen• 
£ral Government to arrange for the supply 
of these explosive materials immediately, so 
that the people of Tamil Nadu would be 
able to deepen the wells in their areas with 
the help of these materials. 

Now, coming to sugarcane produce_rs, l 
would like to point out that they should be 
given remunerative price so that there is an 
incentive to increase their production. The 
sugarcane producen want that sugarcane 
price should be fixed at Rs. 200 per tonne. 
We are giving them only Rs. 150/--or so 
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per tonne for sugarcane. This is not a rem-
unerative price at all taking into uccownt 
the prices of inputs etc. I , therefore, demand 
that the procurement price for sugarcane 
should be rai ed to Rs. 200/ -- per tonr.e by 
the Government. 

Then, J come to the final point. I am 
very strongly cor,demr. ing the recommer.da-
tions made by the Agricultural PriceCommi-
ssion in regard to paddy. I do not know 
what type of people arc there in the Agri-
cultural Price Commission ? 

They are able to appr ciate the difficul-
ties of the wheat growcn, but they seem to 
be totally neglecting the difficulties of the 
paddy growers. Jn 1980-SJ, they recommen-
ded an jncrease of Rs.5/ - per quintal in the 
procurement price of paddy, from Rs. 95/ -
to Rs. 100/--,whercas all the paddy growing 
States demanded a price of Rs.125/· to 
Rs.l30/- per quintal. This is a ques tion 
which requires very serious thought. Even 
the hon. Mini ter for Agriculture declared 
two years ago that the procurement price 
for paddy should be R . 110/ -- per quintal, 
bt t tlte Agricultural Price Commi ion ha s 
recommended only Rs.~OO/- per quintal. 
This i an impracticab!e recommendation 
and should be totally r<'jccted and dismi ed 
by the Government. The Govenment must 
be practical and take into account the d iffi-
culties of' the farmers and give them remu-
nerative prices. The cost structure of the 
agricultural commodities with particular 
reference to the inflation on the price of in-
puts of consumer items, used by the farmers 
should be taken into consideration by the 
Government. The Agricultural Price Comm-
ssion should take fnto account the cost of 
production, that is cultivation cost, input 
cost, electricity <;ost, diesel cost, cement 
cost, farm implement cost, etc. while 
I agree making their recommendations. 
that we cannot easily reconcile the 
interests of the producers and the consumers 
unless the Government gives food su bs1dy to 
the paddy growers. Therefore, more and 
more ubsidy should be given to the paddy 
producers by way of support price or pro· 
curement prices. 

Very badly the Tamil . Nadu State is seek-
ing your protection to so] ve the cauvery 
water problem. On 5th April, 198~, hon. 
State Minister for Irrigation, Shri Ram 
Niwas Mirdha, pre:;;lded over the Southern 
Region Chief M in isters · conference i 1 
Delhi. Unfortunately or accide! ta~ly, it was 
the destiny of Tamil Nadu, or Mayathevar 
or all the pol i ticiars from Tamil Nadu trutt 
our case was not properly represented. 
While all the other Chief Ministers presen-
ted their case properly~ it was not so in our 
case. I w uld. therefore, request you to kin-
dly interver.e and have this matter sett!ed to 
the satisfaction of all concerned. 

MR. CHAIRMAN Please put forward 
your points; do not make comments. 

SHRl K. MA YATHEVAR : Such a great 
administration is there in Tamil Nadu. 

As I said, the Cauvery problem should be 
so~ved immediately by your intervention. 

Now , I come to the que tion whether the 
State Government is contributing f6odgrains 
to the Central pool or not It has not contri-
buted in 1978-79. 1979·80, 1980~81, and 1981-
82. Jn addition to that, we are aware of ~he 
irresponsible behaviou; of the Tamil N du 
Government. You may excuse that Govern-
ment, but you should not punish the people 
because of the failure of that Government. 
You shouJ d come forward and give more 
money for drought relief, more rice and 
wheat and other essential com mod it ieS to 
save the people from the drought crisis 
there. 

With these words, I support the Demands 
of this Minil\try.

SHRl P . RAJAGOPAL NAJDU (C HJT-
TOOR) : T am glad to <> ay that all our Agri-

. culture Ministers a rc doi ng very well, to 
improve agriculture in the country. But 
then~ a re many con traints, bot ti e neck 
and defects in polic ies. T herefore, they 
are not able to do as much a they wi sh. 
F or example, in our cou ··,try, agriculture is 
on a subsistence level. When you take the 
number of land holdings into cons ideration , 
72 '>~ arc small holder s . More than 5 crores 
of people, agricuJturi s t , own Jess than five 
acres each. So, if we want to increase 
agricultural production. we have to co r,cen-
Lrate on these small holding , a"'ct help 
them. 

The agricultural situation has completely 
changed to-day. Previously, it was tradi-
tional. Now it is cost cu1tivation. Previ-
ou )y, they used to have traditional seeds, 
and a pplied cowdu ng . Now it is not poss i-
ble to do o. Now they are usi ng hybr id 
and high-yielding varieti es, applying chemi · 
cal - fertili ser ' and pe ticides, and using 
modern agricultural machinery. Therefore, 
they have . to invest more, and they require 
investment. And the Governme·1t has to 
help them. The Department of Agriculture 
evolved a pol icy of he I ping these small 
holders . But they rc 1uire the he I p of the 
Departroen t of Finance. Wha.t is the Depart-
men t of F inance doi ng ? They also e .olved 
a policy to help the~e poor people ; but in 

implementation, what is hap;1ening ? 
Whereas there are more than 5 crores of 
small holders, the banks were abJe to give 
loans only to a part of them 90</{, of them. 
What about others ? H ow can we i;.crease 
agricultural production when othec arc 
not able to get finance from Government ? 
lt i a good thing that Government has 
reali zed, a nd has in s tituted NABARD !;O ns 
to separate agricultural fi:1ance from 
Re erve Bank. 

Government expects lo cover 50 ~ ,of the 
weaker sections during the 6th five year-
rl un. But I am very much doubtful. During 
im~1lementation, the b:mks require security 
of property even from the poor people. 
It has been decided by our Government 
that security should not be asked from 
people who require loans Jess than 
Rs. 5,000/ -: Not even l n .• of them are 
being given lo3ns by the ba 'lks. Therefore, 
who has to take action aga inst tbi.; policy 
of these banks ? Who i3 to mo·1itor this ? 
Therefore, there must be coordination 
between the De;:>artments of Agriculture 
a! ~ d Fi;·,ance. There must be a sub com-
mittee availbale to the Mini~ters' with 
represen ta tivec; of the Department of 
Agricu] ture and Finance J f'\ it, so as to 
mo:1itorthese things.

(Shri R. S. Sparrow in the Chair) 

Unles s ther e i finance, unless there is 
investment , it is not possible to increase 
agricultural production. With regard to 
other crops, we are able to achieve · increa-
ses in production. Bu 1 with regard to pulses 
and gram, not only there is no increase, 
but there is also a reductio1 in production 
even after 36 years of our independer.ce-
With regard to puL.;es, the production in 
1955-56 was 11.71 million units whereas in 
1981 -82, it was oaly 11 35 million units. 
That mean~ even afler 36 years of our inde-
pendence, there is no increase in production 
but reduction. With regard to gram, in 
1955-56, the production wa · 5.43 mill ion 
U11its wherea'i in 1981~82, it wa c; 4-57 
million units, that is reduction in produc· 
tion but not any increase. 
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With regard to pulses, our government 
has evolved a strategy, but that strategy, 
i ; not workLg. Therefore, our government 
should make efforts to see that the produc-

"' tion of pulse~ is increased. 

With rcg:~rd to prices , before 1965, the 
proJucer' were not in the picture. The 
governmc t used to thi r.k o rdy of consu· 
mers. After 1965, they have instituted the 
Agricultural Prices Commissio:t, but the 
refere::ce given to them was that they had 
to evolve a price keeping in view the over· 
all economy of the country but not the 
remu.o.erative prices to the agriculturists. 
Therefore, my question i'> whether the 
government is prepared to give remunera-. 
tive prices to the agricu!turi s ts or not. 

Ac; far as bank overdue 1 arc concerned, 
they are as follows : 

In primary assi s tance- 43.21 per ce:1t 
Short-term Ioans-51.31 per cent 
Commercial banks- 48 percent. 

Why do the5e overdues occur ? It is only 
because the agriculturis ts are getting unre-
munerative price'5. Therefore, they are not 
able to pay the loan . This ev idcnce is 
there to show that the agriculturists are 
incurring losses. Therefore, the Agricultural 
Prices Commission should revi e its pol icy 
and see that the remunerative prices are 
given to them. The Agricultural Depart-
ment also mu')t tell the Agricultural Prices 
Commission to evolve remunerative prices 
for them. These price·~ depend upon so 
many thir~s. Agriculturists are producing 
certain crops. It is their duty that they arc 
doing. But the Commerc~ Department is 
not cooperating with the Agricultural 
Departmer:t. That is why the agriculturists 
are put to a great loss. 

As far as tobacco is concerned, it is 
being produced by the agr icu I tur is ts and it 
is being exported. 

Th Lt is because, the Commerce Depart-
ment h'lS1 not kept quality control intact. 
The Chinese Government is n':ll buying it 
now~ because they Sly that the Agmark 

·. sqowo to them was different from the 

tobacco exported to them. That is why they 
are not buying. 

Last year 40,000 tonnes of mango pulp 
was exported to Russia. Now they are 
asking for o.nly 22,000 tonnes or even less 
than that- because they say that the pack-
ages were not good and therefore th~ tins 
were broken. That is why they did not 
want our things. 

Last year the Government gave permis-
sion for the export of jaggery but only 950 
tonnes of jaggery was exported. Why ? Be-
cause, qua] ity control was not there. There-
fore it is a point co::cer r. ir.g the CoiD.Il'lp'ce 
Department. The Commerce Department is 
responsible for all the losses suffered by 
the agriculturists and therefore there must be 
coordination between the Agriculture Depart-
ment and the Commerce Department. The 
surpluses which have to be exported by the 
agriculturist are assessed by the Commerce 
Department, not by the Agriculture Depart .. 
ment. Ther~ is a difference between the 
Agriculture Department and the Commerce 
Department. The Agriculture Department is 
a producer and the Commerce Deparment 
settles the terms for the Agriculture 
Department. 

( lrzterruptions) 

I know that the present Minister was the 
Commerce M inistcr earlier. I only want 
coordination between the Agriculture 
Department and the Commerce Depart-
ment. 

There is another point, The Govern-
ment should identify the agricultur.al 
eommod ities which could be exported and 
they have also to encourage the production 
of those agricultural products which can 
be helpful in export substitution. Unless 
the Government takcll this I ine, it is not 
possible to export them. I want to place one 
thing before this House. Now we are ex-
porting Basumati rice. It is a good thing. We 
have to increase the cxpor ts of agricu]tural 
commodities. Now we are exporting only 
20 per cent of the agricultural production~ 

But it should be increased up to SO per 
cent. We can increase those commoditie! 
which arc necessary for export. 

We are producing what is wanted by us, 
but not what is wanted by the other count-
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rie . For example, when we are talking of 
tobacco we are producing th e variet ie 
which are not needed by other countrie . 
Therefore, we are not able tv sell it and 
whereas we a~e .getting Rs.l2/ -per kg. of 
tobacco, the Americans are getting Rs.24/~ 
from the Japanese because they are 
produci· g that leaf which is nece ary for 
Japan. Therefore, we have to exploit the 
markets and find out what commodity is 
war.tcd by which country and produce it in 
abuntlance. For example, take rice it elf. 
There are so many verieties of rice in the 
South. Not only Bat umati, there are other 
varieties like Bangaru Teegelu and other . 
Mostly , the other varietie~ are not exported. 
Therefore, our Government has to ee what 
are the var iet1es of rice which can be 
CX)Orted. 

There is no crops planning in our coun-
try and our Government has not taken any 
steps towards this end. Therefore, I would 
request the Government to institute a com-
mittee to sugg~st to the Government way 
about crop planning. 

We are facing natural calamities every yea'f, 
cyclones droughts etc. and there is no law 
reg rding these natural calamities. fn many 
countries, there is a law to pro teet the 
people af:ected by natura] oclamitie . Bee-
au of these natural calamities we are not 
able to introduce cro;J insurance. That is 
why Prof. N. G. Ranga wanted our 
Gover 1mcnt to take up this matter with the 
U.N.O : so that some international risk 
fu can be instituted. 

If i ternatiolal Ri-;k Fu d is in.ti'uted, 
the 1 we can get mo. ey so as to avert 
th s calami tie cyclo ·.e3 as well as drou-
ght -by having 1rrtg1tion nrvjec t.; and 
otn .r thi g I rcq ues t the G overnmcn t to 
SO-) that the intcrn:::ttional orga1isation also 
acce- ts this pr posal. 

.R arding horticulture we can do much 
in thi field. Till now, even the Agricul-
ture Commi s lo 1 has said that the export 
of fruits is r.egl igible. Here we have to 
develop much. I want t.hat Horticulture 
Dep:.utm nt must be there in every :aa1c. fn 
Knrn t ka State, there is Horticulture 
Dep~rtment nd there is a Minister for also 

ar.d recently we have persuaded the Andhra 
Pradesh Govcrr:.ment also to have Horticul-
ture Department. Therefore, the Centre 
should petsuade all the Agriculture 
Ministers to have Horticulture Dcpntment 
their Agriculture Departments so as to 
dev )op horticulture. 

A thes1 has been written by a Karr. -
taka Doctor saying that margina·J I d can. 
be u til iscd for horticulture. lt is quite so 
anrl social farm forestry can also be dev -
loped in marginal lands. Jf you can do 
that, then the agriculturists wii t t nmr 
im.:ome. 

There are decJared forests. 1,60,00,000 
acres of decla,red forests are there. They 
must be developed. It is not possible for 
the Government to do it. Even if they plant 
the trees, the people in the nearby areas, 
will pluck them away. Therefore, I have 
suggested to give these lands on lease to 
the agricultural labour and margin 
farmers who are near these declared fore-
sts. Mr. Swaminathan, who was then the 
Secretary of Agriculture Department also 
accepted it and he wanted to implement it. 
I remember tha'- even in our State, four 
districts had been selected and in e P/ 
district at least 200 hectares of land had to 
be developed. But now there is no such 
scheme. If we can do it , there ate two ad-
vantages. One is that the agricultural 
labour and marginal farmers will be benefi-
ted and secondly there wil 1 be vegetation 
and even industrial wood can be produced 
from these forests. 

There must be re-organisation of Agri-
culture Department because now r earch is 
separate and ex tension is separate. There IS 

no coordination between researeh and 
extension services. Therefore. wha1ever 
results are accruing in research farm , they 
are not being communicated to the farmers, 
How to coordinate, the Minister has to 
think over. Not only that, agricultural 
engineering is not there in Agritul tun~ 
Department. The agricultural scientists aTe 
en~aged in distributi g fertilizers. They 
are not going to the fields as in Haryana., 
and Punjab. In Punjab and Haryana the 
extension servke . is better than in any other 
State. Why not other people also folto f 
lhat. H the extension is strenghth~ 
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the agricul tur1sts will he benefited. If 
the Agriculture Department is separated 
into four categories establishment, supplies, 
extensi n and agricultural engineering 
then it is quite easy for this Department 
to serve the people. 

For the reclamat io:rt of land there is a 
great poss ibility. Whe:1 l we1 t to Karnal, 
I w sali :1e land being reclaimed, where the 
prodUction is 20 to 30 bags of rice per 
acte. It is not difficult. But no effort has 
be made in this directio:-~. Re o; earch is 
b i :- do:1e, but it i3 not being applied to 
th field of the fat mer. There are nearly 
60 millio.l acre · of salir:.c land and alkali r.e 
sojl in the country. If we reclaim such land, 
pcoductio:1 can very easily be increa ed. 

The Drought Prone Area Programme 
shoufd be continued. I do not know why in 
my IIStituency 8 samities have been dele-
t from the DPAP, even though drought 
is there continuou Iy. The whole of Raya-
Iaseema is groaning under famine for the 
las t three years. What were the criteria for 
d leti~ these samitie-· when drought is 
e't ding to other area and covering many 
more area? Therefore, the application of the 
Drought-Pro 1e Area program me to different 
areac; ha<> to be identified and it must be 
revi ·cd. 

Agricultural legislat io 1 is lacking in 
many fields. I notice from our agenda that 
there is o::e legislation introducing safety 
mea>ures in thre her . It i 5 quite necessary. 
The E~.gi r, eeri :~ g Section of the ICAR hall 
evoJv.::d safety mea-;urei but, unless the Jegis-
latio1 is e:tforced to have safety measures 
the manu(acturers will not do it. I would 

· say that it shou ~d be extended to sugarcane 
crushers a'so, where Jabourors, marginal 
farmers and others who are doing actual 
work are losing their han"d.:; or some other 
parts of the body. 

In the case of pump sets and electric mo-
tors there is loss of electricity because they 

ate oT substandard. Unle "i s we bring in lcgis-
Jatjo:l and ay that if the manufacturers do 
not produce motors of standard specific~tion 

they w iJJ lose their licence, it is not· possr-
b!e for our agriculturists to get standard 
motors. 

Then I come to poultry, fisheries and 
dairy, which are subsidiary industries to 
help the marginal farmers and labourers to 
have additional income to make themself 
reliant. Under the Integrated rural develop-
ment programme, poultry has been taken up 
by small farmers and agricultural labourers. 
Now the pos ition of the poultry industry 
is precarious. The price of eggs has fal!en 
down ao·.d the marginal farmers and agriCU{-
turaJ labourers, who are the poultry owners , 
are incurring losses. Is it not necessary for 
us to he I p them ? Tn Bombay there are pit-
vate traders, who arc havi rrg a monopoly of 
poultry . They buy eggc; from the surrounding 
areas and earn crores of rupees. There is 
necessity for us to have an All India Poultry 
Corporation to protect these people. Andbra 
Pradesh is foremost in the production of 
poultry. But our people are not able to ex-
port these things expect through the traders 
at Bombay. We want these eggs to be expor-
ted from Hyderabad. Therefore,.. we want the 
Hyderabad air port to be converted into an 
inter nat iona 1 airport. 

And we have formed a society with· 
those who are doing pout try farming. They 
want cold storage. Without cold storage it 
is not po!\sible for them to keep them 
longer and the Gover.1ment should develop 
cold storage facilities and also transport 
faciliti es for tho 3e who arc doing poultry 
framing. 

Sir, with regard to hor ticuiturc, I want 

to say one thing. T have introduced one Bill 
in this House so as to have more vegetables 

and fruits. I am glad that this Government 

is thinking of constituti ng a Horti.culture 

Board. I must thank this Minist1y for 

doing it. They are in the right tine. 

The famines are co:1tinuous. We a e 

having th~ Famine Code introduc d by 
Bri.ti.sners. 1t is quite nece ary for u to 
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revise the Famine Code also. I thin!< the 
Minister will take all these th i gs into 
consideration and help the farmer .

make a few sugge tio:1s on behalf of my 
party the All India Anna Dravida 
Kazha Munnetra gam. 

Sir , it i no exaggeratio.1 tosay thatagri-
culture i the backbo :·Ie of our eco::wmy. In 
the net national production of 1981-82 the 
share of agriculture is 41.8.% This empha .. 
sises the need for declaring agr icuiture as 
an industry. Only when agriculture is trea-
ted as industry, the agricultural workers 
will at least get minimum wage> throughout 
the country. I request the hon. Minister of

Agriculture to examine this issue m all seri-
ousness. · 

The cult iva ted area of rice, wheat, jowar 
etc. is 81 mi II ion hectares. But the pulses 
are cuJtiva ted over an area on 24 mill ion 
hectares. While per hectare of land the 
quantity of rice grown is 1316 Kgs and 
wheat 16% Kgs , o;tly 475 Kg :; of pulses are 
grown in one hectare of land. So there is 
need for increasi :-.g the area of pulses 
cultivation in the country. The pulses a re 
gr~wn on]y in northern States. The South-
ern States depend upon the supply of pulses 
from the northern States. In fact the pulses 
are transported from Northern States to 
southern States, as pulse are the staple 
food for the people of Sousthen States. 

In this background it is imperative that 
the cultivated area of pul ses in our country 
should be increased imm~diately. 

Next to Chi r. a, America and Russia, 
India is the fourth country in the matter of 
using chemical fc; til isers. But, when 
you look at the use of chemical 
fertiJi;;ers per hectare, you will 
fine! that India occupies 13th place. I 
suggest that e ::erg• .. :tic s~eps should be taken 
for increasi ng the usc of fertiliser per 
hectare in our country. 

Though the Ministry of Agriculture is 
not connected with the production of agri· 
culture, I would like to point out that the 
production of chemical fertili sers is in the 
central public 'sector. The fertili e r factories 
are utilising only 60% or installed capacity . 
The cost of produc ion is so high that the 
price of chemical fer it isers is also beyond 
the reach of our farmers. Our farmers do 
not have fi r.a.: .. cial strer.g·h to buy chemical 
fertilisers at such high prices. The Centre 
has give.1 last year a subs idy of Rs. 646 
crores for chemical fertilisers. It is wrong 
to call it as subsidy being given to the far-
mers. This ~ubsidy is the gra~1t for the in-
effic :ency of the fer ti! iser factories. I 
dema nd that effiecticc s:eps must be taken 
for effcie1t fu :-.ct oning of our fertiliser 
factories. 

I would end here my references to food-
grains product Lm. I would 1 ike to say a few 

words about the exploitation of our marine 
wealth. In 1981 we caught 13,78,457 tohnes 
of fish. This is not even 3% of marine wealth 
available in the territorial jurisdiction of 
our seas. Even small nations like T a iwan 
and Japan catch annually more than a crore 
tonne of fish. It is said that we have 14,000 
mechanised boats and 1,30,000 non-mecha-
nised boats. There are J 9 Iakh fishermen in 
our country, most of whom are 1 iving in 
Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Karnataka and 
Andhra Pradesh. Their standard of 1 iving is 
miserable. I demand that an insurance 
scheme should be introduced for all 
the fishermen in our country. Similarly, 
Cooperative Societies should be started thr· 
ough which mechanised boats should be 
made available to them. Then only the fish 
yield wiJI be improving. I a]so suggest that 
the d iesel oil required for these mechanised 
boats should be supplied at subsidised 
rates. 

Last year some of our Tamilnadu fisher-
men were caught, by Shri Lanka Navy and 
they were taken to Shri Lanka. Their cat-
ches were confiscated . I demand that adequ-
ate protection should be given to our fi her-
men by the patrolling boats of Coast Guard 
Organisation. 

I suggest that crop insurance scheme 
should be introduced all over the country. 
Dr. Swaminathan, who was the Secretary in 
the Ministry of Agriculture, is presently the 
Director-General of International Rice Re· 
search Institute, I request that a Cell of this 
Institute should be set up in Thanjavur, 
known as the rice-bowl of Tamil Nadu. 
There is need for conducting advanced re-
search for improving our rice strains. 

There is great need for improvir.g the pro-
duction of edible oil seeds in the country. 
The price of edible oils is soaring. I would 
I ike to know from the bon. Mi:1ister the 
steps being taken to augment our edible oil 
seeds production. 

Similarly, we are producing potato in 
substantial quanti ties. It is very difficult to 
store potatoes for a long time, We should 
adopt the technique of converting potatoes 
into powder• so that it can be stored for a 
long time. This technique has been success-
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fuJiy adopted in western countries. We 

should abo take to this technique, so that 

the potato powder can be despatch cns iJy to 

areas a 'TI ictcd by drought. 

The Agricultural Proces Commission has 

recommended Rs. 100 per quintal of paddy. 

This is inadequate. I demand that a mini-

mum of Rs. 130 be fixed ·per qui· tal of 

paddy. I appeal to the hon. Minister of 

Agriculture to accept this suggestion of 

mine and fi x the paddy price at Rs. 130 per 
quintal. 

My hoh. friend, Shri Maya Thcvar, who 

just now spoke, referred to many e'<trane-

ous issues not relevant to the Min is try of 
Agriculture. While doing so he recited a 

chapter of condemnation of Thiru M. G. R. 

who is the beloved leader of 4.5 crures of 

people of Tamil Nadu.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE (SHRI 
YOGENDRA MAKWANA): MR. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, I am thankful to you for giv-
ing me this opportunity to intervene in 
the debate today. Ma-:.y Members have 
given cut motions and most of tht~m , rather 
all of them, are not present in the House. 
Sir, many Members participated in the 
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debate and gave some constructive and valu-
able suggestions. 1 am thankful to those 
Members who have given t)lese suggestions, 
•:JI)jcb will help us in f:.aming the pplicy of 
the Agricultur~ Ministry. r would like to 
repJy to some of the points raised by the 
h9n. Mcmbc and a I so to som of the cut 
motions pre ented by the bon. Members. 
The remaining points which are made by 
the bon. Members will be replied bj my 
hon. co.Ueag,Oe when he finally replies to 
the debate tomorrow. 

Sir, the Government attaches great impor-
tance to Livestock ar.d Poultry Develop-
ment Programme because these will enable 

" the small and marginal farmers and landle s 
to ugment their income through anci IJary 

I occupations such a dairy , poultry, piggery, 
sheep, etc. As agai t the Plan outlay of 
Rs. 14.19 crores durii.g the rirst Five Year 
Plan, the Sixth Plan allocation in this 
sector has gone up to Rs. 390 cror . 

India with about 180 million cattle and 
62 mill ion buffaloes posse se about one· 
ixth o! the world's catt'e and one-half of 

worlds buTalo popul:ttion. Milk production 
is expected to reach a eve! of 34.7 mill ion 
tonne in 1982 83 as against 33.0 million 
ton cs in 1981-82 thus registering a growth 
rate or about 5.5 : , per annum. During the 
last one decade, the increase has been of 

_ the order of 49.6%> as against an increase of 
13.7°/0 during the previous decade. The 
rapid increase in milk production in recent 

'years has largely been due to increasing 
1 emphasis giv een on cross-breeding of ·low 

yieldi:1gjnon descript indigenous cows and 
, selected breeding of indigenous recognised 

breeds of cattle a 1d bu!faloes. 

A suggestion has been made to provide 
funds to popularise Jersey catt:e in North 
Bengal districts. Jersey is by far the most 
popular breed in mljor parts of the country 
and i bei:1g used in the three Inte1sive 
Cattle Development Projects loclted in 
North Bengal district;;. Over and above, 
that it is finding a place in Operation Flood 
II programme beirg implemented in sizeable 
area of West Bengal. 

Some members have mentioned that three 

has been lack of promotion of cattle deve-
lopment through breeding. In fact, it has 
given considerable attention and primarily 
due to thiS 1 considerable growth in milk 
.P~~Jduction as I have told earlier, is being 
achiev din the recent past.ln addition to 
the cattle breeding actiYities ur.dertaken by 
the State Governments, cattle breeding 
activities are also strengthened under Ope-
ration Flood II programme in most of the 
States. 

Ovu and above that Government of 
India have taken up a ~ntral Sector 
scheme for Cat lie and .Buffalo. Develop-
ment with the usc of Frozen Semen to 
supplement the efforts of State Oovern-
menls. With implementation of t hesc 
programm ... s, the breeding coverage through 
artific ia I insemination is being extendeJ to 
many interior area which were not covered 
earl icr. 

Some Members have felt the need for 
~ tarting Central Sheep Brcedirg Farms in 
Uttar Prade h and Madhya Pradesh. 1 would 
I ike to mention that a Ce:Hral Sheep Breed-
ding Farm bas been set up at Hissar for 
production of Co.rriedale and cross-breed 
rams for supply to various States for sheep 
development programmes. Out of seven 
Large Sheep Breeding Farms set up under 
Ce:.1trally Sponsored Scheme in major sheep 
rearing States under 4th and 5th Five-Year 
Plans, one each in the States of Utta.r Pra~ 

desh and Madhya Pradesh has been establi-
shed. 

Many bon. Members mentioned about 
the poultry farms in the country. Signifi-
cant growth has been achieved in poultry 
production during the last one decade. Egg 
production is estimated to have doubled 
in the last one decade a ag inst 6,000 mill i-
ons in 1971--72 to.an estimated production 
of 13,000 millions in 1982-83. Broiler pro· 
duct ion has doubled in the last three years, 
as agai11s . 20 millions in 1979-80 to over 40 
mill ions in 1982 83. This growth has been 
achieved in spite of continuing rise in feed 
prices without pro~ortionate increase in 
egg price. Through. the efforts of the State 
Government Poultry Farms; private sector 
hatcheries and the Central Pou1try Breeding 

' 
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Farms, the .country has been able to 
become self-sufficient in the supply of 
poultry breeding stock. Some of the private 
hatcheries have even entred into techni l 
collaboration with hatcheries in Bangladesh 
and started associate hatcheries in Nepal 
for providing tech:1ical know how as well 
~s parent stock. 

The newly established Central Duck 
Breeding Form at Hassarghatta (Bangalorc) 
is now in a posit ion to meet the rc-, uire-
ments of khaki Campblc ducklings and its 
hatching eggq fqr duck development progra-
mme in the. country. 

The Government are concerned about the 
fluctuation of prices of feeds. In order to 
ensure domestic availability as per require-
men t , many of the feed ingredients have 
been brought under restricted export. 

My hon. friend, Shri Naidu mentioned 
about the Poultry Farm Corporation to be 
es tabl is bed by the Government. This is 
under the consideration of the Government 

So far as the piggery development is 
concerned it, is gradually gaining impor-
tance and 77 pig breeding farms are func-
tioning in the different States. In addition, 
pig breeding farms are also being establi-
s.hed one in each of the States of Manipur, 
Nagaland and Tripura with the assistance 
of North-Eastern Council. Some Members 
have asked the need to procure improved 
breeds of pigs and open more centres for 
piggery development in the country. With 
a view to propagate, exotic breeds of pigs 
on scientific lines, 1133 exotic pigs were 
imported in the past and distributed to 
the various States. 246 expotic pigs of 
different breeds are also beir.g imported 
shortly for the States of Assam, Bihar, 
Rajasthan, Karnataka, Kerala and Aruna-
chal Pradesh. 

Many hon. Members have exprcs o;; ed their 
co11cern about the health of the livestock. 
Government has laid considerab'c empha-
sis on animal health cover activities to 
Iivestocks and poultry with the object of 
minimising production losses due to disea-
ses and pests. 

A number of new Central and centra])y 
sponsor~d schemes have been initiated 
during the current year. For effectively 
combating epidemic ,discasce, product1on 
of quality biological products is necessary. 
In the past, livestock and poultry farmers 
have voiced their cor.ccrn about the quality 
and utency of vaccines, As such, a Natio-
llal Veterinary Biological Products Qua] ity 
Control Centre shall be es tabli~hed for 
ensuring production of vaccines and diagro-
stic reagents of standard quality. With a 
view to combat Theileriosis , a deadly dise-
ase of exotic and cross- breed cattl e, a 
cen trnlly sponsored scheme has b~.,cn saJ.C-
t ioned for developir.g Theileria vaccine 
for the first time in the country. No treat-
ment is known to cure this di sease and the 
availability of the vaccine ':"ill boost the 
cross-breeding programme and milk pro-
duction. A scheme for developing a disease 
free-zone in South Tndia has been launched 
Healthy 1 ivestock and livestock products 
from such a disease-free-zone shall be rea-
dily acceptable to hard curre:·.cy market 
countries and thus the export trade shall 
be geared up. Projects have also been ini-
tiated for controlli ng tuberculosis, bru-
cellosis and contagious bovine pleurop 
numon ia in bovines, swine fever in pigs, 
rabies in dogs and pullorum disease in 
poultry. Five new Regional Diagonis tic 
Laboratories shall be set up under a Cen-
tralJy administered scheme. Likewise , 14 
State disea~e diagno tic laboratories shall 
be strenghtened as a Centrally sponsored 
programme. In addition, epidemiological 
units shaiJ be set up in States and Union 
Terdtories for monitoring and surveillance 
of disease position. 

Some Members have felt the need for 
establishing Animal Health Centres in every 
block or even in every village in the coun-
try, particularly in North Bengal. In this 
connection, I would like to inform the 
House that during the year 1982-83, about 
300 veterinary hospitals and dispen]aries 
were set up in different parts of the country 
bringing the total of such institutions 'o 
13,600 by the end of the year. About 500 
stockmen centres/veterinary aid centres 
were also added in the current year bring-
ing their total of about 16,000. These insti-
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titutions cover community development 
block':i and other areas of live-stock rearing. 
Thus one veterinary institution covers about 
22 villages on an average. About 1,300 such 
veterinary units are located in West Bengal 
(i r..cluding North Be:.gal). The State Govern-
ment have been making efforts to establish 
more veterinary units in order to 
increase health coverage. Need for provid-
i.lg adequate funds and supply of veterinary 
medici: .es for treating catlle and poultry 
have also been em::>hasi ed. 

Government has accorded high priori ty 
to the Dairy Deve!opme:~. t Programmes in 
view of their immense potential to benefit 
the rural poor, specially the small and 
marginal farmers and lamlle'iS agricultural 
tabourers. The Operation Flood II Project 
bas made further headway and all the States 
ar.d Union territories, except Meghalaya 
and Manipur. have signed the Agreement 
with the Indian Dairy Corporation which is 
implementing the Programme. The tota 1 
outlay on the project is Rs.485.50 crores. 
Up to the end of December, 1982, funds of 
the order of Rs.l62 .6 crores had been gene-
rated through ~Je of gift commodities 
received from EEC, out of which a sum of 
Rs.122 crores was spent on Dairy D evelOP·· 
ment activiti es . As a result, there is ·a co:1si-
derable increase in milk productioa. Dur-
ing 1982 83, the estimated productio:J. i <; 

34.7 million tonnes; whereas in 1968-69 it 
- was 21.20 millio 1 tonr.es, a.'l.d in 1973-74 it 

was 23.20 mllio:.1 to:1nes. 

Between 1961 and 1973 74 the increase m 
milk productio:1 was, estimated at 2.82 mi· 
JJion ton.nes, an increase of 13.8% ; whereas 
between 1973-74 and 1982-83, the estimated 
increase is of 11.50 million tonues, i. e. 
49.6%' . 1he annual growth rate, as I have 
already mentioned, is achieved, to the tune 
of 5.5%. 

Some Members have expressed their anx-
iety regarding the degradation of fore:>t<;. 
Shri Za ine Abed in, particularly, was very 
sore about the pre>e:lt forc:;t policy. He 
was <;lescribing it as a colo:tial pol icy. This 
is ;not correct. A new forest policy is under 

' consideration, and is expected to be announ ... · 
ced very shortly. An amendment ·to the 

Indian Forest Act is under consideration. 
This amendment wil I not only protect the 
interests of the tribaJs, but also help Gove-
rnme;tt in protecting the forests. The revi-
sion of the Act seeks to protect the 
interest5 of the tribals by providing for the 
ascertaining of the right5 of individuals/ 
communities, eveil if they are not claimed, 
so that the illiterate tribals do not suffer 
by default. Secondly, this amendment will 
co:1t.,;mplate a procedure for considering the 
claim> of communities 'as againt indivi-
duals' now as also extend the time limit of 
five years now available to the State Govern· 
ments, to ten years to revise the settlement 
arrangement., with respect to the c Jaims of 
tribaJs. It wil I a] :. 0 enable Central Govern-
ment to issue directions to the State 
Governments concerning the triba Is. 

Co:tsiderable emphasis is laid on social 
forestry, because the social programme not 
only provides additional income to the land-
less labourers and to weaker sections of 
the society, but it also helps in maintaining 
the environment of the country. 

Under the social forestry programme, 
a massive programme under taken, 
and the Plan outlay is Rs. 351. 88, 
crore-; and the target of afforcs ta tion is over 
15.2 lakh hectares. That is being under· 
take~. This compares with the investment 
of Rs. 52.53 crores covering an area of 5.56 
Iakh hectares during the 5th plan. Thi~ incl-
udes the Centrally-sponsored social forestry 
programme for which a provision of 
Rs.50 crores has been made in the Central 
Plan. 

SHRI M. RAM GOPAL REDDY 
(N izamabad) : What is your achievement 1 

SHRI YOGENDRA MAKWANA : The 
achievement is 102% . 

Upto· the end of 1982 83, plantation ha~ 
been raised over 63,700 hectares, and 15 
crore seedlings raised for distribu-
tion under this programme. T.he targets for 
1983-84 are plantation over 80,000 hectares 
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(SHRI YO.JENDRA MAKWANAJ 
and r ising of 24 crore ecdlings with an 
on tlay of R~ .12 crores. 

There are some doubts about rlan ting of 
eucalyptus. There is doubt in the mind oi 
some Of the members that I;!UCa)yptu~ t:OOSU-
me excess i \ e water which is det rimcntal to 
the agricultural crops . l would I ike to in-
form the H·cruse that the r c arch carried 
out at tlie Fores t Research rnstitote & Cl·IJ-
eges, Debra Don, ha~ shown that growth of 
eucalyptus ht\ ~ no adver e effects on the 
supply of s i I moti sture. 

There are some member who have 
particularl y Shr i Naidu-m~ntioned about 
the crop insurat,ce scheme. He is right that 
the crop in surance scheme has not recei-
ved very well by the State searlier. But , now 
the States have come forward and the 
scheme i · adopted by 10 States particularly 
Andhra Pradesh, B:har , Haryana, Himachal 
pradesh, Karnatak.a, Mahar ash tra ,· Orissa, 
Tamilnadu, Wes t Banga l and Madhay. 
Pradesh and it c vers an area of 1.01 
J akh hectares during the first three years of 
the current plan. The targ~t dur:ng this plan 
is 5 lakh hectare . 

Shri Na~du referred to the extension of 
education in the univers ities. This is a part 
of all the Agricultural Universities and 
the exten ion services are Jo:)ked after by 
the State Governments However, the univer-
sities variou; occasions organi se kisan 
rrtell as and the!':t:,· they disseminate knew-
Jed wh(cb they have achieved in the labo-
ratory. Then know Jedg~ of t'he Agriculture 
Unjversitiy which they have acquired in 
the laboratory is reaching the farmers by 
this extension education. 

There are some members who mentiorted 
about th f6rest contractor. l wou'd I ike to 
inform the members that 10 States like 
Andhra, Rajasthan, etc. have abo!ished this 
system. 

SHRI M. RAM GOPAL REDDY : 
Andhra Prade h also.

Therefore, the Central GoverO'-
ment has taken up certain programmes with

~ oi : , kharland and a.Iso ravipous and gull-
ied area . To treat catchment of river val~ 
ley projects and flood prone rivers there is 
.o .. e programme. The other programm~ is tQ 
cor. tro: shifting. cut tivation. A third progr~­
mmc is soil and ]and use surveys carried 
out under the schemes of ocial iore-stry, . 
afTon~ tatjon, so'il, water a .d tree conseiva-
tio.:l in the Himalayas and programmes 
for drought-prone areas and desert pro 
areas etc. 

So far, the progr-ess in this area has been 
that ti'I 1981-82, 25.38 million hectares of 
land has been treated at a cost of Rs .847· 
c:rores. 'During the year 19 2-S3 the area 
treated was 1.11 mifl ion hectares , a ta cost 
of Rs. 95.63 crore . The Sixth plan tar~t 
;·s 6.5 mil lion hectares with an outlay of 
Rs. 485 crores . From .1951 - 52 to )979-80 
the achievement is 23.4 million hectares at 
a cost of Rs. 664 crores . ~or this purpose, 
a two tier national body of land resource~ 
has been constituted. One of them is the 
National Land Resources and Development 
Commission. This Commission is hea'ded 
by the Member of the Planning Commission 
who is in charge of Agriculture and all the 
State Governments are represented on it. 
Secretaries of the concerned Ministries and 
other officials and expert:; are also there 
on it. This Co mmissien witt give e'Xr rt · 
ad9'ice on all matters con'cerning a 11ea1t~ 
and Scient'ific mana:gement o~ the collhtry's 
re ources, about soil and Ian'd resdurees. 
It will help in framil'l'g the na tiona-1 po ·-
cies in this respect. It wiH alro co6rdinate 
arid oversee the activities of tht S te 'Land 
Boards functioning in 20 states and--six 
Union Territories. 

There is a Na tiona! Land Board, which 
is he1ded • by the Minister of Agriculture and ' 
all the Union Ministers of the va1=1 us 
Ministrie , Connected with Agriculture. One f 

Minister elch from every St:tte G~vero me t 
is also Memh~r of this bo1rd. The purpose 
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of this Board is to recommend about the 
very important larger policy imp! ications. 
This Board will take deci s ions in the right 
of the recomme.1dations m1de by the L1n i 
Res9urces and Development Commission 
and frame the broad policies. 

Another b ig programme befor ~ us is ab )Ut 
shifting cultivation. The entire North-
Eastern area is su:fering from shifting cul-
tivation, the forests are denuded, and large: 
area is under shifting cultivation. In order 
to find out a so,ution to thi · and to we1n 
1way the people from th'is shifting cultiv.t-
tion a Task Force has recently been consti-
tuted. This Task Force will go into the 
variom aspects of jhoom cui tivation. They 
will be submi:tting their rep rt to the 
Government by -the 31 o;t May 1983. The 
sugge ions made by this Task Force about 
shifting cultivation will help the Govern-
ment in ' weaning away- ttre people from 
shifting cui tivation or jh<Joming and will 
help in increao; ing the production of food~ 
grains in these areas . 

These are the few poinB which I wanted 
to ke during the ceurse of my i ·.terven-
tion.

A recent report of the Rock· 
feller Found:ttio.:-t stated that the speed with 
which India's farmers and scientist sud-
denly got their colHltry an a pproach · 
to an abundant food supply, has 
never b~en duplicated on all equal sc le 
anywhere in the world ir.ctuding the ag l· 
culturally sophisticate1 United States. How 
has it become po·)sible 1 This hall been 
possible becau 3e of the increased appHcation 
fertilizers and high-yielding varieties inven-
ted by our agricultural sctenti sts or the 
lnd ian Council of Agricultural Reseatch. ' 
Our achievement has attracted countries

PrJgramme a .d in 
the Sixth P:an , agr icu · ture h:.ts reel:! i ved 
priority atten tio .L 

But the growth of the north eas · 
tern region is lagg ing far behind m 
o'omparison with the other part5 of the.: 
country. Because our cultivaton are s h y in 
applying the new methods and new techno-
logy. Secondly much ·less flow o f agricul-
tural credit is provided to that area. 

The climatic condition in that reg ion if 
ripe for sugar, textiles, oilseeds and other 
rabi crops. So, a new strategy must be 
evolved for this regio:1 for higher produc-
tion. 

In the hilly areas of the north-eastern 
region dry land farming mu5t be intensified, 
as this will give em:->loyme-at to th~ rural 
people of the hilly areas and will alw help 
higher production. 

Assam e-qJerie11ces flood every year, and 
that too f to five times in a year. But 
the fund llocated to the State is insuffici-
ent to meet the situation. So, I would 
request the Central Government to allocate 
more funds to meet the situation. It is also 
necessary to· take up urgent steps to tame 
the mighty Brahmaputra. Every year this 
river damages crores of rupees woe th of 
prop r y. Last year, in 1982, tlle State lost 
1 human lives and 10.91 lakhs . of popula-
tion were affected and 0.39 Jakh hectares of 
cropped area wa<> affected due to floods. 
Therefore, we must tamo~ the Brahmaputra 
river without further delay. 

During the latter part of 1972, Prof. 
Wintercorn, the renouned scientist, visited 
Assam at the invitation of the Government 
of Assam. He was asked to give some 
ugg ~s tion; to tame Brahmapu tr t. He sug-

ges ted that some retention dams should be 
constructed in the upper regions of the 
river . thereby to minimise the floods. But 
he remarked that Brahmaputra is not a 
river, it is a sea, because it a certain point, 
particu:J rJy in the upper region, the breadth 
of the riv ... r i·i 10 to 16 miles . So, to 
countJin and tame this mighty river, multi-
pronged schemes must be taken up, 
such as ·, retention dams, ahmg wifb irriga-
tion schemes, and also generati.m of power. 

Fo r that purpose, recently a Board has 
been consti t•Jted calJed the Brahmaputra 
Flood Control BoJrd. The progress of work 
of this Borad is not up to e"'pectations. 
So, I would request the Centre to pay 
more attention to this. and speed up the 
work. 

This river has tremendous potentiality 
for irrigation, which can help agriculture 
and thus increase our food production. It 
has also potentialities for tapping sufficient 
power to feed the entire northern India. 

During the last year the average offtake 
by the public distribution system was 12.82 
lakh tonnes per month. This has risen by 
2 lakh tonnes to 14.86 lakh tonnes since 
January this year. According to the offic"ial 
indications, the prese-:t buffer stock is 
about 12 million to .:mes, which is rough~y 
of the same Jevel compared to this time last 
year. Therefore, supplementary measures 
mU'it be taken for the rabi season to 
offset the dep1ection of the buffer stock 
due to flood, drought and cyc'one duri:.g 
the khuiff season. 

The deve~opment of agricu'ture can be 
judged by the consumption of inputs 
like fertilizers. Our farmers cannot 
pur~hase fertilizer, because they have no 
purchasing power. So, I would suggest 
that the subsidy which is give.1 should 
be increased so that the farmers l iving 
in the nook and corner of the country can 
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.utilize fertilizer for tncreased production of 
various crops. 

Secondly, the agriculturi-sts should be 
the owf'cers of land. Since Independence we 
have passed many laws, we have passed the 
Zamindari Ab Jition Act, we have passed tho 
Adbiar. Act, and we have passed the Land 
Ceiling Act. Still many farmers are not the 
owners of land. S:J, to increase production 
we must give land only to the tillers. 
Only then the dream of Mah1tma Gandhi 
can be made into a reality 

Thirdly, in certain areas the cultivators 
are very shy to use the modern inputs and 
modern tech:10Jogy. Particularly in the 
J\'orth-Ea ~ tern region, the cultivator:\ are 
very shy. So, I would suggest that some 
step ~ sne5uld be taken to motivate the cul-
tivators 'to usc the modern technology for 
higher production. 

Lastly,, I ~ould suggest that banks should 
also cooperate with the farmers. 

MR. DEPUTY -SPEAKER : And farmers 
~lso must cooperate with the banks. 

SHRI B!SHNU PRASAD : Definitely. 
It i reciprocal. Bank must cooperate in 
provi J ing credit in time becau'ie the farmers 
do not get the credit in time. 

(Interruptions) 

MR. DEPUTY -SPEAKER : They must 
also cooperate. 

SHR{ BISHNU PRAS\D: Therefore; 
the banks must organise some credit me/as 
f'or the farmers so that fhe farmers can 
easily take loa·ls from the banks. 

Tn Assam, 1 would 1 ike to mentio:1 that 
the banks are insisting on repaymer.t of 
loans advanced earlier. As you are aware, 
due to turmoil in Assam during the last 
three years everybody is suffering. The far-
mers are the worst hit. So, I would request 
the Government of India to ask the natio-
nalised ba1ks as well as the cooperative 
banks to :Stop recovery of loans from the 
farmers and give them reasonable time for 
repayment of the loans. Out of the 

· 20·pbi1l ·P'ro ramme of our beloved Pri~c 

Minister, 13 points relate to agriculture. 
The implementation of the Integrated Rural 
Development Programme would accele-
rate the development of the weaker and 
the poorer sectio:1s. The entire 20-pnint 
programme is me:mt for the poorest of the 
poor. 

The NationaJ Rural Employment Pro-
gramme (NREP) not only helps in providing 
emp!oyment, but also builds the infrastruc-
ture for taking up further deve]opmental 
programme in the area. Here, I would 
like to suggest that the monitoring of the 
scheme should be pursued seriously. Un· 
less proper monitoring is done, the schemes 
cannot be implemented and everything gets 
upse t. 

Now, I would like to mention something 
about forests. The bon. Minister oLState 
has already spoken about forests. But hero · 
I would like to record my views. The land 
·hungry people encroach upon the forest 
Jand and fell the trees and destroy 
the natural resources of the forests. 
But forest resources must be pre-
served and fully exploited. To preserve 
the fore ts, I would suggest that people who 
encroach upon the forest land .must bo 
evicted. The people who are landless, they 
should be given alternative land. Secondly, 
the wood industries should be asked 
to . g~ow their own trees. They should make 
their own captive farms for the industry 
and if nece5sary, they shou]d als·o be given 
land for growing trees. 

We must stop exporting timber for some 
time. 

Social fore , try and farm forestry should 
be geared up so that the genuine needs of 
the people of rural areas are met without 
encroaching on reser_ved forest of the 
country. 

With these observations, I support the. 
demands for grar.ts of the Agriculture 
Mi istry. 

SHRI M. RAM GOPAL REDDY (NIZA· 
MABAD) : It is a very vast subject. There 
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a,re a_bout 23 subjects in this Ministrj. If I 
speak for one minute on each subject. I will 
take more than 23 min -utes. 

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER : I always give 
you a chance because you are the briefest 
speJ.ker.

SJ:l_RI M. RAM GOPAL REDDY: Thank 

you. 

We are having_ floods and drought at the 
same _place, in the s :::~ me :vear and in the 
same season. At one place we are not at all 
getting any rain and at another place we 
are having too much of rain. As per scie:1tific 
observatio:-t at Manila we were told that in 
clouds of Delhi there is 40'' of rain water 
every year. At Jodhpur the same amount of .. 
water is there in the clouds but the're the 
rain is only 2". Why is this difference ? This 
difference is because forests have been des-
troyed. I would, therefore, request the hon. 
Minister to sec that not only trees are plan-
ted but also the present forests must be 
main tained. 

Whatever law may be there, whatever 
intention may be there, but forest is being 
deo;troyed every year v~r:y heavily. In the 
interior of the forests, the tr ibals are insti-
gated to cut trees. This is being done by 
unsocial elements. The wood in being sold 
in the market. Houses arc also being 
constructed. 

A very nice quotation has been given m 
this Report by .auddha: 

"The tree is a pecu I iar organism of un-
limited kindness and ben~volence that 
makes no demands for it's sustenance 
and e·;tends generous! y the products of 
its li fe activity. It a'fords prott...:tion 
to all Beings, offering shade eyen to 
the axe man who des troye. '' 

I wa1t that legal I y the axe should be 
banne1 in this country at le 1st for a decade 
or twJ. 

A tnan dies. But three men are produ~erl . 
Every year 1, 50,00,000 people are to be fed. 

Hungry mouths arc coming up. In this coun-
try we had 30 crores of population Ln 1947. 
Now we are having 70 crores. The agricul .. 
ture produce which we have in this country _ 
could be sufficient to feed Soviet Russia 
and China. But, unfortun1tely, population 
js increasing at a fast rate. We are, there-
fore, feeling shortage in our cou3try. It is 
a huge task before us. Of course, it is not 
directly concerned with the Ministry of 
Agriculture, but it is certainly a m!ltter tC' 
be taken into account. 

Scientists must be required to explore 
how to distribute c~ ouds all over the country 
including Tamilnadu. We cou id be in a 
position to send Rohini in the orbit. Can't 
we send some of the clouds to other parts of 
the country where there is no rain? In Raja-
sthan in Mohanjodaro, Harappa ...... 

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER : Sriharikota 
is near your constituency. You can give this 
suggestion over there. 

SHRT M. RAM GOPAL REDDY l 
Harappa and Mohahjodaro in Sind were 
places of civilization. Because forests have 
been destroyed, it has become desert. 
(Interruptions) Sc ienti sts must be requested 
to see that clouds are distributed evenly 
throughout the country. 

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER : When we are 
going in the aeroplane, we are above the 
clouds. You can tell those clouds to go to 
Tamilnadu. 

SHRl M. RAM GOPAL REDDY : Now 
I have to say something about sugarcane 
and sugar industry. 

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER : That is an 
important subject. 

SHRI RAM GOPAL REDDY: During 
Janata rule, they had squandered all · the 
sugar and there was, very terrible shortage. 
The production has gone down from 65 lakh 
tonncs per year to 30 lakh to~ncs. 

But with the imaginative steps of Madam 
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Prime Minister and with the efforts of Rao 
B.irendra Singh, the production has touched 
90 lakh tonnes. Two years production is 
enough for three years consum.>tion of our 
country. Such huge quantity we have produ-
ced. Now it has become a problem for us. 

~ Now the Government is maki:1g a great mis-
tak in fixing very low price for the control 
sugar. If 50 paise per kg of sugar is increa-
sed, nothi i1g is goi,1g to happe:1. Previomly, 
sugar was purchased at Rs. 12 per kg. Can 
they not purchased at Rs. 4.25, if you 
increase it by another 50 paise ? This year, 
in , UP alone the sugar factories ·are losing 

cv bout Rs. 100 crores. In whole country Rs. 
' 500 crores are lost. Even the Maharashtra 

sugar factories which are having very high 
recovery of sugar are losing because State 

" Governments have forced the sugar factorie3 
to pay good or reasonable price to the cane 

I growers. 

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER : What about 
your case ? Are you losing or gaining ? 

(Interruptions) 

SHRl M. RAM GOPAL RE.DDY: I am 
a promotor of a coop,.;rative sugar factory 
which was very pro:; perous. It is adjoining 
M aharasbtra. Our Chavanj i knows it. On 
the model of Maharashtra, we have started 
it and we are working and we are self-suffi-
cient and we were going to manage our 
factory with our own funds, without going 
to bank. But, for the last two years, the 
company has lost over a crore of rupees and 

~· if this trend continues, falling prices conti-
nue, I am afraid, the shortage will come 
again, Even next year, the production will go 
down to 60 Jakh tonnes as against 90 Iakh. 
tonnes. Kindly note this. After alJ, you 
should not pJay with the kisan and sugar 
factories. After all, you have already got so 
many sick units. The Government of India 
has taken over some factories an1 Govern-
ment of India is paying Jess to the sugar-
cane growers and in the private factories, 
they never pay as per the directions of the 
State Government or the Central Govern-
ment and they are also paying less. Only 
the cooperative sector and the public under-
takings are paying as per the directions of 
the Government of the States. The Govern-

ment of India always says "Don't pay 
more'' but the State Government, for a 
veriety of reasons , are forcing the factorie 
to pay more. In our own State, when Shri 
Vijaya Bhaskara Reddy was ther~. he has 
advanced some money to the sugar factories. 
H(; d h~ will advauce som-! more money 
to tho sugar factories later. But after NTR" 
advent into politic in Andhra Pradesh, he 
has stopped it. It is said that he is a stingy 
man. He never wants to spent money. He 
stopped all payments to everybody including 
the plan development work a~d now he is 
not likely to advance money to sugar 

·factories. I want to know from the Hon. 
Minister in what way he is going to he 1 p 
the cane growers. The promised amou .. t 
was Rs. 230/- per tonne in may area and in 
other places over Rs. 210 or Rs. 205 may 
please be paid to cane growers. But 
some people have received the Cost of cane 
and other cane growers are not getting 
because the Government is not advancing 
any money to the factories. In what way the 
Central Government is going to force the 
State Governments to fulfil the commitme· .t 
made by earlier Government ? The earlier 
Government has produced lot of rice and 
he is enjoying and the earlier Government 
has made arrangements to produce lot of 
electricity. He is enjoying it and with a 
little commitment here and there the State 
Government is reluctant to complete it. 

MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER : He is not 
enjoying. People are enjoying. 

SHRI M. RAM GOPAL R EDDY: No, 
no. He is._in a better position. In your State, 
your Chief Minister, your~Ministers or legis-
lators and Members of Par] iamen t all are 
worried about so many things. But th i; 
C.M. of A. P. has got absolutely no worry 

The godowns are fu] 1, the tanks are full, 
the exchequer is full of money. What el e 
is there ? But you have got only shortage of 
everything in Tamil Nadu. You compare 
these two States and then you will under-
stand which State is in a better position. 

AN HON. MEMBER : Now he has 
become a sanyasi. 

SHRr M. RAM GO PAL REDDY : I do 
not want to go into his personal life. That 
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is not proper. A sanyasi shou!d renounce 
every~hing, he should have no desire for 
any th:_ng, he must renounce everything. He 
has rc. ounced only his clothes but is kee;""~­

ing his 'gaddhi' safe. That way th·.; . ~Ucs 

of the country cannot be run for long. 

AN BON. MEMBER : He has I ot of 
mrmey. 

SHRl M. RAM GOPAL REDDY: He has 
got the money which he eJ.rned earlier- He 
is not earning now. That much I can 
say. 

Regarding vderinary part , the Mini;ter 
has dealt with in detai I. I waat that the 
veterinary doctors sh juld be p1id mJre. 
Why I say is b.;cause or this. The civil sur-
geons and other civil ian doctor are getting 
more. At least, the people can go and tell 
those doctors, 'I am having stomach-ache or 
I am having head-ache or I am having fever'. 
Human-being can express themselves. But 
in the case of animals, that i3 not possible, 
they cannot express themselves and it is 
left to the veterinary doctors to see the ani-
mal and the•1 come t a proper diagno;is; 
that is a very difficult task that the veteri-
nary doctors are doing. I would, therefore, 
1 ike .to suggest that veterinary doctors 
should be paid more than the civil ian doc-
tors. If that is done, I think, more and 
more people will do a better job. Already 
they are doir.g a very good job. Also they 
do not have any private practice. For trea-
ting "animals, there is no private prac-
tice. 

Ours is a very good country with a lot of 
irrigation. But stial we are Importing crore'i 
of rupees worth of edible oi I. I want the 
Mi:1ister to encourage the farmers and pay 
them more so that we may have more pro-
duction of oil seeds and· we may save the 
valuable foreig:1 exchange which we are 
paying for importi;1g edible oil. Oil is an 
important item in our food. I request the 
ho:J. Minister, to concentrate more on the 
production of oi I seeds in the country, so 
that we may be selfsufficient i 1 oil. If we 
can attain self-sufficiency in food a:1.d in 
other :respects, why not in oilseeds also 7 I 
want the Minister to pay more attention to 
this aspect of our agriculture so that people 

may produce more o~Jsee:is and we may not 
depe:;d 0~1 other countries for edible oil. 
It is a matter of shame that our country 
should de_:Jend so much 0'1 other countries 
for our requireme ~ ts of edible oil. 

With the~e few suggestion, I thank the 
bon. Minister and co~,gratulate him for 
having give:1 such an e'<cellent Report to 
Parliament and I thank the Chair also for 
having given me the time to "'speak. -
