I  also suggest that the Jute Corpora­
tion be asked to take appropriate
measures to protect the interests of
the jute growers by purchasing the
jute from the doors of the jute culti­
vators to avoid distress sale by the
fanners, and see that the stitching of
the mouths of the gunny bags used for
packing potatoes/onions, etc, be pro­
perly done by the jute mills so that
they last at least for two seasons.
