The rule on asking the question is
guided by rule 41; and one ot the sub-
rules uider rule 41—which is ot page
23—says:

Ang there are a number of
other rules.

So, I want that here  the
Minister should be asked to make 2
statement, and np further questions
should be allowed.

MR, SPEAKER: Estimates Com-
mittee, as such, is looking into not only
the question of Tamils of Sri Lanka,
but of people of Indian grigin every-
where else also. But if the House so

THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL
AFFAIRS (SHRI P. V. NARASIMHA
RAQ): Sir, during the election cam-
paign for the District Development
Councils in Sri Lanka in May-June
1981, communal vioclence broke
out in the Jaffng areca leading
to a number of casualties and
considerable destruction of pro-
perty. A state of emergency w~ag dec.
lared and the sjtuation was eventually
brought under control with the help
of the armed forces, There has been
a recurrence of communal violence in
the last few days, This has been
concentrated around Colombo and in
the estate areag in the centre of the
island. The main victims are Tamils,
the majority of whom are workers in
the estates. There have been a num-
ber of deaths ang numerous jncidents
of arson, looting and violence. Seve-
ral thousand estate workers have been
forced to abandon their homes. The
Government of Sri Lanka has again
declared an emergency and the armed
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IShry P. V. Narasimha Rao]
forces have once more been calld into
tontrol the sitaution. The Govérnment
of Sri Lanke have also set up a machi-
nery for the rehabiljtation of those
affected in the recent events. Due to
the confused sitaution, we have not yet
been able to obtain detailed informa-
tion as to how many Indian nationals
have been affected,

The Government of India have been
in constant touch with the Government
of Sri Lanka since these developments
began and expressed our concern to
them. They have kept us informed of
the turn of the eventg and the steps
taken by them, stating that they view
these events with the utmost yerious-
ness and are dectermined to restore
normaley,

These events are essentially an in-
ternal affair of Sr1 Lanka., Neverthe-
less, I am sure that Members of the
House do share the concern of the
Governmeat of India over these deve-
lopments since they affect a large num-
ber of persong of Indian origin and
possibly some Indian citizens, It is,
therefore, our hope that the Govern-
ment of Sri Lanka will succeeq in its
efforts to put an end to the present
violence and restore confidence, so that
the present difficulties would be zoon
resolved and no shadows are cast on
the tradjtional close relations which
exist between India and Sri Lanka,

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MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: So many
clarifications? Let it be on some olther
occasion. I have allowd him one cla-
rification, Now Mr. Banatwalla may
speak.

SHRI G. M. BANATWALLA (Pon-
nani): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, the
widespread disturbances in Sri Lanka
are a matter of grave concern beca-
use g large number of Tamils of In-
dian otigin are the targets of this
particu'ar violence

Sir, it is a great consolation to
know that our Government is alive
to this particular problem and is in
constant touch with the Government
of Sri Lanka and is striving hard in
the best interest of Tamils of Indian
origin. This particular aspect of the
functioning of the Government is
commendable.

Sir, the Government has rightly
said that we have no desire whatso-
ever to interfere jn the internal
affairg of Sri Lanka. The hon. Minis-
ter, has voiced the sentiments of the
entire nation when he said so. How-
ever, We are naturally concerned that
violence hag been unleashed and the
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Tamils of Indian origin are the tar-
gets of that partirular violence. Here
we must say that our concern is only
that these people should also live in
Sri Lanka with honour and dignity.

While commending the Government
for its alertness, I have a few clari-
fications to ask. I have not been told
about the magnitude of the problem.
Sir, in Sri Lanka there are Tamils
who are citizens of Sri Lanka. Then
there are Tamils who are citizens of
India and thirdly, there are Tamils
who are stateless, As the situation
exists today. Will the hon. Minister
tell the House the approximate num-
ber of Indian Tamils in Sri Lanka
and also the approximate number of
these Stateless persons? At least the
magnitude of the problem should be
properly known before we can think
of various other things. We have been
told that herause of the confusion
there, the Government does not even
know how many persons are affected.

These disturbances have been goiag
on, unfortunately, for a long time At
Imast some figure of the other, though
nui un-to-date would have bcen with
the Government Therefore I would
plead with the Government to take
the nation and this House into confi-
dence and also explain the magnitude
of the problem,

There is a refeience in the state
ment aboiut the happenings in Jafna.
It is unfortunate that even the police
in Jafna indulged into looting, aison
and all sorts of atrocitlies for which
the Government of Sri Lanka cannot
escape responsibility, 1 do rof rise
here to say that we should cnap our
ties or do things which will effect
our ties with the Government of Sri
Lanka. We want all friendly rela-
tions but at the same time we have
to be alive to the problem. I would
like to ask the Government ag to
when these happenings were there in
Jafna, what type of protest or any
thing was done by the Government
at that particular occasion?
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In the statement we are told about
rehabilitation that Sri Lanka Govern-
ment has set up a machinery for the
rehabilitation of those effected in the
recent riots, Has the Government
tried to know in the interest of our
people over thecre the type of this
machinery and itg adequacy? Have
there been any talks whatsoever bet-
ween our Government and the Gov-
ernment of Sri Lanka? Is there any
thinking of the payment of compen-
sation by the Government of Sri
Lanka to those uprooted and strand-
ed over there?

T understand many have sought re-
patriation. I would like to know how
many have come forward to seek this
repatriation ard what is being done
with respect to them?

One quesiion hag already come up.
But the reply to it has been evaded.
It has been asked and I want to em-
phasise that there were racial distur-
bances here in Sri Lanka, They were
there in England also. Our President
cancelled the trin to Sri Lanka. He,
however, went to England, My ques-
tion is only this. Please explain us
the rational ground, because the basis
of thig difference js an important
matler, I am not here saying whe-
ther he ought to have or oughti not
to have gone but there is a difference
in the attitude. Therefore, 1 would
like the Government to clarify beyond
any doubt the attitude of the Govern-
ment towards such racial disturban-
ces in other countries when our peo-
ple are also involved. They are also
the targeis. Tet ihere by a clarifica-
tion. Let us understand this particu-
lar difference that is there. I hope
that the hon. Ministe; would also try
to clarify this particular situation. It
1s no use saying that the situation Sri
Lanka is different from the situation
! in England. There should be cerlain
objective standards and I would like
o know the basis on which this par-
ﬁcular decision was taken resulting
into thig differentiation,
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We wish well to the Government
of Sri Lanka in all its efforts to
bring about unormalcy. We have no
intention whatsoever to interfere in
their internal affairs. We all have
iriendly ties and our friendly ties are
not so delicate that by expressing our
concern over here, they would be
affected.

I am also bappy that our Govern-
ment is alive to the situation and I
want it to continue to be in constant
touch. Full details are not available
today. As and when full details of
the number of people affected over
there are available, they should also
be placed on the Table of the House.

SHRI P. V. NARASIMHA RAO: I
have said at the very outset that the
subject-matter of this Calling Atten-
tion is not the same as the question
of repatriates which has been pending
according to the agreements between
India and Sri L.anka.

SHRI X. T. KOSALRAM: The
agreement is over.

SHRI P. V. NARASIMHA RAO: I
submitted to the House that we are
on a particular matter, namely, the
riots and the aftermath of the riots.

In regard to thr agreements and
the implementation of the agreements
and what remains to be done, I am
prepared to give all details to the
House. It is not fair for me to give
one or two details, one or two figures,
because I will have to trace the en-
tire history of these two agreements,
I will have to take the House into
confidence in regard to what has been
done, what has not been done, why
it has not been done and what is
proposed to be done. So, this is a
subject-matter which is different. Not
that I want to  withhold anyhing
from the House, That information I
am prepared to  place beforg the
House.

So far as today's position is con-
cerned, I understand that, just to give
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one or two figures, 80,000 Indian citi-
zens under the agreement are  still
to be repatriated and there would bz
another group of possibly 40,000 to
50,000 citizens who have residences
outside the agreement. They are
there outside the agreement.
They would become Staieless whose
cases will have 10 be decided, But, as
I said, these are only twy figures at
random which 1 have given. I will
have to go into the whole history it
any right, conclusions are to be
drawn. I am prepared to do that,

SHRI K. T. KOSALRAM (Tuu-
chendur): There are 25 lakh State-
less people there, I can challenge the
Minister.

SHRI P. V. NARASIMHA RAO:
That 1s what I am saying. This is the
risk in giving figures at random,. T
am prepared to take the House into
confidence and give all the figures, We
need not challenge each other here. I
have said thai these figures are ten-
tative. These figures are still being
gone into. The cases are still
going on and the figures will become
final only when we g0 into all the
details,

In regard to the citizens of Sri
Lanka and citizens of India there and
the Stateless—it is the same thing—
these three categories, I will have to
EO into the whole history., As I said
before, I am prepared to give it, but
not in connection with his Calling
Attention,

Now, about the policemen them-
selves in Jaffna taking part in some
of these atrocities, it hag been brought
to our notice that the Government
of Sri Lanka has taken action against
a fairly large number of such police~
men who were known to have parti-
cipaled in such activities and, I une
derstand that action has been taken
or at least initiated,

I have said that I would like to
confine my attention to the subjec-
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matter of the Calling Attention. I wold
not start drawing a parallel between
one visit and a other visit, In any
case, to what extent the visits of the
President of India, can be brought
into question here in Parliament isa
matter which needs to be considered.
