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SILK YARN IN TAMIL NADU

•s h r i  C. PALANIAPPAN (Salem): 
Under 'Rule 377 I wish to raise the " 
following matter of urgent public im-
portance. Due to acute shortage of 
silk yam, the silk weaving industry 
in - Tamil Nadu is on the verge of 
extinction, resulting in the loss of 
livelihood to thousands of silk weavers 
in the State. In Tamil Nadu, weav-
ing is the traditional industry in which 
5.5 lakhs of people are engaged and 
their dependents number about 7.5 
lakhs of families. One lakh families 
are dependent on silk weaving indus-
try. In Salem district alone, 7000 
looms are there both within the city 
and in the surrounding rural areas.
In 1980 the raw silk yarn known as 
KORAPATTU was Rs. 250 per bun-
dle and Rs. 415 per bundle of BLA- 
CHER YARN. In November 1981 
the price of both types of raw silk 
yarn has gone to Rs. 525 and Rs. 640 
respectively. The spiralling price of 
Korapattu yarn during the past 6 
months affected most of the weavers 
3n the State. Unless the price of this 
silk yam is controlled there will be

no redemption for the weavers. The 
Silk Board of Karnataka and the ex-
change organisation located in Ban-
galore are primarily responsible for 
this steep rise in the price of silk 
yarn. In the auctions conducted by 
this Exchange Organisation the prices 
are artificially hiked by wholesalers 
with whom the traders cannot com-
pete. The Silk Board is compelled to 
pay that price and consequently the 
price of silk also goes up. There is 
urgent necessity for controlling the 
price of raw silk yarn. In order to 
bring down the price of coconut oil, 
the Government resorted to the im-
port of copras. Similarly in order to 
bring down the price of Korapattu} the 
Government should import a minimum 
quantity of 5 lakhs to 7 lakhs of Kora-
pattu and it must be distributed among 
the weavers. Then only the price will 
come down and the lakhs of weavers 
engaged in silk weaving will be given 
succour by the Government of India 
by taking this step.

SHRI E. BALANANDAN flVIukunda- 

puram): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, our 
Finance Minister has come with Sup-
plementary Demands which incur an 
additional .expenditure of Rs. 333.2 
crores with an Additional National 
Expenditure which may involve yearly 
Rs. 12,000 crores to be required to 
cover adjustments connected with the 
discharge of Treasury Bills in the 
Accounts. Then he has said th^t his 
Receipts etc. will fetch him nearly 
Rs. 83 crores. And, therefore, he wants 
us to agree to the additional amount 
of Rs. 250 crores from the Consolidat-
ed Fund of India,

Now while going through the papers 
you find certain reasons for bringing 
up these Supplementary Demands.

' When you go to Item 2, that is 
Ministry of Agriculture, you will find 
Rs. 25 crores of additional demand 
which has been made.

The reasons given are the price hikes 
in the input of fertilizers, agricultural 
inputs, etc.

when you go to Demand No. 1 1 , 
(Ministry of Commerce) you find that

- 8 crores of Additional Demand is
ma e. There also it has been said that
nAV̂ rnmen* is f0rced to pay additional 

for the staff.

Then when we go to Demand No. 
79, it is stated that this is because of 
the hike in petrol and the additional 
payment of dearness allowance that 
they have to pay higher amounts. We 
have to look into the reasons why such 
kinds of hikes arise. Government has 
put forward the argument that because 
the international price of petrol is 
going sky-high, therefore, they have 
no option but to increase the price 
internally. That was the position taken 
by the Government. But if you go 
into the details, you will find that. 
Last time when the Finance Minister 
increased the prices of petrol and 
petroleum products within the country 
there was no increase at all in the. 
international price of these commodi-
ties. Actually in respect of petroleum 
and petroleum products there was a 
glut in the international market. But 
still the Finance Minister at that time 
chose to increase the price of petrol, 
of petroleum products etc. He increas-
ed the price of petrol by 53 paise per 
litre. He increased the price of kero-
sene by 15 paise per litre. He in-
creased the price of HSD by 37 paise 
per litre. He increased LSD by 37 
paise per litre. He increased price of 
Urea by Rs. 350 per tonne. He increas-
ed the price of 15 K.G. domestic cook-
ing gas cylinder by Rs. 5. At that time 
as I said there was no rise in the 
international price of petrol and petro-
leum products. But still, he announced 
these price increases which may yield 
t0 the Government Rs. 1200 crores. 
When you include tax and other peri-
pheries it will f^tch nearly Rs. 2000 
crores annually. This was the massive



year, the rate of increase is less. In 
this connection, I will narrate a small
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dose of additional indirect taxation 
which has been imposed by the hon. 
Minister of Finance.

Last time he did not say. He said 
that prices of petroleum have gone up. 
In his speech last time what he was 
saying was this:

“This increase in price had become 
inescapable in view of the steeply 
rising cost of expanded, oil explora-
tion and development programmes, 
the continuing strain on the balance 
of payments position, and the need 
to moderate the growth in the de-
mand for petroleum products.”

On this ground the price rise was an-
nounced. The international price of 
petrol and petroleum products were 
not rising at that time. But it was 
done due to ‘expanded oil exploration 
and development programmes'. It was 
done ‘to moderate the growth of the 
demand for petroleum products’. You 
can very well understand the argu-
ment. Sir, nearly 70 per cent of the 
petroleum in the country is consumed 
by Defence and by the Government of 
India. He says that he wants to 
moderate the growth in the demand of 
petroleum products. On that ground, 
if you raise the price of petrol, what 
will be the effect? In the totality, w'ith 
regard to this indirect taxation the 
policy of the Government will only 
give rise to the increase in the prices 
of so many essential commodities. 
There will be cost push on all the 
consumer goods. And that is the 
reason why every time the D.A. was 
to be sanctioned, it is because the 
cost of living index price was rising. 
S°, rise in price is due to the policy 
adopted by the Government. But the 
hon. Finance Minister will argue that 
the relevant price rise was not due 
to that reason. But if you go into 
the whole sale price figures, you will 
find that there is an increase in prices 
of all essential commodities and also 
in the retail prices. But the hon. 
Finance Minister will always argue 
that if you take the* average figure for 
the period between last year and ttus

story.

In Kerala, there is a big river called 
Periyar River. One mathematician 
and another person wanted to cross 
the river. The mathematician calcul-
ated the average depth of the river, 
that is, at one point, the depth was
2 ft., at another it w.as 4 ft. and at the 
third point it was 10.5 ft.

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE 
(SHRI R. VENKATARAMAN); One 
was mathematician and the other was 
perhaps my friend the hon. Member 
himself.

SHRI E. BALANANDAN; May be 
yourself also. But they did not rf>- 
tura. The went to Arabian Sea. This 
is how the Finance Minister advances 
his argument. He will better consult 
‘Home’ Minister and she will tell him 
wihat is going on in the country. About 
onion story i the elders in the other 
House recently discussed. The onioin 
was sold at Rs. 6.50 per kilo. There-
fore? the average will not help us end 
the Finance Minister cannot feel any-
body. Day in and day out the prices 
of essential commodities are going up. 
But you may say that the rate of price 
hike is a little less. The^common man 
has to pay more and more for his 
daily necessities.

Another aspect has to be taken into 
account on the taxation measures 
whic(h the Government is imposing on 
the people of the country. When new 
taxation measures are to be taken, 
they do not come to Parliament for 
its approval. Parliament is not even 
consulted. Thousands of crores of 
rupees worth of taxation is impose! 
without the approval of this august 
House. The latest in the series is the 
one which the Railway Minister has 
imposed on the railway freights. 
Pandayji has done something wonder-
ful. He is called by some “Accident 
Minister” and by some others ‘Minister 
for dacoity and robbery’ in the train. 
He has increased tlie freight rate again
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by 10 per cent more for goods taken 
by the train upto 500 kilometers and 
beyond 500 kilometers the freight rote 
will be 15. Now, what will be the effect 
of this. Of course, the Finance Minister 
would say that it was not his business 
but it was the business of the Railway 
Minister. But ultimately what is the 
effect of this? The effect would be 
that this freight increase will again 
push up the prices of various essential 
items. There are two months left for 
the presentation of the General Budget. 
Can you come forward with a Supple-
mentary Demand like this? I don’t 
think so. The increase in the freight 
rate at 10 per cent and 15 per cent for 
more than 500 kilometers only shows 
hte callousness of the Railway Minister. 
No exemption has been given to fhe 
essential commodities carried by the 
railways except kerosene. Food item* 
like wheat, rice, etc. have not been 
given exemption while increasing the 
freight rate. I am dealing with the 
question of price rise. Now, what is 
going to happen because of this? Again 
the prices will go up. In Kerala we 
have to get wheat and rice, from this 
part of the country and the distance 
is about 2500 kms. from here. The 
economists have calculated that the 
prices of wheat and rice in Kerala 
will be 7 per cent more, if not 7.5 per 
cent because of this alone.

There is another point. We always 
talk of petroleum being a primary pro-
duct which is essential for keeping up 
production. There is no doubt that 
energy is very important. But what 
about coal? The Railway Minister did 
not exclude coal from the recent 
freight rise. What will *be the effect? 
The Government of India has been 
rightly saying that since we have to 
save precious foreign exchange, we 
should consume less of petrol. The 
industrialists in Kerala were advised 
by the Government that they should 
convert their boilers to use coal in-
stead of petrol and they have done 
that. Now; what about the supply of 
coal by Coal India. What are they 
doing? They are not able to supply 
the required quantity of coal to them. 
If at all Coal India are in a - position 
to supply, the Railways will see to

them that nothing would go to that 
part of the country. Consequently, fhe 
industries in the Southern end wiH not 
be able to work to its full capacity.

Further, the coal prices would also 
go up. We have to pay more. We 
are also a part of this country, and 
you have to take care of the essential 
commodities and the requirements of 
the people. If you do not do that, how 
can you control the prices?, We are 
in a vicious circle. Once you increase 
the prices of petrol, or increase the 
freight charges, naturally the prices 
will be affected and these w ill go up. 
This is bound to affect the prices of 
every item and again we will be in 
that vicious circle. What are you doing 
about it?

According to me, everybody is not 
a loser because of the hike in prices; 
of course, the majority of the people 
are the losers. The moneyed section, 
the big capitalists and monopolists are 
making money out of it. That is the 
situation.

The Government is expected to take 
suitable measures’ to curb prices and 
the Government should be a model. 
Last time, Mr. Finance Minister, yow 
had to do a thing which, I do not 
think, you yourself were very much 
willing to do, but you had to do it; 
you had to defend one Chief Minister 
of a State in a way. Even though you 
are a good lawyer, the case was so 
bad, that you were not able to defend 
it properly. That was one part. The 
other part was that the Chief Minister 
who is expected to take steps in order 
to control the prices, was himself in-
volved in the sale of cement at higher 
prices. Though the Government had 

.fixed the price of cement at Rs. 36 a 
bag, the great Chief Minister wanted 
Rs. 40 more per bag. That is the sort 
of Chief Minister and the Govern-
ment we have. In such a case? how can 
the prices be controlled? How. can we 
succeed in curbing the price rise if 
these things are allowed, if the Chief 
Minister himself allows the cement 
bag to be sold Rs. 40 above the fixed 
price? There is’ another aspect of it  
Where has he kept or spent this 
amount of Rs. 40 extra per bag?' He
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[Shri E. Balanandan]
claims that he has accounted for the 
money, but those people who do this 
kind of things, would not keep proper 
account, would not say that they have 
sold the cement at a higher rate than 
the fixed rate; this money would, be 
there as black money. That is money 
which has been earned by illegal 
means, immoral and wrong means. 
What is the attitude of our Finance 
Minister? He may say that he is rely-
ing on the black money for ‘the sale 
of Bearer Bonds to fill up the budget-
ary gap. He can say that the Supreme 
Court has said that is okay. A ll right. 
What is said by the Sureme Court? 
Legally he may be correct, but orally 
he is wrong. And what are you en-
couraging? You are encouraging 
those people who want to make black- 
money and that way the Finance 
Minister is absolutely in the wrong 
tfrack. Therefore, I am requesting 
him tQ change his line.

In conclusion I must say one thing.
You are saying now that demand 
management is your line. How do 
you manage the demand? The in-
come of the lower sections of the 
people are curtailed so that they 
cannot consume. We have to go over 
to other aspects of the policy, but I 
don’t want to touch it here. I have 
no time. But only one thing I have 
to tell you that this price on the other 
side leads to a position where people’s 
consumption and standard of life are 
coming down. Therefore, the people 
have to come and demand for better 
life. And that is why last November 
on the 23rd the workers of the coun-
try in millions came to Delhi. What 
for? For demanding a reversal of 
the policy of the Government with 
regard to these finances and the other 
policies of the government. Perhape 
your Government may not take care of 
these demands of the workers who 
have come in millions, but I  tell you 
Mr. Finance Minister the writings on 
the walls have to be seen by you find 
the Government. What is that? A 
moderate conservative paper like ‘The 
Hindu* has to tell something even

though the Finance Minister claims 
nothing wrong in agreeing to the IMF 
conditions

“ It would be life without dignity
and self-respect.”

Not only has this paper said this, 
but every national newspaper in the 
country condmned the attitude of 
the Government by agreeing to the 
IMF conditions. I don’t want to 
narrate it because I have no time. I 
may tell the Finance Minister finally 
one small point. You know, in the 
Malaya lam Manorama, a popular
paper and conservative paper published 
in Kerala, an editorial has come re-
cently on 14th December, it has com-
mented on the recent raliway hike!

“ It is hitting below the belt” .

Therefore, I am only spying that you 
must see the writing on the wall, and 
not only listen only to those people 
who support the Government and 
Government policy, but also those on 
the other side against you.

On January 19, the working class 
of India is going to warn you again. 
An industrial strike is going to take 
place on January 19. Against what? 
Not for getting DA rise for the wor-
kers alone, but for the change in the 
policy of the Government of India 
which ruins our country by the wrong 
policies; I must say, you are tying us 
to a vicious circle by which you are 
pledging our country to international 
monopoly capitalism.

With this I oppose your proposals.

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What are the other factors which 
have burdened the exchequer? The 
most important among them is the se-
curity environment. The big Powers 
want to see that India bend down on 
its knees before them. They want to 
fqueeze India. Though Pakistan may 
not be in a position or cannot dare to 
attack us, still they are arming Pakis-
tan to the teeth. This has put a great 
strain on our economy. Therefore, the 
Finance Minister has to come before 
the House with Supplementary De-
mands.

I would submit that aggressions 
these days are not committed by wea-
pons only. These days, economic le-
vers are pulled by the big Powers. That 
sometimes very adversely and effec-
tively affect a developing country. 
That is what is happening in the inter-
national sphere. A ll the western big 
powers want to see that the Indian 
economy and India’s march towards 
progress should be hampered and 
thwarted. With this evil design, they 
want t0 cut and squeeze India. That is 
why} our application to IFM for loan 
was objected by America. But our 
Government has successfully aborted 
all those attempts. I would compli-
ment and congratulate our Finance 
Minister for that.

Criticism has been leveled by the 
opposition that the loan has been taken 
with conditions. I am proud to say 
that our Government, particularly Mr. 
Venkataraman, deserves all the praise 
and congratulations that he has been 
successful in securing a huge loan, 
which never in the history wag avail-
able to India in the past, without any 
conditions. There are no restraints, 

The country can determine its own 
path of development. That is a great 
achievement of the Government. Only 
yesterday, I heard that countries like 
West Germany had started .appreciat-
ing India’s progress on the economic 
and industrial fronts. Growth of in-
dustries is better. On the agricultural 
front also, *we know that in the past 
farmers had to burn their sugarcane. 
Now a balance has been struck bet-
ween the consumer prices and produc-

tion prices for agricultural product* 
Therefore, now the entire country is 
happy. The farmer is happy. And the 
consumer is also, to some extent, happy,
I do not say that prices have not risen. 
But I am sure and confident that our 
Government would tak^ ample care to 
see that prices are brought down to a 
reasonable level.

During the period of the previous 
Government, the inflation rate was 
very high. This has now been con-
tained and brought down considerably. 
That is not a small achievement in the 
present circumstances. So, I whole-
heartedly support the additional sums 
which the Finance Minister is asking.

While supporting that, I  would also 
like to point out one or two factors, it 
has been said, and surely with a grain 
of truth, that the gap between the rich 
and the poor is widening. There is 
a big gap between the purchasing pow-
er of the poor and the affluent. That 
is why it is said that the poor is be-
coming poorer and the rich richer. To 
solve this problem the rural sector 
should have a sense of investment. In 
spite of all we did, we are still not in 
a position to make them alive to a 
sense of industrial investment. There-
fore, the thrust and the pressure is on 
agriculture. Despite making the met-
ropolitan big citiesf big centres for in-
dustrial growth, we should put in some 
infra-structure in the rural sector so 
that the entire country side can become 
a behave of industrial activity and the 
poor people can also invest their mo-
ney in industry.

In the Sixth Plan you have contem-
plated investing a large amount for 
giving importance to the rural sector. 
I hope that the objective and vision set 
forth in the Sixth Plan will be vigo-
rously translated into action. I am con-
fident that under the able leadership of 
Shrimati Indira Gandhi and our astute 
Finance Minister, Shri Venkaramati, 
this country would certainly be able to 
achieve it.

Last but not the least, whatever may 
be the tale of sophistry and jugglery
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of figures, we cannot deny or explain 
away the fact that prices have risen.
Only the other day, the Railway Mini-
ster said in the House that he had 
to come forward with Demands for 
Grants for meeting the extra expendi-
ture and that he was going to increase 
the freight rates. The way things are 
going on, I visualize there would hard-
ly be any consumer item left on which 
you could levy excise duty. So, you 
will have to find new avenues for rais-
ing more resources to the Exchequer.

No dou' t̂, you have floated the Bear-
er Bonds. I wish you all success. So 
far as the morality of that is concern-
ed, it can hardly be defended. It is 
only because of the grave position of 
the economy that it has been justified 
even by the Supreme Court. It can 
very well happen that after five years 
the bearer bonds which you have float-
ed now may be sold at a premium. So,
I want to put in a word of caution. You 
have to ensure that it does not again 
create a parallel economy. Otherwise, 
the very object of floating these bonds, 
namely, curtailing black money eco-
nomy, will be defeated.

With these words, I whole-heartedly 
support the Demands for Grants.

SHRI SONTOSH MOHAN DEV (Sil- 
char): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I rise 
to support the Supplementary Demands 
for Grants (General) which are laid on 
the Table of the House by the honour-
able Finance Minister. At the very 
outset, I convey my thanks to him for 
the able way in which he managed the 
economy of the country in the context 
of the difficult world situation of infla-

tion. Our Finance Minister is definite-
ly doing well, but when we come to the 
House and hear our Finance Minister 
speaking with facts~and figures and 
giving elaborate speeches about differ-
ent schemes and after that when we fi® 
back to our constituencies and try to 
explain the same to our people, people 
laugh at us. For that, I do not blame 
him. It is the implementation machi-
nery which is responsible and that is 
not being geared up properly, and for 
that reason I would like to draw the 
attention of the hon. Finance Minis-
ter—and I hop© tie will not be much 
disturbed by Dr. Subramaniam Swamy 
very much.

MR'. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Mr. Moh- 
han Dev, you would not have told your 
people in your constituency....

SHRI SONTOSH MOHAN DEV: 
Because Swamy Ji is very much excit-
ed today. This is the first day when I 
see him getting excited. Never in my 
life I have seen him getting excited.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER; No, no. 
You would not have told.....

(Interruptions)

DR SUBRAMANIAM SWAMY 
(Bombay North East): Even for that 
matter you would also be excited.

SHRI SONTOSH MOHAN DEV:
I  hope how you are cooled down.

DR. SUBRAMANIAM SWAMY: Yes, 
in your presence.

SHRI SONTOSH MOHAN DEV:
About the schemes. I would like to
draw the attention of the Finance Min-
ister to one thing. I have written 
letters to him and some of the letters 
have been attended to by him and ac-
tion is being taken. He is one of those 
Ministers who, when you draw his at-
tention, takes action. That is why I  
Wanted to draw his pointed attention 
regarding this. The IRDB scheme is a 
scheme where the bank has got a vital 
role to play. Recently I had been to 
my constituency for two days and 
attended a meeting of the Bank where
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the Deputy Commissioner is the Chair-
man of the District Committee. Un-
fortunately, about . 9000 petitions are 
pending in Silchar, Karimganj and 
Hailakandi in Cachar District which is 
a part and parcel of Assam where there 
is no agitationj no bandh, no civil dis-
obedience and where everything is 

^ working properly. One Member, who is 
a Minister, Mr Laskar, is sitting here. 
And I am another Member from there. 
The whole of Assam has boycotted, but 
unfortunately we cannot give any be-
nefit to the people, though the Central 
Government has given a scheme, be-

• cause of the non-functioning of the 
banks. Banks come forward with di- 
ferent arguments. One of the argu-
ments they put forward is because the 

’ Banking Service Commission in Assam 
is without a Chairman, they cannot ap- 

Y point many M.Ds. the posts of which 
are being sanctioned by the Govern-
ment in different banks. This is a very 
vital problem. So, I would urge upon 
the Finance Miflfrster to see that this 
particular point is attended to and the 
Chairman of the Board of the Banking 
Service Commission is selected or 
elected—I do not know what is the pro-
cedure— as soon as possible.

As regards IRDB schemes, I would 
urge upon you to request or to instruct 
different Chairman of the nationalised 
banks to submit a report regarding the 
proposals *which are pending before 
these different banks and what are the 
difficulties in the way of implementa-
tion. I am not making a charge against 
any bank. There might be some ge- 

k nulne difficulties, but it is our function 
to see that these are being overcome. 
When the hon. Finance Minister made 
the last Budget speech, I  drew his at-
tention t0 royalty in Assam. He was * 
kind enough to say that that was under 
the consideration of the Government.
I  urge upon him that before it is too 
late, decision on this may be given.

As regards District of Cachar, the 
work is being done at Gauhati level. 
Unfortunately, in Gauhati there is some 

t agitation. Regional Bank Manager’s 
office is in Gauhati. Various proposals 
which are being sent from the people 
*n Tripura, Cachar ’ and Manipur and *

different banks to the Regional Office 
in Gauhati are not being processed. I  
will urge upon the Finance Minister to 
have a Regional Manager’s Office at 
Silchar so that things can be cleared 
up and work can be done properly for 
the people of our area. I am not cast-
ing any aspersion on anybody but since 
we have fought election and it is diffi-
cult for our people to get things pro-
cessed, So I will urge upon the hon. 
Finance Minister to look into this as-
pect.

The hon. Finance Minister was kind 
enough to give Divisional Office of 
L.I.C. I assured him them that the 
business would go up. Only two days, 
back I  met the Divisional Manager. He 
told me that they were getting more 
business. I f Regional Office asked for 
is given, the realisation of money from 
Cachar from different banks will also 
go up. It would be better than what it 
is now.

The hon. Finance Minister has done 
a very good thing so far as the tea in-
dustry is concerned. It is earning two 
thirds of our foreign exchange. It is 
one of the export commodities. This 
benefit which has been given in excise 
for directly sending tea to the market, 
unfortunately, is going to a few busi-
ness houses which are directly connect-
ed with the export market. Different 
commodity organisations have submit-
ted different memoranda. Their dele-
gation is coming to meet the hon. Fin-
ance Minister to-morrow. I will re-
quest him to look into this aspect and 
eee how best this benefit can be given 
to the producers and not to the mer-
chants specially in Darjeeling area. 
The hon. Finance Minister knows 
things for himself. He told me that 
one day he would do something where-
by Darjeeling tea does not lose its mar-
ket. The producer is not getting bene' 
fit because of some administrative 
difficulties I would request him to 
look into this particular aspect.

It is the policy of the Government 
that for every Block Headquarters 
there should be a bank branch. In my 
District this is being foUowedL
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Systematically it is going on. Is A^; 

sam and in my district there are cer-
tain remote areas which are far away 
from the present banking set up 'of 
Block Head-quarters. This is a case 
in Arunachal and JMagaland. I think 
it is Government thinking and that in 
such cases deviation should be made. 
I will request the hon. Finance Minis-
ter to clear this_issue as per certain 
proposals from the evarious banks to 
deviate. The Bank Managers and Re-
gional Managers have told him certain 
things. But it is to be cleared by the 
higher authority. This particular 
aspect shoud be tooked into. It tri-
bal belt people. In very remote areas 
they have to walk fifteen to twently 
miles. There is no communication. 
This particular aspect must be seen. I 
shall have enough time to speak on 
‘the Assam Budget, I thank you fer 
giving me this chance.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Shri Naga- 
Tatnam. Your Party has been allotted
7 minutes.

SHRI T. NAGARATNAM (Sriper- 
umbudur): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, I
would support the Supplementary De-
mand for Grants presented before this 
House by our hon. Finance Minister.

I would like to express my views on 
the Supplementary Demand for Grants. 

"The hon. Finance Minister has sought 
the approval of this House for the ad-
ditional gross expenditure of Rs. 333.42 
crores besides a national provision of 
Rs. 12,000 crores which is required to 
cover adjustments connected with the 
discharge of treasury bills in the ac-
counts. In the year 1980, our Govern-
ment had inherited an economy which 
was in a bad state so that the growth 
of the economy was retarded. I must 
congratulate the Government for the 
steps taken in the field of inflation, de-
velopment and supply management. I 
am very glad to note that the rate of 
inflation has shown a fall from 22.2 
per cent to 14.8 per cent and further to 
10.4 per cent from the year 1980. But 
most of the neighbouring countries 
have not controlled inflation. We have

made import of wheat, edible oil and 
sugar Timely action has been taken 
for the growth of our n>ixed economy.

X find that prices are rising, unem-
ployment is growing and our balance 
of payment position is going from bad 
to Worse, particularly in Tamil Nadu. 
They are in the black list. The Gov-
ernment without extracting work from 
the village Officers have been pay-
ing more than Rs. 6.00 crores. Now, 
the services of 24,000 village officers 
have been terminated about one year 
back by the way of an Ordinance. The 
Tamil Nadu Government were ready 
to pay the money without extracting 
work from the village officers and the 
Government had accepted this in a 
court of law. .

The industrial units should be pro-
perly utilised. For this, the Govern-
ment 'should give clear instructions to 
the private sector to follow the Govern-
ment principles. Otherwise, their li-
cences should be cancelled. The indus-
tries in the private sector are not fol-
lowing the Government procedures, 
rules and regulations properly. In that 
case, the hon. Finance Minister should 
give directions not only through the 
Industries Minister but also to the 
State Government to cancel the licen-
ces. People in the private sector ap-
proach the State Government to acquire 
land to start an industry but they get 
the permission for starting from the 
the Central Government. The private 
sector industries are doing business on 
their own principles but they are not 
following the principles of Central Gov-
ernment.

The petroi prices are very high. The 
production of food grains has gone up 
but the prices have not come down cor-
respondingly. Now, our country has 
entered int a deal with the Interna-
tional Monetary Fund for getting the 
highest loan from that organisation. 
Therefore, I would request that alloca-
tion of funds to the State of Tamil 
Nadu may be increased.

The agriculturist position in Tamil 
Nadu Is the worst • A  false hope xvas
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given by the Chief Minister of Tamil 
Nadu during the time of election that 
he would wipe out all the loans of the 
ajgriculturists. But the loans are sti^ 
pending and the ppor agriculturists 
cannot repay the loans. Now the Chief 
Minister could not fulfil his false hope. 
Now I would request the Central Gov-
ernment and the hon. Finance Minis-
ter to give suitable directions to the 
Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu either to 
cancel the loans or wipe them out.

In regard to loans to the Central 
Government employees, the Budget 
provides Rs. 19 crores for the grant of 
house building advances to the Central 
Government employees and the em-
ployees of the Union Territory admi-
nistrations, Now, it is estimated at 
Rs. 32 crores. Therefore, a supplemen-
tary grant of Rs. 13 crores is being 
sought. I welcome it- But the amount 
is not sufficient. I would like to bring 
t6 the kind attention of the hon. Fin-
ance Minister that most of the em-
ployees are not able to purchase even 
a plot with a loan of Rs. 30,000 which 
is given to them. How can they pur-
chase a flat or construct a house? 
Therefore, I request the hon- Minister 
to increase the amount of house build-
ing advance for the employees.

In my constituency Sriperumbudur 
—the tion. Finance Minister knows 
very wrtl that Chinglepet district is 
divided in two constituencies, Chingle-
pet and Sriperumbudur—particularly, 
Ponneri taluk, Gummudipoondi taluk, 
Uthukossai taluk, Tiruvellore taluk and 
Thiruttani taluk in Chinglepet district 
are very backward in industry as well 
as in irrigation. I would request the 
hon. .Minister to start industries in 
those areas so that the people will get 
job opportunities and there will be 
economic development in those areas.

The Kalpakkam Energy Self-Suffici-
ency Scheme should be started early 
So that thereafter the energy supply 
will be very easy to get.

There are about 1 lakh fishermen 
living in my constituency on" the sea 
shore of the B a y  of Bengal, that is, in 
Pulicut—it is also the constituency of

the Deputy-Speaker. The peopte can-
not cross the channel, the black sea 
waters. There is one light house Kup- 
pam near the sea shore. From Pulicut 
to Kuppam, they cannot cross the chan-
nel. It is a long-standing demand, 
pending for a long time. A  bridge has 
to be constructed there which will be 
very convenient for the fishermen to 
carry Fish and sell it.

Also, the Neyveli second mine cut is 
already over. I request the Finance 
Minister to consider at least the third 
mine cut in the next Budget, so that 
it can also be started.

Then, there is long pending Sethu- 
samudram Canal project. The original 
estimate of expenditure was Rs. 25 
crores. That was about 25 years «go, 
Th,is cost estimate must have increased 
very much now. If it is started, I may 
say that it is equal to the Suez Canal. 
Therefore, I request the Finance Min-
ister to consider it and this project also 
may be started early.

I may be permitted to draw the kind 
attention of the Finance Minister that 
the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu so 
far has not paid the income-tax. Why 
the Finance Minister has n°t asked the 
Chief Minister about it? The Chief 
Minister of Tamil Nadu is occupying 
a high public office. In the last Bud-
get session, the Finance Minister said 
that the Chief Minister had promised 
to dispose of. the property to pay the 
arrears. But I learnt that he has sold 
his property to his own son and wife.

. MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: It is for 
the Government to collect.

SHRI T. NAGARATNAM; The Cen- , 
tral Government must interrogate the 
Chief Minister on this matter.

Further, the Syed Yusufs’ Brothers, 
The Sheikh Mohammad Rowther & Co.- 
and the Syed Ibrahim Co., the private 
shipping firms, have violated the
foreign exchange regulations. The
Central Government must look int# 
this matter.
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[Shri T. Nagaratnam]
The Central Government must take 

up this matter.

'Lastly, I would submit that Sudarsan 
‘Chit Fund In Madras have cheated.. . .

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: That Bill
is  coming.

SHRI T. NAGARATNAM: Rs. 80
'Crores to chit holders. So far they have 
not been asked anything in this regard.

I request the Finance Minister to 
take up this matter and also he is not 
a poor man. He is running an interna-
tional hotel in Madras. Thereforej his 
-explanation must be called and report 
to the Central Government should be 
given,

1 wholeheartedly support the de-
mands.

SHRI T.R. SHAMANNA (Banga-
lore South); Mr. Chairman, Sir, I  thank 
you very much for giving me an op-
portunity to 'say a few words in res-
pect of the Supplementary Demands 
that are before us.

With all humility I would say the 
ordinary citizen is not at all happy. 
Taking into consideration the experi-
ence of past eight months, we find that 
economic position of people is going 
from bad to worse. Day-to-day re-
quirements of the common man are 
not being met in. a satisfactory man-
ner. Prices of food articles are going 
up without check. When I went to a 
Bazar last week in Bangalore, I was 
shocked to find that the rice was sell-
ing at Rs. 4/- per Kg. Never in the 
history of a rice State did I  find such a 
high rate. Tt is on account of the 
folly of the Government where without 
making proper arrangement they have 
arranged to collect the levy from the ■ 
mill. So, paddy is not coming to the 
mills and in the last two weeks the ■ 
cose of rice has gone up 30 to 50 paise 
per Kg. Further, clothing is becoming 
costly day by day. Cost of textile 
goods is not less than Rs. 8 or Rs. 10.. 
Even an ordinary cloth will cost more- 
than Rs. 8 or Rs. 10. Here I may add 
never before in the history of silk 
trade tht cost of silk had gone up so 
high. Now raw silk costs Rs. 700/-.
It is now three times more than what 
it was last year. Silk may not be a 
necessity, but it is a question of life for 
the weavers who have to provided 
with some help. Because of high cost, 
the weavers will be put to great hard-
ship. Therefore, a lot on that side is 
to be done. With prohibitive material 
cost and the greater demand for hous-
ing, rent and pagari has become ab-
normal and the ordinary man finds 
it very difficult to get a shelter these 
days. When the Government to un-
able to give bare necessity-food, 
clothing and shelter—how can we say 
man is happy these days? Therefore, 
any Budget that Is placed here must in 
the long run help the common man.

SHRI CHANDRAJIT YAD AV 
(Azamgarh); Mr. Chairman Sir, I 
think that the second Supplemen-
tary Demand for Grj^its is a 
clear proof for a ba3 budgeting. I f we 
look into lor what the Finance Minis-
ter has come before the House, it will
show that Yhe Finance Ministry and 
many other departments have been 
doing most unimaginative work and 
it is the result of that. There categories 
of demands are there; One, Transfer 
to States— 41.00 crores; two, Releases 
to Public Sector Undertakings—129.28 
crores and three, Other Expenditure 
163.14 crores. If you see these things^ 
you will find that one grant for Rs. 
10 crores is there for providing sub' 
sidy for production of Janta cloth. 
This has become a most scandalous 
thing today. Janta cloth is not reach-
ing the common people. It is being 
purchased by the cloth traders, instead 
of its going to the common people. In 
my own constituency, once I visited a 
shop and I was surprised to see that 
there was no Janta cloth. I asked the 
manager of that cooperative shop, and 
he said that along with this cloth, it 
was compulsory to take certain amount 
of cloth manufactured by the Nation-
al Textile Corporation, which was 
costlier than the price available in the 
market, and, therefore, he was not 
lifting that at all. He said that if he 
lifted that cloth, he would be a loser. 
The result is that this cloth is not 
being lifted and every body knows 
that, There are certain traders, who 
purchase this entire cloth and sell it 
in black market. This cloth does not 
reach the common and the deserving 
people.

Demands these include Rs. 89 crores 
for Coal Indi* Limited for develop-
ment of major coal projects linked to 
steel-plants and thermal Power sta-
tions. Is it to go in a supplementary 
grant? Was it not thought of earlier? 
We have been talking of -the develop-
ment of coal projects for so many 
years. Why was it not included in the 
General Budget? I would like to know 
from the Finance Minister, why .he 
has brought this in the Supplementary 
Demands for Grants. Why was it not 
brought in the General Budget? It 
indicates a total unimagination on the 
part of the Finance Ministry and many 
other Ministries. If I give other exam-
ples, my time will be lost, therefore,
I am not going to give any more ex-
amples.

I would like to say that today, the 
country is suffering from many things, 
whether it is high prices, or unemploy-
ment, or disparities between the vari-
ous people or the backwardness. The 
main reason for this is that the entire 
Plan strategy of this Government is 
wrong. And it needs a drastic change. 
Plan priorities, investment policy, 
everything needs a drastis, change. 
But this Government is not listening 
to the wisdom which is being tried to 
be put in their mind. It is going on 
with the same old policies which is 
now responsible for this great econo-
mic disaster in our country. Today, for 
example, in this country there are 20 
million educated unemployed and by 
the end of the Sixth Five Year Plan 
this number will become 30 million. 
Unemployment kills the soul in every 
country. But particularly in India with 
such a low per-capita income, it is 
killing the soul and body of the young 
people and „ it is responsible for many 
Social evils. Now, Mr. D.P. Yadav was 
giving examples of the law and order 
situation in the country. Whether it is 
law and order situation or train rob-
bery or dacoity or sectional tensions in 
the rural areas, the main reason is 
that there is a very rapid erosion in 
the small income of the common man 
whatever he has been able to earn 
by giving his blood and sweat. The
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the common people in the country.

Now, Sir, he wants to give Ils. 86 
crores for. providing cash and compen-
satory support for export promotion.
I say the export and import policy of 
the Government today is in a mess 
and the Government needs a serious 
review of its export and import policy.
It has been rightly said here in this 
House that things are being imported, 
which need not be imported. in this 
country. The things are being impor-
ted to meet the demands of the elite 
section of the society. There is no con-
trol. Why is the Government going in 
for imports of sucih things which are 
demanded by the elite class?, Export 
has become a scandel. Major amount 
is being given in the name of export 
promotion and the undersirable e1?- 
ments are making full use of this. And 
the entire blame for this I put on the 
Government because it has failed to 
lay down proper rules and priorities 
and guidelines in its export and import 
policy. ’

Today there is a great unholy alli-
ance between the contractors and the 
corrupt engineers in the country. It is 
well known whether it is power sec-
tor or the CPWD, Housing, everywhere 
more than 50 per cent of the money is 
going into the pockets of the contrac-
tors and the corrupt engineers and less 
than 50 per cent of the money is being 
invested in the interest of the people.
I would like to know what has the 
Government done or is thinking to, do 
to stop this kind of menace -which is 
being carried on at the cost of the na-
tional interest.

I would also like to know from the 
Finance Minister what is he going to 
do to meet the inadequate use of the 
investment already made whether it 
is in the public sector or in the pri-
vate sector? You are all the time com-
ing up with new taxation ' proposals 
whether it is Railway or the State Gov-
ernment or the Central Government. 
Taxation policy today has become a 
killing policy to the comman man of this 
Country and the real burden is going 
on increasing on the common people*
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going to do with the present low capa-
city utilisation? In the power sector, 
capacity utilisation is 40— 50 per cent. 
In certain States it is 35 per cent. In-
Coal, it is 50 per cent; in steel, it is 
60 per cent. Here thousands of crores 
of rupees have been , invested, but with 
this low capacity utilisation, can this 
country afford to go ahead? When 
50 per cent of this country’s present 
capacity is going unutilised, how is 
this country going to prosper?,

SHRI CHANDRAJIT YADAV: I
know there is shortage of time, but I 
would like to point out the main 
points. I will say that because of the

present policy of the Government, the 
common people are the hardest hit 
section of the society—due to rising 
prices. The Finance Minister has-been 
making a very big claim. Ultimately, 
as an honest m*an, he himself admitted,.

What is the position of the common 
man? Everybody knows that last year, 
the rate of Urea was Rs. 58/-; this 
year it is Rs. 125/-. EDP cost last year 
Rs. 125/-; this year it is Rs. 188/- to 
Rs. 190/-. Has it not gone up more 
than twice? Wiiere is the benefit going? 
The prices of most of the essential 
commodities.—whether it is grain, 
cloth, medicine, vegetables or vegeta-
ble oils i.e. everything being used by 
the common people today—have gone 
up by 200 per cent to 400 per cent* 
compared to last year. Why has- the 
benefit not gone to the common man? 
The country, through this House, 
would like to know what measures he 
is going to take to see that this bene-
fit reaches the common man. *

Before he comes before us with the 
next General Budget, the Finance 
Minister must think seriously about 
his, and bring about a drastic change 

in Plan priorities and Budget formu-
tions, so that the common people are

common people w ill be made really > 
difficult. Thank you.

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE 
(SHRI R. VENKATARAM AN): We 
have had a mini-Budget debate. We 
did not confine our debate to the sup-
plementary demands for grants, but 
covered practically all the ground that 
is covered during a general debate on 
the Budget. - ,

Within the brief time which 1 have, 
it may not be possible for me to cover 
all the points, but I shall endeavour to 
meet some of the important points rai-
sed in the course of the debate. There 
has oiot been any positive objection 
raised to the approval of the excess ex-
penditure in 1979-80. For the record,
I will merely state that the excess ex-
penditure in 1979-80 was of the order 
of Rs. 105-09 crores, of which Rs. 
86.47 crores are for Defence^ and Rs. 
9.37 crores and Rs. JT25 crores are for 
Posts & Telegraphs, and Civil expen-
diture respectively. I f  you examine 
this figure, you will find that the excess 
expenditure in 1979-80 is 0.21 percent 
of the total sanctioned expenditure; t 
and so, it is really a matter on which 
one need not get upset or worried, as 
Mr. Daga appeared' lo be. It is very 
much less trf&n the usual figures.

Even in the matter of Defence, it 
was not any wrong or wasteful expendi-
ture. It was for the acquisition of 
materials and stores. So, I do not want 
to say anything more. I thank the 
House for accepting the demand for 
excess grants.

So far as the demand for Supple-
mentary Estimates are concerned,. I  
wish to point out that the amount sou-
ght is Rs. 250 crores.

PROF, MADHU DANDAVATE: No-
body referred to that

SHRI R  VENKATARAMAN: When
it goes on record, there w ill be nothing 
said about supplementary demands. 
Therefore, I am filling the gap. Though 
the gross expenditure is Rs. 333.42 cro-
res, a sum o f R&. 83 crores will be re-
coveries and therefore, it will be only 
Rs. 250 crores. The. earlier supplemen-
tary demand in September, 1981 was 
only of the order of Rs. 145.78 crores,
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[Shri R. Venkataraman] 
so that the total which I have brought 
so far as supplementary estimates dur-
ing the current year is only Rs. 395 
crores. Usually it is very much more. In 
fact, last year it was Rs. 825 crores. 
Eveai in this amount, Rs 41 crores is far 
transfers to the States—Rs. 25 crores 
are for the purchase of fertilisers and 
agricultural inputes and Rs. 10 crores 
are for providing subsidy for produc-
tion of janata handloom cloth. About 
this, my esteemed friend, Mr. Chandra- 
jit Yadav said some harsh things. If we 
do not provide the janata cloth a very 
large section of people will go without a 
cloth which is within their reach. In 
fact, every scheme has certain defects. 
But you must compare a defective sys-
tem with the absence of a system. For 
the sake of rectifying the defect, if I 
simply cancel the scheme. . .

SHRI CHANDRAJIT YADAV: I did 
not say ‘cancel’ the scheme’. I said, 
‘improve the scheme’.

SHRI R. VENKATARAMAN: If you 
compare this with cancelling the sche-
me, the harm that wil be done to the 
people will be very much more. The 
sectoin of people who are now bene-
fiting as a result of this janata hand-
loom cloth is increasing today. This 
additional Rs. 10 crores goes with the 
earlier allocation which I have already 
made of about Rs. 37 crores. Therefore, 
it î  -a further improvement in the 
system by way of increased subsidy. 
O rig in ally  the subsidy was Rs* 1-25 
per metre. Now we have increased 
it to Rs. 1.50. in the administration 
of janata cloth, certainly there is room 
for improvement and we will try to 
do our best- The distribution should 
be better. In fact, if we have a good 
distribution system through coopera-
tives many .of the defects which we 
now See in the distribution of co.ntr>ol_ 
led cloth wil] disappear. The cloth is 
so advantageous that some of the peo-
ple who are not eligible for it some-
how get it. That is how the system 
comes under a lot of criticism. The 
cloth is not bad. Nobody complains 
about the controlled cloth or the sub-

sidised handloom cloth. But every-
body complains that those who are 
not eligible for & somehow manage 
to get it and deprive the people who 
are entitled to it. This criticism has 
got to be met. We shall certainly 
endeavour to see that the distri-
bution is improved. If the State Gov-
ernments come forward to have either 
fair price shops or cooperative distri-
bution system, it w ill foe greately 
helpful.

The second point, which takes a 
larger supplementary demand, is re-
leases for the public sector units, of 
which Rs. 89 crores is for Coal India 
Ltd. Shri Chandra jit Yadav said, this 
should have tofaen anticipated. He 
does not know that we revised the 
steel target and increased it from the 
target which we had fixed in the ori-
ginal budget. A s a result of that, we 
had t0 provide other inputs like coal, 
dolomite, limestone and so on. If we 
had not increased the target, we would 
not have come before the House with 
this demand.

SHRI CHANDRAJIT YADAV: The 
Steel Ministry has drawn a long term 
planning even upto the end of the cen-
tury as to how much steel we will 
need. Therefore, accordingly that 
should have been planned in the gene-
ral budget. .

SHRI R. VENKATARAMAN: That 
is a different thing. In the Budget, we 
thought we would achieve an ‘X* tar-
get. But as we went along, we felt that 
this amount would enable the Steel 
Ministry to produce more than what 
had been targetted. On that basis? we 
had a meeting with the Steel Minister 
and we agreed that the target should 
be stepped up. If you step up the tar-
get, naturally, you have to provide for 
the output of other ancillaries like 
coal. I thought I would get a compli-
ment for increasing the target. I have 
also revised upwards the coal targets, 
It has been increased to 124 million 
tonnes. On that account also we are 
going to provide some additional 
funds. -

Regarding expenditure on cash com-
pensatory assistance which is a major 
item, it is unfortunately true that in
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, Government are satisfied on appro-
priate appraisal that it w ill be a

* viable unit, then the banks are ad-
vised to take it up. But if the ap-

* praisal * shows that it is not a viable
limit and cannot be made viable,

* certainly it will not be throwing good 
money after bad. -V

The number of enterprises which were 
making profits was 75 out of 139. The 
gross profit, as percentage of capital 
employed, was 5.14 per cent. I am 
very happy to report that during the 
■corresponding period in 1981-82 the 
entire public sector has made a profit 
of Rs. 48.47 crores, as against a loss 
of Rs. 299 crores in 1980-81. The 
number of enterprises making a profit 
hag risen from 75 out of 139 to 88 out 
of 170 and the gross profit as a per-
centage of capital employed has risen 
from 5.14 to 9.31. And I hope I will 
be able to present much brighter 
picture when I come up with my 
Sudget later, I mean early next year,
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So far as the IRD programmes are 
concerned, w e are trying to. accelerate 
the programmes. Actually, a meeting 
was held in which my esteemed 
colleague, Shri Maganbhai Barot play-
ed a leading and, active role. He called 
for a meeting of the Chief Secretaries 
of States and the Bank Chairmen and 
thrashed .‘out all the problems which 
were standing in., the way of further 
accelerated suppprt to the IRD pro-
grammes.. j  hope, as -a result of "this, 
the programmes w^l be revitalised 
and, we will be able to show some 
better results next time. .. •...■•
