SPEAKER;  I  have  to  inform
 the  House  of  the  sag  demise  of  Shri
 H,  K,  Veeranna  Gowdha  who  passed
 away  at  Bangalore  on  the  7th  Apri,
 3976  at  the  age  of  77,

 Shr,  Gowdha  was  a  Member  of
 Third  Lok  Sabha  during  thea  years
 965-—67  from  Bangalore  Constituency
 of  the  erstwhile  State  of  Mysore,
 Starting  as  a  Member  of  the  Mysore
 Representative  Assembly  before  in-
 dependence,  he  was  a  Member  of  the
 State  Legislature  for  g  number  of
 years.  He  was  a  member  of  the
 Mysore  Constituent  Assembly  quring
 the  years  1947-48  and  of  the  Mycore
 Legislative  Assembly  during  the  years
 949—62.  He  also  served  as  Minister
 twice  in  the  Government  of  Mysore
 during  the  years  956  to  958  and  then
 during  the  years  960  to  1962.  He  was
 associated  with  various  students’
 organisations  and  educational  institu-
 tions.

 We  deeply  mourn  the  loss  of  this
 friend  and  I  am  sure  the  House  will
 join  me  in  conveying  our  condolences
 to  the  bereaveg  family.

 close  watch  on  the  performance  of  the
 Tarapur  Atomic  Power  Station  De-
 fects  yoticeq  are  being  promptly  at-
 tendeq  to  and  remedial  action  taken.
 There  has  been  no  necessity  of  any
 special  investigation,
