OBITUARY REFERENCE

MR. SPEAKER : Hon. Members, I have
to inform the House of the sad demise of
Shri Iswar Marandi who passed away during
the early hours of this morning at New Delhi
at the young age of 54.

Shri Marandi was a sitting Member of
the Lok Sabha representing Rajmabal consti~
tuency of Bihar. He was also a Member of
the Third and the Fourth Lok Sabha during
the year 1962—70. He was a member of the
Committee on Absence of Members from the
Sittings of the House. Shri Marandi took
active interest in the proceedings of the
House, particularly when matters relating to
the uplift and problems of backward classes
and backward tribes were discussed in the
House. In his constituency he did a good
deal of work for the welfare of Harijans and
depressed clamses. He was very active and
was associated with various social, educational
and welfare institutions in Bihar.

We deeply mourn the loss of this friend
and I am sure the Howe will join me in
conveying our condolences to the bereaved
family,

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this House of which he had been a Member
since 1962.

He was particularly interes-
ted in the expansion of educational facilities
for his people. He had organised a High
School and a Kisan Library and a number of
Primary Schools. He was interested in many
other matters also. May I request you to
convey our sincere sympathy and condolences
to the members of the bereaved family ?

SHRI SAMAR MUKHER JEE (Howrah) :
On behalf of my Party, I associate myself
with the sorrow expressed at the sudden
demisc of Shri Iswar Marandi.

From the records of his social life and
activities among the backward communities
and the Scheduled Tribes, it is quite evident
that the loss of Mr, Marandi will be a great
loss for the Scheduled Tribes and the backe
ward communities, I request you to convey
our condol to the b ed family.

Mr, Marandi was a Member of the
House since 1962, and I had many occasions
to come in contact with him and discuss many
problems. He was a very active and earnest
parliamentarian taking considerable interest
in the upliftment of the Scheduled Castes and
the Scheduled Tribes and the Backward
Classes, It was stated that he had been ad-
mitted in the hospital and that he was under
coma for some time. There was a lingering
hope that he might come round and join us
in the deliberations of the House, But, death
has ordained otherwise. I request you to con-
vey our decp condolences to the members of
the bereaved family.
