REPORTED RESUMPTION OF ARMS SUPPLY
By USA TO PAKISTAN

SHRI H N MUKERIEE (Calcutta-
North-East) Sir, I call the attention
of the Minister of External Affairs to
the following matter of urgent public
importance and request that he may
make a statement thereon

‘Reported resumption of arms sup-
ply by USA to Pakistan

THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL
AFFAIRS (SHRI YESHWANT RAO
CHAVAN) Government of India has
received reports that the United
States 1s considering the possibility of
resuming arms supplies to Pakistan
Press despatches from Washington and
Istamabad have also hinted that the
10.year old American arms embargo
may be hifted and that the United
States may  supply sophisticated
weapons to Pakistan According
t  our nformation this question
wis also discussed during Prime
Minmister  Bhutlog  officzal  visit to
Washington on 5th ang oth Febiuary
lthough no decision his been announ-
d

The Government of India views the
ipplv of American weapons to Pakis-
n with grave concern s 1t will have
TIous repercussions on the po e and
abulity of the sub-contineni We have
.iken up this matier with the US
sovernment at the hihest lavel and
hive brought fo 1ts attention the
ronsequer es of the reversal of then
present pcli y on the prc e , of nua
milisation on the <t (ot rent On
8th January I add essed a letter to
the Secretaiy of State on this subject
and conveyeq to him our deep conccrn
bout the harmful effects ¢f rms sup-
plieg to Pakistan on the pcace of this
region as well as on Indo-Amenican re-
lations I particularly emphasised that
Pakistan’g fears about a military threat
from India are wholly fanaiful and
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unwarranted as both India and
Pakistan are committed in the Simla
Agreement to work tfor frniendly and
harmonious relationship and the estab.
hhsment of durable peace in the
sub-continent and to settle all thew
differences through peaceful means

It has always been Indias policy to
promote peace, stability, cooperation
and good-neighbourly relations among
the countries of this area on the
basis ol ¢quality soverignly ang res-
pect for independence and territorial
integrity of all States Despite the un-
fortunate past, we have made special
efforts to bring about normalisation and
reconciliation with Pakistan  Thanks
to these eftorts we have succeeded to
some extent in tmproving relationg het-
ween the two countries 1n spite of the
slow progress in the 1mplementation
of the Simla Agreement These hope-
ful trends will be jeopardised—and
the promise of cooperation rep'aced bv
the spectre of confiontation—by an
American decislon to induet sophisti-
caled weapons into the sub-continent
It will not only (reate new tensions bet-
ween India and Pakistan but also re-
vive old misgivings about the United
States role in the region

In recent montns hoth India and
the United States have made sincere
efforts to 1mprove their relations The
Secretary of State himself stated while
in India last year that the United
States does not wish to encourage an
arms race 1n the sub-continent In
view of the past history of the Indo.
American relations 1t 1s our earnest
hope that the Umted States will care-
fully consider all implications its dect-
sion to supply weapons to Pakistan will
have on the relationg between our
two countiries We also trust that the
Un te1 States Government will not re-
verse 1ts present policy of non-induc-
tion of weapons into the sub-continent
as this could not be in the interests of
the United States, India Pakistan, or
peace of this region

SHR1 H N MUKHERJEE The Gov-
ernment 18 very trustiui—it trusts
that the Umted States Government
will not reverse 1ls piesent policy of
non-induction of weapons 1nto the
suh-contment Even when you trust
Providence you keep you1 powder dry
But 1n this case ot the United States
they have no policy even at present
of non-induclion 0i weapons, because,
ot1ierwise, we could not have secen
the phenomenon oi supply all along
the line even when there was a nom-
nal ban thiough CENTO anq SEATO
and other similar tainted sources .and
s0, we have to be very cateful about
the United States stiategy and 1 do
not understand how Government can
be so complacent n its rcference to
the Secretary of State of the United
States, the Kissinger of dcath’ as he
used to bc called some yedrs ago
Kissinger came to tus country 1ccent-
ly and he gave some assurance which
even the Statesman, a paper devoted
to the 1dea of American benevolence
has come to describe as a mockery of
an assuran e which was given to this
countiy a couple of months ago or
thice months ago

Now thig soit of thing hia been
going on tor so long that 1 was rather
disconcerting to find even yesterday
in the Presidents Address expression
of a hope that the Umted States will
continue to support the trend towards
normalisation on the sub-continent
Yar from continuing to support the
normalisation or any recent trend in
our part of the country, the United
States' record, 1n so far as the foreign
policy of others 1s concerned, 1s onc
of the most dastardly acts and eve
since 1963 they are poking their nose
mto our affairs when the Kashmur
situation is developing 1n a very pro-
mising direction It was at that pomnt
of time that the US -Pakistan mih.
tary pact came into the picture and
they wanted asian to fight the
Asians There was a report m the
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Congressional proceedings in the
United States that if we put a native
soldier 1n a country hike Pakistan or
in India, 1t wall only cost an additional
expenditure of about ten dollars while
1t will cost 4,000 dollars 1f an Ameri~
can soldier 18 put there So, we know
this policy to fight the Asians agamst
the Asians 1s still continued Sir,
you might recall how' 1n 1965 war and
in 14971 war there was induction of
US aims which 1esulted 1n a conflict
and confrontation 1n our sub-conti-
nent Now on the eve of another
settlement 1in Kashmn with the return
of Sheihh Abdullah to the national
mainsircam the Kashmir i1ssue 1s
being sought to be distoited just as
they did in 1953, 1965 and 1971 when
promusing devclopments were in  the
air 1n 8o far as Indo-Pakistan rela
tionship 1. conterned 1n the history
of the Indian sub-continent when 1t
15 developing so haimoniously It 1s
then that we <sce that Dr Kissinger
tries to see that our pcople are des-
cending upon us and giving us abso-
lutely motivated mischicvous and
mendacious assurance whuh they
never had the intention of observing
We have discovered our ambassador
in the Uniled States being bamboosled
with a ccrtam king of lure to begin
with so nothing 1s lovely 1n the gar-
den 1n so far as the application of
the US assistance 1s concerned

W¢ have to remember one thing I
am sure that the Foreign Minister and
the Defence Minister and Government
as a whole will take a very serious
note of the situation developing at the
ptesent point of time There are a
number of American goings.on in re-
lation to our part of the world such
as the expansion of a nuclear naval-
(um air base 1n Diego Garcia which
1s nearer to Cochin and they are also
putting up, 1n defiance of all canons
of mternational conduct, threats of
war agamnst the o1l producing Arab
countries which don't toe their line.
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They are strengthening their military
presence m the Arab gulf region And
ope of the higgest naval exercises in
1ecent times has been held in  the
Indian Ocean under the joint NATO
and CENTO aegis The United States
gets the permission to use the British
base at Maswrah 1sland close to the
richest oilbearing areas of the Middle-
East and, at this point of time, the
Prime Minister of Pakistan, Mr
Bhutto makes an offer to the United
States Gwadr as a base in Pakistan
and Masirah and Gwadr will provide
an outer ring round the gulf while the
UKUS base at Bahiein hold the
guns directly at the o1l wells of that
part of the world Therefore, in this
context of the total picture, I can only
summarise the whole thing because
there 1s no time If theie were a
tull dress debate on the subject we
could bring out all the implications
1 only said 1n summary some of thc
most salient facts ot the situation
And theiefore today this 1s the
period which shows that the US 1s
trying more earnestly than ever be-
tor¢ to pressurise and blackmail us
They are synchronising these things
with a rightist offensive 1n this coun-
tiy masquerading as total ievolution
(Interruptions) I know Sir about Dr
Kissinger s docirine of De.stablisation
which requires different techniques

revolution variety who was giving
some fuel to the fire so that a some-

I am
happy if Mr Vajpayee professes to
have this intention but I cannot get
away with the feeling that there 1is
an effort being made today by foreign
forces as well as by certain forces in-
tarested 1n a certain particular direc-
tion to bring about de-stabilisation
with a view to upsetting the balance
and the equilibrzum which i1s necess.ary
if this country 1s to develop m a most
difficult ang delicate period of history.
Therefore, when international postures
are there and Government 1s giving
an answer I relation to that, I
have to underline the importance
of the 1nterior intrigue against
this country by reference to what

When
Pakistan cultivated good relationship
with Soviet Russia and China, both
countries supplied arms to Pakistan as
also the Uniteq States, and it created
a situation of confrontation with India
But our policy remamned weak, our
political approach remained very weak
What we gained on the battle fleld we
lost at the negotiating table The
Simla Pact is nothing but an acceptance
of our political failure to retain what
we had gained by entering into an
agreement which would promote har-
mony

that it 1s so In the history of rela-
tions between Pakistan and USA and
Pakistan and India the basic point has
been that the Uniteg States always
tried to believe 1n the principle of bd-
lance of power in the sub-continent, m
J way encouraging some sort of arms
race there The real answer for im-
proving the relations between India
and Umiteq States was that they must
give up this posture of trymg to play
the balance of power The specific
thing that was told to us here was that
United Slates no longer believes 1n
the playmng of balance of power thing
m the sub.continent Our basic point
1s that if they supply arms to Pakistan,
1 will create an atmosphere of con-
rontation between Pakistan and India
