SPEAKER: I have to inform the 
House of Ihe 5ad demise of five of our 
friends, namely Shri V. Y. Tamaskar. Mahant 
Dirijai Nalh, Shri Subiman Ghose. Shri 
Sila Ram Asthana and Shri V. B. Gandhi. 
Shri V. Y. Tamaskar was a sittiO&..tlklT!!lcr of 
Ihis House from Durg constituency of 
Madhya Pradesh. He had not been keeping 
good health for some time past and he 
passed away at Durg on the 7th September, 
1969 at the aae of 67. ."" - "" 

Mahant Digvijai Nalh was also a sitt­
ing Member orlliis'l'Jouse from Gorakhpur 
constituency of Ullar Pradesh. Since his 
election to tbis House in 1967 he had been 
lakingB very Bctive part in Ihe proceeding' of 
this Houae and the Committees and had been 
quite popular with aU sides of the HoulC. 
He was • man of strong conviction and 
.. iews which he expressed on the IIonr of 
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this House without any reaervatioDli. He 
was a great revolulionary of his times. He 
suddenly passed away at Gorakhpur on the 
28th September, 1969, at the age of 74. 

Shri Subiman Gbose was a Member of 
the Second Lolr. Sabha durina tbe years 
1957·1962. He passed away al Burdwan on 
the 21st Oclober, 1969 at the aae of 64. 

Shri Sita Ram Astbana was a Member 
of the First Lok Sabba during Ihe years 1952-
1957. He passed away al Azamgarb on the 
3rd November, 1960, at the age of79. 

Shri V. B. Gandhi was a Member of 
First Lok Sabha during the year 19'2-1957 
and Third Lok Sabh. durinll the years 
1962-1967. He was a IIOOd parliamcotarian 
and took very aclive pari in the procecdinlll 
of the House and Ihe Committees. He was 
also Chairman of the Public Account. 
Commitlee durinll Ihe years 19'5-1957 and 
guided its deliberations with great compete­
ncy. He passed away at Bombay on the 
3rd November, 1969 at Ihe of 73. 

We deeply mourn Ihe loal of thele 
friend. and I am lure Ihe Houae will join 
me in conveying our condolences 10 Ihe berea­
ved families.

Shri Subiman Ghose was a prominent 
member of the Forward Bloc and later he 
joined the PSP. 

Shri Sita Ram Asthana was a teacher 
and a devoted social worker who concerned 
himself particularly with the uplift of the 
depressed classes. 

Shri V. B. Gandhi was elected to the 
First Lok Sabha and later to the Third Lok 
Sabha, after n distinguished career as an 
economist. He rendered most valuable 
services as chairman of the Public Accounts 
Committee and as a member of the Second 
Pay Commission.

He 
held the Hindu Maha Sabha Session at 
Gorakhpur where it was a lreat lucau, 
May his soul rest in peace.

He represented my constituency, 
Burdwan in this House. He came from 
Khandqhar and he was the undispllted 
leader of the Sar of Burdwan aod he did a 
lot of work for the people there 'Dd I pay 
my tributes to bim for the work he did 
tban.
