B. S. MURTHY) : Correspondence was ex-
changed between the Lt. Governor, Delhi
Administration and the Gurudwara Praban-
dhak Committee Delhi State, Dethi for trans-
fer of a part of Kotwali land measuring 0.7
acres together with structures thereon for
erecting a memovial to Guru Teg Bahadur,
Bhai Moti Das and other martys, An
agreement was arrived at for transfer of the
same land which was Incorporated in the
letter dated the 10th Octobzr, 1968 addressed
by the Gurudwara Parbindak Committee,
Delhi State to the Lt. Governor.  Amongst
other terms of the transfer, the more im-
portant are the following :

(1) The Prabandak Committee would
pay Rs. 1635000 to the Deihf
Admioistration for the construction
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[Shri B. S. Moorthy]

of a new Kotwali building having
accommodation equivalent to ths
structures standing on the land to
be given to them ;

.you will ask them to construct a
new airport].
(2) Rs. 10 lakhs out of the total amount
would be paid immediately and the
balance within the next 6 months.

In accordance with the agrcement, the
initial payment of Rs, 10 lakhs was made
by the Committce and the Delhi Adminis-
tration has started construction of a new
Kotwali building at Daryaganj. The new
building is under construction and the D:lhi
Administration are making all possible
efforts to complete it as soon as possible.
The Administration have not so far demand-
ed the payment of the balance from the
Committec as it is their intention to take
the payment at the time of release of the
tand for the construction of the new build-
ing.

Requests were received by the Delhi
Administration from certain organisations
for the grant of the land to the Gurudwara
Prabhandak Committee free of cost. As
the matter had been scttled by negotiations
and agreement, these requests have not been
entertained,
