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MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER:  Shri
K. C. Pant. The question specifically re-
fers to the Nepal border.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF FINANCE
(SHRI K. C. PANT): I am entirely
in your hands. My hon. friend has
raised some general issues as well. T am
in your hands. If you want me to
touch on them, I shall do so.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : He can
refer to them passingly, but the main
question is about Nepal,

SHRI K. C. PANT : If it is my task
to be relevant, I shall certainly do so.

The point raised by Mr. Sharma has
come up in the House in the form of
questions and another half-hour debate
in the last session. Only yesterday, the
question came up and the Deputy
Prime Minister explained the broad ap-
proach of Government in this matter.
Whatever the specific details of this
situation, the broad framework within
which we have to consider this whole
question is the need and desirability of
maintaining good relations with Nepal.
We have had extremely friendly rela-
tions with Nepal and 1 am sure it is the
wish of all sections of the House that
these friendly relations should not only
be continued but strengthened. It is in
this context that in 1960, we entered
into a treaty of trade with the Govern-
ment of Nepal. According to this Treaty
of Trade and Transit, as it is called,
there is no regular customs barrier be-
tween the two countries. Article 2 of
this treaty enjoins that goods originat-
ing in either country and intended for
consumption in the territory of the
other shall be exempt from customs
dutics and other equivalent charges as
well as from quantitative restrictions.
There is, therefore, by and large, 'free
movement of goods of Indian and
Nepalese origin across the border.

The second point I would like to
make is that the border between the
two countries is about 900 miles. Three
States touch upon Nepal—UP,. Bibar and
West Bengal. A major portion of this
terrain is mountafnous. I have been up
in the hills quite far where Nepal
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horder impinges on UP in the moun-
tains. As you go up, you reach an
arca—the source of Kali—where you
can just fell a tree, the trec falls across
the river, you can cross to Nepal and
walk back. We have to remember also
that there is a lot of traditional trade
along the border. It is the same people
who inhabit both sides of the river and
along the Terai. They have relationships
of religion, customs, marriage, landhold-
ings, etc. on both sides of the border.
Some age living on this side and some
on that side of the border. This is the
traditional pattern. So, it is not like
the border between India and any other
country. Therc are some special consi-
derations here to be kept in mind.

The hon. member said, earlier I had
once said that we would like to streng-
then our checkposts and anti-smuggling
measures along the border. He wanted
to know what the present checkposts
were doing.

1 would like to explain to him that
the present checkposts are mcant for
another purposc. They arc intended to
keep a record of the particulars of cx-
cisable goods ecntering Nepal to cnable
excise duty to be refunded to the Gov-
crnment of Nepal—] am not going into
the details; but that is how it operates—
and to verify the particulars of goods in
transit to Nepal from third countries
and from Nepal to third countries
via India, This was really the purpose
of these checkposts and it is only now
that we have decided to make them
function also as preventive checkposts.

Now they are acting as preventive
checkposts with  express instructions to
try to check smuggling as well. At pre-
sent there are 18 checkposts in all, 9 in
Bihar, 8 in UP and 1 in West Bengal.
Goods of third country origin are pro-
hibited from being imported into India
and are liable to seizure or confiscation.

Then he referred to large-scale smug-
gling that had been taking place.
Smuggling, as indicated by the seizures
which we have made, tell their own
story. 1 would like to give these figures
to the House. During 1966 in the
States of UP, Bihar and West Bengal
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486 scizures involving goods valued at
Rs. 3,21,000 were effected. During
1967 the corresponding figures were 587
seizures and the goods were valued at
Rs. 5,87,000. During the first 8 months
of 1968 there were 1,776 seizures in-
volving goods valued at Rs. 11,57,000.
During - September 1968 the number
seizures effected and the goods involved
were 500 and Rs. 3,56,000 respectively.
Therefore, these seizures, as I said, tell
their own story.

There is one point here that I think
nceds an explanation as to why there
has been a sudden spurt in September.
Sir, you will recall that during the last
session this question did come up in this
House and, immediately after it came
up. 1 called a meeting of all concerned
Ministries, Commerce as well as Exter-
nal Affairs, and we decided to take no-
tice of this problem, It is in this context
that we strengthened our preventive
measures along the border. As a result
of that, we have alerted the staff of the
Collectorates of Allahabad, Patna and
West Bengal which are involved, We
have created additional mobile parties,
13 in Allahabad Collectorate and 14 in
the Patna Collectorate. In the West
Bengal Collectorate 3 preventive posts
have been set up and necessary staff has
also been. given to man these parties.

,So, this is onc set of mcasurcs that we

took.

The sccond set of measures that we
have been taking as and when we have
felt the necessity for it is to impose res-
trictions on the exports of certain arti-
cles when we have found that these
articles were going in larger quantities
than would be readily accounted for by
Nepal's internal needs, That is true of
jute and tent cloth. And in respect of
tent cloth in particular, since this could
bc-used for defence purposes, we were
more careful than we would otherwise
have been. Quotas have also been fixed
for certain petroleum products. So, we
have been careful and we "have been
alert on this score also.

Then, Shri Sharma has suggested that
we should discuss this matter with the
Nepal Government,  1.agree with him
and, as a matter of fact, in September
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this year the matter was taken up by a
delegation going from here to Nepal
with the Nepal Government in Kath-
mandu and only this morning another
high-power delegation has gone to Kath-
mandu, headed by Shri B. R, Bhagat.
This delegation includes one of our offi-
cers from the Finance Ministry who
deals with this subject. Among the sub-
jects that are going to be discussed in
Kathmandu is the strengthening of anti-
smuggling measures and we are going to
seek the co-operation of the Nepal Gov-
ernment in this respect. The Nepal
Government, though they do not neces-
sarily agree with all our assessments in
this matter, have shown willingness to
co-operate with us and to plug loop-
holes.

Among the goods mentioned by Shri
Sharma, he referred to certain synthetic
fabrics which are coming into the coun-
try. That is an area about which I
would not like to say much because, as
I stated in the beginning. goods originat-
ing in the other country are allowed
free entry and we have to see that we
do not create difficultics for the legiti-
mate aspirations of Nepal to industria-
lise itself; but, at the same time, we
have to see that smuggling does not in-
crease and that goods which create diffi-
culties for our producers are not im-
ported at cheaper prices becausc that
creates difficulties for us. All these
things are to be discussed again with the
Nepal Government and we do hope that
in the matter of synthetic fabrics and
stainless steel utensils etc., in the back-
ground of our friendly relations with
Nepal, we shall be able to find mutually
acceptable solutions.

Finally, Shri Sharma referred to the
need for a law to check the open sale
of smuggled goods in our shops. I agree
with him and he will be glad to know
that we are contemplating bringing for-
ward such a law so that we can take
adequate action when we find these
goods in our shops.

(Sambalpur) : T want to know first of
oll whether there is any severe punish-
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ment, deterrent punishment, for the per-

sons caught because we are not satisfied
with mere statistics.
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Secondly, I want to know this. In the
case of stolen property, the thief may
not be caught but the receiver of the
stolen property is also punished severe-
ly. Similarly, I want to know whether
Government has, or contemplate to
have, any legislation by which persons
who sell or dispose of smuggled goods
can be punished.

I thank the Minister for the steps that
he is already taking to curb these acti-
vitics, but 1 find from the answer that
he has given that most of the things
that are smuggled into this country are
fashionable things like wrist-watches,
fountain pens, cigarette lighters, synthe-
tic fibres, cosmetics, cameras, etc. Apart
from the necessity of checking and
detecting smuggling, it is high time that
we created an atmosphere in this coun-
try of patronising only the indigenous
goods. Why does smuggling take place ?
It is not merely because the smuggled
goods arc sold at cheaper prices but
they arc considered to be more fashion-
able. All of us think that foreign goods
arc necessarily better than the indigen-
ous goods, and that is why from top to
bottom we prefer foreign cars to indi-
genous cars, we prefer foreign blades to
indigenous blades, we prefer foreign
goods to indigenous goods. 1 do not
blame the Ministers alone. Everybody
is responsiblc for this.. .

SHRI SRADHAKAR SUPAKAR:
Therefore, 1 say that it is high time that
right from the top to the bottom we
created the necessary atmosphere and
had the idealism of Swadeshi which
Mahatma Gandhi preached in preferring
Indian khadi to Manchester cloth which
was much better in those days. Unless
we do that, I think whatever law we
may enact, we cannot check smuggling.

SHRI K. C. PANT : I would like to
explain the difficulty because, apparent-
ly, there is some misunderstanding

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which needs to be cleared, The difficulty
is not in detecting what goods are
brought in from outside. Some of the
goods are brought in as a part of the
baggage also in the normal manner.
Some of the goods are also sold by auc-
tion after they are seized. The shop-
keeper is not required just now to
satisfy us about the source from which
he obtains his goods. So, he can always
say that he obtained from so and so in
a legitimate manner. It is to plug this
loophole that we require this law and
only after the law is there, can we pro-
ceed to take action.

So far asthe other part is concerned,
I would ask Mr. Supakar to convert
Mr. Sharma. Mr. Sharma wants us to
manufacture those articles in the coun-
try whereas Mr. Supakar wants us to
lead a simple life. So, it is a matter
for them to settle between themselves,
and then alone I can speak about it,
