But 
when it is reported that yesterday, with-
in a hundred yards or a couple of 
hundred yards from Parliament House, 
Members of Parliament and others who 
had congregated there were not only 
lathi-charged but Members of Parlia-
ment were beaten badly as they were, 
and casualties, even death, have taken 
place, when it is reported that there 
was no arrangement made for medical 
treatment, that food was not given, tbat 
people were dragged along the streets, 
that they were kept for long hours with-
out any kind of sustenance, and that as 

1\ result of it, cumulatively speaking, 
death has taken nlace, when all these 
matters arc reoorted on the floor of the 
House, it certainly behoves the Govern-
ment, the Home Ministry, to come for-
ward and give us satisfaction over this 
matter which has happened yesterday.
