SPEAKER: You write to mo 
but please do not abruptly get up in th. 
House. 

SHRI S. M. BANERJEE: I am not 
abruptly getting up; I have asked for your 
permission. I have already written to you. 

MR. SPEAKER: It is only this morning 
that I again asked him to ask about tho 
statemont. 

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BASU: The entire 
press is putting out distorted news about 
tho West Bengal Government employees' 
strike. Will you kindly ask the GoYernment 
to make a statement before the House 
on the strike situtation of West Bengal 
Government employees? It is 100 per cent 
successful. 

MR. SPEAKER: I Ihink, there should 
be some special Minister to make statemellta 
every day on West Bengal.
