MOTION RE ; REPORT OF THE STUDY 
TEAM ON PROHIBITION 

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: We now 
take up the motion on the Report of the 
Study Team on Prohibition. 

SHR1 JdANUBHAl PATEL (Dabhoi) ; 
move: 

"That the Report of the Study Team 
on Prohibition, laid on the Table of the 
House on the 2nd June, 1964, be taken 
into consideration.' 

This Report which was submitted on the 
15th April, 1964 and laid on the Table 
of the HOUSe on 2nd June, 1964, has not 
been considered for six years, which is a 
surprise to us. This Report was st;bmiltcd 
by a Study Team which was appointed by 
the Government itself. Not only that, the 
name of Justice Tck Chand was sug!.'ested 
by the former Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court Shri S. R. Das and it was on his 
advice that this study team was appointed 
under the Chairmanship of Justice Tek 
Chand on 29th April, 1963. There were 
specific terms of reference. I am referring 
to this because it was not the programme 
of some non-official agency, it was the 
programme of h~ Government. Today 
also the same positiOn stznds good that 
Government is committed to this pro-
gramme. This is not the programme of 
anyone party, it is not the prog.ramme of 
the Government alone, it is a national pro· 
gramme, and the whole ediffice of our 
Sward was eracted on the foundations of 
iour pillars, one of which was the pro-
aramme of Prohibition. 

This Study Team under the Cuiirman-
ship of justice Tek Chand l:"IIIDe into exis-
tence after a long history, and it was the 
logical conclusion of the c:onai8te.at steps 
taken by the Government from 10111 baek. 
It was in 1954 that the Government of 
India appointed a Committee UDdczo the 
Chairmanship of Shri Shriman Narayan 
whose recommendations were accepted by 
the House unanimously by a Resolution 
on 31st March, 1956. That Resolution 
was: 

"This House is of opinion that pro-
hibition should be regarded as an inte-
gral part of the Second Five Year Plan 
and recommends that the Planning Com-
mission should formulate the DCCeSSarY 
programme to bring about nation-wide 
Prohibition speedily and eflic:iently." 

So, as a result of that Committee's recom-
mendations and the Resolution of this sacred 
House adopted unanimously, the programme 
was accepted as an integral part of the 
Second Five Year Plan.

In the Second Five Year Plan, Chapter 
XIX, paragraph 20 says: 

"In r~ an e of these suggestions, State 
Governments have been requested to 
evolve phased programmes Wld at. the 
same time to en r~ that the programme 
for implementing the policy of Prohibition 
is drawn up with a view. to completion 
within a reasonable time. The policy of 
Prohibition w~ s discussed on a non-olliclal 
Resolution by the Lok Sabha which 
paSsed the following Resolution on 31st 
March, 1956 (quoted above. The Resolu-
tion was accepted by the Government of 
]ndia." 

]t did not stop there. It went further, and 
in the Third Plan it Was observed: 

··In pursuance of this Resolution, a 
number of recommendations were made 
in the Second Five Year Plan. It was 
pointed out that Prohibition had a re~  
been accepted as a Directive rin i~ in 
in the Constitution and there was need to 
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adopt a common national approach to-
wards it." 

State Governments should draw up their 
OWD pbased programmes along lines 
broadly asreed for the country as a whole, 
and there should be provision for cons-
laD! review and assessment. 

_0\.5 a lint step, it was suUested that a 
advertiaements and public inducements re-
lating to drinks should be diMXIntinued and 
drinking i;: public premises, (bostels, 
hotels, re!.l"urants, clubs, etc.,) and at 
public receptions should be stopped. A 
series of other steps to be taken subse-
quently v.ere also suggested. some of 
the step-. were as under : 

"I. Progressive reduction in the num-
ber of liquor shops both in rural 
atld urban areas; 

2. CI",ing of liquor shops for an 
inneasing number (If days during 
the week; 

3. RlUlIclion of quantities ~ ie  to 
Iiqllor shops; 

4. Prvgressive reduction in tbe strength 
of di.tiJled liquor  produced by dis-
!ilk" in India; 

S. Cla,in£; of shops in and near speci-
fied industrial and otber develop-
ment projects areas; 

6. Removal of shops to place. away 
from the main streets and living 
quarters in towns and villages; 

7. Taking active steps to encourage 
and promote Ihe prodUction of 
cheap, bealthy soft drinks; 

8. Assistance to voluntary agencies in 
organising recreation centres; and 

9. lnclu,ion of probibition as an item 
of constructive work in community 
dev"lopment are.. and in social 
welfare extensiOn projects." 

This was again 2ccepted in the third 
Five Year Plan. Then came  the Tek 
Chand Committee Study Team appointed 
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by the Planning Commission. It was at-
tended by tho tben Prime Minister, Shri 
Jawaharlal Nebrn, the Home Minister, 
Sbri Lal Babadur Sbastri, the then Finance 
Miniater, Sbri Morarji Desai and the wbole 
Planning Commission. They decided to ap-
pointed tbat team, wbicb was appointed 
by the Government and whicb camo out 
with a very studied, useful and massive re-
port of nearly 548 paaea in two volumes 
and 45 chapters and 265 recommendations. 
They made valnable recommendations. 
After that, time and apin, we have de-
manded on tbo floor of the House that at 
least this report should be taken up for 
consideration. What is the Government 
going to do about the sacred promises 
given by them? Government had appoint-
ed ODe after another study team and it 
was the logical conclusion of all those study 
teams that, on a decisiOD taken by the 
Government, tbe Tek Chand Committee 
came into existence. 

Justice Tek Cband, lIS I referred to just 
now, was suggested by the then Cbief 
Justice of tbe Supreme Court, Sbri Das. 
Justice Tek Chand was then the Chief 
Justice of the Punjab High Court, and be, 
as a judicial man, without any prejudice or 
bias, made a very constructive approacb to 
the problem, and with the terms of re-
ference wbich were given by tbe Govern-
ment of India, prepared tbis report. 

I will just quote only two terms of refer-
ence because that is relevant wben we will 
be discussin&: the report The thil'd term 
of reference was: "To advise as to how 
better implementation of the Prohibition 
Programme could be ensured througb 
official and non·official agencies." So, this 
term of reference was pertaining to the 
implementation of this programme: how 
belter implementation of Ihis' programme 
could be done by the oftlcial and non-
official agencies; both agencies. It was 
not only the non-official agenc:ies. Another 
term of refrence was "to study the finan-
cial aspects of the Prohibition Programme 
both in regard to the actual loss in excise 
revenue and tbe cost of enforcemeilt." 
Why I am referring to thcse two r ~ is, 

nowadays, due to the lukewarm attitude of 
of the Government in not cncouraging this 
programme of implcmentalion of r ~i i

tion, some States have taken .it as 'a fashion 
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many development projects and for 
betterment of human life also.

to argue on these points. They say in the 
implementation of the programme, es-
pecially the Central Government is finding 
an excuse that it is a State subject. "It 
Is not our subject in the State. To us it 
is a question of excise revenue." How 
t'alse both these arauments arc will be dealt 
with further. 

As regards the question whether it is a 
State subject or not,. I may very humbly 
submit that it is as wei the rlesponsibility of 
the Central Government a ~  Prohibi-
tion is pieced in the Directive Principles of 
State Policy under article 47. Therefore, 
it is as much the direct concern of the 
Government of India as of the State. Arti-
cle 37 in Part IV specifically lays down that 
even though the Directive Principles are not 
justiciable, they Bre nevertheless fundamen-
tal in the governance of the country. This 
article concludes with the significant direc-
tion : 

"it shall be the duty of the State to 
apply these principles in making laws." 
As regards the connotation of the word 
'Stale', article 36 attributes to it the same 
meaning as in Part III. Article 12 in 
Part III defines State as the Government 
and Parliament of Inuia and the Govern-
ment and legislature of each of the States. 
Therefore, Central Government c,lDnot es-
cape its duty and shirk its responsibility in 
this regard. It is the primary duty of the 
Central Government to see that this pro-
aramme is being implemented. 

Regarding the second aspect of Shlte 
revenue, I wi\1 just show how false is the 
argument put forward by the State Gov-
ernments, some of whom have no faith in 
prohibition, but they are forced to do that 
and because they have no faith they arc 
trying to mislead the country. The real 
position is this. The total excise revenue 
budgeted for 1969-70 for the States 
amounts to Rs. 159 crores. COllsidering 
that the ,consumer shells out Rs. 4 for 
every rupee which finds its way into the 
State coffers, thc country's drinking bill 
.tands at tbe colossal figure of Rs. 636 
crores. With prohibition in force, the 
bulk of this amount will be available for 

the 

Let me come to the experience of the 
two States-Gujarat and Tamil Nadu-
where total prohibition is' in force. Due 
to prohibition, they have not • lost any ex-
cise revenue. On the contrary, they have 
gained mucb. The figures speak for them-
selves. In Gujarat, in 1960·61 Eales tax 
was Rs. 916 lakbs and entertainment tax 
Rs. S6 lakhs. As against tbat, in 1966-67. 
in the course of six years-I am taking 
1960-61. because Gujarat was separated 
at the time--sales tax rose to Rs. 31.28 
crores and entertainment rose to Rs. 2.25 
crores. In Tamil Nadu also, tbe progress 
is the same. In 1960-61 tbeir sales tax 
coHeclion was Rs. 16.32 lakhs which rose 
to Rs. 4410 lakhs in 1966.67.' In 1960-61 
tbeir entertainment tax was Rs. 190 lakbs 
whicb rose to Rs. 557 lakbs. TIlese 
figures show tbat money saved in the 
pockets of drinkers due to prohibition is 
being utilised in other ways from which 
Government received this revenue. It is not 
tbat tbe Stale Governments lose revenue 
because of prohibition. On the contrary, 
they get more than What they got through 
liquor revenue. It also helps the people 
wbo are saved from drinkinl!. With this 
background, I come to the report of the 
Tek Chand Committee study team. They 
have made as many as 264 recommenda-
tions. They have analysed this inlo 54 
chapter& in which they have made a 
special study of each aspect. They have 
gone into tbe details and I am sure a 
person witb a studious mind who studies 
tbis report will be convinced beyond doubt 
that the recommendations in tbis report 
sbould be implemented. 

SHRI ZULFIQUAR ALI KHAN 
(Rampur) : It is a matter of opinion. 

SHRI M \NUBHAI PATEL: It is 
matter of national commitment. We are 
committed to tbis Programme. Not only 
Parliament but tbe wbole country is com-
mitted to tbat. If anyone is opposed to 
tbe method of implementation of probibi-
tion or the way to tackle illicit distillation 
or bootlegging, the Study Team has re-
commended certcin steps which should 
bave been implemented by now. But I am 
sorry to say that the government has Dot 
taken to it seriously. There is only ODe

Central Prohibition BOllrd which meets 
perhaps once in two years. Otherwise, 
government have not taken any concrete 
steps by passing some legislation. 

The  Tek Ch2nd Commission has made 
a special study as regards "Alcohol and the 
Armed Forcd', "The Drinking Driver and 
Machinist", "Alcohol and Medical Science", 
"Illicil DisliIla!ion and illicit Tapping" and 
so on. They have classified drinking into 
four categorieo-mbcry drinking. occu-
pational drinking. industrial drinkin!! and. 
fourthly, convenlional drinking which is 
the most an~er  one. Government 
officials and sophisticated peoplc indulge 
in it as a fasion and it is being imitated 
hy the young'ters and students thereby 
spoiling the whole gener2.tion. So, the 
Study Team have recommended certain 
.teps in tbe case of It0vernment officers, 
which "ill ,be dt'''ll "ilb hy 0 ~ of my 
coUeagues. 

~  I said ahoUl ,0phistic'lled people 
and Government servants applies to public 
men ;lDd social workers ~  r am not 
blaming one grollp or another group or 
one individual or another individual. Bul 
it is a matter of regret that there is public 
discussion of a Minister being drunk in a 
certain party or an M.P. being drunk in 
anolher parly. They ~re beiD,; openly 
discussed and yet we have taken them 
lillhtly. 

I would not ao into the details of their 
recommendations. They have recommend.

They ousht to be made avail-
able cheaply instead of attr.ctiDI the heavy 
taxes that these beverages attract." 

My hon. friend. Shl'i Manubh"i Patel 
quoled Gandhiji saying that Gandhiji was 
against Ihe Stale making any revenue out of 
alcohol. I think, il was an exceDent idea. 
Thel efore, I sugaesl that all exciae duties 
should be removed from all alcoholic 
drinks and may be even those who manu-
facture them should be ellCmpt from in-
come-lax and their companies exempt from 
corporate tax. and anybody havin, any thins 
to do with drink ahould hava a ta,.holiday 
as Ion. a. be promilCll to oontinue to 
drink. (lnterru"tlon\ 
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I think. that temperanee is certainly to be 
eoc:ouraged. 

DR. SUSHILA NAY AR (Jbansi): 
Drinking is to be encouraged, not temper-

ance ! 

SHR! PILOO MODY: I am .my Dr. 
Sushila Nayar insists that drinkioll is to be 
encouraged. 

This book ha~ made halfbaked psycbole-
,ical remarks about temperance and &ocial 
drink.ing. But temperaoce is deairable in 
my opinion about drinkin& above all sub-
Jects and I see no reasou why oDe sbould 
not increase aDd enhance the educative pro-
cess wbich will make people drink in mod-
eration. If the amount of mooey that is 
supposed to be lost out of prohibition ~ 

all the money that is supposed to have been 
lII8de because of prohibition, can ooly be 
diycrted into making community life more 
cooaenial, into more recreation, into a COnt-
munity activity, into amusement for the 
people, I think that a great deal of social 
mat aspects and evils of drinking would 
disappear. 

As a result of prohibition, one thing has 
happened in this country and that one 
thiDa is bottIegging. There is no law in 
this country that we can make which is 
.trong enough, which is violent enoullh to 
deal with boulegging. I maintain this is 
die worst aspect of lodian society tcday 
lIocause bottlegging is easy money. It is 
money made without much work. It is 
tuy money in the senSe that the Police 
coanive at it, that the Police can have 
Lbeir share as a result of it. It is easy 
money because the loc:aI authoritie. also 
obIiae. It is easy money because it has 
ita own Police force and it. own Penal 
Code which is presided over by hoodlums. 
Floll y, the same operators have a certain 
poIitic:al influence in this country, far 'out 
of proportion to what it should be. I charge 
that politicians and Ministers of Govern-
ment are hand in glove with theae boot-
leaars who not only deliver ~ but also 
deliver votes and very often tlte noteo. 
Alld the notes that the bootleggan deliver 
are nol the one rupee, two-rupee and ten-
f"1IPee notes which you and I carry in our 
poctets, they are of the larter denomina-. .., 

Sir, why does a ntan drink? He clriDks 
because it is a social habiL He driulr._ 
I drink for Instanee because it is easier 10 
say 'Yes' when my host offers me a cIriDk 
than to say 'No', I would coniells that in 
spite of everything I may say, I am fiDalIy 
a non-drinker. If I do not have a drink 
for six months, I would nol care because 
from my very childhood, drink was avail-
able to me, available at any time and in 
any quantity that I wished to drink with 
the result that I do not find it necellllll)' 
that every time I see a bottle, I have to 
empty it. Therefore, it is a social habil 
which makGs life a litlle more reued, 
conversation a little more relaxed IItd 
human association a little more relax:d, 

I would like to tell you a story. Once 
was invited to a dinner by a Cabinet 

Minister of the Government here. The in-
vitation was for dinner at 7-30. Knowinll 
what tbese affairs are like knowinS what I 
would get to eat, I am guilty of having 
accepted another dinner invitation and 1 
told my second bost that I would arrive 
there by 9-30 thinking that  that would be 
early enough for me to reacb there and late 
enough tor me to leave my first party. I 
arrived at the Minister's at 2 min-.Jtes past 
7.30 wben everybody was at the dinner 
table and dragging my fect and beins the 
last to leave, I was pushed out of the house 
at 8-15 which meant that I had a whole 
hour in wbich I did not know what to do.

prohibition you will have to face the res-
ponsibility of having bottlegaers. J will 
not tolerate bootlegllCfS, became, r thlnt, 
they are at the root of all the corruption of 
modem society in Iodia. Thank you . 
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This matter deserves to be examined 
from moral as well a. a material angle. 
liquor revenue may be considered from 
ethical as also the economic points of 
view.

The beauty of his language 
and the cogency of hi. arguments has not 
sulfered by passage of over two thousand 
yeaTS. Some of his thoullhts are .0 sllb-
lime and are so worthy of remembrance 
that I would like to share them with YOIl. 
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David LJ)"od Geor.. the British States-
min Ind Prime Minister of Great Britain 
durinl World War I had deftnite and _n 
.considered views on the drink question. 
Speakinl III Manchesler on October 23, 
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1895. he said : "Drink is the mOlt proIIic 
cause of pauperism, poverty and is nol emly 
contrary to _ the principles of liberty, Itut 
true liberty demands that the Govemmeat 
should take eneraetic and stern measure to

SHRI S. KANDAPPAN (Mellur) :  I do 
not have much hopes in the Government 
that after the discussion anything material 
would emerge out of it. But, stiD, it is 
our duty to impress upon Government the 
importance of this problem, which bas got 
a bearing on the economic life of the lowest 
strata of society in India today. Unfor-
tunately, we have reached a ltage in the 
country where the prohibitionists are on 
the defensive while those who can plead 
for liquor can assert themselves, as we BY 
here just a short while ago. 

J would like to quote from a speech 
made by tho hon. Minister of Food' and 
Alriculturo, while participatin, in the 
parliamentarian's convention on prohibition 
which wa. held bere On March, II, 12 aDd 
13, 1968. 

This is what Shri Jagjivan Ram Mid: 

"Unfortunately, in recent year. li9IM 
haa acquired a certain status in lOCiIty. 
In 1937, nobody had the coora. tl> 
drink in public or in parties. BuI.ow 
thingS have materially changed. b 
Delhi University. a body who doea 1101 
driok is looked down upon. Social 
values have altered to such an e:dllllt 
Ihat castes which deemed it a sm 10· 
drink, are now openly braggiq about 
it. The British went away over two· 
decades ago but the bad things lIMy 
have left behind are thriving." 

This is the analysis he has made. After 
realising these things, what is the remedy 
Government suggest to do away with tIIIi$ 
evil? After independence, no ho_t 
efforts were made by Government at til. 
Centre or in the States to implement 6.ia 
policy of prohibition. The recent gO\'8l'a-
ment announcement about compensalia, 
losses incurred out of implementation III 
prohibition is not very much welcomed. Ia 
fact. when I raised this question II few da,. 
back. the hon. Minister replied that two 
States have come forward to take help 
from the Centre to implement it. But I 
very much doubt their genuineness. Pro-
bably they are attracted by the prospect ef 
getting a little more fund from the Centre. 
I am afraid the psychological atmosphere 
prevailing everywhere. particularly in die 
press, where almost all the sections of It 
seem to be totally in favour of scrappia, 
prohibition. is not conducive to the policy 
of prohibition and we !Deem to be ftrJ 
much in a minority when we say that _ 
should implement prohibition. 

I would like to concentrate more 011 dta 
difficulties faced by two States today whidl 
2re implementina prohibition. Tho TIt 
Chand Committee made a reference to UH-
cit distillation and other things. where they 
pointed out why Illicit distillation is ram-
pant in certain localities in these areal .... 
how to ftfIledy the situation. In my Stat. 
particularly. after the neighbouring States. 
Mysore. Kerala and Andhra lifted prohibi-
tion. the difficulties have grown to IUch a 
stupendous magnitude that I do not Imow 
how lOll, wo will be able to continue to 
implement the policy, because except die 
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coastline, all our border areas touch one 
or the other of these States where they 
have lifted prohibition. The result is that 
it is very difficult to implement this policy 
in the border areas even though thue is 
an undentanding that there will be no 
liquor shoJ'ls in the neighbouring States 
for a few miles adjoining our border and 
so on. Still it is not effe.tive and it is 
aot practicable to implement it. Even 
when they were partially implementing 
J'Irohibitoll. We found it difficult; after 
complctdy lifting prohibition. it has be-
come vcry difficult to implement it. Pro-
~  the same is the case with Gujarat. 

Coming to "iOl1lc positive suggestions, 
would appeal tu the Minister' to consider 
how to make thi, more effective. As ha.. 
heen repeated on many an occasion here 
u well as repre,clltcd to the Central 
Government hy the State Ministers. the 
concessions they have announced should 
be applicable to tllO'e States already imple-
menting prohihition also. 111 addition, we 
should see how to make the police more 
effective to track down the culprits. 

SHRI HANUMANTHAIYA tBanga-
lore) : We Illust cease to drink.

SHRI S. KANDAPPAN : For those WIIo 
d" 1I0t drink. the question doe. not arise. 
The question is how to make the addicts 
give up the habit. The major or onl), 
argument the protagonists of drink would 
advance is this: this is not being properly 
implemented. illicit liquor is being con-
sumed in large quantities. so we cannot 
have this Prohibition. This is a very curi-
ous argument. Theft is prevalent in the 
country in spite of the law prohibiting it. 
So. do they mean to say that bec.wse 
peuple are over-stepping the law, we 
should not implement the law at alI? In 
fact. in some tribal areas and even in some 
developed areas among some communities, 
it was the social custom to steal. Now, of 
course, it i. no more there. When you 
argue that drinking is such a social custom, 
r do not agree at all. The argument ahonld 
be whether in this country we can alford 
this luxury at a\l, becaUIC even in nOll-
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tropical and cooler countries they are YWY 
much worried about inll:mperance and in-
dulgence in drink. So, in a country Iitc 
ours which is backward and undeveloped, 

where the majority is illiterate and CCOIlO-
mically very poor, we .hould be very c_ 
ful about the perniciou. effect that this evil 
of drinking will have on the masses. So, 

I am for total prohibition, even if nead be 
by amending the Constitution. Some ICC-
lions may oppose it. it does not malt« 
much. Unless We take up slIch a radical 
posture. I am afraid we will not .uc:ceed 
in implementing this policy because in tho 
past 20 a~  the Congress never said that 
they were  going to go back on Prohibition 
or slacken this policy, but the trend hIr,J 
been reversed and even partial prohibition 
is now being lifted by States. We are left 
with only two States. two isolated areas, 
where Prohibition now exists. So, this is 
a very serious problem. 

I am sorry to say that the Government 
have not bothered to read the Tek Chand 
Committee's Report at alI. If it had been 
published and trl\l1slatcd into variollS langu-
alles. that alone would have done immenllO 
good. I have taken the trouble of SOiD, 
through the  Report. It is a very good 
Report and all aspects of drinking are ana-
lysed. They have taken the trouble of 
giving so many figures. Their arguments 
in favour of Prohibition are ,'()nvlDClDI, 
but the Government have not done any-
thing about it. 

Then, there are many suggestions th., 
they have make to wear away masses from 
this evil. In States like Madras there are 
lots of palmyra trees from which die 
toddy-tappers have their busines.. The 
Committee has suggested the promotion of 
drinking of 'Neera' particularly amon, tho 

industrial population where a lot of 
labourers are addicted to toddy drinkln,. 
If the Government had paid attention to 
this, it would have done immense aood. 
J know that in Andhra and in certain oIher 
places the State Government and _ c0-

operatives have taken up this work, hut 
this is bein, done at a very slow ptICe. If 
the Government _iously takes up Ibi. 1011 
of poeitive propasanda work, deftnitely It 
will snceeed to • very great exteDL 
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We do not mind a few people like Mr. 
Mody drinking, it does not alfcet lIOciety, 
but we must ta.l;.e into account the effect 
on !IOCial life when the masses get into the 
habit of drunkenness. 

There is another important factor which 
the Mover also referred. The  Tek Chand 
ComrniLlee has analysed the effect of Pro-
i1ibition on excise and other revenues of 
the States, and they came to the conclu-
siOn that the States revenues, where Pro-
hibition was in exismnce, were not very 
materially affected. They have given some 
instances to prove tbat the money tbat W3' 
left with the masses bas been diverted 10 
food, clothing, etc., resulting in a remark-
able improvement in their standards of 
living. Of course, I do not think that we 
have made any comparable study of areal 
where Prohibition is prevalent and wbere 
it is not prevalent. But stin I feel it mighl 
be true. But whatever that is, I would 
like from the Minister today " categorical 
an ~ as to wbether he is going to stick 
to the declared policy on prohibition of 
the Congress party. If they are going to 
suck to it. since their persuasiun bas failed 
in the past two decades. are they prepared 
to amend the Constitution and make it 
obligatory on all the States that they must 
implement prohibition? Secondly, I would 
like to know. instead of paying lip sym-
pathy of compensating the States for their 
losses, whether they will do sometbing con-
crete to attract the States. to tempt the 
Slata, so that they can take up the work. 
The third thing is, will they have some 
proposals and some programmes to give a 
poailive fillip to the propaganda to impress 
upon the masses as well as others about 
die evil. of drinking and try to eradicate 
it 8IId mitigate the diflicultiel? 

With these words, 1 support the motion. 
and I would like the Government to take 
it a little more seriously though the HOUle 
1000 very thin.

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;Uraid and those who would like to visit 
ihe places where the illicit distillation is 
SOill8 on will find as to how many persons 
are doing this. And you will come to the 
conclusion that very few personli go to 
~ h places. If the shops are opened by 
Mabarashtra Governmcnt-a very cultured 
Government-I should say they went from 
3% to 5% or from S% to 11%. I do 
not know whether this has been done at the 
.uggestion of Mr. Mody or on their own 

~ i n  What I would like to say is that 
thOlie who have no experience of the work-
in i a~ he downtrodden people-are 
apinst prohibition. But, we know it for cer-
tain that prohibition has helped the working 
class; prohibition has helped the scheduled 
castes. You see what is the position in 
Thana District. We know it for certain-T 
also know it-that some of the parties have 
Made it clear to say that they are against 
prohibition. I was one of those persons. 
when a question was raised in the Maha-
rashtra l.egislaturc-the bilingual State-
who as a leader of the Opposition. put in 
aa amendment to the Resolution saying to 
what extent prohibition has been imple-
.ente<! by Govcrnment and how it should 
lie effective. On the contrary. the Gov-
ernment wanted to relax the mles. 

In fact. I had moved an amendment 
saying to what extent the prohibition had 
become successful and what methods and 
.eans should be adopted to make tile pro-
Itibition a complete success. 

I need not go to the reports. 

SHRI PILOO MODY : Now is my turn. 

SHRI R. D. BHANDARE: In Madhya 
Pradesh. they have appointed a Committee 
beaded by Shri Kothanda  Rao, a Member 
of the Servants of India Society who has 
brought out a report. We have also lot 
lhe Tek Chand Committee Report. You 
po through their reports. What are the 
results and what nre their conclusions? 
Tbeir conclusion is that prohibition. as it 
is. haa helped. Where there is relaxation 
it oUJht to be implemented ill 1010 and I 
"eed not give illustrations of different 

countries. 

With these words. I still maintain that 
thOle who are apinst prohibition do not 
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understand the sufl'erings of the poor funi-
lies in this country; those who are apias! 
the prohibition do not know how mtllly 
families are ruined. Therefore, I "ould 
like to urge upon the Government to lee 
to it that the prohibition is implemeated 
completely and totally so that the poor 
people's sufferings can be removed. (Il11er-
mpliol/s). Please come with me and I IhaII 
take you to Bombay. He has taken sc.ne 
of Ibe illustrations and he wants to IIUIke 
a generalisation. He has no right to do 
that hecause has not studied the life of the 
city. 

With these words. T have done. 

SHRI K. RAMAN I (Coimbatore) : Mr. 
Chairman. Sir. this question would have 
heen dealt with elaborately. but for tile 
fact that the time of two h r~ for thi. is 
very .hort. 

I h~ e heard a number of hon. Members 
developing this matter to a moral •• d 
ethical plane and what not. And they try 
to attack others from that plane. But I 
want to sr.y very clearly that if we look. at 
this problem only in that way, tIlen 
Government cannot solve this proble .. at 
all. ThaI is what I feel. This problelll is 
practically an economic and political prob-
lem. and. therefore. We shall have to tackle 
thi. problem from that point of view. 

What is the history of prohibitioa in 
practice in the various States. A nu.ber 
of hon. Members and learned Members 
too talked very big about it. But whit is 
the practical exprience that we have uncler-
~ ne  They are not prepared to talk about 
it. When that que!ltion comes, they try ID 
moralise and they try to argue lbout 
character-building. You cannot have 
character-building in this way. Nobody 
says that drunkenness is good and neces-
slry and that people must drink and they 
must do all sorts of wrong things or lII.t 
they should not be weaned away from 
drinking. That is not our conteUon 
at all. The question is how you are ICIias 
to implement tbe prohibition policy. 

First of III, without a police force, ud 
without a strinlCnt draconian law, you IIR 
not able to implement prohibition at ... 
Even with such a  law, you are not able to 
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implement it fully. Tbat is why you are 
tryiDl! tu mora lise and trying to tell other 
people that those wbo oppose probihition 
lire becuming bad and they are doing 

something wrong. 

Then. they lalk aboul Ihe working class 
and the peasantry and the toiling people 

ill the country side, who are not having 
anything 10 eat and who arc not having 
anything 10 livc upon. Then. they talk 
about character-building. When they talk 
altolll character-building and come down 
to the level of the working class to quote 
example, I wuuld like to ask them why 
they du 110t go lip to the level of th., rich 
,eople and quote sume examples? With 

all thi, tall talk of prohibition. the rich 
people are having enuugh to dl'ink and 
Ibcy ,,,m drink and spend lIloney and ~e  

can get licences and permiis nnd the)' Can 
driDk everywhere; there is n('l prohiilition 

for them. I wuuld like tu know whether 
they are going to do an} thing to stop all 

lIIe foreign Iiquur which is being imported 
iato this country. In the aerodromes. in 
IRe militar), departments. in the big hotel!! 
and in thi, capital city uf Delhi which is 
Lile scat uf Government, we see how 
_ny ,hops are there and how the rich 
people can drink well. The,'c is no prohibi-

tion for them. So, there are loopholes for 
tiIW purpose. But they lalk about the 
working classes only, and they talk 3bout 

_racter-building in Iheir case. The poor 
IIIIIn earns just a rupee or tWo per day; he 
ill not ahle to exist with his family: ,. e is 
completely poverly-,tricken. and in one 
lIntall room. he lives with his family snd 
half a dozen children, and with deaths .and 

,,1Ii1d-births elc. taking place in a 10' X 
I IY rnom. what kind of ~ ara er i in  

can you expect from tbat mun? Arc '"ou 
prepared 10 give him shelter? Are you pre-
pared to give him food? Are you prepared 
to live him enough drinking water? With-
OIIt providing him with all tbese thinp, 
slitll you talk about character and YOll ny 
that if they start drinking. their character 

will be damaged. This is the reason why 
thi. talking of moral. propalanda in 

favour of prohibition is not succeeding. 

I can live many examples to sbow how 
ilUcit distillation ill thriving. In Tamil 

Nadu. Ihere is a considerable jail popu-
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lation belonsins to prohibition law 
offenders. The Salem jail i. a notorious· 
jail in this regard. I was in the Coimbatore 
jail for years together, anll I used to see 
every two days in a week tbe Saleom 
prisoners coming to the Coimbatore jail. 
Hundred!! and hundreds of persons used to 
come there. 

My hon. friend Shri R. D. Bhandale had 
said that it has nOI become a cottage 
indu,try. When il is said ~ a e induslry' 
let it not be laken in un exaggerated 
manner. In each and every i a~  Ihe 
poor people who do not have any land, 

who do not bave work in the factories are 
taking to Ihis illicit distillation. Certain 
people who do nol drink arc also doing 
Ihi, bu,iness. It has become a repdar 

ine ~  It has become something like an 

industry. In a family the father will beain 
Ihe business; then he wilt be caught by tbe 
police. if he is not I'repared to bribe the 
I'ulic •. because the police are Dlso ha"ing 
connections with Ihcse people, and he i9 

taken away to the jail. Then the mother 
will start. When mother is also cauJht. 

the son will slart. When the ~ n is caught. 
hI' thaI time Ihe father witt be back from 
~i  He will come with the basic materials 
to produce illicit liquor. Such a thine is 
going on. Are Gnvernment prepared to 
slop these things by enforcing law tbrou,h 
pulice. lathi charge and firing? Even 
firin!l has taken place in Tamil Nadu, when 
police began searching bye-lanes of cities 

as well as remote place in the countryside. 
In such situation. if you want to enforce 
prohibition oy law, you will utterly fail. 

Therefore, you have to tee that the poor 
people. the downtrodden, are attended to, 
their living conditions improved. they are 
!iven good shelter. clothing and load food. 
If you give them education also, they wilt 
decide whether 10 drink or not. Mere 
morali";ng or giving quotations from the 
Mahahharata or Ramayana or other books 
is not !loing tu solve the problem. 

Today the position i. that only in 
Guiarat and Tamil Nadu Ihis policy of 
prohibition is in foree. Even Conarea Stale 
Governments have given it up. In Tamil 
Nadu. the Cbief Minister bas pur it to the 
Central Government if they are prepared 

to offset the los8 suffered by the probibItion 
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. poIic:y then alone it can comprise. 
Every year Tamil Nadu is lu"ing Rs. 16 
crores due to prohibition. With this money. 
they could have done a lot for improving 
conditions in the countryside where agri-
cultural workers are suffering and indus-
trial workers are also suffering. In such a 
situation, Tamil Nadu hM put a question 
mark before the Government here : if you 
want prohibition to be enforced. YOLI must 
replenish us to the extent of the loss' 
otherwise, we cannot continue it. . , 

In Kerala there is no prohibition. In 
Andhra. Shri Ikahmananda Reddy i, relax-
ing it. So is the case in Maharashtra. 
Everywhere it is being relaxed. Even under 
Congress regimes it i~ being done. 

Therefore. on hehalf of my party. I say 
that if you want to enforce prohihition 
it should not be through : epression or lathis 
or bullets. If you do that. you will utterly 
fail. People will take it a, a move ~ain  

them and will counter-attack. If you think 
prohibition can he implemented onl" in 
this way. it is heUer to scrap it and in its 
entirety and do something el!1e for the 
g",.d of the peoplo.
