(b) wlM!ther it is B fact that these 
hostiles we"e trying to sneak across 
the border on their way to China; and 

(c) if so, the details thereof and the 
measures taken to strengthen the 
check on this border?

MINISTRY OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS 
(SHR! SURENDRA PAL SINGH): (a) 
to (e). No, Sir. Presumably, Hon'ble 
Member is referring to the reported 
encounters on the BurmeSe side of the 
horder in which a large number of 
Naga hostiles are understoOd to have 
b"on killed. 

SHRI D. C. SHARMA: May I know 
if these Naga hostiles belong to our 
country 0" same other country? 

SHRI SURENDRA PAL SINGH: 
They belong to the State of Nagaland. 

SHRI D. C. sHARMA: Have the 
number of check posts been increased 
in order that there could be no in-
filtration into China of these hostiles 
via BUrma?
