ment's position about tbe steps to bo takeD 
about the P, ivy Purses. (l.t~r uptl",,) I had 
made it clear here on more tban one 0cca-
sion tbat Government had decided to abolisll 
privy purses and pnvlleges of Rulers of 
former Indian States as these were incom-
patible with an egalitarian social order. I 
had also said that delails For aivinl erfe::! 
to the decision of Government were beina 
worked out. 

Since the Resnlution was adopted In 
the other Hou.e, we have had Iwo di.cu· 
nion. with the representathe. of the Rulen 
during which I have made it clear that il 
was the intention of Government to brinl 
f •• rward necessary legislation in the Budge. 
Session of Parliament this )ear for the 
abolition of Privy Purse. and privileges and 
that some transillonal arrangements were 
being examined to enable the Rulers to 
adjust themsehes to changed circumstance&. 

In this AddreSl to Parliament on the 
20th February, the President has announced 
the decision of Government to abolisb 
Privy Purses and privileges and to introduce 
legislation to live efrect to this deciSIon. 
With this authoritative statemenl. a deci.iv. 
step hlS been taken towards the implemen' 
tation of Ihe Resolution passed b) the 
otber House. 

Sir. I have only to add that tbe nece-
ssary legi.lation will be introduced in Par· 
liament in tbe currenl lessioD.
